On the 
small-pox question it is said that Dr. liaycs, 
of the Lu/.-mburg Hospital, continues to 
fail i.o report oases either inside or outside 
of Ill's hospital, and his continued disobe­
dience to the requests of law and humanity 
leaves in the miud of Dr. Devrnu no other 
motives than a  sordid and inhuman desire 
to see the disease continue in order to in­
crease his tharges of pecuniary profit. In ­

Dr. Joseph Holt, of the Fourth Dietrict, 
reports excellent health, with some scarlet 
fever.

State ex. re!, 'i'aoraas Devereaux vs. 
sheriff et al.—Habeas corpus. Counsel for 
relator stated the accused was confined on 
a mittimus Horn the First Municipal Police 
Court, based on an affidavit made by Ser- 
geau' E. Cfianinette, from information re­
el ived charging tho relabir with killing 
Robert Harris, Slareh 1, 187C, at tho corner 
of Common and Carondelet streets. The 
evidence before the cornier’* jury which 
contained nothing against the relator was 
read, and the finding of the jury th a t the 
death waa caused by tome person un­
known.

The State called attention to tho fact 
that the relator was held by a mittimus 
Irom a magistrate, with which no fault was 
found, on an affidavit that seemed s itisfae 
tory to him and that the magistrate had not 
yet investigated the case.

Counsel for reliitir argued that no citizen 
could be held on such documents. The 
signer cf the affidavit had no knowledge of 
his owr, but swore from information re­
ceived, on perhaps a rumor of previous 
(iiffii ulty between thedeceasea and accused, 
and that he had produced none of his in­
formation before the coroner's jury. The 
magistrate, under the constitution, was 
eniy authorized to refuse bail where the 
proof was certain, or the presumption great, 
of a capital crime having been committed 
by tbe accused. Heie neither requisite wts 
shown. A discharge was not asked for, but 
only the privilege of bail, and any amount 
could be easily furnished.

Judge Steeb-, in refuging the application, 
siid  the court knew this. There was u 
citizen killed, probably a murder commit­
ted; an affidavit had been made before a 
magistrate of competent jurisdiction, and 
theaccused commuted. Tae coronet’s jury 
found notLing against him, but the State 
was not bound to produce evidence of ttiat 
character before that jury; it was enough 
that it should find the cause of death. It 
might be essential that the State should 
reserve other evidence until the examina­
tion. The killing took place March 1, and 
this was only the third. Tli-re wa9 no al­
legation of a refusal of examination 
beiore the recorder or magistrate, 
and the evidence before the coroner's 
jury had not been beiore him. He 
had as yet made no examination of Iho 
case. If there were unreasonable delay, or 
nc allegation of a commitment without au­
thority, the court might interfere, but it 
would be establishing a bad precedent to 
interfere between the commitment and ex­
amination. It was certainly an inconveni­
ence uud misfortune to be confined even for 
a lew days on such a charge, and he hoped 
Mr. Devereaux would be soon relieved fro u 
tr, but the community could weil afford to 
have many of its citizens so troubled rather 
than a bad precedent capable of woikicg 
much harm should be established.

The writ was therefore discharged and 
the prisoner remanded.

Fifth D istrict Court.
State ex rel. Jacob Gray vs. E. B. Pe- 

grara, keeper of Parish Prison.—Il i heas cor­
pus. A man was arrested at 9:50 P. M., 
March 2, oa Basin street, by Officer Fitz­
gerald, for an assault and battery of a 
minor character. He was released by Cap­
tain Jacob G:ay a t 11:30 P. M., to appear 
tbe next morning before tbe First Munici­
pal Court, on the guarantee of a  responsi­
ble citizen. He did appear and was fined 
five dollars. He objected and the prose­
cutrix was directed to make an affidavit.

He referred to the 
opinion of the Attorney General, but said 
he reserved the right to file a written 
opinion.

The Proposed Impeachments In the
Ponlh—Let Ua Bloke l la s te  S low ly.

We feel deeply wi'h the Southern people 
iD their troubles. We have done all in our 
power to help a  genuine work of reconstruc­
tion. The Southern States haverthe elements 
of a great empire. In another generation 
this war need be more ot a  memory than tl e 
disease of infancy to tbe strenuous, lusty 
man. The South can never be great until it 
accepts fully tbe lessons of the war. W et’ O 
not mean degradation and humiliation, for 
no one would impose these conditions upon 
a  single citizen. We m* au common sense. 
Tnis tbe South lacks. There are no war is­
sues at stake. That awful arbitrament 
was decisive. W ar made the negro 
free. Freedom means politioal equality. 
Common sense would teach the South­
ern white leaders that by the conces­
sion of politioal equality they can win 
tbe negroes. Common sense would also 
teach tha t where there is a Urge negro pnp- 
nlation—iu South Carolina, L misiana, Mis­
sissippi, where the negro is in the majori­
ty—the part of wisdom is to reoognize the 
negro as an element in representative gov­
ernment, tQ teach him as we teach our 
myriads of aliens—that government means 
the election of good men to office The one 
point which the Southern white man has 
never cone-ded is political equality. The 
negro has not been ask 'd  to unite with the 
white mao. The Northern man is stamped 
upon as an alien, a “carpet-bagger.” And 
yet the complaiot comes up from every 
Southern State that there is no “good gov- 
erum>nt” possible, because the white inau 
can have no aid from the negro or the 
Northerner.

This policy of ostracism now baara fruit 
in impeachment. Impeachment is a  po­
litical expedient in Louisiana. The tact 
that conservative men oppose it convinces 
us that this is io. In Mississippi the same 
sta ' 0  of things exist?. Even us severe a 
critic as Mr. Xordhoff, in censuring Guv- 
err or Ames, entirely exonerates him from 
corruption. Two Democrats voted against 
the presentation ot the articles against him. 
Now let us concede, for the sake of argu­
ment, that in Louisiana and Mississippi lhe ■ 
government is partisan and oppressive. 
Mississippi, however (it is due to rome ono 
to say), has only a trilling Slate debt. There 
have been no great railroad swindles, and 
there will he no such opportunity for whole­
sale repudiation as was seen in Georgia and 
North Carolina when the Democrats came 
ictu power. In Mississippi the Legislature, 
the other day overwhelmingly Republican, 
is now overwhelmingly Democratic. The 
removal of Ames seems to be assured. 
Kellogg hangs in the balance, but if the in­
fluences which dominate Mississippi can 
reacli Louisiana we shall have Democratic 
Governors in both States within thirty 
days.

Is there no danger that impeachmei t will 
become revolution? Do we not find io the 
South, wherever the Democrats have gained 
power, a tendency to revolution? The logic 
which leads that way is cleat: “The recon­
struction acts are -anconstitutionsl and 
vud ’ Everything done under them is ‘un­
constitutional and void.’ The amendments 
about tbe debt and slavery are like tbe 
edicts of Germany annexing Alsaea and 
Lorraine—the edicts of a conqueror. We 
accept them only as France signed tbe 
Frankfort treaty, because the sword was at 
her thio it and the Vandal was on her soil. 
Toe sword wes at our throat, the Vandal 
was on our soil. W hat the sword makes 
t ie  sword breaks. We are not bound by 
anything d ine under the reconstruction 
acts.” This is logical, but it is not the 
lugio oi a  sound reconstruction. It will 
be disastrous to every interest dear to 
tbe South. The country will say, if 
this logic is good in Louisiana and Missis­
sippi, why will it not apply to Washington 
and tho general government? If the first 
duty of Democratic State governments in 
the Sou'b is to overthrow Republican gov­
ernors and distuirs Republican judges; if 
every Republican in office is to be expelled 
by the torce o -' a Democratic majority: if 
the debts inentred by Republicans aro to 
be repudiated, what is to become of our 
natiocal debt and those who remain in 
rffice! It may be said that the reason why 
G jvernors like Holden, Kellogg and Ames 
ate removed is that tbey have been untrue 
to their oaths of office. Upon the same 
theory Jackson could have been removed 
bv a Whig jinsjoritv, Grant woild be re­
moved to-morrow. Grant is arraigned by 
bis opponents for offenses as grave as 
those charged against Holder. Kellogg 
and Ames. John (Rainey Adams in Lis 
diary shows that he, t niigutened as he was, 
believed Jackson to be guilty ot impeach­
able offenses. But Adam? wrote like a par­
tisan. So far as the debts are concerned, 
the reasons that lead to their repudiation 
would repudiate millions ol our New York 
< ebt. Tue money raised by the repudiated 
bon Is in tho Southern States was stolen. 
So was the money raised by the Tweed 
regime and a large part ol the money given 
to cue Pacifio railway. If impeachment is a 
remedy for Southern misrule and repudia­
tion the remedy for Southern corruption, 
then why will not tho same remedy apply 
to uiidgovernmtnt iu Washington, the 
Tweed bonds of New York riiy and the 
loans guaranteed for the Pacific railway 
and the District of Columbia.

The loaders of the Democratic party and 
Southern men like Hunter and Lamar must 
sec that this whole business is dangerous. 
In ail republican governments there is a 
remedy lor mi-govt-ranitnl in the ballot. 
The will ot the people is sacred. Once 
that this will is expressed, and sanctioned 
by Hie forms of law, only an extreme ne- 
cessi v should overthrow it. When John 
T. Huffman wts elected Governor of New 
York in 1870, men as eminent as Horace 
Greeley avowed their belief that he had 
been elooted by fraud. Nor is it hard for 
us io ditsent Irum that conclusion, knowing 
as we sow do the iuiamies iu stealing aud 
repeating which marked the reign of 
Tweed. * Suppose that the R-pnblicacs 
who followed Mr. Gretley had begun a 
campaign to impeach Hoff man as illegally 
elected, as guilty of “high crimes aud mis­
demeanors” in signing the Tweed charter, 
tbe Erie acts and the tax levies, and to re­
pudiate tbe bonds issued by Connolly. It 
would have been a shock to every conserva­
tive mind in tbe State. It would have been 
a revolution. All that wonld have been 
gained, even from the Republican point cf 
view, would have been notbiDg compared 
with the disasters that would have fol­
lowed. I t  would have been disintegration, 
tbe beginning of what we have 6een in the 
republics of South Amerioa—the pronnneia- 
mento superseding the ballot. The people 
of New York, even Republicans, saw that it 
was far better to bear the ills they had than 
to fly to others they knew not of—the evils 
of repudiation and revolution.

So we say to our friends in the South, 
and mors especially to those in Mississippi 
and Louisiana, if it can be proved that 
Ames and Kellogg are gnilty of “ high 
crimes and misdemeanors,” let them be re­
moved. But be snre of the proof. Let it 
be something more than passion. I t  is not 
enongh that Ames and Kellogg are “carpet 
baggers” and “scalawags;” that they have 
used their offices to help their party; that 
they are partisans; that they have dealt 
harshly with politioal enemies. Every aot 
of the white men in ths South will be scru­
tinized by the grand inquest of the nation. 
We shall have “repudiation” and “revolu­
tion” ringing from every busting. Ames 
and Kellogg will become martyrs. • Tbe 
war feeling will be invoked. There may be 
outbreaks that will call from tbe President 
military interference. The Southern 
States are good for 127 electoral votes, with­
out which there will be no election by tho 
Democrats of their President. I t will only 
require an order Irom tho W ar D epart­
ment ta swing a t least fifty of these 
votes—those ot Arkansas, Louisiana, Mis­
sissippi, Alabama and North Carolina— 
back again to the Republican line. The 
poliov iu the South is peace. Avoid all re­
volutionary expedients. Let impeachment 
be a remedy for “high crimes and uiisle- 
meanore,” not a  political expedient. Treat 
tho negro as a political equal. Do not drive 
him into the arms of thieves. Teach him 
that suffrage means good government and 
low taxts. Do not accept every victory as 
meaning necessarily the extermination of

political opponents. When Jubal Early 
defeated his Yankee adversaries, instead of 
pursuing his victory with order and disci­
pline, he took to plundering his camp. Be­
fore the sun went down he was a  routed 
fugitive. Let the Southern Democrats pon­
der well this example, remembering that 
victories, like those for which tbey are pre­
paring in Louisiana and Mississippi, may 
bring in their train a defeat as terrible as 
that which sent the heedless Early “ whirl­
ing down the Valley."—Few York Uerald.

Banning (he Army.
The following abstract of General Ban­

ning’s new Democratic army bill is frnin 
the Cbioago Inter-Ocean's Washington cor­
respondent:

Mr. Banning, chairman of tbs House 
Committee on Military Affairs, has a  bill to 
provide for the gradual reduction of tlie 
army, and to consolidate its staff depart­
ments. The bill provides that the number 
of cavalry regiments be reduced from ten 
to eight, and the number of infantry regi- 
inenrsfrom twenty-five to twenty-three, and 
tho Secretary of War is instructed t » merge 
the enlisted men of two of the regiments 
into o !i“r regiments, and to assign the 
commissioned officers to duty with other 
regiments. The bill provides that there 
shall be no further eulisuuent in the army 
until the number of enlisted men shall have 
been reduced to 20,000, including Indian 
scouts, anu exclusive of tbe e.ulisted force 
authorized for the Adjutant General's office 
and the signal service.

Th6 bill abolishes the regimental organi­
zation of the artillery, aud eetablirbes a 
corps of artillery, to consist of five bat­
teries of light artillery, sixty ba’ieries of 
artillery, ail with the orgamzati. u now pn - 
vided by law; one chief of artillery, with 
the raak of brigadier general; four colonels, 
ol whom two shall be ex-officio in-peotors 
of artillery wherf assigned by the President; 
six lieutenant ontoneL-; twelve maj >rs; 
sixty captains; 120 first lieutenant?; sixtv- 
tive second lieutenants. The chief of artil­
lery shall he selected from among the colo­
nels of artillery, length of service, military 
record and efficiency in view; ar.d the offi 
cers other than the chief of urtillery shail 
take rank in the corps according to tbe ex­
isting dates of commissions in the artillery 
arm; tho original vacancy in the grade of 
lieutenant coiooel shall "be tilled by se­
niority.

The hill provides that no officer of the 
corps of artillery below the rank of major 
shall hereatc-r be promoted to a higher 
grade without having passed a satisfactory 
examination before a board of three artil­
lery officers eenior to him in rank; and 
should the officer fail at such examination 
be shall he suspended for oue year, when ha 
shall be re examined, and upon a second 
failure shall be, by tbe President, dropped 
from the army.

The non-commissioned staff of the pres­
ent regiments of artillery shall he assigned 
to vacancies in the grade of first sergeant 
as they may occur. The non-commissioned 
staff, musicians and trumpeters of the dis­
continued regiments ot cavalry and in­
fantry shall be assigned to other" positions, 
or otherwise disposed of. as the Secretary 
of War may direct. The grade of com 
pany wagoner in the artillery, infantry and 
cavaljy is abolished by this bill, an'«l the 
enlisted men cow holding tha*. position will 
be classed as privates.

The bilLprovides that the general officers 
tnny select from the army and shall lie 
ent.tled to aids-dc-catnp, not to exceed as 
follows:

The General, three; the Lieutenant Gen­
eral, two; the Ms j r Generals, two each; 
the Brigadier G-tierals, one each; Provid­
ed, that the selection and assignment of 
an officer as an aid to the General or 
Lieutenant General shall not carry rank, 
pay, and allowances in excess of what may 
be attached to the next grade abive the 
officers actual rank io the army; and no 
aid to the General or Lieutenant General 
shall recieve higher rank, pay, and allow 
auces than that, respectively, of colonel and 
lieutenant colonel. Tbe M>j T Grnerals 
shall select their aids from the captains 
of tbe array, and tho Brigadier Generals 
from the first lieutenants of the army. 
Aids shall be confined to actual service on 
the stuff’of the rtspecrive Generals. Sec­
tions 1096, 101*7, and 1098, Revised Statutes, 
relating to ai ls-de-camp and tue military 
secretary, are hereby repealed.

The bill provides that- there shall be no 
new appointments and no promotions in the 
Bureau of Milirary Justice, nor among the 
judge advocates of the army. Any officer 
of the bureau, inclusive of the judge advo­
cates, may, on application, be honorably 
discharged from the service, with one year's 
pay proper for each aud every term of eight 
years' service,and triv e ’ing expenses to bis 
Come. The quartermaster's and subsist 
ence department?, es distinct branches of 
tbe service, are abolished by the bill and 
merged into one organization, to be known 
as the department ot supplies, to consist of 
one chief with the rank of brigadier gen­
eral, six colonels, ten lieutenant colonels, 
♦  weutv-fonr uisjois and forty-two captains. 
Tue cliiei of me department et supplies 
shall be selected, length of service, military 
record and t ffieiency in view, from tbe brig­
adier generals ot the present quartermas­
ter's and subsistence d'partincut*; and 
officers of lower grades shall take rank ac­
cording to their respective dates of commis­
sion in the existing departments: Provided, 
that the brigadier general not selected as 
chief shall be assigned as inspector of the 
department of supplies, and on the occur­
rence of a vacancy the grade and position 
6hall not be filled. The two original vacan­
cies in the grade of major Fhall be tilled by 
seniority. The lieutenant colonels and 
maj trs " of the department of sup­
plies may, by direction of the Pres­
ident, and in addition to their 
duties proper, be assigned to duty as pay­
masters ex officio, when the demands of the 
service so require. All vacancies in the 
department ot eupplies shall be filled from 
the the first lieutenants ut the army. AU 
laws applicable to s applies and disburse­
ments, including tbe bonds of officers, in so 
far as now governing the quartermaster’s 
and subsistence departments, shall be con­
tinued for the government of the depart­
ment of eupplies. The Secretary of War 
shall prepare a  system, of regulations lor 
the said depaitmcnt of supplies, the same 
to be submitted to Congress for approval; 
in the meantime such regulations as may be 
sanctioned by the Secrutary of War shall 
govern.

The medical department of the army, it 
is provided by the new bill, shall hereafter 
oonsist of one snrgeon general, with the 
rank of colonel; two medical purveyors, 
with the rank of lieutenant colonel, who 
shall give bonds as now ri quired by law, 
and shall, when not acticg as purveyors, be 
assignable to dtiry as surgeons; five sur­
geons, with the rank ot lieutenant colonel, 
to be appointed by seniority fra m the sur­
geons; forty surgeons, with the rank of ma­
jor; 125 assistant enrgeonp, with the rank of 
first lieutenants, mounted, for the first five 
years’ servioe, and with the rank of 
captain, mounted, after five years’ ser­
vice. The number of contract surgeons, 
from and after January 1, 1877, shall be 
limited to fifty, and thereafter more than 
tha t number ehall not be employed. Tho 
office of medical storekeeper is abolished. 
Tdere ehall be no new appointments to the 
grade ot assistant surgeon until the number 
shall have keen reduced below that as 
herein provided.

The paymaster general of the army [shall 
have tbe rank of Brigadier General, and 
there shall bo no new appointments to tho 
grade of major in the pay department until 
the number ot majors shall have been re­
duced below twenty, aud thereafter tae 
number shall be fixed at twenty.

Colonel Cristo, commander of the gov­
ernment forces a t Matainorae, on the 
twenty-seventh sent a telegram to Col. Par- 
rat, stationed with a body of govern­
ment troops at Camargo, ordering his 
immediate return with the conimaud to 
Matumorae, as they were in momentary 
expectation of being attacked by the 
revolutionists from Brownsville.

She went to pieces yesterday, and the 
crew, consisting of thirteen men, were all 
lost exceptiog four, who were pieked up 
yesterday. The life-saving crew attempted 
to board tbe bark, and every man was 
drowned. Six bodies have been recovered 
and nine are still missing.

The vessel reported ashore on Tybee 
Island is the Carrie Dove. The captain and 
crew were saved.

Restoration o f  Embargoed Estates.

The Cabinet Meeting.
At the Cabinet meeting to-.lay it was de­

termined to take steps to punish Belknap 
and all concerned with him iu bribery and 
corruption. Tue Attorney General ha3 been 
ordered to take the preliminary steps.

The Cabinet met at noon to-day with all 
the members and remained in session until 
alter three o'clock in the afternoon. The 
suT j“0 t that received consideration was the 
institntion of criminal proceedings against 
ex Secretary Belknap and those who were 
associated with him in the practices of 
bribery and corruption that have just been 
officially discovered, and the selection of a 
new Secretary of War.

The President stated to the Cabinet that, 
while he could take no tteps which might 
look to the persecution of any one, be had 
determined to shrink from no responsibility 
that rested upon him, and he therefore 
asked the Attorney General to take imme­
diate steps to proceed with criminal charges 
against Belknap and Messrs Marsh and 
Tomlinson, and others shown by any evi­
dence that shall be adduced to nave had 
part in the painful transactions that were 
the subject ot atrention.

Uoon the determination of the President 
there were tuTl and thorough expressions of 
opinion favoring such action as the Presi­
dent had determined npon, without delay.

The peculiar character of the case of 
G-neral Belknap’s offense, differing in 
many respects as it does from an ordinary 
case ot bribery, was a subject of comment 
and discussion, the result of which was the 
reference of the entire matter to the At­
torney General, who will take the neces­
sary "steps to enter criminal proceedings 
just s- soon as the facts can be put in 
shape to be sworn to. As a part of the dis­
cussion it was mentioned that there should 
be no delay in the proceedirgs because of 
the progress of an impeachment trial. The 
two trials will be entirely independent of 
each other.

Judge Pierrepont remained at the Execu­
tive Slansion for a short time after the 
other Cabinet officers had gone to tbeir re­
spective departments, for the purpose of 
getting what facts the President might be 
possessed of in accordance with the deter­
mination to commence immediately ths pro 
ceeoiogs under his charge. The discnssion 
relative to the appointment of a successor 
to Secretary Belknap was of considerable 
length, buj no decisiou was reached, and 
there will probably be another Cabinet ses­
sion about it. The assurance is given that 
tbe person who will be appointed to the 
• ffioo will be a man of high character and 
known personal integrity.

Senator Hamlin’s New Postal B ill,
Tbe bill introduced to-day by Senator 

Hamlin, fixing tbe rates of postage on third 
class mail matter and for other purposes 
proposes lor all third class matter the fill­
ing rates of postage graduated according to 
the distance, viz: For distances not exoeed- 
ind 309 miles one cent for each two ounces 
or fractional part thereof; for distances be­
tween 300 and 800 miles, two cents; for dis­
tances between 800 and 1500 miles, three 
cents, and for each additional . 1000 
miles, one cent additional for each two 
ounces or fractional part. A special 
rate is, however, proposed for tran ­
sient newspapers and magazines, namely, 
one cent for every two ounces or fractional 
part thereof, for any distanoe not exceeding 
1003 uiilep. but for any greater distance, 
double this rate is to bo paid. The bill 
also provides that all occasional publica­
tions, prices current, catalogues and an­
nuals, and all regular publications devoted 
primarily to advertising purposes, or for 
free circulation, or tor circulation a t 
nominal subscription rates, shall here­
after be considered a"A charged as third 
class mail matter Other provisions au­
thorize the writing of a brief form 
of presentation or of a brief description np­
on books, magazines or anj7 other articles 
mailed as third clcss matter, and allow in­
sufficiently prepaid matter to be carried to 
its destination, in cases where there has not 
been an evident intention to underpay the 
full amount; provided, tha t double the deft 
cienoy shall be collected a t the other end. 
Where the sender is known, however, he is 
to be notified and required to make fail 
prepayment.

The Party ot the Left Centre.
A meeting of members of the old left 

centre resolved to maintain the left centre 
as a distinct party in the eoming Assembly, 
and to remain satisfied with the retirement 
of Ministers Buffet and Dsmaux, but de­
mand a  complete reconstruction of the 
cabinet and administrative staff, and in­
auguration of a  frankly liberal policy. A 

■ programme wds adopted declaring that the 
minimum necessary reforms comprise tbe 
appointment of mayors by the municipal 
councils, except in large towns; modifica­
tion of the university education law so as 
to restore to the State the exclusive right of 
conferring degrees, and deprive the dio­
cese of its recently granted oorporate ca­
pacity.

The programme does not recommend a 
general amnesty, but proposes the appoint­
ment of a committee of pardons to review 
the indictments and evidence against politi­
cal convicts.

M. Casimir Perier, who exactly represents 
the views above set forth, has had a long 
conference with M. Dutaure, a t which tbe 
terms of the ministerial programme were 
discussed. No difficulty arose. He subse­
quently had an interview with Marshal 
MacMabon, who wishes to aot entirely as a 
constitutional President, leaving to the * 
chief of the cabinet the selection of minis­
ters, m conformity with the ideas of the 
majority in the chambers.

The Archbishop’s  Opinion.
The Archbishop ot Paris, in a  letter to tbe 
ergy ordering prayers for the new Assem­

bly, declares tha t the accomplishment of 
the programme of some members of tbe 
new Legislature, for instance the exclusion 
cf religion from education and the separa­
tion of Church and State, would be equiva­
lent to the destruction of France.

At the opening of a  temporary chape l 
erected on the site ot the national ohuroh 
to be built on Montmartre, the archbishop 
said the republic would either revert to 
Catholicism or not endure.

A Sensation in Paris.
The news from Washington causes a  sen­

sation here. Some of tbe evening papers 
express regret at the scandals, and deplore 
the decadence of politioal morality in the 
United States.

Don Carlos at Boulogne.
Doc Carlos was received a t Boulogne by 

a deputation ot 150 legitimists, who pre­
sented an address. He has issued a mani­
festo to the Spaniards, in whioh he say?: 

‘Desiring to stop bloodshed, I forbear 
eontinning a glorious but a t present fru it­
less straggle. Seeing the suffering of my 
volunteers and the superiority of numbers 
against them, it becomes necessary to 
sheathe the sword. I will never sign a  
compromise. My flag remains folded until 
the moment which God shall fix as tbe 
supreme hoar of redemption.”

In an address to his soldiers, Don Carlos 
congratulates them on the heroism they 
have displayed, and bids them not abandon 
hope.
