Captain Gray in Prison Again.—Jacob 
is captain of the first precinct Metropolitan 
Police force, and is generally considered a 
pretty solid msn in every respect, physi­
cally, mentally, financially and officially, 
asd yesterday when some of bis men saw 
him take a commitment and maroh himself 
down to the Parish Prison felt inolinad to 
be indignant. Most of our readers are aware 
that Judge Adams, acting in the First Mu­
nicipal Court, recently sent Colonel Loan 
and Captain Gray to prison for contempt of 
that court, in this, that they disobeyed an 
order issued by the judge relative to re­
taining prisoners, or rather not to release 
accused persons hell in durance unless an 
order issued by the court. Writs of habeas 
corpus wero granted by Judge Cullom, 
Fifth Distiiet Coart, and the Metropoli­
tans were discharged, the eonrt holding 
that J udge Adams had no authority to com­
mit for contempt. Oa that it was generally 
supposed the matter had ended, but Judge 
Adams obtained a written opinion on the 
subject from Attorney General Field, which 
sustained his (Adams’) position, whereupon 
the judge once more renewed the war, and 
yesterday summoned Captain Gray to the 
bar for contempt of court for releasing a 
person, not in court hoars, who had been 
incarcerated for an assault and battery. 
The same ground which was traveled 
over a short time ago in a like case was 
traveled again, and the captain was com­
mitted to prison. The commitment which 
was to consign him to a cell in the Parish 
Prison was plaoed in the captain’s hands 
for execution. Jacob calmly accepted the 
bit of paper and took passage in a five 
oent chariot, and after an uneventful 
journey knocked at the prison gates 
and informed the watchful warden that 
he desired bed and board. Cnsympithetio 
bolts, bars, chains and keys rattled and 
banged as fiercely a6 those at the captain’s 
own calaboose when a sneak thief is 
chocked in by unfeeling policemen. Before 
Captain Gray had bnried his blushing face 
in a pallet of straw some of his friends bad 
hunted np J udge Cullom to obtain a legal 
release through the medium of a writ of 
habeas corpus. The writ was quickly 
issued, and the prison portals gaped wide 
for the procession to emerge—the captain 
was the procession. When in court J udge 
Cullom gazed down on Jacob’s benevoleDt 
face and said: “Well, sir, What brings you 
here again, infamous wretch?” Jacob meekly 
replied “Nothing.” Then it was explained 
that the judge of the First Municipal Police 
Court had considered that it had been an 
object of contempt, the Filth District 
Conrt thereupon gots its indignity on an up 
grade and told Jacob to waltz off instanter, 
after which a email tea party might have 
been seen assembled in a neighboring soda 
stand. ______

Peter M. Woodlief was near the scene, 
heard the explosion, saw a man fall; saw 
another person, with whom he was unac- 
quaiated, walk away.

Jelin D. Smith hoard the shot and no­
ticed emcke. but fleeing ladies prevented 
him seeing anything more.

Dr. Drew stated that after the body was 
deposited in the yard at police headquar­
ters he had examined the wound, and 
found that a bnliet had penetrated the 
skull, cutting the brain.

Henry Mourer testified that he was stand­
ing near the scene and heard a pistol shot; 
saw Karris fall; saw a man dressed in 
light colored clothing walk off, holding a 
revolver in his hand; that individual walked 
down Common street.

This was all the evidence obtained, when 
the jury returned a verdict that Rob­
ert Harris had come to his death at the 
hands of an unknown person, therefore Dr.

Judge Adams was informed of the posi­
tion of affairs, but he declined to release 
Mr. Devereanx on that showing.
