On Monday last, about two miles below 
Lafourche Crossing, a most deplorable ren­
contre took place,-in whioh an excellent 
citizen lost his life.

The 
wounded man walked about fifty yards and 
fell dead. We forbear farther comment 
until we hear full details.

ST. JOHN.
From the Meschacebe. March 4:
Captain Panl Boyton created a great 

sensation in St. John the Baptist and St. 
Charles last Friday, February 25. At about 
four o'clock in the morning ne was drawn 
by a counter current into the eddy in front 
of the Carroll plantation, where, a little be­
fore daybreak, he was found by Mr. Arthur 
Labiche, who made him aware of his posi­
tion. Speeding down, he passed the St. 
John courthouse at seven o’clock in the 
morning. At Bonnet Carre Point he was 
treated to a enp ot hot coffee by Mr. Rose- 
mond St. Pierre, the ferryman. The com­
ments on Captain Boy ton’s trip were quite 
amusing. An old knowing darkey said that 
the animal was a “mare-maid;” he was sure 
of it, aa he had seen one when he crossed 
the sea from “Old Virginy.” to New Or­
leans. Captain Boyton was born in the 
United States, is of Irish descent, and 
twenty-seven years old. He is the best 
swimmer known, and is reported to have 
saved the life of sixtv-one persons.

Another swimmer sailed into the eddy of 
the Carroll plantation last Sunday morning. 
Whence he came and wberefor bound will 
forever remain a mystery. His name was 
beaver, and a huge one be was, measuring 
four feet from the tip of the noae to tail end. 
The solitary traveler which had drifted 
down probably thousands of miles from its 
native den was loth to die, and gave np the 
gboat only at the third summons from Mr. 
Ernest Sarrat’s shotgun. This is the second 
beaver Mr. Sarrat has killed in the Missis­
sippi river in St. John the Baptist.

A Democratic Rebuke.
The Times, the leading Democratic daily 

in Philadelphia, says:
Governor Kellogg has addressed to the 

Louisiana Senate a communication replying 
seriatim to the articles of impeachment 
adopted by the House after the Senate, in 
its haste, had assembled as a court and ac­
quitted him in advanoe. It must be coa­
lesced that the Governor makes highly 
plausible explanations ot the rather frivol­
ous charges brought against him, and the 
Senate would probably have been obliged 
to acquit him even after a full bearing. 
But then it would not have been proceed­
ing in the Louisiana fashion to have the 
ease folly presented and decide afterward. 
There would have been nothing brilliant or 
strategic in that.

Our Washington dispatches say that the 
Democrats feel concerned about the im­
peaohment business in Louisiana, and well 
they may be. The Democrats in Louisiana 
are beDt upon ruining the Democratic 
cause.
