THURSDAY, MARCH 9, K76.Is
bonds in violation of the restrictions of the 
consolidated aot of 1852; and 

Whereas, Taxpayers in said city require 
temporary relief, and that it would be un­
just to unnecessarily compel them by onerous 
taxation of doubtful legality to provide for 
the interest on said bonds until toe validity 
or invalidity of said bonds shall have been 
finally determined by competent authority. 

Section  1. Be it enacted by the 8enate ant, 
House of Representatives of the State of Lou 
isiana in General Assembly convened, That 
the city of New Orleans be and is hereby 
relieved from the obligation of levying and 
collecting any tax for the purpose of pay 
ing the interest on any of said b. nda issued 
since 185'-; that all laws relative to the levy 
and collection of snoh taxes for suoh pur 
pores be suspended until the validity or in 
validity of the said bonds shall have been 
finally adjudicated upon.

Sec . 2. Be it further enacted, etc.. That 
the Governor, Attorney General, Mayor, 
City Attorney, or either of them, or any five 
taxpayers owning property in said oitjr and 
paying taxes thereon, shall have the right 
to contest the validity of the said bonds by 
proceedings before any court of competent 
jurisdiction, and that proceedings to that 
end shall' be tried by preference over all 
other cases.

Reported favorably.
The motion prevailed, and the Senate 

rules were suspended.
On motion ef Senator Cage the report 

of the committee was adopted.
Senator White gave notice that he would 

submit, at some future time, a minority re­
port upon the bill.

Senator Wharton offered as an amend 
ment to the bill the following additional 
section:

Sec . 3. That this act shall take effect from 
and after its passage, and that all laws and 
parts of laws in oonfiiot with this act be 
and are hereby repealed.

While the amendment was pending Sen 
ator Twitohell ashed and obtained unani 
mor.s consent to offer at this time the fol 
lowing motion:

I move that the Secretary of the Senate 
be instructed to communicate to the House 
ot Representatives the final order of ao 
quittai adopted by the High Court of 1m 
peaobment, sitting for the trial of William 
P. Kellogg, Governor of the State, as the 
final action of the Senate in the matter of 
the impeachment of said William P. Kel 
logg, Governor.

Senator Twitchell moved that the motion 
be adopted.

Senator Whitney called for the previous 
question.

Strike out and insert in lieu of preamble 

to seotion two:
W h e r e a s . The c ity  o f New Orleans has 

become involved in debt so as to  render it 
impossible to levy by taxation a sum ade­
quate to the payment o f the interest on her 
outstanding debt;

Whereas, It is charged that a large per 
tiou of the debt of New Orleans is legal, and 
that it is necessary to have the legality of 
all the debt determined by judicial author 
ity; therefore

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of 
Representatives in General Assembly con­
vened, That the city of New Orleans be di­
rected and is hereby authorized not to levy 
any interest tax for the purpose of paying 
any of its outstanding or accruing interest 
debt.

Sec. 2. The city of New Orleans shall not 
be required to levy or colleot any tax for a 
sinking fund for the purpose of redeeming 
bonds until the time of the annual levy of 
city taxes for the year 1881.

Senator Whitney moved to lay the sub­
stitute on the table, and called for the yeas 
and nays, with the following result:
