STATE NEWS,

* LAFOURCHE.

From the Cotton Boll, March 15:
Raphael Gaude, who killed his uncle,
Augustin Gande, last week 1u Lafourche,
was wrrested, but subsequently released on
$5000 bond—probably on the ground that
he was acting in self defense, It waa truly
a borrible sffair, and ocauses great distress
in a Jarge aud respeotable family. The de-
ceused, we believe, was about fifty years of
age, and loaves » wife and several children.
On the Collins plsntation, near Thibo-
daux, & week ago last Sunday, a negro man
killed another, and then mude bis escape.
As an instauce of the manner in which
the misforrunes of some r!mtern produce a
sacritice of the interest of both planter and
merchunt, we will mention that the E. W.
Lawless plantstion, three miles below Thi-
bodaux, which wus mortgaged to Meesrs.
Allen, of New Orieans, for sumething over
$11.000, wan latelv disposed of by the lat-
ter to #r C. C. Williams for the mere pit-
taoce of £5000. That inolnded 240 acres of
fine arabie land, & sugar hounse and ma
chinery in tolerable repair, ten mules, im-

ban. They differed in the sgg
by nearly $2.000,000, the State assessment be-
ing the grester. Iu 1875, by » chunge in the
law, Urban makea an assessment tor both
State and city. By comjaring Urban's as-
sesswent for 1875 with the city assessment
for 1874, the mujurity report shows that his
assesement exceeds that of the previous year
by nearly $2.000,000. Why not cowpure
Urbun's assesswent with tae State assess-
went for 1874, and then it will appear that
the aggregate of his ssscssment on'y ex-
ceeds that of 1874 by sbout $87,000. And
taking secount of several items of property
ewbraced in Urban's assessment, amount-
ing to more than $300,000, which were not
included in the assessment of 1874, it will
appeur that Urban's assesement for 1875 18
$200.000, mure or less, under (he amount ot
the Stafe asacsswient for the previous year.
The majority report is disingenuous in
this. viz: The report says:
“One piece is vijued in his books at $3000
which is well worth $14,000.”
This is the property of Mis Louis Schoei-
der. Mr. Louis Schueider ieatiticd 1o reia-
tion to this in substunce ss follows (I sprak
trom mewors): Mr. Urban had sppraised
this property at $15000. Mr. Schneider
says he went to Mr. Urban and rquesed
him to put it at $13,000, at which value it
had been appraised for the previous yer.
Urban conseuted to this. When the wit-
ness’ attention was oalled to the fact that
the sssessment on this propoﬂx was only
$3000, instead of $13.000 be said be had no
doubt that wes “a clerical error.”
Of course, ths chairmap of this commit-
tee will not snd csn not impeach his own
witness in order to raise or to sapport an
inference that the appraisement in this par
ticular case was reduced to thia very low
figure for & consideration.
Several witnesses teetify that they con-
sider Mr. Urban's sssessments exoovssive,
and that Mr Urban is not qualified for the
position of tax assessor in the Fourth Dis-
triet.
It is very likely that if Mr. Urban bad
had an opportunity he could have brought
witnesses of e¢qual intelligenos and in-
tegrity to tesufy to the fairness of his
conduct, the justnses of sppreisement,
and his ample fitness for the office. Ex-
parte evidence never establishes anything
more than » prims facie case, and when the
opportunity for cross-examination and
rebuttals bave not been afforded, it doesn't
alwnye prove thut.
