THE Wasn RockweLL INQUEST.—Yester-
day Dr. Chastant, coroner for the upper
monicipal distriots, held an inquest in the
case of Wash Rockwell, found dead at the
lake end of the new shell road, on the seven-
teenth instant, and cbtained the following
testimony

Benjamin 8. Harrisson—I know nothing
of the killing and was not preseat when it
oceurred; just at twilight on the seven-
wenth of March I was on Hoyt's Hotel
§tllnry at the Lake End; heard three shots

red and thought the sounds were at
Tony’s honse, smbout 500 feet distant; n
short time after Tony came running up
and said that Waxh Rockwell had just
been Lilled on his gallery; I proceeded to
the piuce, accompanied by Messrs. V. A.

lyan, Leon Lamothe and Riddle; saw de-
ceased in an arm chair, sitting perfectly
nataral, but I fonnd be was dead; Mr.
Lamothe took him by one arm and I by the
other; we raised bim clear of the chair and
E:&la@ed the bdy on the gallery; am sure

weoll was then dead; he bad no ooat on;
when Tony appeared at Hoyt's House he
said that Le thought that Desposito had
killed Rockwell, but did not see the shoot-
ing.

Antopio Cordes—I sm the proprietor of
tbe house where Rockwell was killed; two
men came to my place and ate dinuer;
when they arrived from the new shell road,
in & eprivg wagon, they did not appear to
be intexicated or disposed to be quarrel-
soms together; they ate dinner and after-
ward bezan to talk excitedly together; I
heard them call each other bad names, and
were excited in their conversation; one of
them asked for cognac; as I went to get it,
in turning the end of the counter, I heard
three shore, fired pop, pop, pop, quick,
close together; on turning, I saw deceased
sitting in his chair; then saw the other,
the small man, running away; he was about
ten or twelve feet trom deceased when 1
saw him leaving; I can not say whether or
no he had a pistol as he was leaving; can
not say that he had on coat and hat then; 1
know the emall man by sight, but do not
know hi:« name; can recognize him; the
coatand hat now shown me are the same I
found in my house after the ehooting; while
they were eating dinner they cursed to-
gether; when they arrived at my house
they appeared to be friendly; it was the
smallest man who ran off.

Sergeant Taylor and an officer cf the
mounted force testified, but their evidence
related to their experi a8 poli in
the case. Both recognized the hat and coat
shown by the coroner as the articles found
in Tony's house immediately after the shoot-
ing.

Other witnesses were called, but they
could not furnisk any information as to the
cauee of the shooting or anything elsa that
can be taken as evidence.

The verdict of the jury ia that Rockwell
came to his death by gunstot wounds de-
livered at the hands, as is eupposed, of
Robert Deeposito, now in cuatady.

Dr. Chastant will make an effidavit charg-
ing Desposito with the crime of murder,

Cagopear, before the Police Board, and since
tben Dr. Cooper zeserts that the error cn
which ke was picked up was purely a cleri-
cal ona, and he produces what he swears i3
the eriginal document to prove his asser-
tism.

Dr. Chastant also complains of the docu-
ment produced by the committee of medi-
cal experts, and makes the following ex-
plarpation:

The board of physicians committed an
error, and an usiutentional irjustice against
ine in stating that “the coromer did in Dr.
Cooper’s prisence, announce that he was
satisfied a8 to the cause of death.” My re-
mark was that I was satisfied, not as to the
canee of death, but as to the anatomical
nature and extent of the wound.

carelessness ©Or gross anatomical zact-
ance”—a fact sufliciently wanifest fro: the
words quoted from said certificate: “Noie
gharp cutring mstrument enternng the
thyroid cartizage, passing into the tracies,
inat above the epiglonis.” The suppreesion
ot the appropriate adjectives was agreed to
in order to obtain unanmity ot cpizior.
