Have all those columns of epithet and
oblogquy been uttered by the Democra! in
support of a proposition which no Repub-
lican ever did or, indeed, ever could deny.
“The rights of property” are protected by
the constitution undounbtedly. Who on
earth ever disputed this cardinal canon of
republican doctrine. The federal consti-
tation apportions representatives and
direct taxes among the several States ac-
cording to their respective numbers. Our
State constitution requires taxation upon
property to be ad valorem, and both of
these instruments grant protection to
property from sbuse or encroachment.
Thus far we agree with the Democral.
How is it possible for ‘‘the majority to de-
stroy or impair those rights?” There are
courts under both constitutions to which
appeal is made to decide whether
these rights, as secured by the constita-
tion, have been violated by the law. Un-
der the constitution, the majority can not
violate the rights which the majority has
itself granted and guaranteed by the con-
stitation. .

In the case under argument, if the Dem-
ocral thinks a fireman, who owns no house,
has ro right to vote for a tax on the prop-
erty he is waked up at midnight to protect,
let it say so. Make the point that the
vote of the houseless fireman is void un-
der the constitution. Let the courts or
Legislature decide that the honseless fire-
man had no vote to put a tax on houses,
and we would sustain the authorities in
their construction of the right. So, with
the modification claimed by the Democrat,
there seems nothing in dispute, and it will
admit the right of the houseless man to
vote a tax on houses, subject to the con-
stitution.

We are glad to see this admission, be-
cause it places the Democracy on new and
more tenable and less radical ground. It
has been for some years past contended
that ‘‘the people” —or the majority of citi-
zens—of Louisiana are opposed to certain
measures of law and to certain acts of
administration. Under this claim there
have been several pronounced efforts to
set aside the authority of government by
the acts of this assumed majority. The
Democrat boasted that ten thousand men
would have maintained the Speaker cf the
House of Representatives in the executive
office.

! In this case the Dsmocrai assumed that
the majority of the people represented by

this armed force should decide by mus-
ketry a question properly cognizable only
by the courts” and Legislatures of the
federal and State governments. This same
assumed majority of the people was rep-
resented by armed numbers on the four-
teenth of September, 1874. The revoln-
tionary doctrine mow disavowed by the
Democral was then held, and it was
claimed that there was & power in the ma-
jority to destroy or impair rights claimed
under the constitution. It may be pos-
sibly instructive that if the young martyrs
of misguided advisers could to-day return
to life, the votes of those among them
who hold no property might be challenged
by the Demoerat if offered upon & propo-
sition to tax the property of those who
sent them to battle and to death.

Il tempered people rarely see more
than the red rag which excites their hos-
tility, nor peiceive the precipice over
which they may fall in the blind pursuit
of partisan hatred. The Democra! has
contradicted the basis principles of all
Democracy. It has assailed universal
suffrage. It hes disputed the paramount
right of a whole people to impose the only
limitations on their own sovereign power.
We have but stated with Miiton, Sidney
and Jefferson that the people are the sole
source of all political power. The ma-
jority of the people assumed to express
the sentiment of the whole people. This
majority provides for the election of repre-
sentatives of thé whole people, and this
majority limits, by comstitutional com.-
pact with its own members, the powers of
the representatives.

How, then, can we talk of minority ?
What is this mingrity? Is it merely the
sordid and distrustful property holders?
Is there mot » minority in pdiitical

opinion, in religious opinion, “in legal
opinion? Does not this minority change
from day to day? Is it supposed that the
property holder, dispossessed by the city
at a tax sale, passes into the majority and
becomes the enemy of property? Is the
Israelite minority apprehensive that the
Christian mejority will draw his teeth or
rob his strong box as the chivalrous
barons of old did his ancestors? There
are . other minonties than those of prop-
erty. The majority has deprived itself of
the power to encroach upon the rights of
these minorities, and they are perfectly
safe, though the bruta force of the ma-
jority might at apy time violate those
rights,

The property holders were more in the
minority in 1776 than to-day. Christians
of the Baptist persuasion remonstrated
when going to do battle and pay taxes for
the support of a religious establishment
to which they were opposed, and the tax
on them and their property was suspended
during the war. The non-property hold-
ers fought that war—as they do most
warg—and afterward, being a majority,
gave a constitutional guaranty for the
protection of property, which they have
never knowingly violated. What cause
of complaint, or of apprehension is there,
then, against’the non-property holders of
Louisiana?

We regret to be compelled to restate
fundamental truths, conceded by all who
comprehend & republican and representa-
tive government. So long, however, as
these principles are asaailed or misunder-
stood, we are compelled to stand in their
defense.

PURITAN REPUBLICANS.

Cur religions neighbor, the Morning
Star and Catholic Messenger, shows bad
temper over the result of the New Hamp-
shire election. It says *New Hampshire
has gone Republican with increased ma-
jorities, in honor of Babcock and Bel-
knap,” and asserts that Maine has gone
the same way, so far as local elections
have been heard from. It wonders what
must be the feelings and mortifications of
the Democratic members of the House of
Representatives, ‘calculating, as they
did, on the exposure of the wholesale vil-
lainies of the Grant administration as a
trump card of the highest grade,” to see
their work made to do duty on the other
side?

The Star says the Republican party is
the legitimate offspring of the Puritan
faction of New England. The accusation
is not so serious as to give offense to Re-
publicans who are not ashamed to own
themselves to be descendants of Puritan
and Pilgrim fathers. Regarding the Puri-
tans as the pioneers of civil and religious
liberty in this country, the promoters of a
better civilization, education by free
schools and Protestant religion, the
Catholic organs charge that the Repub-
lican party is the legilimate offspring of
the Puritan faction is an jmputation not
grievous to be borne, though Catholic Re-
publicans may be disposed to dispute the
question of origin. Dut the ~Nar isnot
content with the Pantan charge on the
Republican party. Because New Hamp-
shire has declared against Democracy, we
are told that all New England is likely to
be found guilty of sustaining the national
administration. The church paper says:

Judging from the Belknap affair, all that
is necessary to secnre New England over-
whelmingly and irresistibly for Grant, is to
prove him by bia own ovression a success-
ful robber, an unprincipled epeculator in
powers which had contided to bis sap-

posed honor.
How jubilant Gran$, Babeock, Belknap,

Sehenck. Robeson, Shepard, and sll tho
White House ring mus? be over this Puritan
endorsement !

It wesa faot in the New Hampshire
campaign that the battle was not fought
on nationalquestions. Republican speak-
ers confined themselves to discussing the
corruption and abuses of the Democratic
party in the State, and on that argument
all honest voters decided how to vote, and
they voted the Republican ticket for the
best interests of the commonwealth. Itis
true that the Democratic National Cam-
paign Committee at Washington worked
un a case calculated to infiuence the New
Hampshire election, and the stump speak-
ers of the Democratic parly talked Bel-
knap, and tried to distract the people from
the main question at home; but the ex-
periment was a miserable failure.

We confess, notwithstanding the Star's
imputations, to an abiding faith in the in-
tegrity of New England. Her sons are gen-
erally fonnd on the right side when ques-
tions of importance are before the people.
They had something to say in the war of
the revolution, and they were not back-
ward in furnishing men and means fo put
down the Southern Democrats engaged
in the late war of rebellicn. And, then,
too, the people of New England have ex-
cellent free schools for the education of
2ll classes. They love money and make
money; but when the people of Lonis-
ianas and Texas suffer from floods New
England charity is dealt ont with a
liberal band. Puritanism is cold and
sober; but it is healthy, and in the
New England States compaigns are not
con ducted with shotguns, men are not
murdered for holding political opinions
at variance witk the gunners, and there is
prevalent a certain law-abiding disposi-
tion particularly agreeable to fair-minded
people. When the men of New Hamp-
shire elect Republicans to office if is pre-
sumed they know what they are about
and what they want; and until they do
something worse it is not rensonable to
charge them with total depravity.

IN TEE HANDS OF THE LAW,
Certain citizens, inclading prominent
merchants and profe 1 men living in
Eaton Rouge have fallen out with the Ku
Klux law and filed their briefs with the
press reporters. Of course, they make a
showing of innocence. They disclaim all
intent of interfering with a United States
officer in the discharge of his duty. When
they required Judge Davis to take his
choice between resignation and banish-
ment, or some other alternative darkly
hinted at, for which » committes appoint-
ed to wait upon him ‘‘would not be re-
sponsible,” they had no intention of mo-

lesting United States Officer of the Revenue
Davis, though he is identical with Judge
Davis. They only pursued that portion of
him in which his authority as parish judge
resided, and had it become necessary to
bang or to shoot him, they would probably
scrupulously avoided ivjuring his federal
side.

This defense has been gravely filed in
behalf of the prisoners by the reporters
of a law-abiding press. The accused are
held up as innocent victims who have un-
wittingly persecuted a revenue official un-
awares. We hope they will be able to
present a better defense on their trial, if
it ever comes to ome. As their persecu-
tion of the State and parish officers -was
unlawful they can not plead that act as a
cover or excuse for their offense against
the United States laws.

But we are content to leave them in the
hands of the law, without assuming any-
thing about their case further than their
authorized confessions to the reporters
imply. If they have shot their arrows
into a supposed State judge and wounded
8 United States officer in his person, they
will have to answer to a power which just
at this time is calling law breskers to ac-
count all over the country. Newspaper
reports and opinions will have little in-
fluence in their favor if guilty, unless it
be that the President may be constrained
to release them after a short imprison-
ment, as he did the misguided men who
forgot their duties in North Carolina a
few years ago.

NEWSPAPER CHANGES.

Some slight changes in the business
management of two of our city contem-
poraries took place last week. The
Democral passed from the bands of the
“Democratic Publishing Company” to
William Woelper & Co. Mr, Hearsey
remains the editor in chief. The office
has been removed to No. 74 Camp street.

Mrs. A, M. Holbrook succeeds her late
husband as proprietor of the Picayune,
and retains Mr. George W. Lloyd as
managing editor, and Mr. George Nichol-
son 8s business manager. Both these
gentlemen have long been connected with
the Picayune in the positions which they
now occupy. Mr. Lloyd’s connection,
however, was interrupted for & year or
two when the paper was managed by the
Picayune Printing and Pablishing Com-
parvy, and he did not, as did Mr. Nichol-
son, return with Mr. Holbrook. Mr.
Nicholson has been one of the principal
employes of the Picayune for about a
quarter of a century, with here and there
a brief hiatus.

The above business changes of the two
papers do not indicate any material change
in their political conduct, as both are
manned by those who have been instrn-
mental in shaping their course heretofore.
We wish them both success in everything
except their hostility to the principles of
the Republican party.
