Mayor Leeds' invitation to the Couneil,
to resist the act of the Legisiature and
make the constitutional issnes whioch he
bas set forth, in a return to a mandamus,
ismot good legal counsel. Every lawyer
will tell our city Administrators -that the
right to make such issues exists in every
taxpayer; but few will advise that the
city Administrators should put themselves
in front of the people and undertake to de-
feat and obstruct their will. Let the peo-
ple determine such questions for them-
selves, and let the Administrators, who are
the oreatures of the Legislature, obey its
mandate and suffer the vox populi to be ex-
pressed. If that vor populi infringes the

the foew againet the many.”

For the present it is no part of the mandate
or authority of the Administrators to inter-
pose themselves between the people and the
judicial department. The people will set
up their own pleas and conduct their own
cases. They have certainly not retained
the Adminlstrators as their lawyers in this
matter. Their functions are purely execu-
tion and administrative, and their powers
are derived from aots of the Legislature.
One of those acts directs them to perform
acertain duty. They can make no dignified
or legal defense against this mandate,
They have no discretion, least of all the
high judicial discretion of adjudigating
queations ef constitutional law.
