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A N  A C T

Governing the manner in which cotton 
press receipts, warehouse receipts, or the 
receipts of other custodians ot any prop­
erty whatever, shall be issued, in all cases 
where such receipts shall or may be used 
or pledged as collateral security lor 
money advanced or borrowed on faith of 
the property therein specified, and gov 
erning the delivery and disposal of the 
property lor which such receipts may be 
issued.
Section 1. Be it enacted by the Senate 

and House of Representatives of the State 
of Louisiana, in General Assembly con­
vened, That no cotton press, or other cus­
todian or anstodians of produce or prop­
erty, shall issue any receipt or other 
vouoher tor any produce, merchandise or 
other property, to any person or persons 
purporting to be the holder, owner or 
owners thereof, unless such produce, mer­
chandise or other property snail have been 
actually received into 6tore, or upon the 
premises of such cotton press, or other cus­
todian or custodians, shall be iu the store, 
cotton press or warehouse, or on the prem­
ises aforesaid, or under his or their control 
at the time ot issuing such receipt.

Sec. 2. Be it further enacted, etc.. That 
any person, firm or association wno shall, 
or may be, or in any way become the cus­
todians ot any property, goods, products 
or merchandise whatever, and who may 
issue receipts therefor, shall not under any 
circumstance, or upon any order or guaran­
tee whatever, deliver property for which 
each receipts have been issued until the 
party or parties to whom the receipts were 
issued, or the legal holders thereof, shall 
have surrendered the same to said custodi­
ans for cancellation, and in default of a 
strict compliance with the provisions of 
this section of this act, they may be held 
liable by the legal bolder or owner of their 
receipt for the market value of the prop 
erty therein described as may be established 
by the Chamber of Commerce of the city 
of New Orleans, or any committee thereof, 
approved and anthentieated by the presi­
dent or vice president of said Chamber of 
Commerce. All warehouse reoeipts in­
tended for pledge under the provisions of 
this act shall be paraphed before being 
issued, as follows: For hypothecation in ac­
cordance with the provisions of this act.

Sec. 3. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
no cotton press or other custodian or cus­
todians of produots or other property, shall 
issue any second or duplicate receipt for 
any goods, wares, merchandise, grain, dour, 
or other produce or commodity, while any 
former receipt for any such goods, wares, 
merchandise, grain, dour, or other produce 
or commodity as aforesaid, or any part 
thereof, shall be outstanding and uncan­
celed, without writing across the face of the 
same, “duplicate,” in a highly conspicuous 
manner. And any person who may issue 
warehouse receipts for any property of any 
kind whatsoever not actually iu their pos­
session and under their entire control, shall 
be and are hereby made liable for the mar­
ket value of any and all property for which 
they may have issued such take receipts in 
manner as specified iu foregoing section, 
and shall furthermore be liable to criminal 
prosecution as having aided and abetted in 
in obtaining money under f«*lee pretenses.

Sec. 4. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
parties who may borrow money on the 
faith of warehouse receipts, representing 
property in store, shall file their affidavit 
with the pledgees that 6uch property is 
theirs, the pledgors', persona! property, or 
that it is tne property ot some party for 
whom the pledgor is acting as agent, fac­
tor, commission merchant or in any other 
fiduciary capacity, and that said party is 
justly and truly indebted to the pledgor in 
an amount equal iu value to the value of 
the property pledged, as specified in the 
warehouse receipt, for moneys paid to him, 
or paid by his order and for his account by 
the party or consignee making the pledge. 
The cashier of a bank or the secretary of 
any insurance company incorporated or 
working uuder any law of the United States 
or of this Suite are hereby authorized to ad­
minister the oath contemplated under the 
provisions oi this act. Any deviation there-., 
from shall render the party or parties so 
deviating liable for the value of the prop­
erty, or any excess in value over and above 
the amount for which it may have been 
pledged in any manner specified iu section 
one of this act, and to prosecution for per­
jury and also for obtaining money under 
false pretenses.

Sec. 5. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
the vendors’ lien of five days privilege, now 
allowed in commercial transactions tor the 
pavment of the purchase price, shall not be 
affected by the provisions of this act. ex­
cept in case in which a warehouse reciept 
has been pledged as collateral for money 
borrowed. The holder of the warehouse 
receipt shall be considered and held as the 
actual owner of the property described in 
the receipt, and no clause ot this act shall 
operate to the detriment or injury of the 
holder of a warehouse receipt, to the ex­
tent of the value of the property specified, 
made and issued in accordance with and 
under the provisions of this act; provided, 
that where the factor, agent or pledgor 
may have wrongfully pledged, in violation 
of this act, any property, the lien of the 
owner shall be valid even against the third 
holder of the warehouse receipt.

SBC. 6. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
should the pledgor fail to pay his pledge 
note, secured by warehouse reoeipts repre­
senting tbs property therein described, on 
the day of its maturity, the pledgee shall, 
on the following day after the maturity of 
aneh pledge note, notify the pledgor of 
MB#, Md inform him tut u  nuj Appoint 
one expert to not jointly with another one

£ £  “ e  goods or merchandise pledged, or suoh an 
amount of the same as they may determine 
to satkfy the claim of the pledgee, together 
with costs end usual expenses. Ia oase ot 
doubt the two experts already selected 
will be authorized to appoint a third. In 
the event of the pledgor refusing, or for 
any reason failing to appoint anon expert 
within live days, allowing one additional 
day for every twenty miles that the 
residenoe of the pledgee may be dis­
tant from the residence of the pledgor, 
then thb pledgee shall be and he is hereby 
authorized and empowered to appoint two 
experts, and they to appoint a third, all of 
whom shall be familiar with the value and 
management of the character of the mer­
chandise involved; said experts to examine, 
appraise, and sell to the best possible ad­
vantage, all of the produce pledged, or 
such an amonnt as may be necessary to 
settle the pledge note in tall, together with 
such costs and necessary expenses as may 
be or have been incurred. The experts 
thus appointed shall proceed at onoe to take 
action and to complete their duties at the 
earliest practical day consistent with the 
nsnal and customary manner of sell 
ing the produce or merchandise in 
question, and said experts shall make 
their report immediately thereafter. 
They shall be authorized to eell at 
public auction, after five days’ notice in 
a public journal published in the parish in 
which the pledgee resides, without legal 
prooess of any kind or description what­
ever; and the pledgee or holder of said 
warehouse receipt shall be in full and com­
plete possession of the merchandise de­
scribed in the receipt from and after the 
day on which the pledge note, based on the 
merchandise may have matured; the sur­
render of the warehouse receipt to the cus­
todian or onatodians of the property, and 
cancellation of same, shall relieve and ex­
onerate them from all further responsibility 
in the premises.

Sec. 7. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
said experts shall make a sworn statement 
of their proceedings and the disposition of 
the funds realized, and file said statement 
in the office of some dulv qualified notary 
public, or in any court of record located in 
the parish in which the pledgee may reside. 
Said experts shall reoeive such fee as may 
be agreed upon, but they shall not be au­
thorized to exaot a fee in excess of the 
usual commissions charged, according to 
commercial nsage, on the character of the 
property upon which they may have admin­
istered.

Sec. 8. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
all warehouse receipts as by this act pro­
vided, shall be negotiable by indorsement 
in blank, or by special indorsement, in the 
same manner and to the same extent as 
bills of exchange and promissory notes now 
are.

Sec. 9. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
this act shall take effect from and alter its 
passage, and all laws or parts of laws in 
conflict herewith be and the same are here­
by repealed.

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To provide for improving, paving, repav­
ing. grading or regrading streets, or por­
tions thereof, within the limits of the city 
of New Orleans: to provide the mode of 
payment therefor, and to secure the same. 
Section 1. Be it enacted by the Senate 

and House of Representatives of the State 
of Louisiana in General Assembly con­
vened. That whenever the owners of one- 
haif of the real property fronting upon any 
street, or streets, or portion thereof shall 
petition the Council for improving, paving 
or repaving, grading or regrading ench 
street or streets, or portion thereor, setting 
forth the character and quality of the im­
provement, pavemtnt or grading, setting 
forth the terms upon which said improve­
ments may be desired, whether for cash or 
in installments secured by notes hereinafter 
provided, said Council shall cause said pe­
tition to be published in the official journal 
of the city once a week for four weeas; and 
if, at the expiration of said publication so 
made of said petition, a majority of the 
owners of the real property fronting on 
said street or streets, or portion thereof, 
shall not in writing, signed by said owners, 
address to the said Council their objections 
to the same, said Council may in their 
discretion, by resolution or otherwise, order 
said improvement, paving or repaving, 
grading or regrading, so petitioned for, to 
t>e made after due adjudication, according 
to the law for suoh cases provided, and the 
said improvements, paving or repaving, 
grading or regrading, shall be paid for as 
follows: The whole cost of said improve­
ment, paving, etc., in front of the property 
fronting on said street or streets, or portion 
thereof, shall be borne by the owner or 
owners of said real property in equal pro­
portions, according to the running front foot 
on each side of the street or etreets, or por­
tion thereof. The cost of paving or repav­
ing, grading or regrading of all intersec­
tions of streets, shall be paid by the city.

Sec. 2. Be it further enacted, etc., And 
whenever said improvements, paving or re­
paving, grading or regrading, is made upon 
a street or streets having a strip of laud 
or neutral ground running through the 
middle, not private property, with a road­
way upon both eides, two-thirds of said im­
provements, paving or repaving, grading or 
regrading, shall be borne equally by the 
owners of real property fronting upon the 
roidwaya, according to the running front 
toot of property abutting upon either 
of said roadways, and one-third of 
said cost shall be paid by the 
city of New Orleans; provided, that 
the Council shall have power and author­
ity, whenever it may be deemed for the 
public interest, to cause said improvements 
or paving, repaving, grading or regrading 
of any streets or portions thereof, to be 
made, and to prescribe the material for the 
construction or repair of the same, by a 
two-thirds vote of the members of said 
Council. Whenever the Counoil shall deem 
it necessary to take such action, notice of 
such intention shall be published in the of­
ficial journal of the city once a week dur­
ing four weeks, and all auch improvements, 
paving or repaving, grading or regrading, 
ordered or done by the Council, under the 
discretion and authority of this provision, 
shall be subject to the conditions already 
prescribed for improvements or repairs to 
pe made iu compliance with the petition of 
property owners, and payments therefor 
shall be'assessed and collected in like man­
ner, and the same penalties, liens and privi­
leges shall pertain and be enforced as if 
the work were done upon the petition of the 
property holders; provided, further, that 
whenever said improvements, made upon 
petition ot property owners fronting the 
river, said improvements shall be borne 
equally between the owners of property 
aud the city of New Orleans; it being well 
understood that this will apply only to such 
streets as line or run adjacent to the public 
landings or levees.

Sec. 3. Be it further enacted, eto., That 
all pavments shall be made upon the cer­
tificate of the Administrator of Improve­
ments and City Surveyor, aud which said 
certificate shall be prima facie Droof of a 
compliance with the contract, and dne per­
formance of its obligations, and which said 
contraot, when duly passed before a notary, 
and signed by the Mayor, shall be prima 
facie proof of due observance of all tne an­
tecedent forms and requirements of law; 
provided further, that the cost of said im­
provement, paving or repaving, grading or 
regrading, due as aforesaid by the owner or 
owners of the abutting real property, shall 
be and is hereby constituted a real charge 
in and upon said real property, to whom­
soever said property may be trasferred or 
conveyed, and the same shall be deemed, 
considered and treated as pledged for the 
payment of said cost; and the owner 
or owners of said property at the 
time of the completion of the 
oontraot tor said improvements, etc., and 
his or their transferee or transferees, 
vendee or vendees, shall also be personally 
bound for said cost; provided farther, that 
said oost of said improvement, eto., shall 
constitute a lien or privilege upon said 
abutting property till paid, end thet it shall 
be snffiment to record the oertilloate of as- 
■MMiMt or performance of the City Sur­

veyor in the offioe of the recorder of mort­
gages, within sixty days of its issuance.

Sec. 4 Be it further enacted, eto., That 
this act shall have effect immediately after 
its psssage, and .that all laws or parts of 
laws contrary to and inconsistent herewith, 
be and are hereby repeeled.
