The Counoil met this day at twelve 
O’clock M. in regular session.

Present—Hon. Charles J. Leeds, Mayor, 
presiding, and Administrators Bertoli 
Brown, Bouny, Burke, Landry, McCarthy 
and Pilsbnry.

The minutes of the previaus meeting 
were approved and their reading dispensed 
with.
Coaunnnlcsuioiis from the mayor and Ad

minis trators.
The Mayor laid before the Council the 

following communication from the Admin­
istrator of Improvements, which 4 
oeived, read and referred to the committee 
of the whole: SsMBTuaxT or Impkotbm«»ti,

April 3, 1876.
Boa. Charles J. Leeds, Mayor:

Herewith I inelose all correspondence, or 
reference to same, concerning the obstruo 
tion to streets by railroad companies:

Oathe—  day o f------, 187—, Hon.
L. A. Wilts, Mayor, gave instructions for 
the opening of St. Joseph street, and 

* force of men commenced work.
Document No. 1, hereto appended, is a 

copy of the injunction issued from the Su 
perior District Court, in case No. —, pro­
hibiting the city from interfering with or 
removing any structures of the New Or­
leans, Mobile and Chattanooga Railroad 
Company on the streets from Julia to 
Calliope.

Document No. 2, attached, is a copy of 
the answer of the city in case No. —.

This case remains in statu quo, the city 
being uuahle to get the case to trial, and 
all efforts to effect a compromise being 
thwarted by the railroad company insist­
ing upon closing certain streets, and the 
City Council as persistingly refusing to 
consent to the closing of any of the same.

At the time ot above proceedings, or­
ders were given by Mayor Wiltz for the 
opening of Sc. Jooeph street, the Jackson 
railroad had the same inclosed; they re­
moved their fence above the line of St. 
Joseph street, opening the street from 
Front to Water streets, and document No. 
It, attached, is copy of communication ex­
plaining the position of the Jackson rail­
road at that time. Documents Nos. 4 and 
5 are oonnter statements from citizens.

The Council bee been under the impres­
sion that no praotioable benefit wonld inure 
to the citizens of the locality complained of 
by opening the streets from Front L6vee to 
Water street until a decision was had in 
the courts establishing the right of the city 
to open the streets to the levee. In this 
connection I would state, for the informa­
tion of the Council, that this department 
has been filling Water street with street 
pilings, ets, from St. Joseph street to Cal­
liope street, and the ssme can now be made 
passable for vehicles and pedestrians at a 
small cost.

I respectfully recommend :
1. That the New Orleans, St. Lonis and 

Chicago Railroad Company be notified to 
remove all obstructions to North Market 
street, and that Water street be opened 
and repaired from St. Joseph to Calliope 
street, and that St. Joseph street be re­
paired from Front Levee to Water street.

2. That the Council should determine if 
it is desirable to open South Market street 
and Delord street, and notify the railroad 
company, in order that they may adjust 
their business arrangements accordingly.

3. That the suit with the New Orleans, 
Mobile aad Chattanooga Railroad Company 
be urged to a determination, as the Coun­
cil is powerless to open any of said streets 
to the river while the injunction exists.

Sec. 17. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
the inspectors, each in his own district,

summary process before the nearest justice
