The Democratio party is credited with
the undisputed honor of the maxim, *‘to
tho victors belong the spoils.” We be-
lieve wo may say that with the late sur-
render to the decretory authority of the
Supreme Court, the maxim quoted is the
last distinctive principle left to Democ-
™oy,

To American progress, however, is due
the great improvement adopted by all
parties. This improvement consists in
awarding the spoils in advance, and as a
means of achieving the victory. Both
systems are reprehensible, the last es-
pecially so, because it requires s hun-
dred men, competent to an office, to labor
for the success of one who bas received
the office in advance of the election.

The first maxin has destroyed so many
governments that no higher evidence of
the intrinsic strength of our own could
be given than that it has withstood
its withering tendencies. There is, per-
haps, no political idea so fallacious as
that such commerce of patrousage strength-
ens the power that bestows it. The
Democratic party is shown by history to
have been overthrown in 1840 with no
other issue than its defense of the frauds
committed by its own officeholders. In
New York, where this system originated,
the Democratic party has been brought
into disrepute by the flagrant robbery of
six millions of dollars by W. M. Tweed,
the Democratic sachem or leader of Tam-
many Hall. This political association
donducted the commerce in office very
much as any other board of trade deals in
corn or cotton. Its monopoly, its arro-
gance, its frauds, had become so flagrant
that society demanded its abatement as a
nuisance, and such sterling Democrats as
John Morrissey wounld not rest until it
shall be dismantled, and its members
dispersed into more upright organizations.
‘We have said the Democratic party was
ruined in 1810 by defending the spoils
system, and even the despoilers them-
selves. The Republican party, taught the
error by the evils which followed, has
avoided the trap set for them by their
wily antagonists. They have counter-
acted this flank movement by a timely
and vigorous prosecution of their own
official offenders. This is duein good
part to the assistance of the Democracy,
who argued, as General Diaz bas done,
that the assertion of wrong in the exist-
ing government qualified them to succeed
to its administration. This doctrine is
an improvement on the law that gives the
informer half the values received through
his testimony. Diaz and Demociacy
claim the whole control of government for

mental sbuses in its administration.
Each would at once enter upon aud oc,
cupy the government songht witbont of-
fering the slightest guarantee of improved
morality, The recent elections at the
North prove that the American people
can discriminate between the punishment
of athief and the ebandonment of a prin-
ciple. The Republican people will spank
their own babies. They will reform all
abuses without putting ths principles of
government in peril,

The Republicans are then obliged to
the Democracy for its aid in preparing a
clean honest man's Republican ticket for
the next election. The Democracy has
aided to buoy the channel, and with pro-
fuse thanks for their pilotage there will
be no farther or fature need for their ser-
vices, unless they shall in common consis-
tency vote for the Reublican nominees,
nominated upon the principles which they
50 much applaud. We have never hada
doubt but that the indiscriminate be-
stowal of office according to an applicant’s
estimate of his own walue will impose
more responsibility upon the appointing
power than the influence such appointee
can possibly bring.  We need only cite
the experience of our Repyblican execu-
tive department. General Grant entered
the executive department with a personal
popularity second to that of no one of his
predecessors. He has done notbing in
his own person to impair that popular-
ity. Appointments have been pressed
upon him of whose merit Le could have
known nothing. He bas been held per-
sonally responsible for them. Does he
suppose these charges delight none ex-
cept his political opponents? Thero are
thousands of his own party who would
oppose his election for a third term be-
cause there would be fow or no vacancies
in office under Lim,

The Governor of Louisiana possesses a
larger measure of personal patronage than
any other Governor of the thirty.seven
States. With characteristic sagacity and
true perception’ of Republican doctrine,
his excellency protested against this viola-
tion of Republican principle, and re-
quested the Legislature to provide for
filling all offices, other than those speci-
fied in the constitution for executive ap-
pointment, by popular election. The re-
sponsibility for any defects in this system
do not properly rest with the execntive
incumbent. Those wko improvidently ac-
cumulated this dynamite power upon the
executive department did not know the
governments it has blown to pieces. They
were not, perhaps, aware that Republican-
ism means hostility to the one man power,
and as all powers spring from the people
the exercise of all official choice should be
left to the people in their municipal and
other elections. Practically it does not
seem to have occurred to these law givers
that a local election would produce local
competition, give value and protection to
the colored vote, which would entitle it
to count on the State ticket. The experi-
ment has been made, and the exercise
of executive patronnge in municipal ap-
pointments, whether in tLis great city or
in the smallest parish, has throwa bLuck
upop the executive and the Republican
party the most severe and perplexing re-
sponsibility, without, so far as we have
seen, bringing any compensating influ-
ence. Whether we take the deplorable
massacre ab Colfax, the murder of John
Gair, or the expulsion of the Feliciana
officers, we soe no gain to either the ap-

The inability of the State government to
send proteckion to the incumbents, the
unwillingness of the federal government
to opcupy the countrywith troops, has

Now, we ask in what has the exercise
of executive patronage either by the Pres-
ident or the Governor strengthened the
Republican party? We affirm that the
party was stronger before the exercise of
this favor than it has been since. It is
fair to say that the attorney testifies to
the difficulties which beset executive ap-
pointment of municipal officers when he
says to the Governor:

1 think, too, sir, that yon err when yon
eay that the animus of the disaffection with
regard to the two named officers is to be
found in the faot that they are Republicans,
I amb sure that there are Republicans in this
parish who woanld £l thoee offices with
credit to themselves and to the satisfaction
to the community. As to color, the clerk
of our court is & colorad man, against whom
I have heard no con:plaint, and our admin-
istrator of finance, another colored man, is
highly respected.

Theee proceedings stand thns: Public
meetings were held, at which the parish
officers appoicted by Governor Kellogg
were informed by committee that they
must resign or quit the parish. They
may have read about the surrender under
safe copduct by certain officers of Grant
parish. They followed the example of
resignation, and as they do not appear to
have been safely guarded to the point of
capture “by a superior force,” escaped.

‘et the Republican party can mnot of
itself throw off this patronage, nor can it
abandon a system which i's opponents will
exercise, withount liwit or seruple. It is to
be obscrved thet neither in the feders! nor
Stite government bave the Democracy
even intimated an intention to abandon
one iota of patronage if they should come
into power. In Louisiana, especially,
they would bhave capturéd Governor Hel-
logg full banded, whether bhe came into
their power by capitulation or by aceusa-
tion.

it would be well, then, that the leading
journals of the Democratic and Repub-
lican party should propose to the conven-
tions about to assemble that each shall
renounce the Democratic doctrine ‘‘to
the victors belong the spoils,” with the
modern improvement that before the vic-
tory the spoils belong to the purchaser
who will pay the highest price in advance.

Neither in our own State nor in the na-
tion at large can any party be expected
to disable itself by renouncing an element
essential to an active canvass. Letall,
however, who love the republic unite in
repudiating the only principle left to De-
mocracy—the use of executive patronage.

TEE VOTE ENJOINED,

We have perused the protest filed on
behalf of certain property bolders against
the injustice of a tax which may be im-
posed upon their property by popular
vote. So far as this protest is an argun-
ment against the policy of the subserip-
tion, it is entitled to respect, and ghounld
be weighed by the voters, yet we find in
the protest the same reasoning against
the vote itself which we have contro-
verted, both in the doctrines of the land-
lords and of his honor the Mayor. We
detect and pick out this doctrine in the
words following, to wit:

Oar government being representative in
character, and all of it functions being
capable of being exercised only by repre-
sentatives regularly chosen according to
law, the msjority ol the pecple can bave
Do power to impose » tax or levy a_contri-
bution for private gain, nor exercise any
of the fanctions of governwent directly by
the popular vote.

Here is again a squere reiteration of
the doctrine that *‘a mejority of the peo-
ple can have no power to impose a tax or
levy a contribution for private gain.”

Whether this tax, if levied, be for pri-
vate gain, is & question for the courts,
and can not enter into the legality of the
vote. The doctrine which we have quoted
will be all that can be discussed on the
merits of the protest. The rest shonld be
reserved,and addressed from the stump to
the voters as reasons why the tax is not
expedient. This doctrine is a burr in the
Democratic sheepskin,

It is an ungracious idea that all the
people can not be allowed to vote on all
questions which the constitution may
subject to suffrage. Our contemporary of
the Democrat—if it will allow the expres-
sion—has by no means reconciled its op-
position to this universal suffrage of the
people with the doctrines of Democracy
which it professes. It reproduces the
argument of Mr. Calhoun against the
legislative powers of the majority. This
distrust of a numerical majority is thus
expreased:

dangerous. The baronial ideas advanced
at & public meeting some months since,
with the protest against a tax by suffrage
which we bave quoted, have awakened
the apprehensions of at least one real
Democrat of the Jefferson school. We
find in a column of the Democrat, almost
parallel with that in which is found the
doctrine above quoted, 8 communication,
from which we take the extract that fol-
lows:

Allow me, as an ancient snd for

thirty years unswerving Democrat, to in-
quire when the doctrine that only taxpay-

of taxation, and those only are taxpayers
who own real estate, houses, etc., became
Democratio ideas and principles. We re-
member that under the old constitution
of 1812 the right of suffrage was limited
to this class, and not being of them the
subscriber wes debarred of the nil::
of votirg, together with a large num
of mechanios, artisans and professional
gentlemen. They were turned away
irom the polls, to make way for the aris-
tocratio class of house owners and specu-
lators in swamp lots. Bat the bonest
maeses, whose skill and labor had produced
the money with which these lota were
bought and theee houses built, did not leng
rest under this syetem, and accordingly a
convention was called in 1845, which abol-
ished the property qualification, and es-
tablished universal or manbood sufirage.
About this time it was discovered what,
until recent emanations from the old aristo-
cratic olass, we imagined was a fundamental
idea of Democracy, that it was labor which
produced money, with which the landlerd
sud capitalists paid his texes, snd that it
was false in faot, in politios and in political
economy, that the owner of real estate was
the only and real taxpayer in this and in
other ocommupities similarly composed.
We are smazed to find, however, this
Jlong exploded and obrolete doctrine has
been suddenly revived, and it is regarded
aa a great injastios to the owners of houses
and lota that their tenants and the labor-
efs who produce all the wealth and create
all the vaiuds taxed, should be invested
with the right of voting to tax themselves,
and thereby contribute a portion of the
products of their ekill and labor to the ad-
vancement of the proeperity of 1be city and
the general welfare.

This comes with great authority, and it
is a commendable evidence of fairmess
that a journal should publish in all the
prominence of leaded brevier a document
which not only controverts the argument
of the journal, but imputes to many who
bear the Demooratic banner an utter
abandooment of Democratic principles.
We have said the same thing as this
‘‘Ancient Democrat,"” because his Democ-
racy is our own, but we were scoffed at.

We could remind this ancient Democrat
that the Democracy of the Calhoun schonl
was never that of Jefferson. Tha first
concentrated tha representation of the
people in the State. It sought to limit
the yower of the popalar majority. Jef-

erson believed that all power resided in a

nuwerical majority of the people, limited
so far as they might choose to limit Ly
their representative agenis by constitu-
tiopal provison.

“The gentlemen of Lonisiana,” as the
Picayure is fond of calling them, and
“the minozity,” as the property holders
and their organ style themselves, repre-
sent the ingenions apprehensions with
which My, Calhoun regarded the numeri-
cal majority, sometimes styled the “rab-
ble.” The true Democracy of Jackson,
represented in his celebrated reply to the
sentiment of Mr. Calhoun, still slumbers
in the memory of such *‘ancient Demo-
crats” as know what Democracy really is.

The danger of Southern social and
property institutions, the prejudice against
“Radicals” and “Yankees,” negro suf-
frage and reconstruction have presented for
years past questions so paramount, that
the true principles of republican govern-
ment have been neglected. When, however,
the right of the whole people who
fight battles, and put out fires to vote
on any and all questions affecting the
welfare of society is denied; when brick
and mortar are proclaimed more precions
than soul and brain and brawn, the sepa-
ration of “‘the aristocratic class of house
owners and ,and speculators in swamp
lots" from the hard-handed ‘‘tenants and
laborers who produce all the wealth and
create all the values taxed,” is too palpa-
ble to escape the observation or the just
censure of *“An Ancient Democrat.”

THE PROSCRIBED.

A celebrated French satirist commenced
an article against some alleged abuses at
Iome by saying, “the papal dominions
contain so many millions of subjects,
and little Shortam, the Jew." This wasa
little fellow who in the controversy of the
day had been badly treated and was with-
out civil, ecclesiasticel or social status.
So he was put by the satirist in a separate
and special eategory. We regret to feel
that owing to a blunder in the compila-
tion of the federal statutes a judicial dis-
qualification has been inadvertently pre-
served which Congress had actually re-
pealed, It Las bad the effect to imbair
the cqual rights of many of onr best and
most peaceful citizens,

The circumstances under which this
dizqualification has been applied are some-
what singular. Some of these citizens were
in the field waging a war for the main-
tenance of the Confederate cause, Others
underwent the common conseqnence of re-
fusing to recognize the federal authority.
They do not any of them seem to have
been disqualified for having been in the
civil or military service of the United
States. Congress has indeed remitted the
disqualification of all men of the class to
which these belong, but the inadvertence
alluded to above has prevented the full
effect of the intended amnesty. This dis-
qualification bhas been condoned by the
peaceful conduct of many ex-Confederates.
It had been forgotten by the federal
courts. By whom has it been revived and
alleged against them? Europeans, who
have heard so ‘much of the affectionate
brotherhood of those banded in the same
canse, will not deem it possible that this
proscription and disqualification has come
rom sowe of those who were members of
the sawe Confederate cause. As we know
personally bat very few of those who
stand in dcfense sgsinst a common in-
dictment, we cau not state any biograph-
ical or persomsal facts in regard to them,
yet it would be singular if any who, pro-

resson why those soldiers should mot
be allowed to try a person upon an allega-
tion of having stopped s part of the fed-
eral revenues from coming into the treas-
ury. In the impatient demand for a trial
on the merits of the indictments, which
has been heralded by the independent
press, we would have supposed that any
such exception to the process of trial would
have been scorned, and that the innocent
defendants would have leaped at the op-
portunity of being tried by men who had
given such undeniable evidence of sin-
cerity as to have periled their lives in de-
fense of their opinions.

We regret this prescription. We donot
like to see reputable men and good citi-
zens exiled from legal equality throughan
inadvertance of the law, and will cheer-
fully add our signature to a petition that
Congress will at once remove the injustice
by a repeal of the disqualification re.
ferred to.
