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Local intelligence.
Why I—It is shorn by the receipt of 

taxes at the City Hall that the treasurer of 
the Polioe Board has on hand in the neigh 
borhood of 1100,000—enough, in faot, to 
pay the police force for three months. Bnt 
up to this time the rolls for Ifaroh have not 
been cashed, and the policemen are begin­
ning to ask why the pay they have earned 
Is not forthcoming. There oan be no honest 
reason why they should wait an hour after 
the end ot the month for their pay—longer 
t)im it takes to make out and forward 
their rolls. It is stated that the Police 
Board refuse to issue time certificates to 
the men, and that to only one broker in 
town is the privilege granted to have or­
ders registered in the board. Thus, a 
monopoly of brokerage, a refusal to issue 
certificates which are transferrable and 
negotiable, and the witholding of money 
due, when it is on hand to pay, are a com* 
bination of ills—in the face of the reduc­
tion and shave they are forced to stand— 
that it is hard for good men to submit to.

Meanness as a Fire Art.—It was 
thought tor some time that Tom Collins 
-was the meanest of the mean. It is gen­
erally conceded that the man who never 
bnys a newspaper, bnt borrows his neigh 
bor’s, is rather mean. The fiend who prowls 
around newspaper offioes and abstracts ex­
changes oocnpies a position far down the 
wbyss of moral turpitude. Bnt there has 
lately been discovered a race of beings who 
have raised meanness to a science and made 
of it a fine art.

The Jockey Clnb Knees.
In another column is published the foil 

programme of the races to come off at the 
spring meeting of the Louisiana Jockey 
Clnb, which, for variety ot turf entertain­
ment, equals any programme yet offered 
by the elub. Next Saturday, the fifteenth 
instant, will be the opening day, and the 
games will begin with a hurdle raoe, al­
ways popular with the ladies. “The Pick­
wick Stakes,” mile heats, for three year 
olds, will follow, and there is no doubt a 
hard fought raoe will be the result, as 
there are three candidates already named 
to win oertain, out of the fourteen nomina­
tions. Of course, there is no knowing who 
will be suooessful until the winner crosses 
the boo re. A dash of two miles will wind 
up the day.

Two days of rest, and the warriors meet 
again on Tuesday in a dash of three-quar­
ters of one mile. This will be short and 
sweet, with a troublesome field, as there 
will be a number of entries. Then comes 
the Louisiana Stakes for four year olds, 
two mile heats.

The closing game will be the 
most interesting and exoitingof all races— 
the good old fashioned four-mile heats. It 
is this style of racing that pleases the pub- 
lio, for it does more to produce unflinching 
gameness and show the weakness of the 
horse than all other races combined. A 
visit to the club grounds discloses the faot 
that great preparations are being made. 
Everything is in the perfection of neatness; 
so with bright and genial weather, it oan 
be safely predicted that this wili be the 
most suooessful meeting ever held by the 
club. _

IN DANGEROUS COMPANY.

“There’s a say in’, sir, as maybe you've 
heerd on—“Necessity makes strange bed­
fellows;” and if any man ought to know 
whether that’s true, I think I ought to, 
and no mistake! If I was ever to rite my 
life, and pnt it in a printed book, that ’ere 
saying ought to be the motter of it.

“Yon was a sayin’ just now that yon 
never see’d any English soger drink as 
little as I do; but if you’d fallen in with 
me twenty year ago, you wouldn’t ha’ said 
that, Til be bound. More like you’d ha’ 
said t’other way, for I was a good ’un at 
the lush [drink] in them days; but while I 
was out yonder (it’ll be fifteen year come 
next month, as I make it) I had sich a 
adventure, that it cured me better’n the 
talkin' of all the temperance chaps in 
England could ha’ done it. Hye, it was a 
bit of a adventure, that, and no mistake; 
and if you care to hear it, as you seems 
to be fond of queer yarns, I’ll tell it you.

“I don’t s’pose you’ve ever heerd of 
Hutteet Bagh, for nothin’ never happened 
there, as I know on, and it ain't down in 
none o’ the maps; bat that's where we 
were stationed, anyhow. It’s a little bit 
o’ a village somewberes along the Jumna, 
stuck away by itself, like Robinson Cru­
soe's Island, lookin’ as if it was a hundred 
miles from everywhere. You may think 
there wan’t much goin’ on there, and the 
deadness on’t seemed to get into our very 
blood and dry us up, till, ’pon my word, 
we was a’most glad when parade cum 
round, ’cause it felt like somethin’ to do.

Seems to me, d’ye see, as how 
men’s pretty much like hosses—keep 
as firm a hand on ’em as you like, 
but don’t go a-jerkin’ of their mouths till 
you galls ’em, else you just makes ’em 
wicious, and does more harm than good.

“But our colonel, he was one of the 
jerkin’ sort, and a power of harm he did 
do with it. You see, he hadn’t never been 
drunk in his life, and, o’ course, couldn’t 
know what a temptation it was to us com­
mon folks as had; so he was always agoin’ 
on about drunken beasts,” and lookin’ out 
for every chance of bein’ down on ns, till 
at last we got to hate him so that some 
on ’em 'ad get drunk oat o’ bravado, just 
to spite him.

I only wonder I didn’t go 
mad outright! But mayhap ’twas just as 
well for me as I was so frightened, for it 
kep’ me from screamin’ just the fust mo­
ment; and then it flashed upon me, just 
as if somebody had whispered it in my 
ear, ‘Mayhap if I lie stock still, and don’t 
sing out, the beast won’t hurt me!’
