Last Tuesday the wit- 
nees made an affidavit before United States 
Commissioner Southworth, charging that 
Smith had performed the above to inti mdate 
him, mat u, to so frighten him as to pre­
vent his testifying to certain facte in cotton 
oases which the United States grand jury 
was investigating. Deputy Marshal Stock- 
ton was intrusted with the warrant, but 
foiled to find accused until yesterday morn­
ing, when he was arrested and taken before 
Commissioner Southworth, who placed him 
under $3000 bonds, and Smith went his 
way. Before leaving the court room he dis­
played a paper which purported to be a 
Metropolitan Police commission, signed by 
only two members of the board. It does 
not matter whether the paper was in proper 
form or not, or whether it is worth the ink 
wasted on it, it appears such a document 
could not protect him in intimidating a wit- 
neea. Commissioner Southworth will hold 
an examination to-morrow morning.

A Wife Shooter.—Jamea Farley, liv­
ing on Solidelle street, concluded that his 
wife’s conduct displeased him, so he took 
his persuasive revolver and shot a bullet 
into her right loin, making a wound that is 
likely to prove fatal. The sight of human 
gore sobered the fond husband, and he sur­
rendered himself to a policeman last even­
ing.

How is This Thus!—Last Saturday Mrs. 
Glennon, residing at the corner of Tchoup- 
itoulas and Religious streets, was robbed 
of $2170, which sum was stolen from her 
bureau. Her barkeeper, Patrick Manning, 
waa suspected and placed under arrest, as 
were three lads, McCaffrey, John Mayer 
and Edward Rider.

To the Public:
The people of Vermilion parish live scat­

tered over each a broad area of country, 
that they seldom know what has been 
transpiring throughout the community. 
While some people make themselves busy 
in aonnding the praises of the vigilance 
committee, they seem to know nothing or 
torn a deaf ear to certain things connected 
of late with the secret history of that or 
ganizstion as now composed.

At the first inception of the vigilance 
committee, three years ago, I was one of 
its principal friends and advisers. I was 
the first to issue a public call to the people 
of the parish to organize to proteot their 
property, and paid $5 out of my own 
pooket for eiroulars. The banded thieves 
were then so numerous, bold and impudent 
that some of my friends expressed their 
astonishment at my temerity, and were ao- 
prehensive that I might be assassinated for 
the freedom of my opinions. Now, on the 
other hand, that I  have thought proper re­
cently to exercise the same freedom in 
oritioising the acts of the vigilance com
mittee, the vilest denunciations are hurled 
at me by some persons, and apprehensions 
of my personal safety created among my 
friends.

reasons for my opinion, whioh I publioly 
express so that my motives may i 
pugned and misrepresented. M; 
are these:

1. The vigilance committee of to-day is 
bat a ghost of its former self. The mod­
erate and intelligent people of the parish 
have ceased to act with it, and it has de­
generated into a lawless mob of ignorant 
and violent men.

2. Its continued organization keeps the 
community in a state of feverish excite­
ment and constant alarm

3. It will be nsed in the next election to 
intimidate voters, and to prevent the free 
exercise of the elective franchise.

4. Our courts are open lor the redress of 
all grievances; there is no obstruction to 
the free execution of the laws; the com­
munity is as peaceable and law-abiding as 
other communities generally are, and there 
exists no necessity any longer for a 
vigilance committee.

5. The present vigilance oommittee has 
traveled entirely beyond the purposes, ob­
jects and aims of the original organization, 
and individual members are making nee of 
it for the gratification of private and per 
aonal animosities.

For example, it is well known in Abbe­
ville that a colored man by the name of 
Naroisee was driven away a few mouths 
ago without any charges being made 
against him, and because he had made 
some remarks not agreeable to some mem 
ben of the commit) ec.

Only a lew days ago, a man by the name 
of Aurelien Meanx, while hurriedly passing 
throngh the parish, to meet his family in 
Rapides parish, was taken in the dark and 
hung, and then robbed of the property 
abont his penon. The property was not 
found nntil three days after the occurrence, 
and not until after ineffectual attempts to 
discover the same by an officer armed with 
a number of Bearoh warrants. Notwith­
standing heavy rains it was found in a dry 
condition, clearly showing that it had not 
been exposed to the weather and had been 
purloined. The pocket book of the man 
waa found empty.

There is a little circumstance about the 
president of the vigilante trying to collect 
a debt from a certain widow in Abbeville, 
wilich I intended to expose, but as the lady 
is so much afraid of exciting the maiioe of 
the vigilante, I am compelled to forbear. 
The circumstance, however, is well known 
in the town of Abbeville, and has created 
no little comment.

Because I have had the independence to 
denounce such unmanly and outrageous con­
duct certain persons have vilified my char­
acter and used all their influence to injure 
me professionally.

I do not sav that the above acts were done 
by the vigilance oommittee, but they are the 
legitimate fruit and natural outgrowth of 
keeping up the organization after its mis­
sion has been accomplished. If these acts 
are not done by the vigilante they have not 
repudiated them. The only plea I have 
heard advanced for keeping up the vigilante 
is a most ridiculous aud cowardly one. 
Some allege that it is necessary for their 
sell-protection, in order to keep away those 
men who have been driven off from the 
parish. There are now only fonr or five of 
those persons who have not returned, and I 
do not presume they are anxions to do so.

I ask if the whole community is to be 
constantly kept under arms and forever 
excited and alarmed on account ot such 
cowardly apprehensions! If those persons 
did return and attempt any harm the whole 
community would rise at onoe against 
them. The pretext is a weak one, and is 
only used for the want of a better one.

Bettor that those men should be permit­
ted to return and remain as long as they 
behaved themselves, than that the parish 
should be almost daily shocked by lawless 
acts committed iu the name of the vigi­
lance oommittee. It has become but too 
common recently for a few men to assemble 
together and style themselves the vigilance 
committee when they have any personal 
resentment to gratify or felonious motives 
in view. As long as the vigilance commit­
tee is kept up it affords these men an op­
portunity to screen themselves under that 
shield.

Vigilance committees are things which 
require to be handled carefully and should 
be under the guidance of men of tried ex­
perience, prudence and integrity. There is 
no telling to what extremes ignorant men 
may be led by ignorant ana ill-advised 
leaders. In the vigilance oommittee of to­
day there is not a single representative of 
the intelligence of the parish.

As long as the vigilance committee acted 
openly and in broad daylight, and with the 
sanction of the community, they might 
claim to be the protectors of society; but 
the moment they shun the public view, and 
perpetrate acts of violence under cover of 
night, they beceme cowardly assassins and 
forieic all respect. If midnight murders in 
the name of the vigilance committee, are 
to be sanctioned and approved by the com­
munity, there will soon be no safety to any 
individual. It is easy to get up false re­
ports and create a prejudice against any 
man, so as to afford a pretext for hanging.

There are some Christian gentlemen in 
this parish whose scruples will not permit 
them to act with the vigilance committee, 
yet who, by their silence or words, give 
encouragement to men who commit acts 
which ought not to be countenanced by any 
civilized community. Let us entertain the 
hope that these gentlemen will be found 
hereafter fearlessly rebuking the wrong 
whenever the occasion demands it.
