REG U LA R SESSION OF 1876 .

A N  A C T
N o. 88.

To incorporate the town of Providence, in 
the parish of Carroll, snd to repeal all 
laws in conflict with this act, and all 
lawa upon the same subject matter. 
Section 1. Be it enacted by the Senate 

and Honse of Representatives of the State 
of Louisiana -in General Assembly con­
vened, That the following tract of land in 
the parish of Carroll sballbo the boo ndary 
limits ot the town ol Providence, to wit: 
Starting at a point on the west bank of the 
Mississippi river dne east from the lower 
line of the dwelling of Alexander Arm­
strong; from thence westward so as to em­
brace his honse and lot; thence from the 
northeast corner of said lot on the west 
aide, and westward along the line dividing 
the plantation of Ingram St Davis from 
the present town of Providence and the 
other lots and dwellings ontbe banks ot 
the lake to the southwest corner of the 
property of John Williams; thence north

salaries or emoluments as 
the board; snd said officers 

sbsll give snob bond* as the council msy 
require, all such bonds being made payable 
to the mayor and his successors in office; 
and no offioer shall be removed from office
