I attempted to enforce the eollec-
tion of the rate fixed h! the or-
dinances, I found a bination of

steamehip owners and nts arraved
againet it, and determined om litigation,
whioh would bave resulted in the revenues
on apward of 200 steamships, amountirg to
about $50,000, being tied up indefinitely,
and probably the question might pot be de-
cided during the term of the lease. Every
dollar of revenue being needed to pay for
repaire, I was compolled to accept the pre-
cedent established by the city.

In the next placed will mention the Toss
of revenue on steamships and other veesels
which arrive at and depart trom Algiers
and Gretna. Notably, in this connection, is
Morgan's line of steamsehips, whioh, afier
commencing at thewity wharves, withdrew,
and have since been occupying wharves on
the opposite side of the river. The loss
from this abandonment of the city wharves
by these veaseis may be safely estimated at
$25,000 per anaum. . N

1% revenues tiis year, ending Juwe 30,
will not exceéd, and it is doubtful if they
will reach, $215,000. ,The falling off in
wharf revenues is accounted for in part by
the imgnense amount of cotton and other
products which arve carried North and West
by rail, and the large receipts of Western
prcduce and merchandise by the eame con-
veyance! The epectacle is presented this
early of steambouts leaving our port alryost
light, and many boats have been laid np
for lack of business. The Red river trade,
once 8o vast, is now ouly guflicientato emnc-
ploy one-third the number of steamers Yhat
formerly found protitable employment in
that rivert

Added to the cost of repaira, which has
been so large, snd diminished revenues,
your petitiover had to encounter the uppre-
ciation of wharf bonds, which, nomiually
worth fiity-four cents at the date of the
lease, have advanced to seventy-six cents
on the dollar. - This advance is not justified
by the true state ®f affairs, but is founded
on the erroneous idea that the wharf reve-
nues have greatly increased.

The revenue from the wharves is the re-
liance to' ppy the obligations assumed in
the louo.p&l the revenues diminish and
the bonds appreciate, the lessee must in-
evitably succuinb againss such odds.

Your petitioner would aleo direct the at-
tention of gour honorable body to the fact
that, owing to the high stage of the river,
an amount of caving in of the wharves and
levees occrred beyond precedent. Many
of the wharves, sowe entirely new, were
carried down, and the extensive wharf of
the Liverpool Steamship Company, nearly
new, and which, cpst upward of $16.000,
had to be almost enmtirely rebuilt. This
caving in also bas necessitated the eonstruo-
ricn of 3665 feet of bulkheads since the
first of February last. Your petitioner has
found that in addition to the repairs which
will have to be made pext summer, the
depoeit made and making W -front of the
wharves in the First District will neoessi-
tate their e n.

1t being im ible for your petitioner to
carry out the lease without the relief which
can be afforded by & modification of its
counditions, he asks the agreement of your
honorable body to the following proposi-
tious, to wit;

1. An extention of the leare for two years.

2 The suspension ot the payfent of
$2500 per month to the city until the firat
day of January next, the amount then due
to%e paid in fall, and a remission of this
charge to be made for the semainder of the
lease and extension.

3. The euspension of payment of interest
on wharf bovdadue in cunenext, for twelve
monthe, and after that time the ingerest on
the bends to be paid semi-aunnslly to the
end of the lease.

4. The enepension of the redemption of
wharf bonds for eightee months, wifen he
will redeem the bonds then outstanding 1n
monthly fnetallments, from date of resuamp-
tion to the efd of the leags, | L

In coneideration of this exteusion of thé
lease for two years, your petitioner agrees
to make equal to three equares of grourd
above Canal stréet, which will be “worth
to. the. city from £250,000 to $300,000.
He also sgrees to reduce the wharfage
dues during the whole period of extension
ten per cent. It the above propositions
are accepted, it is perceptible that the city
and the bondholders will be in a better
ccndition thaan if the wharves had cot been
leased. It is will knowp to your honorable
body that if the lease had not beer made
the city would ®* bave appropriated the
revenugs from the wharves to keap them in
repair, and no interest would have been
paid or bonds redeemed for a long period,
aund consequently wharf bonds wouid have
been lower than any other city bonde,

Therefore, and in conrideration of the
facts which are presented to yecu in this
wmemorial, and feeling Lis utter inability to
comply with the terms of the lease as it
now etands, your petitioner prays that your
honorable body witl accord him the relief
he aske, and, which will enable hin to carry
the lease to n auccessful jssue,
