Mr. H. D. Coleman—The firm is the manu­
facturer of the Coleman mill; the capacity 
of a thirty-inch is about one-third less than 
of corn: corn depends on quality, fiueness, 
etc.: for domestic use depends on the power 
cf the engine and number of revolutions;

Mr. Tompkins testified he had ineaeured 
the By wheel on the engine of Fehrenbach’s 
distillery; the diameter of the driving wheel 
was ninety-seven and one-half inches; pully 
of the line shaft, »seventeen and seven- 
eighths inches; on the mill, twenty-five and 
three-quarters inches.

W. W. Simonds—Am familiar with the 
transfer of motion by line, shaft dud pully; 
it would be according to the ratio of diam­
eter: the slip of the belt has never been de­
termined as an invariable rule; with a driv­
ing wheel with a two-foot pully on a line 
shaft, driving another wheel with a four- 
foot pully, the epeed of the latter would 
be twice as great'.

It was then arranged by council that 
Major New should open for the United 
States, and District Attorney Beckwith 
close.

General Sheldon would open for the de­
fense. Mr. Whitaker speak for Mr. Todd, 
Mr. Hunt for Mr. Wills, and Mr. Semmee 
close for the defense.

Major J. H. Mew opened for the prosecu­
tion. The questlbn was one of the most im­
portant, the first of a series of cases to pnn- 
ub outrages on the revenue laws and delin- 
quiacies of officers. It was the people of 
the United States who were before the jury; 
the government was its agent. Everyone 
was a plaintiff who lived in the United 
States, the government being only another 
name for the people who seek the execu­
tion of the revenue laws that were made to 
support the charges. Taxes on distilled 
spirits are on luxuries, which only bear on 
tuo.se who may or may not choose to ase 
them. It is not an odious tax. It is an 
equal one. Every fraud here throws the 
burden of revenue on some other tax, 
shifting it from one we can avoid and 
patting it on another which can not be 
avoided. We then have a moneyed interest 
in preventing stealing and cheating on the 
tax on whisky.

First—The object is not to collect money. 
It is not necessary to prove $1 of loss. 
It is to punish fraud by distillers, offi­
cers for combining with them. These par­
ties are Fehrenbach and Karstendiek, dis­
tillers. and officers who should have pro­
tected the government. There is no crime 
so obnoxious %s a breach of trust. Other 
crimes you can defend yourself against. 
But when one takes advantage pf the trust 
and his position near your heart, there is 
no defense: yon cannot surround j o u i  self 
with any protection against those’who go 
back on those by whom they should stand. 
The people ask yon to punish those who 
have sworn falsely, and who have used 
their positions to cheat and defraud. The 
distillers could have done nothing without 
them. There is the moral question besides 
that makes this case the most important 
ever submitted to a New Orleans jtt^ . The 
malarial disease of the physical world, leav­
ing its home to attack a community, was 
compared to the moral corruption that 
sometimes seemed to overwhelm a people, 
its officers, courts and justiee, and crimes 
become bo common as to excite merriment. 
This moral epidemic has America in its 
grasp in this centennial year. The name of 
an American in Europe is a mookery and a 
by-word, and when a man steals it is said 
be steals like an American. Bat this cor­
ruption is not below the surface. The 
people abhor it when they see it.

Section 119 of the Revised Statutes of the 
United States, On “conspiracy to defraud,” 
was read, and the court asked "to charge 
that the crime would be complete even if 
success did not follow, if they had com­
bined, and one bad done an act having that 
for its object. There is no need of a loi mal 
agreement. A combination by the distillers 
and knowledge of it by the officers is 
enough. The proof is of two kinds, docu­
mentary and oral. Mr. Fehrenbach owned 
the distillery and bought it from Thomas
Murray. {The form required; the survey 
by C. W. Wills, acting collector; bond of 
Mr. Fehrenbach for $17,000, with O. H.
Karstendiek and P. Keenan as sureties; 
registry of stills; the libel on the seizure 
and answer; appraisement, dated April 27, 
1874, and application to change capacity by 
closing tubs seven, eight and nffie, were 
read.] They were sealed by John Mc- 
Whirter, Janaary 17.

A recess was here taken.
After this Major New closed his argument 

with a recital of the duties of the officers, 
going over the testimony and clearly pre­
senting the case for the government.

The arguments will probably end to day.

About 300 passengers took advantage of 

the jetty exonrsion planned in oonneotion 
with the virgin trip ot the reconstructed 
Great Republic, cow called the Grand Re­
public. Nearly 100 of the sightseers were 
from St. Louis.

At the paases Captain Eads, Albany De 
ÇI. De Fonblanque, Esq., British consul, 
and other gentlemen came on board. The 
president of the St. Louis Jetty Company 
and the president of the Mississippi Valley 
Transportation Company were interested 
members of the party from the start.

The boat cast off at 10 A. M. Wednesday, 
reached the passes at 5:30 P. M., started 
baok at 10 P. M., and effected a landing at 
the head of Canal street between ten and 
eleven yesterday.

At the head of Sonth Pass, where the 
jetties commence, informal sonndings w ere 
taken,"and the’ leadsman thrice' reported 
“quarter less twain,” or lees than eleven 
feet. Entering the pass the water quickly 
deepened; “quarter less three,” “quarter 
less four” were the two next soundings, and 
the load was cast no more from the Grand 
Republic. «

The jetties are not much to look at. 
Imagine shrimp fishing on a large scale, 
with a doable row of stakes, and that is 
about all there is to be seen. On one side, 
where it is said there was deep water before 
the jetties were built, a deposit has formed 
nearly flush with the jetties themselves. 
Theourrent is swift between the jetties, 
and the water appears to be deep. The 
Grand Republic steamed slowly through, 
and went just far enough into the Gulf to 
enable her to turn round and get a slight 
roll in the Gulf swell. As the steamboat 
re-entered the jetties, the revenue cutter 
Dix following close in the rear, strack a 
shoal in seven feet of water, and swinging 
round oollided with the steamboat. The 
shq*k was not felt by the Grand Republio, 
bat the Dix was damaged to the extent of 
$400 or $500.

On board the Republic, in the evening, 
Mr. Andrews, the contractor, took his 
stand on the centre gangway of the cabin, 
and submitted to a protracted interview at 
the hands of St. Louis stockholders and 
presB correspondents. He stated that there 
were now two and a half feet more water 
in South Pass than had ever been obtained 
by natural means in any pass of the river. 
“Take away the dredge boats and South­
west Pass and Poss-a-1'Ouîre would shoal 
up to thirteen feet in less than a week. ”

“What extent of shallow watez have you 
at the head of the pass?” asked a gray­
headed stockholder.

“What do you call shallow water?” Major 
Andrews cautiously replied. •

“Well, say from eighteen feet to eighteen 
feet.”

“Better *ay from twenty feet to twenty 
feet.” replied the major, with a meaning 
smile. “That is what we have to look for. 
There is a shoal of about 1800 feet.”

“How do you propose to remove that?” 
inquired the stockholder.

“Well, if I hai been Captain Eads, ” said 
Major Andrews. “I never wonld have touch­
ed it. His contract only calls for twenty 
feet of water between the jetties. But, 
however, that’s not my affair. The best 
plan seems to me to construct sills or 
aprons at Southwest Pass and Pass-a- 
l'Outre so as to increase the soonr.”

Stockholder—Would not two parallel 
dykes be an effective wa5 ?

Major Andrews—Yes; that is to say two 
dykes so conet ructed as to concentrate the 
scour. 1 think that might be done, and I 
presume that will have to be the way.

In reply to farther questions, Major An­
drews strongly insisted upon the existence 
of a littoral current, or as he termed it, “ an 
eastern current," which wonld remove all 
accumulations at the mouth of the pass.

The discussion was renewed from time to 
time, and some of the engineers spent a 
large part of the night in furnishing 
“soundings” to some of the representa­
tives of the New Orleans and St. Louis 
press. •

A noticeable fact was that many of the 
St. Louis delegation seemed firmly per­
suaded that the jetties were. opp osed in 
New Orleans because the merchants of this 
city were interested in eome enormous land 
speculation in connection with a ship canal. 
The trip as a whole was a pleasant one, 
favored by delightful weather, bu t it may 
be reasonably doubted whether it made or 
changed an opinion on the jetty question. 

SPECIAL CORRESPONDENT.

T he Grand R ep u b lic’s T rip .

The great steamboat Grand Republic, 
which left Eads’ bridge several days ago on 
a trip to Eads’ jetties, incidentally taking 
in the cities of St. Louis and New Orleans 

her route, arrived here yesterday on 
her return from Sonth Pass. Qnite a num­
ber of pass«nger8 had gone down on the 
boat, and as the only requisite was $10 
passage money, there was nothing to pre­
vent their finding ont all they could about 
the works. The revenue cutter John A. 
Dix was there, and the towboat Rio 
Grande, both at the service of the excur­
sionists. Soundings are reported to have 
been taken by Captain Eads, who found a 
least depth of sixteen feet. A party went 
out on the Rio Grande over the bar and 
some distance into the Gulf. Soundings 
were taken on this trip by Mike Hynes, the 
mate of the Grand Republic, who has bad 
some experience in heaving the lead. Mike 
did the best he knew how, for many careful 
and experienced eyes were upon him, and 
he produced the following result, which we 
’copy from the Democrat of last evening:

First, 15 feet; seo#nd. 15 feet; third, 18 
feet; fourth, 161* feet; fifth, sixth, seventh 
and eighth, 16t* feet; ninth, 22Vi feet; tenth, 
15 feet; eleventh, 10Mi feet; twelfth to twen­
ty-fourth, 12Vi feet; twenty-fifth, 15 feet; 
twenty-sixth, 13V* feet; twenty-seventh, 
12Vi feet; twenty-eighth, 19 feet; twenty- 
ninth, 17 feet; thirtieth, 13 feet; thirty-first, 
15 feet; thirty-second, 15 feet; thirty-third, 
13V* feet; thirty-fourth, 12 feet scant; thirty- 
fifth, 12 feet scant; thirty-sixth, 12 feet 
large; thirty-seventh, 12V* feet; thirty- 
eighth, 15 feet. The thirty-ninth and fortieth 
casts were made just on the extreme edge 
of the jetties, where 24 feet was found, and 
the last, the forty-first, disclosed the ftyrt 
that there was “no bottom.”

A thousand feet further ont, it is stated, 
a bar or mud lump has lately shown ’itself 
in the throat of the channel, on whioh there 
is leas than fifteen feet of water—a condi­
tion of affairs the famous littoral current 
hae*failed to take notioe of.

Mr. F. R. King has issued the following 
circular, with a request that it be'pub­
lished: * *
SUPPLEMENTARY ADDRESS TO THE PUBLIC.

As there are still eome intelligent and re­
spectable citizens of this parish who affect 
to believe that the vigilance committee 
should be kept up, and who have hereto­
fore retnsed to act with it, I weald suggest 
to then! that they wonld show the sinoerity 
of their words by their acts in beoomiug 
actual members of the committee. Such a 
course on their part would afford eome 
guarantee to the community that the vigil­
ance committee would be properly con­
ducted and confined to its legitimate ob­
jects. These gentlemen should be consist­
ent and not shun the responsibility. If 
they encourage the continuance of the 
organization, they can not remain 
idle spectators and avoid the moral 
responsibility of lawless acts committed 
by those professing to represent the vigil­
ance committee. In the sendition of their 
final account thev will be held aoconntable 
to their God for winking at the perpetration 
ot acts whioh they wonld not commit them­
selves. By all means should these gentle­
men enroll their names in the iist of the 
vigilance committee. If we must have such 
a committee, let it be eonddotad bÿ the beat 
men of the country. In no other way can a 
sense ot contentment and security be re­
stored to a large portion of the community. 
If these gentlemen will not join and thereby 
relieve the general anxiety, then they 
should not sit idly oy and leave the balance 
of the community at the mercy of a few 
hot-headed, reckless boys, and inconsiderate 
men, who take upon themselves the duty of 
regulating the community as a vigilance 
committee.

The people of Vermilion are getting 
heartily tired of midnight visitations of 
mysterious bodies of men styling them­
selves a vigilance committee. It is enough 
to strike terror to the etontest hearts, and 
I am Sure these gentlemen would not like 
to have their homesteads visited in like 
manner. Don’t wait until your own ball is 
gored before crying out, but come forward 
at once like true knights and relieve by 
yonr presence an anxious community from 
the terror which reigns over it. If I have 
written feelingly on the subject on a 
former occasion, it was not done 
in a vindictive spirit, but because 
I am in a position to know the 
feeling whioh pervades a large postion of 
the community, and was not at liberty to 
write all that I do know concerning the do­
ings of men assuming to be members of the 
vigilance committee. I have at all times 
been prompted by a desire to promote the 
pnblio good, and write for no other pur­
pose. Personally my relations with the 
vigilance committee have always been 
friendly, bnt I am hs ready to denounce all 
lawless and unjustifiable acts committed 
by its members as I have always been to 
condemn lawlessness and crime of whatso­
ever nature.
' And in conclusion I wonld warn the 
people of this parish that unless lawless­
ness is rebuked and tranquillity restored 
before the next general election, that an 
arbitrary Returning Board will find excuse 
in oar troubles to reject the whole vote of 
the parish. This is one potent reason why 
I allege that the vigilance committee should 
disband and be heard of no more. Because 
the vote of the parish was not rejected at 
the last election, it does not follow that it 
will be so at the next.

I believe that on reflection the right 
thinking portion of the community will 
agree with me in the views I have taken. 
It I bave spoken plainly and in strong 
terms, it is because I have thought the oc­
casion demanded the nse of nnqnalified 
language. It was useless any longer to 
throw ont mere hints which were utterly 
disregarded.

This ts the last time I shall take occasion 
to address the public on this subject. If 
the community thinks its interests best 
subserved by sublime apathy and indiffer­
ence on such au important matter, I am 
content to abide by its decision, trusting to 
my own strong a m  for protection in the 
general sway of anarchy and discord.
