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boa ask you to find the affirmation of the 
issue on the evidence addneed to show
that fitty-two barrels of distilled spirits 
without warehouse or tax paid stamps, 
trade mark or brands required by law, 
were found in the building on the river 
bank, which was not reported as a part 
of the distillery premises. Have you any 
doubt that the fifty-two barrels of spirits 
were found in that warehouse on the river 
bank; that they had no tax paid stamps, or 
other stamps or legal marks upon them; 
that said warehouse was not the bonded 
distillery warehouse on the distillery 
premises? That this building on the river 
bank was not the bonded distillery ware­
house, is not claimed by the'defense. The 
bonded distillery warehouse was, according 
to the plan, a part of the distillery building, 
kou can, therefore, have no trouble in find­
ing that this building was not the distillery 
warehouse on the distillery premises, and 
spirits could not be lawfully removed to it 
unless the taxes were first paid, and not 
even then if the building was on the distil­
lery lot. The government claim to have 
shown by the sworn answer of Fehrenbach, 
filed in the civil notion pending in this 
court, in which the United States is plain­
tiff, and Fehrenbach, distiller, and fifty-two 
barrels of distilled spirits, etc., are defend­
ant, that Fehrenbach claimed the fifty-two 
barrels of which I am now speaking as his 
property. Then the question remaining, the 
second proposition necessary for the prose 
oution to establish, has been established.

But if you find either that there was no 
conspiracy, or that Fehrenbach did not re­
move. or cause to be removed, without the 
payment of the tax thereon, any distilled 
spirits Irom his distillery to a place other 
than the distillery warehouse on the dis­
tillery premises, the prosecution must fail.

But if your minds are satisfied that the 
conspiracy charged in the indictment is 
proven, and that the removal of distilled 
spirits, without the payment of tax. is 
proven also, as charged in the indictment, 
then the only remaining question for you 
to determine will be, who were the parties 
encaged in the conspiracy. Are you satis­
fied that Edward Fehrenbach removed or 
caused to be removed from his distillery to 
the building on the river bank the fifty-two 
barrels cf spirits, without revenue or other 
stamps or legal brands and marks? Upon 
this point the prosecution insists that it is 
shown that the building on the river bank 
was erected by Fehrenbach; that it was 
used as a place from which to receive grain 
for the use of the distillery; to land spirits 
manufactured at the distillery upon the 
barge R. E. Lee upon the river, that Feh­
renbach has sworn in his answer that the 
fifty-two barrels* were his property; that 
alter Brooks discovered the whisky Feh- 
renback did not attempt to account for the 
fact of its presence without etamps in a 

, building outside the bonded warehouse: 
that he is shown to have been engaged in 
a conspiracy to defraud the government 
of the internal revenue tax on distilled 
spirits, and that other unstamped whisky 
on other occasions was found in the 
same building, and from these circumstances 
you are asked to infer that Fehrenbach 
removed, or caused to be removed, these 
fifty-two packages of distilled spirits to the 
building referred to. Are your minds sat­
isfied upon this faot ? The proseoution is 
not bound to make it absolutely certain, 
but to aatisfv your minds beyond reasona­
ble doubt. It you are so satisfied it is suf­
ficient.

The prosecution claims also to have 
shown that the overt act charged in the 
indictment is proven by the evidence which 
has been introduced to show that of the 225 
barrels of spirits which should have been in 
the bonded warehouse, 114 were missing. 
If y on are satisfied from the facts shown in 
the case that these barrels were removed, 
or caused to be removed by Fehrenbach. 
then the prosecution have succeeded in 
showing one other overt act charged in the 
indictment.

The prosecution further claims that it has 
shown that distilled spirits were anrrepti- 
tionsly drawn by Fehrenbach and others at 
night for several occasions from the cistern 
room, and put in unstamped barrels, which 
were afterwards removed from the distil­
lery premises. If you shonld be of opinion 
that this is shown, another overt act 
charged in the indictment-may be considered 
as established.

The prosecution claims that Otto H. 
Karstendiek was one of the parties to this 
conspiracy, and that- the evidence to show 
his connection With the conspiracy also 
tends strongly to prove the existence of the 
conspiracy. I t  is not denied that Karsten-1 
disk was a rectifier and wholesale liqnor 
dealer in New Orleans. The prosecution 
claims to have shown that Fehrenbach, the 
person who appeared to be the owner of the 
distiiiery, was before the distillery com­
menced operations a clerk in the employ of 
Karstendiek; that after the seizure of the 
distiiiery he returned to the employment of 
Karstendiek as a clerk; tjiat he was a man 
of small means; that Karstendiek became 
one of the sureties on Fehrenbach’s distil­
ler's bond, and that he appeared to be the 
purchaser of all the spirits distilled at Feh- 
renbach’s distillery, and that this last fact 
is shown by the distillery books kept by 
Fehrenhach himself, as well as by the de­
claration of Karstendiek.

One who rectifies, purifies cm refines dis­
tilled spirits by any process, o r  doing none 
of these things, who shall by mixing spirits, 
wise or other liquor with any materials 
manufacture and compound liquors for sale, 
under whatever name, is a rectifier.

He must give notice to the collector of 
the district of his intention to commence 
business, give details of stills, boilers and 
tubs to be used in the business, and the 
capacity of the establishment for the pro- 
dnctic n of rectified spirits.

All stills set up must be registered: the 
rectifier must not purchase spirits in larger 
quantities than twenty gallons from any 
person othc.r than a bonded distiller or a 
wholesale liquor dealer, except _at judicial 
sales. He must keep a book in whieh he 
must enter all details of spirits received 
before any part of the same is drawn oil or 
changed fn any way: and on the same day 
it iB received, in like manner, before he de­
livers epirits 6old by him; all details of the 
marks, stamps, obaraoter of spirits, etc., 
must be entered up in their appropriate 
columns. He must not remove spirits be­
fore sunrise nor after sunset.

He must give notice on a prescribed form 
before emptying casks of spirit for rectifi­
cation of his intention to do eo.

He must also enter, in appropriate col­
umn, when the casks are emptied, the 
stamps are “effaced and obliterated.

The regulation says these terms mean 
“complete destruction.”

He mnst notify the collector when spirits 
are rectified that a gauger may be sent to 
gauge, prove, mark and stamp the paok- 
ages into which the spirit may be drawn.

He must make monthly return of the 
quantity of spirite received for rectifica- 
tion and the quantity rectified during the 
preceding month.

A rectifying house mnst not be within 
COO feet in a direct line of a n y  distillery.

The prosecution claims that Karstendiek s 
books «how that he sold spirits which ac­
cording to the same books he had long be­
fore sold; that his books show that he sold 
the same serial numbers to several different 
persona at different times; that there were 
123 of these packages which by his boons 
appear to have been sold two or three times; 
that Karstendeik failed to record in hie 
books sales of 400 packages which he 
shonld have recorded. It is also claimed to 
have been shown that ho gave notice to the 
collector of his purpose to dump Çertaui 
specified packages, and subsequently sold 
the same packages without dumping them.

It is also claimed to have been shown 
that between January 5 anu April 11,18- 4, 
there was stamped for Karstendiek mtjT 
rectifiers and wholesale liquor dealers 
stamps 884 packages, all which were unac­
counted tor, and Uiat after deducting from 
this number the 400 packages sold and not 
entered, there still remain 484 parages of 
rectified spirits unaccounted for. Ana tnat 
lrom his books it appears that he received 
and sold twenty-two packages purporting 
to have upon them warehouse and tax paid 
stamps which were not upon them, butwere 
in fact in the desk in Fehrenbach s distu-

It is also claimed that Karstendiek failed 
and neglected to make the entriee in bis 
wholesale liquor dealer'and rectifiers, books 
which the law prescribed should bo made.

The books of Karstendiek are in evidence 
and yon will, therefore, be able correctly to 
decide whether the prosecution have in fact 
shown what it claims to have shown, with 
reference to this defendant.

The charge is that the irregular means 
resorted to by Karstendiek were the means
by which be pat upon the market the iliioit
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spiracy,
If yon are satisfied upon the evidence 

that the conspiracy charged in the indict 
ment aotnally existed, and that the overt 
aots or any one ot them is also shown, then 
yon should take the oaae of each one of the 
defendants on trial and inquire whether 
they are shown to have, been concerned in 
the conspiracy. If there was a conspiracy 
of which yon can take notice, some one at 
least of the defendants mnst have been in it.

Consider the testimony so far aa it relates 
to Fehrenbach. Was he in the conspiracy? 
If vou are fully satisfied beyond reasonable 
doubt that he was, find him guilty. If the 
evidence does not fully satisfy you, find 
him not guilty. Take "in any order you 
pjease ana consider separately the oases of 
Karstendiek, Beales, Bruce and William M. 
Todd. Are the facts established in this 
case consistent with their innocence of the 
charge of conspiracy made in «the indict­
ment? If they are, acquit them; it they 
are not, find them guilty.

Consider the case of McWhirter. 
This distillery was, as it is claimed, 
assigned to him to overlook. The 
evidence, it is claimed, shows that 
it was his duty to watch its operations, and 
to report any irregularities and violations 
of the law. Are yon satisfied from the 
proof that he willfully neglected his duty 
for the purpose of aidiDg the frauds upon 
the revenue of the government? If you 
find a willful and continned negleot of the 
duty plainly imposed by the law, and the 
natural result of this neglect was to facili­
tate the perpetration of the frauds upon the 
revenue, as charged in the indictment, you 
would be justified in finding that he also 
wm a part of the conspiracy. Bdt if he 
did not neglect any duty required ot him 
by the law, or if his neglect was not willful 
and did not indicate clearly a corrupt pur­
pose, nr was the result of the numerous 
other duties required of him, so that it was 
not possible for him to discharge the duties 
required of him in relation to this distiiiery. 
Did he know that the distillery was oper­
ated in violation of the law, or did he will­
fully shut his eyes to the facts before him, 
in older that the fraud might be consu- 
matedl If he did his duty, or in tailing to 
do it bad no corrupt purposes, acquit him; 
but if you find that his neglect was williul 
and corrupt, that the purpose of his neg­
leot was to aid the frauds on the revenue, 
you must return him guilty.

Charles W. Wills, it is claimed by the 
prosecution, was the aotiog collector during 
the period of these alleged frauds. Inquire 
what his duties demanded of him, and were 
they discharged so far as this distillery was 
concerned with reasonable diligence, or did 
he willfully 6hut his eyes to facts before 
him. and thereby purposely assist in the 
perpetration of the alleged frauds, and as 
you shall decide ‘hese questions you will 
find him innocent or guilty.

If you have been convinced of the con­
spiracy, and ot the overt acts, or any one of 
them, alleged in the indictment, you will 
then go over the case of each one of 
the defendants, and inquire whether his 
complicity in the conspiracy has been fully 
shown, and your verdict will be guilty or 
not guilty, as to each of the several détend­
ants, according as you may find in each 
one's case.
