The St. Louis Globe, of April 30, tells the 
Tollowing a'bont fBe individual:

Last year a man named Joseph P. Mur­
phy was indicted, along with an attorney 
najmed R. Stewart Deaaee and othera, in 
the United States District Court, New Or­
leans, Louisiana, on a charge of conspiring 
to detrand the fenveroment by l ie  pressing 
of a claim for $230,000 for cotton through 
the Coart of Claims, Washington.

This claim was made by Mrs. Maay Cleve­
land, near Clinton, Louisiana. Sue claimed 
that the Union troops, in 1864, took cotton 
away from her premises to the above 
amount; that the ootton was told and that 
the proceeds were pud into the United 
States treasury at Washington. Dennee 
was the attorney representing the claim­
ants. ‘Murphy is charged with being con­
nected with the fraud, and with endeavor­
ing to persuade a man to swear falsely in 
relation thereto.

He left New Orleans about a year ago. 
On the twelfth of February information from 
the officials there was sent to St. Louis that 
Morphy was living in this city. As his ad­
dress was not in the old direotory, and as 
he has k ^ t  pretty quiet, his whereabouts 
were not discovered until the other day.
