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The following is tbc full text of tliq mes 
Mü« of President Grant to the House of 
Representatives last Thursday, in answer 
to a resolution of Congressman Blackburn, 
of Kentucky. It is republished in lull, the 
dispatch from Washington ot Friday morn­
ing in relation to the matter baring done 
great injustice to the subject: „ .
To the H'> .M“ of R epresentative»

1 have given a very attentive considera­
tion to a resolution of the House of Reprt:- 
sentatives passed on the third day of April, 
requesting the Pres-.deut of the United 
States to inform the House whether any 
executive Offioes. acts, or duties, and, if any, 
what, have within a specified period been 
performed at a distance from the seat ot 
government established by law, etc.

I fiave never hesitated and ehail not 
hesitate to communicate to Congress, anTl 
to eithér bnutcli thereof, all the Informa­
tion which The constitution makes it the 
duty of the President to give or which my 
judgment may suggest to me or a request 
iront either House may indicate to me will 
be usetul in the discharge of the appris 
priate duties confided to them. I tail, how­
ever. to find in the constitniim of the 
United Sratet the authority given to the 
House of Representatives (owe branch oi 
the Congress in which is vested the legis 
iative power ot the government) to require 
of the executive, an independent branch of 
tite government—co-ordinate with the Sen 
ate and House of R-presentatives—an ac 
count of his discharge of bis appropriate 
and purely executive cilices, acts, and 
duties, either as to when, where, or how 
performed.

During the time that I have had tho 
honor to occupy the position of President of 
this government, it has been, and while 1 
continue to occupy that position it will con­
tinue to be my earnest endeavor to re­
cognize and to respect the several trusts 
ana duties and powers of the co-ordinate 
branches of the government, not encroach­
ing upon them uor allowing encroachments 
upon the proper powers of the oflice which 
tue people ot the United States have con­
fided to me, but aiming to preserve in their 
proper relations the several powers and 
functions of each of the co-ordinate 
branches-of the government agreeably to 
the constitution and in accordance with’the 
solemn oath whlfch I have taken to “pre­
serve, protect and defend” that instrument.

In maintenance of the rights secured by 
the constitution to the executive branch of 
the government, I am compelled to decline 
any specific or detailed answer to the re­
quest of the House for information as to 
“any executive offices, acts or duties, and, 
it any, wh^jt have been performed at a dis­
tance from the seat of government estab­
lished by law and for how long a period at 
any one time and in what part of the 
United States.”

What the House of Representatives nay 
require as a right in its demand upon the 
executive tor information is limited to what 
is necessary tor the proper discharge of its 
powers of legislation or of impeachment.

The inquiry in the resolution of the Hottso 
as to where executive acts have within the 
last seven years been performed, and at 
what distance from any particular spot, or 
for how long a period at any one time, etc., 
does not necessarily belong to the province 
of legislation. It does nut profess to be 
asked for that objeot. *

If this information be sought through an 
inquiry of the President as to his executive 
acts in view or in aid of the power ot im­
peachment vested in the House, it is asked 
ta derogation of an inherent natural ri£ht, 
recognized in this country by a constitu­
tional guarantee which protects every citi­
zen, the President as well as the humblest 
in the land, from being made a witness 
against himself.

If however, the Hcuseof Representatives 
desires to know whether during the period 
of upward of seven years during wLich I 
have held the office of President ot the 
United States I have been absent from »he 
seat ot government and whether during 
that period I have performed or neglected 
to perform the duties of my office, I freely 
inform the House from tne time of my 
entrance upon my cilice I have been in the 
habit, as were ali of my preBecessors ( with 
the exception of one who lived only one 
month alter assuming the duties of his 
office, and one whose continued presence in 
Washington was necessary from the ex­
istence at the time of » powerful rebellion), 
of absenting myself at times from tho seat 
of government; and that during 6ueh ab­
sences I did not neglect or forego the ob­
ligations or the dnties of my office, but 
continued to discharge all of the executive 
offices, acts and duties which were required 
of me ae the President of the United States. 
I am not aware that a failure occurred in 
any one instance of my exercising the func­
tions and powers of my office in every case 
requiring their discharge or.of my exercis­
ing all nectssarv executive acts in whdt- 
everpartof the United States I may have 
been. Fortunately, the rapidity ot travel 
and of mail communication, and the facility 
of almost instantaneous correspondence 
with the r.fiices at the seat of government 
■which the telegraph affords to the President, 
in whatever suction of the l  nion he may 
be, enable him in these days to maintain as 
constant and almost as quick intercourse 
with the departments at Washington as may 
be maintained while he remains in the 
capital.

Tho neci ssity of the performance of exe­
cutive acts by the President of the United 
Status exists and is devolved upon him. 
wherever he may be within the United 
States during his term ot' cilice, by the con­
stitution of the United States.

His civil powers are no more limited or 
capable ot limitation as to the place where 
they shall be exercised than are those 
■which might be required to discharge in his 
capacity of commander-in-chief ol the 
a-rny and navv, which latter powers, it is 
evident, he might be called upon to exercise 
poseiblv even without the limits of the 
United'States. Had the efforts of those re­
cently in rebellion against the government 
been successful in driving a late I resident 
of the United States from Washington, it 
is manifest that he must have discharged 
his functious, both civil and military, else­
where than in the place named by law as 
the seat of goverment.

No act of Congress can limit, suspend or 
confine this constitutional duty. I am not 
aware of the existence ©t any act of Con­
gress which assumes thus to limtt or re­
strict the exercise of the functions of the 
executive. Were there such acts, I should 
nevertheless recognize the superior au­
thority of the constitution and exercise the 
powers required thereby of the President.

I'he act to which reference is made in the 
resolution of the House relates to the 
establishing of the teat of government and 
the providing of suitable bu.ldmgs. and re- 
moval thereto of the offices attached to the 
government, etc. It was not understood at 
its date, and by General Washington, to 
confine the President in the discharge of 
b s duties and powere to actual p ^ n c e  at 
the seat of government. On tha thirtieth 
of March, 1791, shortly after the passage of 
the act referred to, General Washington 
issued an executive prralamation having 
reference to the subiect of tins very act 
from Georgetown, a place remote from 
Philadelphia, which was then the seat of 
government, where the act referred to di­
rected that “all offices attached to the seat 
of government should for the time remain., 

That none ol his succès»» have enter­
tained the idea that their executive offices 
could be performed only at the seat of gov­
ernment is evinced by the hundreds upon 
hundreds of sueh acts performed bv my 
predecessors, fn unbroken line from wasn- 
inyten to Lincoln, a memorandum of the 
general nature and character of some of 
wbion acts is submitted herewith; and no 
question has ever been raised as to the 
vai:dity of these acts or as to the right and 
propriety of the executive to exercise the 
powera of his office in anypart of |the  
United Sjatec- u - s - OKANT’

Memorandum of absence* of the Presidents 
of the United State« from the national

capital during each of the several admin­
istrations, and of public and executive
acts performed during the time ot such
absences.
President Washington was frequently ab­

sent from the capital. He appears to nave 
been thus absent at least 181 days during 
his term. Daring his several absences lie 
discharged official and executive duties, 
among them: In March, L91, he issued a 
proclamation, dated at Georgetown, in 
reference to running the boundary for the 
territory of tne permanent seat ot the gov­
ernment. From Mount Vernon he signed 
an official letter to the Emperor of Morocco, 
and from the same place the cotumission ot 
Oliver Walcott as Controller of the Treas­
ury, and the proclamation respecting the 
whisky insurrection in Pennsj Ivania: also 
various sea tetters, the proclamation ot the 
treaty of 1795 between the United States 
and Spain, the executive order of August 4, 
1792, relative to the duties on distilled 
spirits, etc. When at Germantown he 
signed the commission of John Brecken- 
ndge as attorney of the • United bin tes tor 
Kentucky, and that of engineer oi the 
United States Mint. He proposed to have 
Mr. Trujo officially presented, as envoy ex- 
traordinaiy and minister plenipotentiary 
lrorn Spain, to him at Mount \ ernon; but 
although Mr. Tru.jo went there for the pur­
pose, tha ceremony of presentation was 
prevented by Mr. Trujo’s having accident­
ally left his credential«.

President John Adams was absent from 
the capital during his term of four years, 
on various occasions, 385 days. Ho dis­
charged official duties and performed the 
most solemn public acts at Quincy, in the 
same manner a* when at the seat of gov­
ernment. In 1797 (August 25) he forwarded 
to the Secretary of State a number ot pass­
ports which he had signed at Quincy. He 
issued at Quincy commissions to numerous 
officers ot various grades, civil ami mili­
tary. Ou the twenty-eighth of September, 
1797, he forwarded to the Secretary ol 
State a commission for a justice of the Su­
preme Court, signed in blank at Quiucy, in­
structing the Secretary to fill it with the 
name of John Marshall if he would accept, 
and if not, Bushrod Washington. He iseued 
a proclamation opening trade with certaiu 
ports of St. Domingo, and signed warrt uts 
for the execution of two soldiers, and tor a 
pardon.

President Jefferson was absent from the 
seat of gM'ernment, daring his two terms 
of office, ..•») days, more than one-fourth 
of the whole official period. During 
his absence he signed and issued from 
Monticello seventy-five commissions, one 
letter to the Euiperor of Russia, and 
nine letters of credence to diplomatic agents 
of the United States accredited to other 
governments.

President Madison was absent from the 
seat of government, during his two presi­
dential terms, C37 days. He signed and 
issee-i from Montpelier, daring his absence 
from the capita), seventy-one commissions, 
one proclamation, and nine letters of cre­
dence to ministers, accrediting them to for­
eign governments, and, as it appears, trans­
acted genQrally all the neceseary, loutine 
business incident to the executive office.

President Monroe waa absent from the 
capital, daring his presidential service of 
eight years. 708 days, independent 
of the* year 1324, and the two 
months of 1825, for which period no data 
are found. He transacted public business 
wherever he happened to be. sometimes at 
his farm in Virginia, again at his summer 
resort on tho Chesapeake, and sometimes 
while traveling. He signed and issued from 
these several places, away from the capital, 
numerous commissions to civil officers of 
the government, exequatur© to foreign con­
suls, letters of credence, two letters to 
sovereigns, and thirty-seven pardons.

President John Q. Adams was absent from 
the capital, during his presidential term of 
four years, 222 days. During such absence 
he performed official and public acts, signing 
and issuing commissions, exequaturs, par­
dons, proclamations, etc. Referring to his 
absence in August and September, 1827, 
Mr. Adams, in his memoirs, volume eight, 
page seventy-five, says: "I left with him
(the chief clerk) some blank signatures, to 
be used when necessary for proclamations, 
remission of penalties and commissions of 
consuls, taking of him a receipt for the 
number and kind of blanks left with him, 
with directions to return me, when I came 
backfall the signed blanks remaining pa­
used, and to keep and give me an account 
of all those that shall have been disposed of. 
This has been my constant practice with 
the respect to signed blanks of this descrip­
tion. I do the same with regard to patents 
and land grants.”

President Jackson was absent lrom the 
capital during his presidential service of 
eight years 502 days, lie also performed 
executive duties and public acts while ab­
sent. He appears to have signed and issued 
while absent from the capital very many 
public papers, embracing commissions, let­
ters ot credence, exequaturs, pardons, anil 
among them four executive proclamations. 
On the twenty-sixth ot June, 1833, he ad­
dressed a letter from Boston to Mr. Duane, 
Secretary of the Treasury, giving iris views 
at large on the removal of the “deposits'' 
from the United States Bank and placing 
them in the State banks, directing that the 
change with all its arrangements should be, 
if possible, completed by the fifteenth Sep­
tember following,-end recommending that 
Amos Kendall should be appointed an agin: 
of the Treasury Department to make the 
necessary arrangements with the State 
banks. Saon after, September 23. a paper 
signed by the President, and purporting 
to have been read to the Cabinet, wa3 
published in the newspapers of the 
day. Early in the m-xt session of Con­
gress a resolution passed tho Senate inquir­
ing of the President whether the paper 
was genuine or not. and if it was published 
by his authority, and requesting that a 
copy be laid betöre that body. The Presi­
dent replied, avowing the genuineness of 
the paper auil that it was published by his 
authority, bat declined to furnish a copy to 
the Senate on the ground that it was purely 
executive business, and that the request of 
the Senate was an nndne interference with 
the independence of tho executive, a co­
ordinate branch of the government. In 
January, 1837 (twenty-sixth), be refused 
the privilege to a committee ander a reso­
lution of the Hons* of Representatives to 
make a general investigation of the execu­
tive departments without specific charges, 
on the ground, amrag others, that the ase 
of the books, papers etc., of the depart­
ments. for such purpose would interfere 
with the discharge of the public duties de­
volving upon the heads of the different de­
partments, and necessarily disarrange and 
retard the pnblio business.

President Van Buren was absent from the 
capital during his presidential term 131 
.days. He discharged executive duties and 
performed official and public acts daring 
these absences. Among the papers signed 
by President Van Buren daring his absence 
from the seat of government are commis­
sions. one of these being fora United States 
judge of a district conrt, pardons, etc.

President Tyler was absent from the capi­
tal during his presidential term of 163 
days, and performed public acts and duties 
during s«ch absences, signing public papers 
and documents to the number of twenty- 
eight, in which were included commissions, 
exequaturs, letters of credence, pardon», 
and one proclamation making public the 
treatv of 1842 between the United States 
•and Ecuador.

President Polk was absent from the capi­
tal daring hi« presidential term thirty-seven 
days, and appears to have signed Jmt two 
official papers during such absence.

President Taylor was absent from the 
capital during the time he served as Presi­
dent thirty-one days, and "while absent 
signed two commissions, three “tali pow­
ers,” two exequaturs, and the proclama­
tion of August 11. 1849, relative to a threat­
ened invasion of Cuba or some of the prov­
inces of Mexico.

President Fillmore was absent from the 
capital daring the time heb#r*ed as rresi 
dent sixty pays. During ènoh absence be 
signed pardons, commissions, exequaturs,

^-President Pierce was absent lrom the 
capita1,, ilrtdl, during his presidential term

fifty-seven days. The several periods of 
absence which make up this aggregate were 
each brief,, and it does not appear that 
during these absenoes the President signed 
any public official documents exqept one 
pardon.

President Bnchanan was absent from the 
capital during his presidential term filty- 
seven days, and the official papers which he 
is shown to have signed dnriDg each ab­
sence are three exequaturs and one letter 
of credence.

In addition -to the public documents, 
and papers executed by the several 
Presidents during their absences from the 
seat of government, constant ofiioial cor­
respondence was maintained by each with 
the heads of the different executive de­
partments.

Superintendent Keeting. under the head 

of unfinished business, called np the reso­
lution offered by Superintendent Loud,at 
the meeting of tne board held November 6, 
1875,thy which the State Superintendent 
was authorized to place the accumulated 
funds to the credit of any parish back in 
the current echot 1 fund for reapportion­
ment. After diecut-sion on an adopted mo­
tion the State Superintendent was request­
ed to indefinitely postpone action.

Superintendent Stoddard called the at­
tention of the board to section fifteen of act 
No. 6, extra session of 1870, making provi­
sion lor partial payment of the expenses of 
the Teachers’ Iustitnte.

The president informed the "board that 
this was not a subj-ct for their considera­
tion, but belonged to the office of the State 
Superintendent, and that the matter would 
be taken under consideration, and every 
possible help rendered the superintendents 
in developing these invaluable auxiliaries 
of school work

By permission of the boird additional 
papers in the case of the Madison parish 
school directors were received, and given 
to the special committee having the case in 
charge, to which committee Mr. Loud was 
appointed by the president. The commit­
tee then retired, ami the board took a re­
cess.

At two o'clock the board reassembled, 
and Superintendent Stoddard, chairman of 
the committee, stated in a verbal report, 
that a thorough examination of the evidence 
presented does not sustain the charge of 
contempt of the authority of the State 
board as made against Messrs. C. Bollard, 
J. II. Crawford, A V. Brown. W. VV. John­
son. P. J. Watson, W. H. Dinkgrave and 
Luke Madden, and. recommended that the 
charges be dismissed.

Oa motion, tho recommendation was 
adopted.

Mr. VV. n. Dinkgrave et al. presented a 
protest against Charles VV". Crawford serv­
ing longer as a school director of Madison 
parish.

This, by direction of tha board, the presi­
dent referred to Superintendent Chester 
for examination and report.

On recommendation of Superintendent 
Stoddard the charges made against G. Pol­
lard and P. J. Watson of incompettney 
were dismissed.

Papers in the ease of P. J. Donnell, ask­
ing the aid of the State board, were re­
ferred lo Superintendent Chester for ex­
amination and report.

On motion the board adjourned subject to 
the call of tho president.

Hon. Alphoaso Taft, S ecre 'a ry  of W ar:
S ir —Respecting the petition of certain 

merchants and others of New Orleans for 
the use of one of the government dredge- 
boats to excavate a channel over the shoal 
at the river end of the South Pass, and also 
upon the bar at the sea end of the South 
Pass; and the petition of the ship owners, 
ship agents and ship masters in the port of 
New Orleans, that tile governments dredge- 
boats be retained upon the Southwest Pass 
bar and that those boats should not be 
diverted from their work on the bar of that 
pass to work upon the shoal at the river 
end of the South Pass or the bar at the sea 
end of the South Pass, I have to 
report that by the use of the two 
government dredgeboats »channel is main­
tained through the Southwest Pass bar of 
sufficient capacity for the passage of the 
largest ships engaged in the New Orleans 
trade, and that the ability of the govern­
ment dredges to maintain each a channel 
at the mouth of the river for some years 
past has led to the introduction^ of ships of 
increased dimensions for the New Orleans 
trade, and in this manner, and by putting 
an end to the long detentions on the bar 
that formerly existed, the use of these 
dredges has conferred great benefits upon 
the commerce of New Orleans.

The great annual flood of the Mississippi 
river may be expected to occuir between 
the present time and the latter part of July, 
and it usually remains at that very high 
stage during several weeks. During that 
period the united effort« of both the

dredges will be required to maintain the 
ohannel of the Southwest Pass bar in navi­
gable condition, and all the preparations 
of the engineer department have been 
made with that object in view.

To divert either of these boats from this 
work will, in my judgment, as well as in 
that of the officer in charge of them, prove 
highly injurious to the commerce of New 
Orleans, and the prayer of the petitioners 
that these dredgeboats, or one of them, 
shonld be used on the Sonth Pass should 
not. in my opinion, be granted.

It? will he observed that tho petitioners 
present no evidence of the ability of the 
dredgeboats to open a channel twenty feet 
deep through the shoal at the river end of 
the South Pass In time for use this season.

It is further to be remarked that Mr. 
Eads has entered into a contract with the 
government to open a channel through the 
South Pass; a contract that includes the 
shoal at the river end of the pass as well as 
the shoal at the sea end, and that he is 
now engaged upon the works, for that pur­
pose, at both places.

The appropriation for the repair and 
maintenance of the government dredge­
boats was made expressly tor the purpose 
of openisg and keeping open a channel in a 
pass that Mr. Eaus did not contract to 
open.

with deceased from 1860 to 1868; tö have 
hac three children; to havebeea married to 
hiui June 23, 1868; to have had one legi­
timate child, and claims the entire succes­
sion. Exception that she is estopped by 
judicial admissions of concubinage ocly in 
applying for alimony, which was rejected 
as living brought against the administrator 
and not the heirs, and in other proceedings. 
Sueh was the ruling in the succession of 
Arthur McArthur. “A party may, by his 
own voluntary act, have placed himself in 
a situation, as to some matter of fact, that 
he is precluded from denying.” See Green- 
leaf on Evidence, vol. 1, page 22; 5 A . 22;
4 A.. 416; 2 A., 269; 9 A., 46; 6 R., 429; 13 A., 
136: 22 A.. 368.

It was recognized on a confession in a 
mortgage act. Succession of Stephen 
Humphreys, Henry and Catherine Baum 
and Mandai vs. Mandai, of this court. 
Plaintiff alleges the admission was by error. 

"Tne court doubts this. Her previous mar­
riage was by a priest; this only by a 'squire. 
Her religious belief would lead her to con­
sider it invalid, though persuaded it was 
valid as a civil contract. She was not ig­
norant of the facts, and her attorney would 
not have brought the aefion for alimony if 
she had told him she was married. Her 
error of law can not destroy the force ol her 
judicial admissions. R. S., 2291. Exception 
sustained as to her, and dismissed as to the 
rights of th# minor child. The defense also 
allege the certificate to be a forgery.

On the merits. The child is the issue of 
P. Halpin and Ann Dalton. Eleven wit­
nesses testily to this. Ten witnesses swear 
Halpin said he was married or acknowl­
edged it. seven that he was called so. two 
think ho was and. two can not say. Four 
swear he was not, one that Ann Dalton said 
it was not so, and others that they never 
knew him to be, but would if he had been. 
The declaration ot the date must be cor­
roborated. See Mandai vs. Mandai. The 
general repute can establish it only in the 
absence of better proof. The date of June 
23 must be proved. The testimony of 
plaintiff’s witnesses of the journey to Ma­
rion and the marriage, of the justice and 
witnesses, and the certificate and declara­
tions are sufficient, taken alone, to estab­
lish the legitimacy. But there is unim­
peachable evidence that on that very 
day Halpin was in this building in the 
Seventh District Court, and was in this 
city during the whole month of June; the 
records of the bond signed June 2, in 
the Fifth Distriot Court; ot that on June 

<16 in the Sixth District Conrt; the docket 
of the Third District Court; for Jane 23, the 
minutes of the Seventh District Court and 
testimony of Palms, minute clerk of the 
Fonrth District Court; the tax notice 
served personally June 24, and the records 
of the Fifth District Court for July 5, 12 
and 31, carry conviction as scripta virtu. It 
is corroborated in other testimony. The 
marriage, therefore, did not take place J une 
*23. 1869.

It is very difficult, indeed, to prove a 
forgery. It* required a circumstance like 
the one hereinaoove presented to show that 
the alleged marriage of At>n Dalton and 
Patrick Halpin did not take place on the 
twenty-third day of June, 1869. I can not 
admit, under the pleadings and the evi­
dence, that it took place at any other «me 
subséquent to that date. Let judgment, 
thefore, be entered in favor of defendants 
and against plaintiff, with costs.

into the United States free of duty: Arrow- 
root, castor oil bananas, nuts, vegetables, 
dried and undried, preserved end unpre- 
sdrved; hides and skins, undressed; rice, 
seeds, plants, shrubs or trees; muscovado, 
brown and all other unrefined sugar, cane, 
melado, molasses and tallow.

Mr. Sayler, of Ohio, has asked leave to 
offer a resolution requesting the Execu­
tive Department ot the government 
to report to this House what objec­
tions, if any, there are to making 
obligatory in all governmental transac­
tions between individuals, and also what is 
the earliest date that can be set for the ob­
ligatory use of the metrical system through 
the United States.

Georgian bay, Canada, stating that Boss 
Tweed and two companions spent the win­
ter on Mnskoka river, thirty miles from 
Midland and 100 miles from Toronto. It 
appears that Tweed and two men 
loaded a small steamer last November, 
just betöre the close of navigation, with 
a great quantity ot provisions and went 
to Parks mills, which have not been run­
ning. Tweed and his companions lived in 
a cottage all the winter, the “Boss” keeping 
dumb, and it being given ont that he had 
received a paralytic shock. On the twenty-, 
fourth of April the steamer that took them 
up last fall arrived there again with a lot 
of provisions on board, bat did not leave 
for a few days. On Friday. April 28. two 
detectives left Midland and went to Parks 
mills, reaching there Saturday. On being 
discovered the whole ot Tweed’s party tied 
on board the steamer by small boats, the 
one which the “Boss” embarked being 
sunk by the ice and he getting a docking. 
Their escape in boats was covered by some 
four men on the steamer with revolvers, 
and shots weto exchanged with the detec­
tives who were on the dock. The steamer 
escaped with Tweed to Georgian bay. the 
detectives being nnable to follow. They 
expect soon to capture him.
