statement of I, P. Brown, Piper’s counsel

In the Supreme Jodicial Coutt this morn-
ing Mr. Brown said he would not press thie
motion for a new trial, in view of the con-
versation he had with Piper. '

Jadges Colt anéd Lord thereon overruled
the motion. No details of the ceniession
are yet published, as the statement was a
verbal one and is not yet written out.

Later.

It is now quite eertein that Piper was the
aseailens oi Mary Tynan, who was mye-
teriously beaten on July 1, but afterward
recovered, and is now an inmate of a lanatic
asylom. He confeeaes that Lie attempted to
kiil her, uad says the murders of Mabel
Young aud Bridget Landregan were both
prempted by the use of stimuiants, under
the influence of which he has an insane de-
sire of eledding blood.

Piper’s Siatement. .

The confeseion of the murderer of -Mabel
Young says: I took a Vbat from the lower
room, before or about the commencemeont
of school, to kill somebody; at that time I
carried it uy into the auditorfum, but dur-
ing the session of Sunday echool took it
to the befry. After the close of echool I
came down stairs and opened the doors}
then I went up again. At this time
1 sent away the boys, who were playing in
the veatibule. After the boys had gonme
out, I was still in the veetibule, when a lit-
tle girl came upetairg, and linduced her to
0 with me into the beifry; there I struck
lier with the club two or throe timee; she
foll where the blood was found, and I
picked her up and oarried the body to the
place where it was discovered.

His confession of the murder of Bridget
Landregan in December, 1873, was equally
explicit. He was under the intlaence ot
whisky and ovium, and deliberately prapar-
ed a olub tokiil some one. He saw Bridget on
the street and followed close behind her.
He says: I etruck her immediately: she fell
down and I struck her again. While
I was etooping over the body I
saw & man coming. I started up and
ran” away. 1 got over a fence and
went along toward the railroad. When
1 was at the railroad somebody cailed out
to me, and I then tursed back, took a
roundabout counse and got home. Oathe
way home it ocourred to me which I bad a
knife in my pocket that might be reeog-
nized in some manner, and 8o I threw it
away.

The Evcning Hera!d says there is a feel-
ing abroad awong lawyers, detectives and
the public generally that the contradictory
statements now put out by Piper are the
result of cool reasoning on his part, and of
such ingenuity as he is possessedof, in or-
der to throw doubt upon his sanity in gen-
eral, or else to show that he has an uneon-
trollable mania for blood, for which he is
not responsible, and a change in his state-
ment, either 1n confessiofl of mors marders
or denial of all, would not at this moment
astonish the community.
