Fortunate friends from all par Is of the 
South—who had never known or neglect­
ed Fitz. The traditions beggar on horse­
back. A child in a shop of Christmas 
gifts; .a  young lady just out of a con­
ventual school, with an open letter on 
Olympe; a starving hack horse turned in­
to a clover field; a bummer at a free feed; 
the poor tailor’s son rubbing up from an 
old lamp precious gems, luscious fruits 
and resplendent garments, are all but fee­
ble types oY the ravenous zeal with which 
a Democrat fasting for years from public 
office, elbowed out of social estimation, 
rushes into the enjdyment of salary and 
its perquisites. The importance of Fitz 
the doorkeeper—

I have been trying ever since my election 
to write to you, but have been besticued 
from light in the morning until one o'clock 
or two at night.

“ Fay” does not seem, as the name 
would imply, a sprite, but a’ lineal in­
heritor of that zeal for office illustrated by 
his papa. “Fay,” says the paternal Fitz—

and he is tbe most delighted fellow you 
ever saw.

Not an hour lost except the unofficial 
Sabbath.

Fay, however, does not seem to impair 
his health by a precipitate devotion to his 
labors. He unites with papa m the car 
riage exercise provided by a generous 
Democracy :

I wish you could be here with me do try 
doccme on, the Govnt furnishes me with a 
tine turnout & spanking pair of Horses A 
before A after the house sessions A recess 
I  have exclusive use of them, my coachman 
comes down every morning for us, that is 
Fay & myself and after driving around to 
my breakfast take me to my ofno6.

Fay subsequently solaces the toils of a 
twenty-one hundred dollar appointment 
by spending the evenings with papa in 
the society of the Speaker and his lady.

We would infer from the devotion of 
Fitz to his friend, as from the breadth and 
cordiality of Lis invitation, that he must 
originally have come from the hospitable 
Old Dominion. He invites hi3 corre­
spondent and friend to—

Come on & I will give you ab<1------a
good time. Congress is invited over to the 
Centenial on friday, we will have a big 
time—come back on Sunday.

This egotism of Fitz is shocking. “I ,’’ 
said he,” will give you a good time.” Rut 
the “good time,” the “big time” is given 
by somebody else. Tom Scott, or some 
other lobby railroader, gives Congress a 
free ticket; the servants of the House are 
to be taken along; tbe correspondent and 
friend are to be smuggled in among the 
legislative valets.

Fitz subsequently urges tbe genial J. 
W. to “come over and help him” in his 
Democratic labors, but still on the dead­
head principle:

J  W come on C hristm as for a few days & 
we will have a glorious time, I have more 
invitations to frolicks with the members fit 
Senators than any man in Washington.

With an eye to prospective frolics, ‘Fitz 
says subsequently:

- * I am making up a party already
to come on to Texas on the adjonrnmt, S 8 
Cox to head it.

Generous Fitz! In the midst of this 
ecstacy comes a matter of practical 
finances:

I may draw on you for one hundred A. 
twenty live dollars tomorrow which you 
con draw back for on the 1st Jan, I got 
your telegram telling me to draw for two 
hundred if needed, but tried to do without 
any. & may not have to draw to-morrow’, 
but all of our members are like myself tight 
up on first mo A I hate to ask them.

Fitz has learned the great financial se­
cret. He comprehends the force of the 
word draft perfectly. Perhaps he knew that 
much before leaving Anstin. The “draw 
back” is not morally practiced on so small 
a scale, but when the Democratic mem- 
were also “ tight up" on their arrival at 
Washington the “draw back” was lawful 
for the smallest sum. The frugality of 
Fitz is shown by his declining to “draw” 
for ywo hundred dollars. Why, in the 
miflqt  of stich popularity and splendor, 
when he is himself drawn by a  spanking

span of government horses in a landaulet, 
Fitz should have risked exposing himself 
in the eyes of envious Austin by drawing 
qn anybody is a mystery. He, however, 
drops finances and recurs to the bewilder- 
ing grandeur of his own position.

without some qne at my beck and call, & 
when I get all my tew appointments broken 
in, I shall have a nioe time.

Adding to this that S. S. Cox—
The warmest friend of mine you ever saw. 

also the New Speaker Mr Kerr, F»y and 
myself spent the evening with Mr and 
Mrs Kerr la s t  evening, I am a great favor­
ite of hors Mrs Coxs A Mis Senator 
Gordon—

The glory of Fitz is complete. The hu­
miliation of the inappreciative inhabitants 
of Austin is pitiable.

We have not bestowed such space upon 
a subordinate official except for the pur­
pose of drawing a useful moral. This 
is an example of the spirit in which the 
control of the federal government is 
sought. It f-hows the character and class 
of people who may be called on to ad­
minister the duties of the government. 
We believe it was this gentleman who 
“bounced” all Republican officials and 
replaced them with such Democrats as he 
could “stick in,” in spite of the mem­
bers “clamorous for their constituents,” 
looking out for his friends.

“And if I cannot make a place myself I 
can get him in some of the departments 
after Christmas.”

Multiply the three thousand and odd 
Democratic applicants for the few loaves 
and small fishes of Fitz, and the people 
may imagine the miracle of feeding m il­
lions of seedy and starving Democratic pol­
iticians, who seem to move, like a Mexican 
army, with their women and children in 
the rear.

N ORTHERN P O L IT IC *.

T h e N ation a l R epublican  P a r t y — I ts  
m a k e  Up, I ts  P ow ers  and I ts  m is s io n .

N e w  Yo r k , May 9, 1876. 
Daniel Webster, of Massachusetts, in his 

famous reply to Mr. Hayne, of South Caro­
lina, opened his grand oration by describ­
ing the condition of a ship at sea, 
where tho captain, long battling against 
treacherous currents under a cloud- 
obscured eky, is suddenly cheered by 
a ray of ennlight, which enables him to 
take bis reckoning with accuracy, and thus 
ascertain his position and proceed with 
safety on his voyage. “I call,” eaid Mr, 
Webster, in closing this apt figure of 
speech, “for the reading of the resolution.’’ 
The great exponder of the constitution 
then quietly took his seat, while the secre­
tary of the ■ Senate arose and read 
the “resolution” upon which Mr. 
Hayne had spoken, and around which 
with consummate tact he had woven 
ail the mists and refinements of the 
South Carolina theory of government. The 
reading of the resolution in this case was 
like the ray of sunlight to tho mariner so 
long baffled by clonds and darkness. The 
Senate was enabled to take its “reckon 
ing” and proceed with the debate in the 
broad light of constitutional truth and his­
toric fact# The American world is fa 
miliar with that debate, and there is 
nothing finer in the whole range ox modern 
forensic achievement than the effort of Mr. 
Webster on this occasion, from its happy 
opening and through its masterly constitu­
tional argument to that magnificent close, 
in which he commtnoes: “ When my eyes 
shall turn for the last time to behold the 
6nn in heaven,” and ends with these im­
mortal words: “The Union, now and for 
ever, one and inseparable.”

Following the illustrious example of Mr. 
Webster. I propose to take advantage of 
this tho first break in the clouds which 
have for so many months obscured the po­
litical sky of the national Republican party 
in order to take a “reckoning” of our posi­
tion,and to consider the make-np of the party 
itself, the survey of its power and the mis 
sion which still lies before it. The clonds 
began to gather last winter with the or­
ganization of tho Confederate Democratic 
Honse of Representatives at Washington 
We were then thrown on the defensive, or 
rather we permitted ourselves to be placed 
on the defensive by the tact and courage of 
the opposition. Bat again, as so often be 
fore, the Republican party is saved by the 
•folly and madness of its enemy. The Con 
federate Democratic coalition is now ic 
universal disrepute through the recoil of the 
very means by which it expected to have 
annihilated the party of nationality and of 
human liberty. And tbe only possible 
chance of escape from this “recoil” is fonnd 
in the remarkable specimen of ground and 
lofty tumbling to which the New York 
World is now treating its astonished 
readers. The World's somersault con­
sists in the charge, that the chief 
business of Republican Senators and 
Representatives during the present ses 
sion ot Congress has been to “investigate” 
its own corruptions, to pnnish its own 
offenders and purge itself from the influence 
of its own disreputable members. Upon 
this business of self-pnrgation the Confed 
erate Democracy, according to the World, 
has looked in silence and sorrow. The Con- 
federate Democracy had no part in this 
business of “ investigation,” simply because 
that party had no motive to investigate it 
and no ends to gain by it. And so have 
cleared away the clonds of defamation so 
long hanging over the great Republican 
party, and the light of a full, blazing sun 
streams in once again upon the noble ship 
of State, as, with every inch of canvas 
flnng to the breeze,with her storm torn and 
battle worn colors nailed to the mainmast 
and her well tried crew on deck, and every 
man at his post of duty, she presses for­
ward in the yoyage upon which the happy 
termination of which depends the last hope 
of humanity on earth. And what a voyage! 
What a cargo this Republican ship of State 
bears! Ride on, ob! noble ship, freighted as 
thou art with tbe aspirations and prayers of 
those who, with faith in Gotfhnd man, still 
believe in the dignity of mere manhood, in 
the divinity of human nature, in the capa­
city of man for sell-government, ond that a

republic from the people and for the people 
and by the people shall yet make the New 
World blossom as the rose, the abode of 
civil liberty, of education and of all that 
elevates and dignifies life. *

Going back to the days of Webster and 
Clay, we And the wonderful oom mingling 
of elements which are now represented in 
tbe national Republican party of the United 
State*. Webster was an abolitionist, and 
Clay was an emancipationist; both were 
unionists, and both intensely national and 
American. Although Webster differed with 
Charles Sumner, Wendell Phillips and Wil­
liam Lloyd Garrison, as to methods in deal­
ing with slavery, yet he was in cordial 
sympathy with the anti-slavery senti­
ments of those and other radical abolition­
ists. Practically, there was a perfect union 
between their anti slavery radicalism end 
the constitutional conservatism of the groat 
expounder. As it was in that early day of 
the struggle between freedom and slavery; 
between sectionalism and nationality, so in 
this year of 1876 we find all the differing 
elements which compose Northern society 
combining for the ’ common good;” that 
common good being understood as finding 
its only safety and beat development in the 
“Union, one and inseparable,” and in tbe 
overthrow of Southern sectionalism. And 
as the Union stands for tbe beBtgood of all 
the States and the people theroof, so the 
unbroken unity of tbe national Republican 
organization, as the defender of the Uuion, 
stands for the best good of all tbs members 
of the party. Hence, Wendell Phillips and 
Hamilton Fish are one as to Repnblican 
polfijy and purpose. If Mr. Fish, for in- 
instance, believed that the nomination of 
Mr. Phillips tor the presidency would best 
promote the success and unity of the 
Republican party, then the Massachu­
setts labor reformer would be the first 
choioe of the distinguished, wealthy 
and aristocratic Secretary of State 
for the highest official position in the na­
tion. On the other hand, if Mr. Phillips 
should see that the times demanded the 
leadership of the .distinguished and cul­
tured New York conservative, then he 
wonld bo for Hamilton Fish as the succes­
sor oi General Grant. The illustration here 
given could be extended, but this is need" 
less. I give the illustration to show that 
each representative man of the Republican 
party is falling into line, first making sure 
of his own vote for the Cincinnati nominees, 
and then doirg all ho ean to make snre of 
every vote he can influence for the same 
ticket. This applies to the colored voters, 
who have just cause of complaint at their 
treatment during the la6t eight years, 
Blaine, Bristow, Hoar, Bntler, Morton, 
Hayes, Cockling, Adams, Fish, Chamber­
lain, Elliott, Fred Douglass, Wendell Phil 
lips, ex-Govemor Clafltn, of Massachusetts, 
tbe President, and thousands ot earnest 
men and women unknown to the public, 
are all working as by a common instinct to 
the one purpose of saving the unity of the 
Republican party, as the type and guaran 
tee of the Uoion itself; eacn man in his 
order, each man according to his opportu 
nities, and each man in his own way, but 
yet cot in conflict or jealousy or autage 
niem, as tbe end will prove. So much for 
the “make-up” of the great political army 
with which the Confederate Democracy 
will soon grapple, as in a final death etrug 
gle, at the North for the control of the ca 
tional government, with its treasury, its 
army, its navy, ite archives and its patron 
age.

The source of the p xwer and vitality ot 
this wonderful Republican party was well 
and impartially sketched in the editorai of 
the New York Herald, which I made the 
basis ef a recent letter to the R e pu b l ic a n , 
The national Republican party does not 
represent the ignorance or the crime of 
Northern society. It stands for the intelli­
gence, moral conviction and social culture 
of all that constitutes “ the free North,” in 
the broadest and best acceptation of this 
term. Such a party will have its periods of 
reaction, of carcfeesness as to the cocse- 
quonces ol given political policies, but it 
bas also its ever watchful sentinels, its de. 
voted men who do its picket-duties, its 
watchmen on every tower of the wail which 
surrounds the camp. When the crisis comes 
and action is seen to be needed, the ele­
ments of such a party coalesce with the 
rapidity with which summer clouds unite 
by mutual attraction, and form the thunder­
storm and covering the eky with sudden 
darkness, suddenly smiting the earth with 
hail aud rain and lightning.

The mission of the national Republican 
party is not ended. It is not ended because 
Southern reconstruction is not a finished 
work; it is not ended because no other 
party is competent to inaugurate the era of 
moral and material reconstruction which 
must now take the place of congressional 
intervention in the local affairs of the 
Sontb; it is not ended because the national 
Republican party is alone capable of con­
ducting this work of moral and material 
reconstruction to a happy conclusion; it is 
not ended because upon the Repnblican re­
construction of the late slave States of the 
American Union depends the future of free 
institutions in the West Indies, in Mexico, 
in Central America, in the Spanish main, 
and in South America.

Let every Republican, therefore, be his 
personal convictions or pre ferences what 
they may, prepare for the political contest 
which will soon be npon us. The North is 
to bo the battle field. The North must bo 
and will be oarried solidly against the Con­
federate Democratic ooalition, npon the 
reactionary issues of Southern sectionalism 
and negro serfdom on the one hand and the 
progressive issues of American nationality 
and oivil liberty on the other. The one 
watch-word now is “Close up die ranks.'"

TURKEY.

E xcitem ent a t  C anstan tln ople.
Berlin, May 12.—Advices from Constan

T b e C onferen ce. «
It is understood that yesterday’s confer­

ence at Prince Bismark’s residence resulted 
in a complete agreement touching the points 
to be discussed, and no donbt is entertained 
bat that the other powers will accept the 
principles laid down. It is expected, as a 
result of tho conference, that a note supple­
mentary to Count Andrassy’s will be formu­
lated, deferring the*gnarantees required of 
Turkey for the execution of the rc fonde, 
and reserving the international right to 
control such exeention, whatever steps be 
taken. It is believed tbe three empires will 
ask tbe support of the other treaty powers 
therein.

Russia considers it imperative, in view of 
the agitated state of Turkey, to demand tho 
adoption of a decisive and energetic course 
in order to obtain the required guarantees. 
The Salonioa outrage and the reports of the 
excited state of feeling in Constantinople 
will be considered, and probably guaran 
tees will also be demanded for the security 
of the Pone’s Christian subjects and for­
eigners in its dominions against similar out­
breaks of Mohammedan fanaticism.

Rev. Dr. Dawson, of South Carolina, one 
of the most venerable ministers ot th< 
body, recalled some pleasant Berninis 
cencea of Mr. Monroe’s Indian polioy, anc 
made an earnest appeal to the whites tc 
give the gospel to those whose huatinj 
grounds they possess.

Rev. Dr. H. F. Buckner, the veteran mis 
sionary of the convention among the In 
dians, gave some very interesting faots to 
show that Christianity is a better polioe 
force among the red men than United States 
cavalry, and that the tribes that have been 
Christianized are peaceable and law abiding. 
He brought ont the great necessity of 
schools among the Indians, and went into 
interesting details to show the entire prac­
ticability of at onoe proceeding to establish 
manual labor and a echool among tiie 
Creeks^

The report was unanimously adopted
Rev. Dr. Williams, of Baltimore, moved 

that the agency of a homa,mission board is 
a necessity in the prosecution of onr work 
among the destitute of onr territory.

Rev. Dr. Montgomery, of Lynohbnrg 
Rev. Henry McDonald, of Kentucky, and 
KeV.
