A t t e m p t e d  I n c e n d ia r ism . — About 
quarter to twelve o’clock Monday night 
fire was discovered in the double two-story 
frame house, Njs.

REGULAR MEETING.

The Council met this day at twelve 
o’olock M. in regular session.

Present—Hon. Charles J. Leeds, Mayor, 
presiding, ahd Administrators Bertoli, 
Brown, Bonny, Barke, Landry, McCarthy 
and Pilsbury.

The minutes of the préviens meeting 
were approved and their reading dispensed 
with.
Financial and Other Business on Final

Passage.
Mr. Brown called up the ordinance de­

scribed as follows, which, having been read 
twice, was now on third reading, and it 
passed unanimously, the yeas and nays 
having been called, and all the members 
present at roll call voting:

“An ordinance providing for the payment 
of the several accounts therein named,” be­
ginning “G. Casanave.”

Reports of Committees.
Mr. Burke submitted to the Conncil for 

their information a communication from 
the deputy c i^  surveyor, Mr. B. M. Har- 
rod, relative to the Crescent City Railroad 
Company, which was referred to the com­
mittee of the whole.

By Mr. Landry and adopted:
Favorably by resolutions on the petitions 

of A. Paratore, P. Johnson, Widow S. 
Chapnie, L. Wesenback and J. Magnifioo; 
also favorably by resolutions on petitions 
ot “vendors in the public markets tor a re­
daction of fees on stalls where fish, vege­
tables and game are sold.”

Mr. Burke reported favorably by resolu­
tion on the petitions of A. G. Blanchard, 
deputy city surveyor, relative to Benton 
street; property owners on Clara street, 
between Clio and Melpomene, for construc­
tion of brick banquettes.

By Mr. McCarthy and adopted:
Favorably by resolution on the petition 

of “citizens asking for two oil lamps on 
Clay street; also retnrned petition relative 

to the killing of birds in the City Park,” 
with statement that he has instructed the 
Chief of Police to issue orders tor the en 
forcement of ordinance No. 295, Adminis­
tration series, which provides for the pro­
tection of birds.

Mr. Landry made the following report, 
which was received and read:

D i p a r t h i n t  o f  C o h m f r c b , ) 
May 16,1376. 5

To the City Council of New Orleans:
On April eighteen I submitted a report on 

the condition, etc., of the street railroad 
oompanies of the city of New Orleans, in 
compliance with a resolution adopted by 
your honorable body, April 4, 1876.

In that report I asked for additional time 
to report npon the application of the New 
Orleans City Railroad Company for an ex­
tension ot charter.

I have given the matter careful considera­
tion and am of the opinion that the peti­
tion of the company should be granted, 
subject to certain conditions and restric­
tions.

An examination of the affairs of this com­
pany shows:

1. That it has paid into the city treasury 
in taxes sinoe 1861 $211,362 22.

2. That it has paid the city for rights of 
wav $258.515, or for these two ite 
$469,877 22.

3. That when this bonus was paid by the 
company there were no competing lines.

4. That the receipts of the company have 
steadily and constantly decreased for years 
past, the receipts for 1875 being less than 
those of 1866 $226,182 95.

5. That the extension and equipment of 
the road to the lake cost $95,000.

6. That the dummies for this extension 
cost $18,400.

7. That this extension increases the asses­
sable property of the company, conse­
quently increasing the amount of city

taf eThat the cost of the improvements to 
be made by the company, in consideration 
of an extension of charter will be as fol­
lows: Doable track on neutral ground, 
$25,000; curbing, grading streets, etc., as 
per estimate of City Surveyor, $13,000; 
trees, grass, benches, etc., $5000.

9. That the running of all night cars 
would be a great public benefit, and would 
necessitate heavy additional expenses.

10. That the oonoession of space on Canal 
street, to be made to the Orleans Railroad 
Company, will entail much trouble i " * 
loss to the Deticioner.

11. That the value of property on Canal 
street will be enhanced by the proposed 
improvements, and that these improve 
menta will conduce greatly to the pleasure 
and comfort of a large number of our citi­
zens, and will, besides, add to the appear­
ance of our principal thoroughfare.

12. That at the expiration of the com­
pany’s charter, four years hence, the city 
will not be in a condition to purchase the 
franchise as provided for by law.

Considering these facts and appreciating 
the neoessity of fostering a business from 
which the larger portion of our people 
hourly and daily derive benefits, I respect­
fully request favorable action ou the ac­
companying ordinance.

Resolution)* and Ordinances Offered.
By Mr. Landry, read, and laid over;

An ordinance to provide for securing cer­
tain public improvements and benefits by 
a modification and ohaDge of the present 
chartered privileges of the New Orleans 
City Railroad Company.
Sectio n  1. Be it ordained by the City 

Council of New Orleans. That the Mayor of 
the city be and he is hereby authorized and 
instructed to enter into a notarial contract 
with the New Orleans City Railroad Com­
pany, by whioh said company shall be 
obligated to perform certain work, and do 
certain things hereinafter specified, and for 
and in consideration of the faithful per­
formance of the same the city of New 
Orleans does hereby agree to modify and 
change the existing charters of said rail­
road company, so that the time for all the 
lines operated by them heretofore granted 
shall expire together on the first day of 
July, 1892, and also to grant the privilege 
of running steam dummies on Canal street, 
between the Ridge cemeteries and the sta­
tion at Broad street.

Sec. 2. Be it further ordained, etc., That 
the work required to be performed and the 
things to be done by the New Orleans City 
Railroad Company as above provided, shall 
consist as follows, to wit: The present rail­
road tracks on Canal street, between Clai­
borne and the ridge cemeteries, shall be 
taken up and relaid toward the centre of 
the neutral ground, so that a space of fonr 
feet shall exist, and be maintained between 
the inside rails or parallel tracks. The 
spaces on each block or square of the 
neutral ground between streets oyer said 
entire route and embraced in the width be­
tween the outside rails of the tracks as they 
now stand, shall be sowed in Bermuda 
grass, and also planted out in water oaks 
and tallow trees in snch manner 
and according to each plans and 
specifications as may be submitted 
by the City Surveyor and approved 
by the City Council. The portions of 
ground now occupied by the present tracks 
shall be properly graded after the iron and 
wood work is removed, aod espcially so 
that the spaces beyond the outside rails* 
shall form a oonneotion with and become a 
part of the present sbellroads. The grad­
ing for this purpose shall be done so as to 
leave a suitable gntterway adjoining the 
neutral ground, and said gntterway shall 
be protected with suitable curbing, to be 
constructed in each manner and according 
to such directions as may be prescribed by 
the City Surveyor, and to the end that per­
fect drainage may be maintained. All 
streets and oanal bridges crossed in the 
taking up and relaying of the tracks, as 
above provided, shall be regraded and re­
paired so ee to be left in good order and 
condition tor the pessege of all vehicles, 
Mid all new bridges required lot drainage

purposes shall be constructed by the rail­
road company. The cofcpany shall also 
ereot from time to time, as may be required 
and directed, suitable benches on the neu­
tral ground as aforesaid for the accommo­
dation of the pnblio, not less than two of 
suoh benches to each bloek or square, the 
intention being that when the trees ere 
large enough to produce a moderate shade 
the whole number of benches shall be made 
and plaoed in position.

Sec. 3 Be it further ordained, etc., That 
the New Orleans City Railroad Company 
in consideration of what is hereby granted 
shall immediately relinquish a sufficient 
portion of the space on the nentral ground 
on Canal street, now occupied by it be­
tween St. Charles and Camp streets, so that 
a turn table and suitable standing room can 
be assigned to the oars of the Domains 
branch of the Orleans Railroad Company: 
said allottment of space to be determined 
by the City Surveyor, with the approval of 
the Administrators of Commeroe and -Im­
provements.

Sec. 4. Be it farther ordained, etc.. That 
the work |of taking up and relaying the 
tracks as herein contemplated shall be com­
menced within twenty days after the sign 
ing of the notarial contract, and all work 
connected therewith shall be completed on 
or before the first day of September, 1876. 
The planting ot the trees and the sowing of 
the grass, as herein contemplated, shall be 
commenced by the first day of September 
ensuing, and the whole be completed on or 
before the first day of November, 1876. The 
railroad company shall obligate itself to re­
new all trees that may die out or require 
replacing, and do all work necessary for 
their thfitt and protection; shall keep the 
grass renewed wherever it may die out or 
require renewing and keep the same always 
properly mowed and free of weeds; and 
shall keep everything imposed by this or­
dinance in good order and repair during the 
whole period of their present lease and ex­
tension as herein granted.

Se c . 5. Be it further ordained, etc.. That 
the city of New Orleans reserves to itself 
the right to compel the New Orleans City 
Railroad Company to run oars on such 
routes operated by them as will secure the 
leaving of at least one oar from the central 
stations near Clay statue at every even hour 
between midnight and daylight for the ac­
commodation of the public. This pro­
vision shall form a part of the agreement 
by whioh the said railroad company shall 
obtain from the city the concessions above 
guaranteed.

Sec. 6. Be it tnrther ordained, etc.. That 
case of failure or neglect of the New Or­

leans City Railroad Company to execute 
faithfully any of the obligations herein im­
posed, the citv shall be absolved trom 
granting the proposed extension of charter, 
and the rights of said company shall thereby 
expire as now provided by law.

Sec. 7. Be it fuither ordained, etc., That 
the whole of the work specified to be done 
by the railroad company, undei^the fore­
going agreement, and all details connected 
therewith, not herein specially mentioned, 
shall be executed under the supervision 
and direction of the City Surveyor, and be 
subject to the approval of the Administra­
tor of Improvements. .

Sec 8. Be it further ordained, etc., That 
within ninety days of the termination of 
the lease or extension as herein granted, 
the cars, fixtures, and all property of the 
said New Orleans City Railroad shall be ap­
praised by two disinterested persons, one 
to be appointed by the city and the other 
by the railroad company, and in the event 
oî a disagreement as to said valuation, a 
third party or umpire ehall be appointed by 
one of the district courts, the decision 
thereby to be final, and when said appraise­
ment is made as aforesaid, the city shall 
have the right to purchase said property by 
paying to said railroad company the fall 
appraised value of the same, but on failure 
to do so the rights of said railroad com­
pany shall continue and be subject to a re­
newed lease or extension of charter.
