THE WAR OF BACE8 IV FVUOIAVA.

We have at hand information enough 
to cover several pages of the R e pu b l ic a n , 

from West Feliciana parish, giving the 
sickening details of the internecine con­
flict now raging there and in the adjoin­
ing county in Mississippi. We have ac­
counts of shooting and hanging, of out­
rages to women and desecration of 
churches, and all the customary horrors 
of civil war except the ruthless burning 
of houses. This work, so far, has not been 
commenced. We deem it unnecessary to 
elaborate all the harrowing details. I t  is 
sufficient to convey to the mind of the 
reader a correct idea of the condition of 
affairs up the river to say that civil war pre­
vails in all its horrors. The fighting men of 
the respective races are encamped in hostile 
array, and all are aware of the gravity of 
the Bilnation. It has come to that pass 
that the colored people are afraid to sep­
arate and return to their hemes, as they 
fear the vengeance of the regulators, while 
the latter have got themselves at last into 
a position where they must thoroughly 
vanquish their enemies or confess their 
inability to cope with them. Unless, 
therefore, a mediator appears upon the 
scene with force sufficient to overcome 
both parties, or at least the stronger, the 
conflict most be fought out. The whites 
are determined, bat the negroes are des­
perate, and declare they may as well die 
heroically attempting to defend them­
selves as to give up and be hereafter shot 
down in detail or strung up like onions.

This fierce outburst of war is the 
natural and inevitable result of private 
persons taking upon themselves the func­
tions of regulators. So long as there was 
no organized opposition to the vigilance 
committees, or posses, or whatever the 
regulators chose to call themselves, the 
warfare was a onesided affair. But it has 
now been carried to the point that about 
five hundred tolerably well armed white 
men, more or less skilled in military tac­
tics, find themselves confronted with 
twenty-five hundred of their neighbors 
and fellow-citizens, not so well supplied 
with arms, not so skillful, not so warlike, 
nor possessed of equal means of defense, 
but fortified by desperation, and en­
dowed with superior powers of endurance. 
Up to our last accounts there have been 
probably forty or fifty men killed on one 
side, and four or five on the other, but 
these casualties have not occurred in any­
thing like a pitched battle, as the opera­
tions, so far, have been confined toYaids 
and skirmishes.

The first thing to be considered when 
the house is on fire is the best means to 
put it ou t That is the question now pre­
sented, unless each of the political par­
ties here, at Washington and in the 
parishes and counties lying immediately 
contiguous to the scene of disturbance 
feels such a confidence that its friends 
will win in case of a battle, that both 
wish to see their enemies overcome by 
that means in preference to the employ­
ment of troops, police, or any other force 
under command of legal officers. The 
Regulators have driven their victims to 
the wall, and the latter have made a stand 
and turned on the pursuers. According 
to the statements of the steamboatmen 
who last left Fort Adams, there is a good 
deal of scare and panic on both sides. 
The whites are reported as saying that 
they must either conquer in this fight or 
leave the country. The negroes no doubt 
experience the same emotions.

In the meantime we hear notbing of the 
movements of the command of United 
States troops stationed up there. The 
last we heard anything about them was 
to the effect that the officers were gener­
ally engaged in hobnobbing with the lead­
ing regulators, attending balls, and shar­
ing in all the social enjoyments, to the no 
small encouragement of some of the worst 
characters in the neighborhood. General 
Anger, so near the scene of conflict, did 
not seem to think he had anything to do 
with the trouble until the President sent 
him an admonitory reminder, and even 
now, in the face of an expected conflict, 
we have heard nothing from headquarters 
to indicate that the commanding officer is 
alive to the situation. Acting Governor 
Stone will not be very likely to call for 
troops to protect the colored people of 
Wilkinson and Adams counties. Were he 
so disposed he would not dare to ask Gen­
eral Auger’s assistance to save the lives of 
the helpless people who by a fiction of 
law are supposed to be under his official 
protection, to say nothing of the national 
flag, which is without virtue for home 
use. Hence we see most of the prisoners 
who have been taken are considerately 
dragged out of this State, over the border, 
before being put to death. This relieves 
the regulators from any apprehension of 
interference on the part of the Governor 
of Louisiana, and consecrates the soil of 
Mississippi as the slaughter pen for the 
hapless captives taken in the war.

We have no donbt this erneute will be 
christened “another negro riot,” by the 
Democratic papers. 'It has 6ome of the 
usual characteristics of such an affair as 
described in the opposition vernacular. 
All the aggression and pursuit are on one 
side, the flight and the victims on the 
other, varied in this case by the unusual 
reports of a few casualties among the 
white citizens. Nor have we any that it 
is in the power of the sheriff up there, 
who is in command of the “posse,” to 
put an end to the whole thing in five 
minutes. Let him send his armed forces 
to their several homes, and the colored 
people will get out of camp as fast as 
possible. But as this will show they 
have not succeeded iu whipping the “nig­
gers,” according to promise, a feeling of 
pride or vanity may lead them to resist 
privation a few days longer, unless, in 
the meantime, a frienly United States 
force comes to the rescue as a cover for a 
retreat with “honor.”

JU ST TRIAL AND CUSTOMHOUSE IN ­
VESTIGATION.

Investigation is the order of the day. 
Persons accused of conspiring with dis­
honest officers to defraud the revenues 
have been indicted in numerous places. 
Some have been convicted, and though

great efforts have beep made to obtain 
their pardon, they have been compelled 
to undergo an ignominious confinement in 
a State prison. The impartiality of the 
government has been demonstrated by 
the conviction and sentence of men who 
may have covered themselves up under 
an assumption of Republicanism. In 
the prosecution of persons indicted in 
New Orleans, the government will claim 
to have acted with the same impartiality. 
It may be /that those indicted here are 
members of the Democratic party. It 
may appear that the government has pur­
sued the same inexorable course toward 
them as with McKee and McDonald. 
There has been one conviction. There 
may be more. We intend to set oar op­
ponents an example of impartiality by 
treating the Republican investigation in 
the Customhouse precisely as we have 
treated the investigation of Democrats 
indicted for revenue fraud. If investiga­
tion shall show corruption on the part of 
a Republican, we shall retorn onr thanks 
that the party has been relieved of a faith­
less member. We are no more bound to 
know the possible previous misconduct of 
such persons than the Democratic Con­
gress were to have known that an officer 
elected to a place of high trust had been 
tried for felony. We trust by Democratic 
aid to be enabled to so purge and purify 
the Republican party of all worthless and 
faithless officials who may be convicted, 
as to present to the people a ticket of 
men against whom Democratic scandal 
has never whispered a breath of reproaah. 
With nominees thus scrutinized by both 
parties, and with the established prin­
ciples of the Republican party, we ought 
to have a walk over. We shall ran the 
reformers’ ticket against the informers' 
ticket.

We warned our contemporaries that 
they treated the whisky indictments with 
too mach jocularity. When the key­
hole reporter of the Picayune went up in 
the elevator to find when the trial, which 
he awaited with such impatience, would 
come off, we ventured to intimate that it 
was a much more serions situation than 
seemed to be supposed. When it was 
said that the withholding the revenues of 
government was a venial offense, justifi­
able on the doctrine that no one was 
bound to obey or pay taxes to a govern­
ment he did not like, we controverted the 
doctrine. We admonished those who re­
garded the offense .as venial or the gov­
ernment as too weak to effect conviction, 
that whether in peace or war it was not 
safe to treat the government as timid or 
inefficient The first verdict in the 
whisky frauds has given a more serions 
complexion to the proseentions than 
seems to have been anticipated. Our 
contemporaries do not seem to have bsen 
as impartial as ourselves. They have 
stationed lynx-eyed correspondents to re­
port tho violations of law in a “gather­
ing” of a couple of politicians.

Bijou telegraphs “there’s music in the 
air,” because of a “gathering” of a few 
politicians. The familiar of prices in­
forms the Times of the awful intimations 
against Republicans fulminated by Seelye, 
the detective. Why this distant cari­
osity? Why this ex parte affection for the 
blind side of justice ? Why not applaud 
all investigations? We have accepted 
this verdict of the Fehrenbach jury in no 
spirit of party triumph. I t is a vindica­
tion of the law. We shall regard all 
fntnre verdicts in the same point of view. 
To onr mind the investigation of the 
Customhouse and the trial of an indict­
ment for a revenue fraud stand on the 
same platform. We will render impartial 
condemnation to either as they may be 
convicted of having violated the law.

THE RAILROAD VOTE.

I t is tb be hoped the courts and Council 
will allow the question to be decided 
whether a loan tax for the construction of 
the Pacific railroad shall go to the people. 
Whether the loan be voted or not, the 
property holders should know whether 
the additional trade will indemnify them 
for the sobscripfion, while people who 
have no properly may desire to know 
whether to hold o.i for the prospective or 
possible business, or send their fnrniuue 
to auction and in - est the proceeds in rail­
road or steamboat tickets to some livelier 
city. About this tinie last year a com­
mittee for the relief of destitution com­
menced its labors, and during the season 
sent out of the city nearly two thousand 
persons. People begin to make up their 
minds whether to stay or migrate 
about this season. Of this we feel as­
sured that no present aid need be expect­
ed from the federal or State governments. 
The Democratic brow in Congress is grim 
and lowering at all propositions of ex­
penditure in the South, nor can we ex­
pect foreign cai italists to pour their 
money into our corporate coffers just at 
this time, no matter what local confid­
ence may be awarded to our railroad 
directory. Our deliberate inference from 
these views is that this indispensable 
work must be constructed by a union of 
the merchants, the mechanics and the 
landlords of the city on the one part, 
and the planters of the country on the 
other. We have often showed how the plan­
ters can contribute their money’s worth 
by the earthwork and cross ties. The ex­
portation of city money among these sub­
contractors strengthens the application 
for parish subscriptions, while all the 
the money paid to these sub-contractors 
comes back to the city before the Satur­
day night ensuing the payments. It be­
comes very important, in view of this 
country subscription, that the planters 
should know promptly what to expect. 
There will soon occur the principal in­
terval in their crop labor daring the year. 
When they lay by cotton they can start the 
plows and scrapers to ditch, fill, and em­
bank their contract. The water will be 
out of the swamps where they cut the 
cross ties, and the ground hard to haul 
and deliver them.

The postponement of the vote even for 
a few weeks will, perhaps, prevent the 
planters from taking contracts as ex­
tensively as at a convenient season they 
might do. Even the most rabid opponent

of the tax might demand an early de­
cision and vote, as the sailor stripped at 
the capstan observed to the chaplain, 
“ If yon preach, all right; if yon whip, all, 
right; but don’t preach and whip both.” 
Let ns have the vote.

THE LOUISIANA DELEGATION A ID  PRO­
TECTION.

In an articlo intended to demonstrate 
the opposition of the national Democracy 
to the protection of Southern sugar, we 
said:

A few days since the House of Repre­
sentatives passed an act to give edict to 
this treaty. Does the reader suppose that 
the Northern free trade Democracy stood 
by the Louisiana protective Democracy ? 
We find the bill passed by 115 to 105. Of 
these affirmative votes sixty were Démo­
crate. None of the Louisiana delegation 
voted against the bill. So much for De­
mocracy and free sugar.

Our attention has been called by Hon. 
Mr. Ellis to the error conveyed in the 
statement that “none of the Louisiana 
delegation voted against the b ill” We 
should have written that none of the 
Louisiana delegation voted against the 
principle of protection; or, that none of 
the Louisiana delegation voted for  the 
bill.

We stated in the article that—
Mr. Gibson made an elaborate argument 

in favor of the protection duty. He showed 
the risk to which his constituents would be 
exposed if the precedent of free sugars 
should be adopted.

The record then, and now, before us 
shows that Messrs. Ellis, Gibson and Mo­
rey were present and voted against the 
bill. Mr. Levy had paired with Mr. 
Schumacker, of New York; Messrs. Dar- 
rall and Nash are noted as not voting.

We make this correction with great 
pleasure. It strengthens our argument, 
which went to show that while the Louis­
iana Democrats supported the principle 
of protection with a zeal and ability 
which should endear them to their con- 
stitnents, both planters and laborers, the 
national Democracy was opposed to pro­
tection on principle. They suspend this 
principle as to Connecticut and Pennsyl­
vania; they enforce it inexorably against 
Louisiana. The Louisiana Democracy 
were at their posts; they fought for pro­
tection ably and resolutely; they are en­
titled to all honor with protectionists. 
National Democracy, however, seems not 
disposed to yield them any of their de­
mands, and this should, in onr opinion, 
teach them that more is to be expected 
from Republicans and Republican devo­
tion than from the inexorable Holman 
who takes away our Mint, and who has 
not vouchsafed to give us our railroad.

PRIMARY NOMINATIONS AT A DISCOUNT.

Chicago has just vindicated the su­
premacy of law and order. Mr. Hoyne 
has been elected mayor by an overwhelm­
ing majority, bat the incombent, ander 
some construction of the laws, has held 
over. The excitement has at times threat­
ened a riot, but it is understood that the 
question is to be left to the decision of the 
law. What has possibly contributed to 
maintain the peace is the presence of Gov­
ernor Beveridge, who announces that he 
will employ the whole force of the State, 
with its two or three millions of people, to 
enforce the law.

Apropos of the practice of indicating 
candidates by primary elections, the Chi­
cago Tribune says the people of that city 
will stand the disnonest practice no longer. 
It has been customary to march voteis 
from one poll to another, hence it has 
happened that the worst element in so­
ciety has often secured representation, 
from the impotence of respectable peo­
ple to prevent it. This, the Tribune 
says, has been the practice of both par­
ties. At the late primaries the respect­
able people who did not attend the 
nominations were present at the election. 
They so scratched and superseded the 
ring tickets that they were utterly smashed. 
The Tribune cites some cases in which the 
ring nominees did not even get as many 
votes at the election as they had claimed 
on the nomination. They were then out 
their bribery expenses. From this it 
would seem that a nomination is not 
necessarily an election. Such, we think, 
is rapidly becoming the conviction of the 
American people everywhere.

If the Picayune can make it appear that 
the “dominant party” controls affairs in 
every parish, city, town and village in the 
State, then it may rightfully charge it 
with the responsibility for the troubles of 
which it complains. Because we claim a 
Republican majority in the State, we do 
not deny the power and influence of the 
minority for good and evil. The minority 
party in the State is the majority party 
in very many localities. It has given 
us the present city goverment; the 
two coroners and two sheriffs, for 
the parish of Orleans, besides the judges 
of four of our district courts, all the jus­
tices of the peace and constables save in 
one district. Besides, we compromised 
in a majority of the House of Representa­
tives from that party, and put a fair pro­
portion of them on every jury. The dis­
trict attorney and the special counsel em­
ployed by the Attorney General to con­
duct criminal prosecutions are also Dem­
ocrats. Besides, a claim is set up that 
the majority of the wealth is owned by, 
and nearly all the intelligence centered in 
that party. The party most numerous in 
numbers and strongest in the agricul­
tural fields is certainly and admittedly 
the weakest in the battlefield, the riot, or 
any place where fighting men are re­
quired. And the fact that the victim of 
nearly every political murder in the State 
proves to be a Republican, shows from 
which side that description of wrong 
doing comes. If this State is to be gov­
erned by law, the Republican party will 
dominate, by virtue of its superior num­
bers; if by brute force, the opposition 
most prevail for a while, in consequence 
of its superiority in skill, discipline and 
fierceness.

SAND DOLLARS will be paid by the State of Lou­
isiana for such information as will lead to the ar- 
rest and conviction of the persons, or any of them, 
who on the same night, a t the town of Clinton, 
parish of East Feliciana, removed one BABB 
MATTHEWS, sister-in-law of the aforesaid Gair, 
from the custody of the sheriff of East Feliciana, 
and murdered her by hanging her to a tree in the 
courthouse yard.

Given under my hand and the seal of the State, 
hereunto attached, this nineteenth day of April, 
in the year of our Lord eighteen hundred and sev­
enty-six, and of the independence of the United 
States the one hundredth.
