Court Items.

Associate Justioe Bradley, of the Supreme
Court, leaves the city to-day.

There was oonsiderable stir around the
the Superior District Court room yesterday
morning, before the hour of opening court.
It had been reported, and was subsequently
found to be true, that Governor Kellogg
had appoinied General Hugh J. Campbell
judge of the court, vice B.L.Lynch, re-
moved. Before nine o’clock, Captain Law-
lor, with & nunmber of police officers, in
plain clothes, walked into the oourt
room, and took possession. Soon after.
Judge Campbell made his sppearance, and
quietly waited in the room for the time to
open court to come. Judge Lynch came
later.

Mr. Wurzburger, chief depoty of Bherift
Waggaman, with his counsel, Hon. John
McEnery, came up stairs and consulted s
short time. General Campbell directed the
police to remain outside of the ocourtroom,
but to still remain in possessions Mr.
Waurzburger soon after told Captain Law-
lor that as sherift he was in charge of the
courtroom, and the officers must go away.
Captain Lawlor said he would first see
General Campbell, and doing so, was told
to acquiesce in the sheriff's order and retire,
which he did.

Matters remained very quiet them for
some time. There was a large crowd out-
side, but none were permitted to enter but
the sherifs deputies. Inside were Judge
Lynoh, talking quietly with Colonel Mec-
Eaery at the bar, General Campbell seated
at the window, Clerk John Burke, Deputy
Clerk P. E. Burke, s couple of reporters,
all waiting for developments, and three
deputy sheriffs, with Mr. Warzburger, all
looking pleasantly at the rest.

The position was this: Jadge Lynch was
ho'ding the office of Judge Hawkine, to
which he had been appointed by acting
Governor Antoine on the latter's death.
General Campbell was holding the commis-
sion of Governor Kellogg to the same office
and had filed the oath in the office of the
Secretary of State. Judge Lynch bad
evidently no intention of vacating and the
sheriff proposed to recognize him only as
the presiding officer.

The matter was settled by General
Campbell, who, rising, said to Mr. John
Burke in an undertone that for that day he
was to recognize Judge Lynch as the judge
of the court, and then walked out of the
oourt room.

And now, with your permission, »ne word
on the subject of the proposed transfer of
the Indian Bureau to the War Department.

Recently, all officers of rank in the army
have been required by a committee of Con-
gress to give their views as to the expedi-
ency of euch transfer. It is stated that,
with a single exception, they all advise it
for reason of public good, and in the inter-
ests of the Indians themselves. It should
be borne in mind that every one of these
officers has served for many vears in direot
ocontact with the Indians, and knows their
peeds, their wrongs and their peculiarities
from long and close personal observation.
They are also, in the same way, familiar
with the workings of the present system.

While they have, from a conviction of its
expediency and a sense of duty, advised
the transfer, their own personal interests
are all opposed to it.

Should the tranafer be effected, they will,
of course, cheerfully and faithfully pertorm
the additional and exacting laber thus
thrown upon them to the best of their
ability; but they fully recognize the fact
that it will be a most thankless labor, and
their only recompense will be the conscious-
ness that it has been honestly and faith-
fully performed.

In regard to Licutenant Pratt, who has
charge of the Indian prisoners at St. Au-
5muno, he has had a most difficult and

elicate duty to perform in connection
with them, for they are recognized as
ameng the very worst of our Indians.
Yet good Bishop Whipple says he has
been eminently ful, and

lished a deal of good. In the editorial
rom which I have quoted, you also
speak approvingly of what he has done
and his manner of doing it.

The New Haytian Ruler.

Boisrond Canal, the head of the provis®
ional government in Hayti, was born in 1831
at Aux Kayes, in the south of the island.
He is of mixed blood, and a grand nepbew
of Boisrond Torierre, author of the Haytian
act ot independence of 1801. Canal, who
was edncated at the Lyceum of Port-an-
Prince, engaged early in life in commercial
pursuits. He subsequently devoted bis en-
ergies to managing his plantation at Frere,
where he established two schools for labor-
ers’ children. His plantation and that ot an
American, 0. Cott, were regarded as the
twe model farms of the island. Later he was
appointed judge of the commercial court, and
under the Presidency of General Geflrard,
whose aid-de-camp he was, he was post-
master at Port-au-Prince. In 1868 Canal
joined the liberal party against the govern-
ment of President Salnave, and became one
of the principe]l Generals of volunteers in
the siege of Port-au-Prince. In December,
1869, ho and General Briee, who was killed
by Domingue last year, landed at Port-au-
Prince with 2000 men and ocaptured the
town from Salpave, who was soon after
shot. In February, 1870, Canal was elected
Senator of the republic. He served two
terms, leading the liberal party in the upper
chamber. In 1874 Canal was the presiden-
tial candidate of the liberal party, but
was defeated by Domingue and re-
tired to private life. In May of last
year a party of eoldiers sent by Do-
mingue to arrest him attacked his house, but
with the aid of his laborers, Canal success-
fully resisted them for two days, and then
took refuge in the house of Mr. Bassett, the
United States minister. This gave rise to a
long correspondence between the United
States and Haytiun governments, as to the
right of asylum, and in the following Se;
tember an amicable ar was made
between the State Departnent and the
Haytian minister at Washington, by which
Canal was allowed to leave the island. He
went to Jamaios, where he met about 100
exiles, and a conspiracy was formed which
resulted in the overthrow of the Domingues
gover: t. Ther tives of Hayt1
in this country say that General Canal is
s liberal and enlightened man, in good
favor with the merchants of Hayti, and no
trouble need be apprehended under his
administration.—New York Tribune.

Mississippi’s Leg Cabin.

The Mississippi log cabin was yesterday
opened to the public, and though the ar-
g ts for a full exhibition of the dis-
%lnya contributed from this portion of the
pited States are not yet completed, all
visitors will from now onward enjoy the
rivilege of examining the natural and in-
snutrin products of the State as fast as
they are placed in position. The cabin it
self is now one of the most unique struc-
tares on the grounds. Every foot of timber
used in its erection was shipped from Mis-
ppi, and carpent from that State
came here to put it up. The dimensions
are, of course, contracted, as a cabin is
ll:g? to be, but with ite walls of native
wood, fresh from the forest, its rustic
framed windows, Gothioc doorway, and
overhanging eaves fringed with long, deli-
cate moes, its balconies of nat ly
and curiously carved roots and limbs,
and its numberless reminiscences of
the untrodden forest, it forms omne of
the most interesting, if not the most In-
structive, buildings on the grounds. Mr.
Taswell Jones, who has charge of this pe-
culiar edifice, stated yesterday to a reporter
that there were in the building sixty-eight
different kinds of wood in the superstruc-
ture, not including the door panels, which
are made of forty-eight different varieties.
The outside walls are chiefly of hickory
split logs with the bark on, while the door
and window frames are made of many va-
rieties of pine. The entire structure is rich
with ornaments found carved by nature in
the Mississippi forests, while the inner
walls are of finely polished specimens of
every variety ot pine. Some of theee
resemble bird-eye maple in their delicate
vein tracings. while others from the heart
of the tree are almost ae dark and brilliant
as mahogany. The porticos on both sides
are or d with while from the
arched verandas are pendant many ati-
ful Pnging baskets.—Philadelphia Tele
graph.
