Usnited States Supreme Court.

The following was promulgated May 30:
Thomas J. Haines et al, trustee of the
Viokeburg Baptist Church, ve. Charles Car-
penter, executor, et al.—Appeal from the
Circait Court for the District of Louisiana.
Celia A. Groves, of Madison parieb, Louisi-
ans, by her will, dated January 27, 1872,
among other things, bequeathed to the Bap-
tisy Church in the city of Vicksburg the
plantation on which ehe lived, except 150
acres, which were designated, and ex d
& desire that the church ehould hold it and
not sell it, and the proceeds should ba em-
loyed to educate young men for the min-
istry. She appownted her brother-in-
law, Charles Carpenter, her universal
legatee and  executor, giving him
seizare of the estate to cairy ont
the provisions of the will and the pur-
es of the trust. The will was admitted

to probate on March 16, 1872, by the parish
judge, and Carpenter assumed the duties
of executor and took poesession of the
estate. The b'll in thia case was filed in
September, 1872, by the appellants as trus-
tees of the Vicksburg Baptist Church of
Vicksburg. The bill states that Carpenter
is uctit and i p t to ge and
control the estate, agd that he lets it ran
to waste, and ssks thit he be removed and
a receiver appointed. It further states that

Thurs-
day night Grummer and Griff drank freely
ina barroom at the cornmer of Julia and

choupitonlae streets, after which they
eaid they intended to go to bed inthe
second story of the factory. Early yester”
dsy morning Prevost, one of the workmen,
kpocked at the outer door and was ac-
swered by Grummer, but the door was not
immediately opened. When Grummer
finally opened the door he visited the bar-
room before mertioned, and stated that
Grifl was drowned, and euch was found to
be the cace. The cistern is so situated that
it is quite impoesible for a man to accident-
ally fall into it, o that conjecture was
easi'y disposed of. A ladder stood against
the eistern, reaching about two feet above
the top.

The following is the sentence of Judge
Woode: s

Two indictments for conspiracy to defrand
the United States out of itsinternal revenue
tax on distilled epirits have been recenily
tried in this court.

On the trial of one, Otto H. Karstendiek,
rectifier and wholesale liqnor dealer; Ed-
ward Fehrenbach, distiller; John R. Beales,
United States day storekeeper, and William
M. Todd, United States gsuger, were found
guilty as charged in the indictment.

On the other trial the same verdict was
rendered againet Jobn Hendersor, rectifier
and wholesale liquor dealer, and William
G James, United States gauoger.

In both cases the proof of guilt was clear
and conolusive, and efter the evidence tor
the p: ion and def bad been sub-
mitted to the jury, every intelligent person
who heard it knew that if there were
twelve hopest and true men in the jury
box, a verdict of guilty was inevitable.
The juries were gencrous in giving to those
whom they did acquit the benefit of the
reasonable doubt. :

The painful duty now devoives upon ms
of imposing the sentence of the law upon
those who have been found guilty.

The governmert officers who have been
found guilty have not enly violated the stat-
ute under which they have been convicted,
bat their guilt implies disregard of their effi-
eial oathe, the taking of bribes and generally
faithlessness to the government in whose
gervice they were and whose bread they
ate. The man who undertakes to serve the
gover! t and who takes upon his con-

concerning the affair, which dp
to suepect that all was not correot.

1t not only deprives the government of
its dues, out it breake down and ruins the
honest %rodncer who pays his tax. It not
osly debauches the government officers,
but when successfully carried on lowers
the tone of commercial honor and b

diek

Thess
offenses, although decmed as felonioue,
were not, in my judgment, more ipjarious in
their effects upon the public than the crimes
of which these persons now before me have
been found guilty. After passing such
sentences can I a8 a judge, sworn to “ad-
winister justice without respect to
perscns, and to do eu!uul right to
the poor and the rioh,” spare these
persone, or any of them, from the
rigora of the penalty which the law
imposes for their offense ! Shall those who
are intrenched in the affections of friends,
who have meane, or standing, or respeota-
bility, get off with & nominal punishment,
while a heavy hand 1s laid upon the poor
and friendless! Wounld not this be to al-
low, in @ eense, off:nee’s gilded hand to
shove by juatice.

I am distressed for those inmocen® per-
sons who must suffer with the guilty, as
well as for the guilty themselves, but I
must do my duty and leave to the pardon-
ing power any mitigation of the sentence I
am about to pronounce.
