Then appeared a hard working tin- 
mitb, and bad fortune carried him under, 
following him was an oyster dealer, one 
who could live on what was left, but his 
tuineaa was insufficient to furnish food for 
ÿe half starved rats that tried to pick up 
ogmghtoeat. He stayed nearly four weeks 
nd then vanished. After six or seven 
wraths another tinsmith rented the place 
Old seems to be fi juriehing. However, it is 
wppused he will soon have a red flag at hie 
foot.
There are two places on lower St. Charles 

greet that have proved stumbling blocks 
hr every person who has made an attempt 
p gain a livelihood in them.
Another building, a  large one, on Baronne 

greet, has wrecked all who dared to in- 
I rest a dollar in it. Two druggists, 

two grocers, two cigar dealers, two milli- 
■trs, a painter, a house agent, and a quack 
doctor all learned too late that a ourse was 
n  the lower floor, and disaster followed 
weh adventurer. A boardinghouse keeper 
g two have been swamped on the npper 
ioors.
A large brick building on Delord street, 

tailt about the does of the war, has never 
teen occupied exoept by the owner, who has 
wed it as a storehouse.
An extensive tour-story building on Ca- 

rondelet street, constructed seven or eight 
fears ago, has never had a regular tenant, 
hut one or two rooms on the ground floor 
lave been leased for short terms, always 
disastrously.
Other places equally unfortunate might 

ke mentioned, but as no plausible reason 
wa be given for these failures, it is useless 
p enumerate further. People who see and 
bow these things to be true need not be 
wiled superstitious, as that faith need not 
ke called on to substantiate what is here 
written. Why such is the fact must remain 
toonpoture, and perhaps time will never 
divulge the secret.

Many other places might be mentioned, 
Mme of which never have had a paying 
tenant, or even paid the interest on the 
capital invested. Adioining these unfortu­
nate places are others that have always 
proved successful, but the why or where­
fore may not be satisfactorily accounted for-

An interesting statement over the signa­

ture of Pat Bioe appears in the current 
nnmber of the Morning Star. If Mr. 
O'Hara is in possession of snch a treasure, 
the fact should be substantiated by art ex 
perte beyond queetion. Will Mr. Julio, Mr, 
Conlon and Mr. Armant examine the work 
and give the public the benefit of their in­
vestigation! The following is Mr. Bice’s 
communication :

Competent critics declare that Mr. C. J  
O'Hara, No. 119 Carondelet street, in this 
oity, is the fortunate owner of an original 
painting executed by the “divine Baphaei” 
a year or two before his death. The eub- 
ject is the "Last Supper,” bearing also the 
additional designation of “La piece des 
Pieds!” This piece had been lost to the 
world of art ever since it was carried away 
from Borne during the sacking of that city 
by the Spaniards in the year 1527.

Unevenness all round in the edge of the 
canvass and a continued difference of width 
in the marginal ground go to show that the 
pioture had been ripped hastily from its 
frame with a sword or other such instru­
ment. So awkwardly was the work done 
that in one instance the foot and garment 
of one of the thirteen personages had been 
infringed upon. . .

Mr. O’Hara found the pioture fitted to 
frame entirely too small tor it. He discov­
ered a monogram under a marginal fold, 
which Spooner’s Dictionary proves to bave 
been employed by Baphaei. Besides this 
evidence of originality, the picture answers 
minutely to every particular set down 
wnerever it is referred to in the books 
desoriptive of such works. Nothing more 
probable than that this great relic fell into 
the bands of parties ignorant of it* origin, 
and so found its way to Louisiana in the 
days of her existence as a Spanish colony.

Report e f  toe Committee ea toe Wiogard 
Force.

For some time p u t  there has been in the

Sublio papers, an allegation that by a name- 
sea force, a vessel oonld be blown np at a 

distance of one or two or more milee.
Mr. W ing a rd , an old and respectable citi­

zen, claims to be the discoverer of this force, 
end the inventor of the mode of applying 
it; and proDoeed. if he could be aided in 
means, ot demonstrating his invention and 
discovery, to give ample evidence of the 
verity of his allegations.

The fact that Mr. Wingard had been the 
inventor of the Gatling gun, from which 
springs the Mitrailleuse, is well verified 
and known to many persons in this oity, 
and tendèd to give to Mr. Wingard's state­
ment that he had discovered such a de­
structive agent some credence. Besides, 
he was known to his neighbors to be a most 
ingenious man and a capital teacher, and 
was an humble but consistent member of 
one of the Christian churches. These facte 
led a few persons to advanoe the money for 
an experiment. ,

It was from the first stated by Mr. W m 
gard that his secret was his own, to be 
made known to no person. His right to 
this no one disputed; but of course that 
placed him in the category of disbelief, and 
subjected bis statements to the ridicule of 
the press.

When all was ready he announced a day 
for the exhibition, end a great number of 
persons went down to the Bayou St. John 
to witness the explosion, and after waiting 
a whole afternoon failed to see Mr. Win­
gard or bis explosion. The schooner was 
moored and prepared by a committee of 
citizens, who expressed their impatience at 
the failure, which seemed unexplained. It 
appeared afterward that the number of 
vessels visiting and running about the 
schooner interfered and rendered danger­
ous the experiment, without hazard to the 
life of others.

The newspapers from the first, with an 
honorable exception, were jubilant at the 
failure. With the peculiar prescience that 
always predicts atterward and sometimes 
before, they chuckled at the failure. 
Another appointment for laet Monday was 
made, to take place at the lake end of the 
New Canal, when Mr. Wingard fired but 
missed his mark. Yesterday he appointed 
for his committee certain gentlemen who 
were willing to see him have a fair trial, 
and believed that the first experiment ol so 
new and extraordinary a force might possi­
bly require new adjustment before success 
could be attained. The public were not in- 
viteid.

The vessel was moored at the two mile 
stake from the canal, her bottom was raked 
from stem to stern and a flag or streamer 
left flying.

The experimenter left the bathhouse near 
the lighthouse at 12 M., and was under our 
observation every moment thereafter. He 
rowed about a mile from us down toward 
Bayou St. John, and made fast to a stake. 
He rowed his own skiff, with a large trunk 
or box in it, and was not even visited by 
any person. His son, in another ekiff, kept 
near, but not in contact with him, and still 
another skiff with Sam, a sailor, kept off to 
the left in case of aocident. No one of his 
party went near the doomed vessel.

At different times through the day Bail 
boats and row boats passed near and about 
the vessel, and more than one stopped to 
see what a vessel, stripped as she was to 
bare poles, was lying out there for. The 
committee used all precautions to render 
frand impossible. To presume that a plan 
was laid ny any persons to destroy the ves­
sel, or any one who should visit her after 
they had boarded her, was to impute a 
design of murder too devilish for any con­
ceivable motive; we did not, therefore, fol­
low all the craft that visited the schooner.

At 2:35 P. M., Mr. Wingard, standing 
alone in his boat, was seen to discharge 
something directed towards the vessel. * 
We waited a moment, and seeing no effect, 
were remarking our disappointment, when 
the vessel suddenly blew up, at an esti­
mated interval of one and a half minutes, t 

Mr. Wingard came in, but was so badly 
burned, and having to row himself a mile, 
that he could not receive the congratula­
tions of friends, for his agony. We bound 
np his hand in flour, and in spite of bis pain 
be accompanied us to the vessel to see the 
wreck. This was in some respects peculiar. 
The schooner was shattered in small frag­
ments, and though sho was first blown up 
astern, her bulwarks were torn to little 
pieces, to the very stem.

Another carious fact: A flag was flying 
from the peak of the mainmast. It was torn 
in fragments and drepped on the halyard to 
half mast, where it hung, tome two square 
feet of it, in the wind.

We would state that we know nothing 
whatever of the nature of the invention or 
discovery. The agent wm apparently elec 
trio, and the use of apparatus and insula­
tors to handle the glass and brass instru­
ments were in evidence.

The committee does not think that any 
explanation is due to them from Mr. Win­
gard, who owes it still lees to the people 
and the press, from whom he has reoeived 
nothing nut ridicule. He has, however 
the company of Fulton and Franklin anc. 
Espy and Morse, and can afford to wait the 
result.

Stranger than Fiction.
After the battle of the Wilderness Gen­

eral Lee aet ont to follow the Union foroea, 
leaving Colonel Cronan with others to bury 
the dead and care for the wounded. Among 
the disabled on the Confederate side w m  a 
man named Smith, who had lost en arm in 
the battle, end w m  strongly suspected of 
being e Union spy. A council of officers w m  
held to decide the status of the suspected, 
when Cronan, dissatisfied with the account 
he gave of himself, insisted on his being 
shot. Smith, oool, bold end Mtnte, 
confronted the council with the air of an 
injured man, pointed to his shattered arm, 
and Mked: “Was it thus that «pies ex­
ecuted the behests of their employers ! 
Wm  it usual with spies to bear the brunt 
of battle ! Wm  it thus that Lee expected 
the Confederate wounded to be treated !” 
Colonel Cronan retorted by observing that 
spies not unfrequently mingled in battle to 
avoid suspicion; that the accused had been 
detected in making inquiries respecting the 
movements of commanders, which, at the 
least, were calculated to arouse suspicion, 
and that finally bis explanation of these 
suspicious circumstances w m  doubtful and 
unsatisfactory. At lMt a vote w m  taken 
as to his guilt, wbieh resulted in his acquit 
tai, Cronan casting his ballot for condemna­
tion.

“The fortune of war” changed, the stars 
of the Union were in the ascendant, and 
the Confederates were pressed on all sides 
by Grant, and it befell Cronan to taste the 
buter life of war. He w m  captured and 
sent with eight others to Florida, where 
they were guarded by oolorod soldiers. The 
prisoners, relieved from the toil of war, 
oocnpied themselves with plotting to efieot 
their escape. The colored women around 
the prison, strange m  it may appear, were 
the most devoted friends. They procured 
for them all the comforts they could com­
mand, gave them all the intelligence they 
could obtain, and in short, were the con­
fidants, advisers and secret messen­
gers of the prisoners. Constantly plot­
ting, maneuvering and dissimulating, the 
prisoners occupied themselves for two 
months, when one night, at a signal 
from their female friends, they resolved to 
try fortune. It w m  midnight, and black m  
Erebus. Rain poured down in a deluge, 
the thunder crashed, the angry and inces­
sant lightning rent the sky, illuminating the 
heavens with a momentary glow of lurid 
light, and then abysmal darkness enveloped 
the earth. It w m  one of those awful nights 
when nature cowers, and the bravest ex­
perience an undefined sentiment of fear. 
The African race is naturally superstitious, 
and it w m  bo wonder that the colored 
guards became derelict and took to cover. 
This w m  the moment for the captives. 
Prostrating themselves on the gronnd, they 
wriggled, snake like, by slow and 6ilent 
movement toward the gaards with bated 
breath and glaring eyes. Tarongh the 
thick darkness they could barely see 
them scattered here and there in the 
shelter of trees and other objecte which 
afforded security trom the remorseless 
storm. Noiselessly they crept on. When 
they were within three teet ot the sentinels 
they paused to concert simultaneous action, 
and then with a sudden bound they sprang 
on them, disarmed and gagged them, and 
then held a council as to their next pro­
cedure. It was a fearful crisis in a despe­
rate adventure. Some counseled tying the 
guards to trees to prevent them from 
spreading the alarm; oihers to put them to 
death m  a more efficacious moans of insur­
ing their silence; while Cronan, with char­
acteristic originality, proposed to seize the 
gaards as fugitive slaves, who were beyond 
the pale of law and protection, and to carry 
them off to Coba. This w m  exMtly the 
kind of plan to secure the concurrence 
of his desperate companions. They caught 
the idea at once, and marched the 
tied and gagged colored soldiers down to 
the seaside, seized a schooner in the harbor, 
and by daylight were sailing for Havana 
with tneir late gaards tied down in the ves­
sels hold as marketable slaves. Arrived at 
Havana they sold tbe schooner and their 
seven “slaves” for $2700, whioh snm, being 
evenly divided, Cronan with bis share of 
the spoil came back to the South, got mar­
ried, and went into business with a partner 
at New Orleans. Nemesis pursues tbe evil 
doer, and Cronan, instead of attending to 
his business, took to gambling as a more 
rapid as well m  a more easy way of re­
cruiting his shattered fortunes. Losing in 
play he drew surreptitiously trom the lunde 
of the firm, hoping by a turn of luck in cards 
to be able to restore tbe abstracted money 
and thus save bis honor.

But Nemesis would not have it thus. The 
revengetul goddess decreed that he should 
drain tbe cup of bitterness to the dregs. 
When the guilty man saw detection at 
hand, rather than abide his fate or seek 
refuge in suicide, he left his wife and friend 
and uusiness and took flight, arriving in 
San Francisoo in 1866.

Cronan w m  in every way an extraordi­
nary man -tall, of soldierly bearing and ot 
fine presence, he w m  withal highly accom­
plished. A brilliant conversationalist and 
fine linguist, he could converse in French, 
Spaoiih, Italian and German, as well m  in 
English and Celtic. He w m  also a mathe­
matician, could steer a ship, construct a fort 
on the most approved principles of en­
gineering; w m  an architect, a  machinist, 
excelled in obirography, was a. first cIm s  
book-keeper, a musican, a singer, and a 
skillful fencer—in short, he was in many 
respects a second Admiral Crichton. He 
arrived in San Franeisco without a dollar, 
and was glad to get a job at shoveling 
sand. With his otner natural qualities and 
qualifications he was gifted witn a cheerful, 
hopelnl disposition, which nothing could 
disturb- Ho did very well at sand shovel­
ing, and, though ambitious, w m  content. 
Wnen he had been about three months in 
th6 oitv he began to make acquaintances, 
not among the hoodlum clMses, but with 
respectable merchants, who, it is needless 
to say, admired his versatile powers, and 
resolved to help him when opportunity of­
fered. He w m  initiated into organizations 
and clubs in the oity, which widened the 
circle of his acquaintance, and Cronan un­
derstood the tact and art of making the 
most he oonld of the circumstance. An ad­
vertisement appeared in one of the morning 
papers trom the Anatomical Museum, on 
Montgomery street, calling for a person to 
translate into English the French inscrip­
tions on specimens jast delivered at the 
museum, such translations to be made in a 
good, legible hand. Cronan applied for the 
job and got it. He w m  paid $10 a day for 
tbe work, and gave the utmost satisfaction 
to his employer. It wonld be supposing 
something oeyond human nature to think 
chat he w m  in a hurry to get through with 
tbe job. Whenever he completed a dozen 
translations or so hi* fertile imagination 
would suggest some improvement in the 
work. His employer, who knew very welt 
he oonld make tne public pay for it all 
when his museum wae opened, readily 
adopted every suggestion, and Cronan, 
in the reeeipt of hie $10 a day, w m  recaper­
ating foot. In foot, he thdbgnt Nemesis aad 
forgotten all about him. Bnt ehe wae on 
his tracks stHl. One morning he wm stroll 
ing np Montgomery street, jingling hi* gold

in his pockets and rnmiaatisig whether he 
should try a game ot chance once more or 

■pot on the arm of virtuous revelation and 
Keep aloof. If ha won he oonld go book to 
hie wife in«New Orleans, pay his debts like 
a man and resume business with his friend; 
but then, again, if be tost—ah, there wm 
the difficulty! While pondering In thie way 
he reached the oorner of Pond street, where 
two or throe men happened to be standing, 
engaged in conversation. As he wm brush­
ing pMt, one of them lifted his hat.

“Ah, Colonel,” said he, “yon boro, ohf 
Glad to see yon. ’Tie some time sinoe wo 
met.”

“Really, my dear sir—”
“You don’t know me, eh!” interrupted the 

stranger.
“I have some vague recollection of you,” 

returned Cronan, “but can’t plaoe yon just 
at this moment”

“Let me aid your memory,” observed the 
stranger. “Do you remember the Wilder­
ness!”

“I should think so,” replied Cronan, still 
cudgeling his brains.

“Do you remember the one-armed man 
you wanted to have shot m  a Union spy!” 
said the stranger, flaunting the armless 
sleeve in tne other’s face.

“Certainly, sir, oertainly,” returned Cro­
nan, quiokly. hat without the change of a 
muscle. “You are tbe man I believe. 
Your name is Smith, if I don’t forget.”

“You don’t  forget. That’s my name. 
And now, my dear Colonel, sines yon re­
member my name you must also remember 
that you owe me a reckoning.”

“Anything you wish,” returned Cronan, 
promptly.

“Well, then,” resumed Smith, “I chal­
lenge vou to mortal oombat. It is moon­
light, and we most meet to-night, m  I have 
urgent business which oalls me elMwhere.”

That evening at eight o’eloek the parties 
met three blocks to the north of Laurel 
Hill Cemetery. Cronan went alone, the 
only friend in whom he oonld confide being 
absent from the oity. Revolvers were tbe 
weapons, and Cronan fell at tbe first ex­
change of shots. The blood oozed from his 
side, and he w m  apparently dangerously, 
if not fatally, wounded. Smith and his 
friends thought him hopelessly injured, and 
to conceal the deed, wipe out all traces of 
the encounter, and thus prevent tedious 
and unpleasant investigation, they carried 
him to Meigg’s wharf and threw him in and 
left him. The friend, on returning to the 
city and missing Cronan. acquainted six or 
seven mutual friends of the oircuinstance 
that Cronan had left him a note in his 
room announcing that he w m  about to fight 
a duel. Not doubting that he w m  killed, 
they made diligent search for his remains, 
but to no purpose. They were anxious to 
recover the body in order to give it decent 
interment, but the search w m  fruitless.

Fifteen months afterward a respectable 
painter in this city—tbe friend already 
alluded to m  being absent from the city at 
the time of the hostile meeting—received a 
letter from onr adventurer, detailing 
among the other things the circumstances 
of the duel; he fell slightly wounded; how 
he feigned insensibility for fear of being 
Msaseinated. and how the parties boro him 
to Meiggs’ wharf and threw him into the 
water, where the shock from the cold water 
revived him. and he swam ont when his 
enemies were et a short distance; and 
finally bow he left California as cook on 
shipboard to escape his vengeful enemy, 
who, he had no donbt, would pursue him 
like a sleuth-hound if he remained in the 
oo un try. It remains to tell the post murk 
of this'extraordinary letter, end _ the more 
extraordinary announcement with which 
it w m  concluded. The versatile Cronan 
dates his letters from Cairo, and makes the 
Mtonishing revelation that he is an officer 
in high command in the Khedive's service! 
No later than six weeks ago a jentleman in 
this city reoeived a letter from Mrs. Cronan, 
in New Orleans, inquiring aboat her hus­
band, stating that as she had never heard 
from him since he left she most conclude he 
w m  dead, and in that event her interests

Erompted her to listen to the addresses of 
is former partner in business and get mar­

ried. Bat if, on the other hand, he w m  still 
living and wonld return all wonld be forgot­
ten and forgiven, and they might spend 
their days in content and happiness1 
Smith’s whereabouts have lately been dis 
covered, and the last heard of him is that 
he is living with an Indian wife in the Black 
Hills —San Francisco Chronicle.

B aron  Som oskeoy.”
At the beginning of the month a fine 

looking, elderly gentleman, with abundant 
luggage, engaged a suite of apartments in 
tbe Westminster, and wrote in the register,
“Baron Somoskeoy, of Hungary.” He 
dressed unassumingly, bnt the suDerb dia­
monds that he wore on his breast and fin­
gers attracted general attention. He said 
that he wm an Austrian commissioner to 
the Centennial Exhibition, and m  he was 
courteous, well informed and liberal he wm 
much appreciated m the hotel.

NATCHITOCHES.
From the RcpubSean, May 27:
Company C, Third United State* In­

fantry, left this plaoe laet Tneeday on the 
steamer Bart Able, having been transferred 
to tbe military poet at Pineville, in Rapides 
parish. Tub oompany hM been stationed 
here forever a  year and a  half, aad have 
made numerous friends among onr citizens 
by their good deportment.

Company H of the Third United States 
Infantry reached this oity last Tneeday 
morning to take the plaoe of Company C of 
the same regiment.

On Tuesday lsst, a white citizen named 
William Mann, shot and mortally wounded 
George Fowler, and also wounded Jim 
Hadnox, on Mr. T. Clark’s plaoe, about four 
milee eMt of this oity. It seems that Mann 
and the other men went into the woods for 
the purpose of getting a load of wood. As 
soon m  Fowler and Haddox deeoended from 
the wagon, Mann drew a revolver and com­
menced shooting at them from behind, with 
the result stated. A warrant w m  procured, 
and Sheriff Baron aad Deputy Sheriff Col­
lier, accompanied by several citizens, im­
mediately started in pursuit of the mur­
derer. It w m  stated that no difficulty had 
occurred among the parties previous to the 
shooting. Every effort is being made to 
apprehend the wonld be murderer.

i t  will be remembered that a notorious 
character, known m  Anderson Douglass, 
w m  arrested early lMt February by Sheriff 
Pan], of Rapides parish. He was brought 
here on the fifth of Febrnary, having been 
badly wounded when arrested. Sinoe tbe 
time of hia incarceration he had recovered 
from bis wounds. He w m  suspected of be­
ing concerned in the heavy robberies of 
stores in this plaee last year, and w m  known 
m  one of a band of desperadoes and horse 
thieves, who plied their nefarious business 
between this section and TexM.

LMt Tuesday night about eleven o’clock,
hile Deputy Clerk J. A. Barlow and 

Deputy Sheriff J. T. Bonllt were quietly 
seated and talking on the doorstops of the 
oourthouse, on 8econd street, between Sc. 
Denis and Church streets, they were sud­
denly surrounded by a body ot armed and 
disguised men. One of the party demanded 
of Deputy Bonllt thé keys of the jail. On 
hia assuring them that hé did not have 
them they searched bins, both of tbe gen­
tlemen being under the muzzles of six- 
shooters. Not finding the keys, they held a 
consultation and finally compelled Mr. 
Barlow, ander speoifio instructions and'&c- 
oompanied by a gnard, to go to Sheriff Bar­
ron’s house and Mk his wife for tbe keys, 
and stating that they were wanted to pat 
a prisoner from the country in the jail. 
With a pistoi presented to his heard by eae 
of his guards, Mr. Barlow delivered the 
message and procured the keys.

A nnmber of the party unlocked the jail 
keeoeris house doors and the jail doors, and 
proceeding to thé cells asked for Douglass, 
first opening and re-looking the cell oppo­
site to him. They next proceeded to the 
cell opposite, and m  Douglass came to the 
door, and without any questioning or talk, 
one of the disguised men put a pistol to his 
head and shot him through the brains, 
afterward unlocking the cell and looking 
in. There was eonfined in the cell with 
him another prisoner named Neville Low. 
They did not attempt to in jure or molest 
any one else, and locked np everything 
sate and fMt, and delivered the keys to 
Depn*y Sheriff Bonllt. The night w m  
dark and cloudy and no light w m  per­
mitted, and not a person w m  recognized by 
either Mr. Bonllt or Mr. Barlow. In this 
connection it is necessary to state that 
Sheriff' V. A. Barron w m  absent, being in 
pursuit of an alleged murderer with a posse 
of oitizens. . ‘ .

It is well known that this parish has been 
infested with organized banda of horse and 
oattle thieves, who have plied their nefari­
ous calling with impunity, either escaping 
detection or, if arrested, released by means 
of legal quibbles and technicalities, or else 
not louna guilty. So constant have been 
theme depredations that they have become 
unbearable, and probably m  a lMt resort 
to stay this evil, the citizens may have ap­
pealed to lynch law. This is a terrible alter­
native. and may be carried to excess. But 
in the present instance the whole proceed­
ings were marked with a calm deliberation 
which admitted of no alternative save the 
consummation of the fixed resolve of the 
participators in the tragedy. The parties 
trom whom the keys were demanded could 
not act otherwise than they did, forced as 
they were, under the muzzles of loaded and 
cooked pistols, to either obtain the keys or 
see the jail torn to pieces, as was the 
avowed purpose of the perpetrators of this 
deed. This j ournal is no apologist for such 
acts, but still adheres to its sentiments pro­
claimed some weeks ago.

Some parties seem to think that persons 
connected with Anderson Douglass in his 
robberies and depredations, were fearful 
that he would divulge the names and se­
crets of the “clan” to which he belonged, 
on his trial before the district judge, and 
took this summary method to prevent it, 
on the gronnd that “dead men tell no 
tales.” The facts alone remain. Under 
threats, the jail keys were procured, the

Elder w m  detailed to watoh the Baron and 
to arrest him as soon as a warrant for his 
extradition to Austria oonld be obtained. 
On the sixteenth the Baron returned to the 
Westminster and talked largely ot the ex­
position. Detective Elder dia not lose 
sight of him. A hint m  to Elder’s work, and 
tbe probability ot hie receiving a fine re­
ward, w m  incautiously given by a brother 
officer to an ex detective. Désirons of baffling 
the police department, from which he 
had, he thought, been driven by persecu 
tion. the ex-detective went to the Westmin­
ister, got into the baron's apartments un­
noticed, and told the terror-stricken Aus­
trian that he w m  to be arrested within an 
hour. He then offered to lead the baron 
out of the trap that the police had set, for a 
price. He named it, and though it was 
enormous, the baron paid. Then the ex­
detective aided the baron in packing up. A 
quarter of an hour afterward the baron’s 
luggage was taken away in an. express 
wagon, and he himself, having paid his bill, 
and given baronial douceurs to the ser­
vants that had waited upon him, w m  driven 
in a coach down Sixteenth street toward 
Broadway. Detective Elder, powerless 
to prevent the flight followed in a 
coupe. The baron alighted at a small hotel 
in Dey street and locked himself iD his 
room. His baggage was taken to the New 
Jersev Central railroad depot and then 
transferred to the Adams Express office. 
There it was booked for New Orleans. An 
hour afterward the Baron sailed for Mex­
ico. Detective Eider telegraphed yesterday 
to the police of the port in which the baron 
must disembark, and it is probable that the 
baron will be in custody betöre the week 
ends. The ex detective has gone to New 
Orleans, it is said, to take care of the bar­
on’s valuable luggage.

Mr. Hugo Fritsch, the Austrian consul in 
this city, said yesterday that he has not 
been informed by his government that 
Baron Somoskeoy is a defaulter, and that 
the baron was not accredited to him m  an 
Austrian commissioner to the Centennial 
Exposition.—New York Sun.
