Fourth District.
The aanaal examination of the pupils in 

the public schools ol the Fourth District 
took place yesterday. C. W. Boothby, 
Esq., superintendent of the city schools, 
Hon. Rufus Waples, and the representa­
tive of the R epublican , formed one of the 
parties who made the tour of the schools in 
this district.

KELLER SCHOOL—BOYS AND GIRLS.

At tbe same 
time a little repairing, plastering and bur­
nishing up ot the girls' school building 
would be required. If the Administrator 
of Public Buiidings would make an mspec 
tion of the condition of these schools and 
submit his report to the Council, the evil 
would be at once seen and it is hoped soon 
remedied.

There was no public exhibition at the 
Girls' Live Oak School yesterday, the exer­
cises being exclusively of a literary charac­
ter. “The Unknown Grave” and “Curfew 
Bell” were well recited by Celia McFsr- 
lane and Fanny Ireland. “Centennial,” a 
composition by Katie Weaver, was also 
worthy of mention. In the first assistant’s 
department. Kate Cooney, Sarah Teltncker 
and Carrie Webber carried off the palm for 
best composition, and Kate Cooney and Al- 
bertine Hoffman tor best recitations.

T h e  F e lic ia n a  M u rd e rs .

It now appears that the presence of 
Sheriff Foreman with his posse from East 
Baton Rouge was what prevented the at­
tack on the negroes at Port Hudson from 
ending in a massacre. Although as yet no 
official report of his proceedings has come 
to hand, the statements of people on board 
the Bertha indicate both he and his men 
performed their duty.

The trouble was over when the Bertha 
reached Port Hudson; the negroes had tied, 
or, at least, such of them as could, and 
there were no signs of Regulators. Sheriff 
Foreman and his posse were there and were 
taken on board. They had with them four­
teen negroes whom they had taken into 
custody mainly for the object of protecting 
them from the fury of the Regulators. All 
expressed the ir feelings in regard to their 
acts, and condemned them in the strongest 
terms.

What might have happened to these 
prisoners if Shèriff Foreman had not taken 
possession of them was disclosed to all on 
the boat a little further en. The gently 
sloping bank gave a wide view ol the 
country to those on the hurricane deck. 
About a mile from thq shore a large planta­
tion double gate could be plainly seen. 
Both gates were wide open, and from the 
cross beam above were hanging the bodies 
of five men. Undoubtedly they were those 
of oolored men and of the party on whom the 
attack had been made Sunday. No one 
could give a more definite explanation, but 
no question was made of its being the work 
of the Regulators.

These bands of armed and disguised 
desperadoes, who have committed the 
hundreds of depredations and scores of 
murders withm the past few months, are 
nothing more than half civilized, but or­
ganized robbers and murderers. They live 
by plundering all within their reach, white 
and black. When some outrage excites 
sufficient indignation to endanger them, a 
charge is made against the negroes. An 
excuse for an arrest is concocted, a warrant 
obtained, and, with the hope of meeting 
sufficient resistance to color an excuse for 
slaughter, they proceed to some assemblage 
of negroes. As in this last case, warned 
by experience that to surrender means to 
become a victim in cold blood and hot 
whisky, the looked for resistance is made. 
The Regulators do not continue their work 
then. The country must be excited and 
alarmed. Wild tales of negro uprising, 
negro outrager, negroes arming and 
gathering, prepared beforehand, are rapid­
ly circulated by messengers already wait­
ing for the word.

The reinforcements come and the body 
moves forward “about the business in 
hand.” They find a larger gathering, for 
the neighboring negroes having heard of 
the attack on their fellows have come to the 
scene to learn more of it. This is received 
by the excited “poäse” as confirmation of 
the story. Firing instantly oommences, the 
negroes flee, are pursued, some are killed, 
others hanged, the rest esoape in the 
swamp.

Fearless of the result of any trial in that 
region, the manufacture ot justifying evi' 
dence is an easy task for the Regulators. 
The result in this case is five negroes 
hanged, an unknown number shot, more 
driven from their homes, a wounded white

man and a dead mule, and fourteen unfor­
tunates protected by the sheriff. The ex­
citement, the mnrders and the efforts to 
palliate the guilt of all breed forgetfulness 
of the previous crimes of the Regulators, 
and they are ready to begin again.

For th is  state of th in g s  th e  w hite  citizens 
are to blame. If th e y  condem ned  instead 
of enduriD g, th e re  w ould  be an end  to 
them . But th ro u g h  policy  or fear th e y  
co u n ten an ce  them .

Superior District Court.
J. J. Hayes vs. city of New Orleans.— 

Petitioner sued July 3Ï, 1875. under act No. 
60 of 1872, for |30 per head for the oare of 
small-pox patients, and alleged that they 
were illegally placed in the City Hospital 
and that of Dr. Anfoux. Judgment 1er 
plaintiff.

Widow Emma F. Weeks vs. New Or­

Fourth District Court.
Judge Campbell rendered the following 

opinion:
Hugh Smith vs. James Freret and J. D. 

Rouse.—On motion lor new trial. The 
ground for this motion is that the judg­
ment is contrary to the law and the evi- 
dence. The judgment was rendered by 
my predecessor, the Hon. B. L. Lynch. 
The case is not appealable, and the evi­
dence is therefore not before the court. 
The presumption is that the jadgment of 
the court betöre which the oase was tried 
is correot. This presumption is conclusive 
upon me as to the evidence, because it is not 
possible for me to hear it unless I first grant 
the motion for new trial, and this wonld 
be equivalent to my deciding that the for­
mer (udgment was contrary to the evi­
dence, without knowing what that evidence 
was. This consideration appli-s to the sec­
ond, fourth and sixth grounds urged by 
counsel for defendants for new trial.

The remaining grounds are the third and 
fifth, as follows:

3. That if the plaintiff ever had a claim 
against these defendants, then this claim is 
barred by prescription, excepting a small 
part thereof.

5. That the judgment is erroneous in de­
creeing the plaintiff entitled to a privilege 
upon the property of the defendants.

As to the first of these grounds, 
the third in the rule, I find that 
the question whether the law quoted 
applies to this or not again depends 
u p on  the evidence. For aught I know, the 
prescription may have been interrupted by 
an account. I find an account filed, ami I 
find an account book filed, with sundry 
amounts received on account thereon. The 
judge before whom this case was tried may 
have found acknowledgments of accounts 
or other facts which interrupted the pre­
scription claimed. This depends on the evi­
dence that was submitted. Or he may 
have found from the evidence that 
the prescription of one year did not 
apply. All this is matter depending upon 
the evidence adduced on tbe trial, and not 
alone upon matters appearing on the face 
of tbe record, and as the judge before whom 
the case was heard rendered his decision in 
favor of the plaintiff, I am bound to pre­
sume that he heard evidence which satisfied 
him that the prescription of one year did 
not apply, and I am bound to presume that 
his judgment on the evidence is correct.

The same reasoning applies to the judg­
ment of the court decreeing the plaintiff 
entitled to a privilege on the property of 
the defendants.

In this motion for new trial, I am not 
called npon to indorse a judgment of my 
predeocessor; I am called npon to open up 
and revise a jadgment. The presumption 
is that the judgment was in accordance 
with the law and the evidence. An appli­
cation for a new trial should disclose a 
probability that justice has not beenjdone. 
The probabilities in this oase are the con­
trary. The motion is refused.

Governor H ayes Notified o f  his Nomina* 
tioo—Congratulations.

A dispatch from Columbus, Ohio, Jane 17, 
says:

The committee appointed by the Ciucin 
nati convention to notify Governor Hayes 
of his nomination tor President, arrived 
here this evening, and were escorted to the 
hotel by the Columbus Cadets end Hayes 
Club with a full band. At nine o’clock the 
delegation proceed to tbe executive cham­
ber, where they were received by Governor 
Haves.

Edward McPherson, of Pennsylvania, 
then stepped forward, aod after shaking 
haede with Governor Hayes, spoke as fol­
lows:

Governor Hayes, we have been deputed 
by the national convention of the Rspub- 
Iican party, holden at Cincinnati on the 
fourteenth of the present month, to inform 
you cfficially that you have been unani­
mously nominated by that convention for 
the office ot President of the United States. 
Tbe manner in which that action was taken, 
and the response to it from every portion 
of the country, attest the strength of the 
popular confidence in you, and the belief 
that your administration will be wise, 
courageous and just. We say, sir, your ad­
ministration, for we believe that the people 
will confirm the action of the convention, 
and then save the country from the control 
of the men and the operation of the prin­
ciples and policy of the Democratic party.

We have also been directed to ask your 
attention to the summary of Republican 
doctrine contained in the platform adopted 
by the convention. In discharging this 
agreeable duty we find cause c»f some con­
gratulation in the harmonious action of the 
convention and in the early response given 
by the people. We wish the promise of 
assured success. Ohio, we know, trusts 
and honors you. Henceforth you belong to 
the whole country. Under circumstances 
so auspicious we trust you will indicate 
your acceptance of the nomination.

Governor Hayes, with unusual agitation 
and iu a tone of voice so low as to make it 
almost 'impossible to be heard, replied as 
follows:

Sir —I have only to say in response to 
your information that I accept the nomina­
tion. Perhaps at the present time it would 
be improper for me to sav more than this, 
although even now I should be glad to give 
some expression to the profound sense of 
gratitude I feel for the confidence reposed 
in me by yourselves and those for whom 
yon act.

Senate.
W ashington, June 20.—Major Comstock’s 

report on the South Pass ot the Mississippi 
river was referred to the Committee on 
Commerce.

The amendment striking out the 
section transferring the bureau to the War 
Department was discussed.

The bill directing jndges of circuit courts 

to appoint commissioners in every county, 
who shall give hearings to any person ar­
rested for violations of United States laws, 
when he is entitled to such hearings, passed.

Bills providing that judgments and de­
crees ol the United States ooarts for money 
shall be a lien on real estate passed.

Mr. Douglass, chairman of the Committee 
on F'reedman’s Bank, made a report regard 
ing the frauds practiced by the Freedman’s 
Bureau, in retaining money due colored 
soldiers and sailors, and charging General 
O. O. Howard and G. W. Ballock with filing 
fraudaient vouchers and other false evi­
dence ot settlement in the second auditor’s 
office.

The resolution directs that these settle­
ments be made and directs the Attorney

The Speaker pro tem. laid before the 

House a message from the President in re­
lation to the extradition treaty with Eng­
land, the refusal of that government to 
comply with its provisions in the eases of 
Winslow and Brent, based on act of Par­
liament, passed in 1870, and the setting at 
liberty of both those fugitives from justice.

The President regards this as the abroga­
tion and annullment of the treaty, and does 
not think that it would comport with the 
dignity anfl self respect of this government 
to make demands on the English govern­
ment for the surrender of fugitive crimin­
als or to entertain any request of that char­
acter from that government. He gives 
notioe that, without further action of Con­
gress, he will not make or entertain re­
quests under the treaty. Adjourned.

tbe sinking fund, ’.The only amendment by 
the committee is to strike out ihe word 
“now” from the clause above.

Committee on Expenditures of the War De­
partment, stated he saw a paragraph in the 
newspapers that General McCook had testi­
fied that he had been corrupted by oon- 
traotors, and they had given him a bouse 
in Texas.

He had since exan - 
ined the testimony, and found McCook 
bad testified to no each thing, but bad 
only heard such a rumor, therefore, in 
justice to General McCook, withdrew the 
telegram. General Reynolds gave a state­
ment of how be came into possession of 
the bouse; the money was paid by the sub­
scription of a number of citizens of San 
Antonio, who desired him to make bis 
headquarters therein. The transaction was 
open and all its details published in tbe 
papers. He never knew that. Wioks, the 
contractor, was one of the subscribers ud- 
til after he had aoeepted the house. Had 
explained the whole transaction to General 
Sherman when he was in Texas.
