The Army’s Share in the Fourth.
An order has been issued by General 

Sherman providing that the centennial an­
niversary of the independence of the 
United States be observed by the army as 
follows: At each military post and oamp 
provided with artillery and ammunition 
a sainte of thirteen guns will be fired at 
dawn and also at the clese of the «lay, and 
a national salute will be fired at meridian. 
Post commanders will prescribe such addi­
tional inexpensive observances, snob as 
paradee, etc., as they may consider appro­
priate to the oocasion. They may also, at 
their disoretion, participate with their com­
mands in any oivio or military oeremoniea 
taking plaoe 'in the vicinity of their poete 
to which they may be invited

The stone is vpnr dark and was found forty- 
five feet beneath the anrfaoe in a bed of 
white sand- Thera is nothing saprising in 
the finding of sandstone in many sections 
of the State, bat this is the first that has 
ever been found in our parish to our knowl­
edge.

A New Issue In ths Southern Life Policy 
Qoestloo.

In the numerous suits that have hereto­
fore been brought to recover on Southern 
liie policies, the effort has been to obtain a 
judgment for the amount of the claim after 
the death of the insured. The fundamental 
difficulty in allowing all such olaims has of 
course been the optional p i wer of the in­
sured. Were the oontraot of suoh a nature 
that payment of premium like payment of 
a note was oompulsory, no very serious ob­
jection to the settlement of these olaims 
might arise. Bat when a policy holder, 
alter four or five years' intermission, may 
elect to discontinue or demand the sum in­
sured, according to his interest, a palpable 
injustice is done. In the case ot Bird vs. 
Pennsylvania Mutual Lite. United States 
Cirouit Court, however (5 Insurance Law 
Journal, June), the matter is presented in a 
new aspect.

Bird, the insured, is still alive, and oomes 
before a court of equity demanding permis­
sion to pay his baok premiums with interest, 
in a mutual oompany, and have his polioy 
reinstated. It will be observed that h:s ap­
plication stands on a very different footing 
from that of the others. The issue has not 
determined: it is uncertain perhaps as ever 
whether or not it will advantage the com­
pany to readmit him. He seeks no legal set­
tlement of a moneyed claim, but simply an 
equitable reinstatement in his old relations. 
Doss the failure of the condition precedent, 
viz, prompt payment, prohibit this? The 
court admitted that, as a matter ot law, 
it di«f, and farther left it an open question 
whether e«iaity more than law oould 
relieve, had tne issue arisen upon his 
death; but in disposing of the existing 
facta a fresh line of argument was struck 
oat based almost entirely upon English pre­
cedents. Equity, according to the judge in 
this instance, may relieve from forfeiture 
even through a condition precedent where 
it has resulted through no fault of the in­
sured but trom unavoidable necessity, and 
it is possible to put the parties in the same 
position that they occupied before ths 
breach, and properly estimate the compen­
sation. The English and Irish land cases 
were oited in point. The leasehold tenant 
who has been prevented trom paying the 
trivial fine, which is a condition to the con­
tinuance of his lease, may nevertheless com­
pel its acceptance. So. argued the court in 
this case, the three requisites, the interpo­
sition of equity, were present. War. the 
preventative, was unavoidable; the compen­
sation coaid be distinctly fixed apon the 
terms of the contraet, being the premiums 
with legal interest; and the parties with a 
reinstatement of the policy would stand as 
before. Therefore the applicant was entitled 
to hie relief.

We have but a single criticism to make 
apon the conclusion reached. Legally 
sound and in accord with admitted prin­
ciples of equity in all respects save one, 
that one detect might be tarai to its proper 
application. If tbe insured were in his or­
dinary health it would be possible to rein­
state the parties, but if that health had 
meanwhile been impaired, no less than if 
he had died, would reinstatement be grant­
ing to him in a mo«iilied degree the option 
ot the loss claimant. No oonrt of equity in 
suoh a oase oonld place the parties where 
thev originally stood. This fact was over­
looked. and by that oversight, in our judg­
ment, the whole strength of the argument, 
otherwise sonnd and admirable, was de­
stroyed. Granted a life with tie  same in­
surance va.ne. except as to aga, and there 
can be no equitable objection against rein­
statement, but snob decrees should be lim­
ited to sonnd lives.—Insurance Monitor.

T h e  “ Old S o u th .”

The following appeal to the people of New 
England bears the signatures of Alexander 
H. Rice, Edward E Hale, and George F. 
Penteoost:

At a town meeting of the people of Bos­
ton, held on-Wednesday, the fourteenth of 
June, in the Old South Meetinghouse, it 
was voted that an appeal be made to the 
people of New England for money to redeem 
the Old South Meetinghouse torever, and 
that it may be held as a memorial of the 
past, for patriotic assemblages, and other 
appropriate purposes not oonuec ed wi h 
trade. A committee of 100 persona has been 
appointed, who have already received large 
subscriptions. The committee now requests 
the men, women and children of New Eng­
land to contribute for this purpose, announc­
ing that, if $150,000 be subscribed betöre 
the end of one week, this purpose can prob­
ably be accomplished. It is proposed that 
the property, when purchased, be placed 
in the hands of the Maseacnusetts Histor­
ical Society, who have consented to serve 
as trustees, under proper conditions, or of a 
board of trustees to be chosen by the sub 
scribere.

Immediate action is necessary. Books for 
subscription have been prepared, and may 
be found at the office of the treasurer, 
Moses H. Sargent, corner of Somerset and 
Beacon streets. All journals throughout the 
country which commnnicate with the na­
tives of New England are requested to act 
as agents of the committee, to acknowledge 
daily through their columns the contribu­
tions made by their readers, and remit to 
our treasurer. The journals which repre­
sent the different branches of trade and 
manufacture are requested to call on the 
workingmen of different vocations to join 
practically in an enterprise which looks to 
the benefit of all the people. All organiza­
tions of whatever purpose, and in particular 
the religious societies of New England, are 
requested to appoint collectors without de­
lay, and to send them with proper autnen- 
tication to take and held our books of sub­
scription. A subscription paper will be 
found at the Oid South Church, which will 
be open daily for this purpose. Mr. Sargent, 
the treasurer, will receive contributions or 
subscriptions from five cents upward, by 
mail orotherwise. No subscriptions are to 
be paid to collectors others than Mr. Sar­
gent, or his deputy, at the Old South 
Church, until the sum of $150,000 be se- 
cured.

Thp Heart of Napoleon.
The very interesting series of articles en­

titled “Napoleon at St. Helena," by one of 
the Emperor’s attendants, which have been 
appearing in the St James Magazine, have 
now come to an end with the «ieath of the 
Emperor. Francis Stewart, the narrator, 
gives a curious account of a scene which 
took place at the funeral of Napoleon:

“I naa in my hands Napoleon’s heart, 
which he desired Marshal Bertrand ?o have 
embalmed, placed in a vase, and sent to his 
son, Napoleon II. Tbe heart was unusually 
large, and very fat; and before it was 
soldered up all the French servants, by 
their own request, eaw it, some of them 
kissed it, ana falling on their knees of­
fered np a prayer. I, wishing to do 
as they did, fell on my knees too, whioh 
seemed to gratify them, bat of course, 
as I did not understand what they were 
praying for, I said no prayer, neither had I 
sufficient ‘stomach’ to kiss the heart, al­
though Napoleon had been a kind master 
and a benevolent friend to me. Sir Thomas 
Reade and Sir Hudson Lowe having seen 
me on my knees, the latter said when I 
came out, ‘So, Mr. Stewart, yon have been 
praying too; I did not know you were a 
Papist.’ Sir Thomas Read said, with a 
sneer, ‘Have yon been praying to tbe devil 
to take his heart as well as his body?’ ‘No, 
sir, I replied; ‘there will be no occasion for 
anybody praying to the devil to take vour 
body and heart, because he has had them 
ever since I knew you!’ ”

Suoh conduct as this on the part of 
English officers toward a dead enemy oer 
tainly well merited the sharp reply of 
Stewart, and seems to justify the intense 
feeling against the guardians oi Napoleon 
which is«experienced by Frenchmen. The 
story U a most extraordinary one, and de­
serves investigation— Examiner.
