In the House of Commons this afternoon

T b e  St. L o u is  Slander.
Before the national Democracy had. ac­

cepted Tilden as their standard-bearer, the 
New York Herald said:

It is as diflhult to fortcast the results of 
this convention as it was in the conven'ii n 
at Cincinnati. New York is divided. Ohio 
is divided. Pennsylvania is without force. 
Illinois has no candidate. Beyond a chival­
rous sentiment for Bayard as a pure, lofty, 
noble name, which wouid honor the party, 
there is really no eentimeut about the con­
vention. Mr. Tilden is tbe strongest candi­
date. But it is not a strength upon which 
be can depend. It is not like that which 
swept Cincinnati like a prairie fire 
wbtnever the name of Blaine was 
mentioned. It is rather a feeling 
which has been diligently fostered by the 
able and industrious men like Dorsheimer, 
Watterscn. Ileuitt and others, who have 
had the Tilden canvass in charge, who 
have said lor six months that “ Tilden can 
win,” that “he can carry New York.” that 
there are a large number ot Republicans— 
‘•Tilden Republicans”—who would flock at 
once to his standard. There opinions have 
been spread over the country in the ipost in­
genious manner, and the “enthusiasm” thus 
aroused is only the reflection of a feeling 
that perhaps, after all, tbe Governor is the 
man to win. We have never felt this 
was a sound opinion, and we question 
if it will be accepied without reserve by 
tbe convention. Governor Tilden would 
make a strong candidate, and a safe, high- 
minded, self-respecting President, but be is 
not the salamander which his friends have 
so assiduously advertised. He will not 
break the Republican party in this State 
He will not carry away fe  omnibus load ot 
Republicans. He will do well if he unites 
his own party. The men who have gone to 
St. Louie at the heels of that roaring poli­
tical madman, John Kelly, to assail him, are 
the men who wonld sell Tilden out next 
November in a trade for local «.flues. 
The Southern States care nothing lor 
Tilden, exoept as the winner. They’want 
tbe anministration, the offices, tbe power, 
and ‘‘the man to win” is the man for 
them. * * * * *

It will be liis viotory indeed if, instead of 
being cinietly butchered by the angry lteei- 
ers of Kelly, the crazy repudiatiouists of 
Allen and the indifferent cl ivalry from the 
South, be riaes above vanity and ambition 
and, in naming a ticket like Thnrman and 
Parker, names men who will poll the 
nnited strength ot the Democratic party—a 
ticket as strong in a political, and perhaps 
in a national, sense as Hayes and Wheeler.

Retirement a f  General Emory.
Tbe bill authorizing the President to re­

tire Colonel William H. Emery. Fifth Cav­
alry, with the rank of Brigadier General, 
having passed both houses, the neces­
sary orders will be issued in a few days, 
carrying his name to the list of ofibera 
retired nnder special acts of Congress. 
General Emory’s later services are pretty 
generally known. His earlier services 
were rendered in the artillery. Mounted 
Rangers and Topographical Engineers. He 
graduated from “The Point" in the class of 
1831, of which only three out of thirty-three 
members are now in the army, viz : Andrew 
A. Humphreys, No. 13, Chief «f Engineers; 
W. H. Emory, No. 14, and William Chap 
man, No. 15, lieutenant colonel, retired.

General Emory Lias twice severed his con­
nection with tbe army by resignation, and 
has twice returned with a higher commis­
sion than the one he resigned. In 1336 he 
relinquished his commission as second 
lieutenant of artillery. In 1838 he was ap­
pointed first lieutenant of topographical 
engineers. On May 9. 1861. he threw up 
his commission as major, First Cavalry, 
and was appointed lieutenant colonel of the 
Sixth Cavalry five days afterward.

For some months past be has been on 
duty in Washington as president ot the re­
tiring board. His retirement as Brigadier 
General will be $750 per annum in his 
favor—the retire«! pay of a colonel of his 
length of service being $3375, and ot a 
Brigadier General $4125.

The following officers will be benefited by 
General Eniory’s good fortune: Lieutenant 
Colonel Wesley Merritt, Ninth Cavalry, 
will take command of the Fifth; Major 
Elmer Utis, First Cavalry, will be promoted 
lieutenant colonel Ninth Cavalry, and Cap­
tain George B. Sanford, First Cavalry, will 
sneoeed to a majority in his own regimen’, 
vice Otis.—Xetc York Herald.
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United States Supreme Court.
The following decision was promulgated 

June 26;
No. 27. Thomas J. Semmes, claimant of 

six lote ot ground, plaintiff in error, vs. the 
United Statee.—In error to the Circuit 
Court for the district of Louisiana. Pro­
ceedings in rem. were instituted in the dis­
trict court on tbe seventh of August, 1863, 
under the confiscation act of the seven­
teenth of July in the same year, against 
certain real property of the respondent, 
which proceedings resulted on the fifth of 
April, 1865, in tbe condemnation of the 
property described in the libel. On the 
eleventh of the same month a writ of vendi­
tioni exponas was issued commanding the 
marshal to sell the property on the 
eighteenth of the same month, but the mar­
shal did not sell the same on that day, for 
the reason, as appears by his return, that 
best price bid at tbe time and pi ice of the 
sale did not amount to two-thirds of the.ap- 
praised value of the property, and, for’the 
reason stated, the marshal withdrew the 
property from sale, and again advertised 
the same for sale, as directed by the prior 
order of the court. Two lots of lan«i 
were embraced in the libel and decree of 
condemnation which, in fact, were not the 
property of the respondent. Accordingly, 
the true owner of the same, in the mean­
time, to wit, on the second of May, 1865, 
filed a petition in the same conrt, setting 
forth bis right to the two lots in question, 
and stating that they were improperly ad­
vertised for sale by tbe marshal,'and prayed 
the court to open the decree to allow him to 
assert his title. Consent in writing to that 
effeot having been given by tbe district at 
torney, the court subs« qtiently entered a 
decree of condemnation for the pur­
pose of enabling the petitioner to 
submit to the court his claim to 
those lots, as evidenced • by the proofs on 
file. Pursuant thereto the court, on the 
thirty-first of May, in the same year, ren­
dered j udgment restoring those two lots to 
the intervenor, as claimed in his petition. 
Such correction of the decree of condemna­
tion having been made, the return of the 
marshal shows that he sold the residue of 
the lots condemned, in pursuance of the 
second advertisement, to E. W. Burbank, 
for the amount specified in the record, end 
that he paid the money over to the clerk of 
the court. On March 4, 1868, the respondent 
having first suggested that the decree of 
condemnation had been opened, and that a 
portion of the property libeled had never 
be« n condemned by auy subsequent decree, 
moved tbe court to set aside the default 
against him, and for leave to file his claim 
and answer. Hearing was had on the mo­
tion, and the court ordered that the pur­
chaser of the property should be made a 
party to the rule. Burbank, the purchaser,

* Women’s Rights.
Elizabeth A. Meriwether, of Memphis, 

and Elfz tbeth L. Saxon, of New Orleans, 
have published an appeal for the equality 
of women before the law, which is to be 
presented in behalf of the women of the 
South at the St Louis Democratic National 
Convention. They argue, and not without 
reason, that statistics show in proportion 
as a diversified range of labor is opened to 
women, the ratio of marriage and moiality 
rises, and the proportion of prostitntion de­
creases. That poverty and want of em­
ployment drive many to the erring path, 
all know to be true, just as it drives men to 
suicide and robbery; bnt we do not believe 
the removal of legal disabilities, which 
must throw women in contact with dissi­
pated and low political brawlers and ballot- 
box manipulators, would improve them 
morally or epen Dew avenues to honest em­
ployment. The diversified range of labor 
must be seenred by co-operation outside of 
the ballot-box.—Memphis Avalanche.

accordingly appeared and filed an excep 
tion to the rule, that bis rights as purohaser 
could not be «luestioned in suob form of 
proeeedirg, and offered in evidence the 
deed of the marshal and the decree of con­
demnation, together with tbe writ of ren­
ditions! exponas. Both parties were again 
heard, and the conrt, on the fifteenth of 
April, in the same year, overruled the ex­
ceptions of the purchaser, and set aside the 
default of the respondent, and granted him 
leave to file his claim and answer. Leave 
to that effect having been granted, the re­
spondent filed bis answer, alleging his own­
ership of the property, the insufficiency of 
the allegations contained in the libel,'and 
denied that the President ever authorized 
the seizure of his property, and averred that 
be had beep pardoned by tbe President and 
that he was included in the general amnesty 
.proclamation. Proofs were introduced, and 
tbe court, on the twenty-seventh of June 
following, entered a final decree dismissing 
the libel and restoring the jiroperty to 
the respondent upon the payment of all 
costs. Proper steps were taken in behalf 
of the United States to sue out a writ of 
error: and the cause was. by the United 
States, removed into the circuit court, 
where the decree ol the distriot court was 
in all things reversed, and a decree entered 
in favor ot tbe United States, that the de­
cree of condemnation originally pronounced 
by the district court stand aii«l remain in 
full force and effect, and that the sale matle 
by virtue thereof do stand confirmed; where­
upon respondent sued out a writ of error 
and removed 1 the cause into this court. 
It is held that the defect as to the return of 
the writ from the Circuit to the District 
Court is one of form only, and that as it 
was amendable, the decree will not be re­
versed because of it. On the merits the 
decision is that the property in controversy 
falls within the exception contained in the 
amnesty proclamation, and that property 
condemned as forfeited to the Uaited 
Statee under the confiscation act becomes 
the property of the United States fiotr 
the date ot the decree. Such proceed­
ings nnder the confiscation act are justified 
as an exercise of belligerent rights against 
a public enemy, and are not in their nature 
a punishment for treason. Consequently, 
confiscation being a proceeding distinct 
frem and independent ot tbe treasonable 
guilt of the owner of the property, pardon 
for treason will not restore rights to prop­
erty previously condemned and sohl as 
against a pnrebaser in good faith for value. 
Property which ha ! been thus sold was ex- 
preesly excepted in the terms of the par­
don, and competently so. Affirmed. Mr. 
Justice Clifford delivered the opinion.

T h e  P rcsiica t Preparing for a Fair Elec­
tion,

A Washington dispatch of Jnne 26 to 
the New York Herald, says:

The recent order ot the War Department 
discontinuing the military division of the 
South and terming the Atlantic Southern 
States into a department to be commanded 
by General Roger, lately commandant 
at West Point, puzzles the politicians 
here. There are people who see in it 
the beginning of a scheme to affect 
the Southern elections, and reports are cur­
rent of changes in the federal offices in 
some of the Southern States intended to 
place men of extreme views in power down 
there, with a view to stirring up trouble. 
There is probably no truth in these reports. 
General Huger is not an extreme man, but 
an officer of moderate views, and there is 
no evidenoe that an extraordinary policy is 
thought of.

There is no doubt, however, that tbe 
President means to spare no pains to en­
force every law of Congress bearing on elec­
tions, not only in tbe South, but elsewhere. 
These laws relating to federal elections 
give considerable powers to United States 
marshals and federal supervisors, and 
are very complete. They require the 
United States Circuit Courts to ap­
point supervisors of election and the 
marshals to appoint special deputy mar­
shals to prevent fraudulent registration as 
well as voting, and to maintain order at 
the polls, and there is a disposition to en 
force these laws with great care in Novem­
ber. The President is understood to have 
said that he means to have a fair election, 
and that he means to do whatever he can, 
by the removal of inefficient or inactive 
office holders and the substitution of active 
and zealous Republicans, to make the party 
compact and harmonious.

When in the economy of Provider) oe this 
Und was to be purged of human slavery, 
and when the strength of the government 
of the people, by the people, for the people, 
was to be demonstrated, the Republican 
party came into power. Its deeds have 
passed into history, and we look baok to 
them with pride. Incited by their memories 
and high aims for tbe good of our couutry 
and mankind, and looking to the iutnre 
with unfaltering courage, hope and pur­
pose, we, the representatives ot the party 
in national convention assembled, make the 
following declaration of principles:

First—The United States of America is a 
nation, not a league. By the combined 
workings of the national and State govern­
ments, undc-r their respective constitutions, 
the rights of every citizen are secured at 
home and protected abroad, and the com­
mon welfare promoted.

Second—The Republican party has pre­
served those governments to the hundredth 
anniversary of the nation’s birth, and they 
are now embodiments of the great truths 
spoken at i's cradle, “ that ail men are cre­
ated equal, that they are endowed by their 
Creator with certain inalienable rights, 
among which are life, liberty and tbe pur­
suit of happiness; that for the attainment 
of these ends governments have been insti­
tuted among men, deriving their just 
powers from the consent of the governed ” 
Until these truths are cheerfully adopted, 
or, if needed to be, rigorously enforced, 
the work of the Republican party is un­
finished.

Third—The permanent pacification of the 
Southern section of the Union, ami the com­
plete protection of hli its ut.Zcno in the free 
enjoyment of al 1 their rights are «luties to 
which thj Republican party s’auds sacredly 
pledged. Tbe power to provide for the en­
forcement of the. principle embodied iu the 
recent constitutional amendments is vested 
by those amendments in the Congress ot tbe 
United States; and we declare it to be the 
solemn obligation of the legislative and ex­
ecutive departments of the government to 
put into immediate and vigorous exercise 
all their constitutional powers for removing 
BDy just causes of diseoutent on the part ot 
any class, and tor securing to every Amer­
ican citizen complete liberty and exact 
equality in the exercise cf all civil, political 
aud public rights. To this end we impera­
tively demand a Congress qnd a chief execu­
tive whose courage and fidelity to these du­
ties shall net filter until these results are 
placed beyond dispute or recall 

Fourth—In the tint act of Congress 
signed by President Grant, the national 
government assumed to remove any donbts 
of its purpose to discharge all just obliga­
tions to the public creditors, and solemnly 
pledged its faith to make provision at the 
earliest practicable period tor the redemp­
tion of the United States notes in coin. Com­
mercial prosperity, puhlio morals and na­
tional credit demand that this promise be 
fulfilled by a continuous and steady pro­
gress to specie payment.

Fifth—Under the constitution, the Presi­
dent and heads of departments are to make 
nominations for office, the Senate is to ad­
vise and consent to appointments, and the 
House of Representatives is to accuse and 
prosecute faithless officers. The best inter­
ests ot the public service demand that these 
distinctions be respected, that Senators and 
Representatives, who may be judges and 
accusers, should not dictate appointments 
to office. The invariable rule ior appoint­
ments should have reference to the honesty, 
fidelity and «apaclty of the appointees, 
giving to the party in power those places 
where harmony and vigor of administra­
tion require its policy lo be represented, 
but permitting all others to be filled by 
persons selected with sole rtference to the 
efficiency, publio service and the right of 
all citizens to share in the honor of render­
ing faithful service to their country.

Sixth—We rej tice in tbe quickened con­
science cf the people concerning political 
affairs, will hold all public officers to a rigid 
responsibility and ecgigo that the prosecu­
tion and punishment of ail who betray 
official mists shall be speedy, thorough and 
unsparing.

Seventh—Tbe public school system of the 
several States is the bulwark ol the Ameri­
can republic. Ami wr:h a view to its secu 
rify and permanence, wc- recommend an 
atuemlment to the constitution of the 
United States, forbidding rue application <*f 
any public funds or p ro p e rty  lor the benefit 
of any schools ur institutions under secta­
rian control.

Eighth—The revenue necessary for cur­
rent expenditures, ami ttie obligations of 
the public debt must be largely derived 
from duties upon importation* which, so 
far as possible, should be adjusted to pro­
mote tbe interest of American labor, and 
advance the prosperity of tbe whole coun­
try.

Ninth—We reaffirm our opposition to 
further grants of tbe publio lands to oor 
porations and monopolies, aud demand that 
the national domain be «levoted to free 
homes for tho people.

Tenth—It is the imperative rule ot the 
government so to modify existing treaties 
with European governments that the same 
protection shall be afforded to the adopted 
American citizen that is given to the native 
born; and all necessary laws slmald be 
passed to protect immigrants, in the ab­
sence of power in the States tor that pur­
pose.

Eleventh—It is the immediate duty cf 
Congress to fully investigate the effect ot 
the immigration and importation ot Mon­
golians upon the moral and material inter- 
eats of the countrv.

Twellth—The Republican party recog­
nizes, with approval, the substantial ad­
vance recently made toward the establish­
ment of equal rights for women by the 
many important amendments effected by 
Republican Legislatures in the laws which 
concern the personal and property relations 
of wives, mothers end widows by the ap­
pointment and election of women to the 
8upeiintendency of education, charities and 
other public trusts. Tbe honest demands 
of this class of citizens for additicnbl 
rights and privileges end immunities 
should be treated with respectlul considera­
tion.

Thirteenth—The constitution confers 
upon Congress sovereign power over the 
Territories of the United States lor their 
government. In the exeroise of this power, 
it is tho light and the duty ot Congress to 
prohibit and extirpate in the Territories 
that relic of barbarism, polygamy. And we 
demand such legislation as shall secure this 
end, and the supremacy of American insti­
tutions in all the Territories.

Fourteenth—The pledges which the na­
tion bas given to our soldiers and sailors 
must be fulfilled. The grat«ful| people will 
always hold those who periled their lives 
for their country's preservation in the 
kindest remembrance.

Fifteenth — We sincerely deprecate all 
sectional feeling aud tendencies. We there­
fore note with deep solicitude that the 
Democratic party counts as its chief hope 
of success npon the electoral vote of a 
united South, secure-! through the efforts 
of those who were recently arrayed against 
the nation. We invoke the eaineet at­
tention of the country to the grave troths 
that a success thus achieved would re­
open seotional strife and imperil national 
honor and human rights.

Sixteenth—We charge the DetfwCratie 
party as being the same in character and 
spirit as when it sympathized with treason; 
with making its control ot ’the House of 
Representatives the triumph and the op­
portunity of the nation’s recent foes; with 
reasserting and applauding in the national 
Capitol the sentiments of unrepented rebel­
lion; with sending Union soldiers to the 
rear and promoting Confederate soldiers to 
the front; with deliberately proposing to 
repudiate the plighted faith ot the govern­
ment; with being equally false and imbecile 
upon the overshadowing financial question; 
with thwarting the ends of justice by its 
partisan mismanagement and obstruction 
of investigation, and with proving itself, 
through the period of its ascendency in the 
lower house of Congress, utterly incompe­
tent to administer the government. \Ve 
warn the oonntry against trusting a party 
thus alike unworthy, recreant and inoapa- 
ble. s

Seventeenth—The national administration 
merits commendation for its honorable 
work in the management of domestic and 
loreign affairs, and Pr aident Grant de­
serves the continued ana hearty gratitude 
of the Anierioan people for his patriotism 
and hie immente services in fwar and in 
peace.
