With a new and rising statesman
like Governor Hayes its case would have
been hopeless.

Whichever
side wins in the approaching contest, we
shall have a Preeident of high personal
character, exc:llent record, and honest
sympathies and associations.

If platforms, however, can not make the
fortune of a party they can mar it, and
there is no doubt that Governor I'ilcen will
be injured in his own State by the ehuffling
phrases which the convention bave adopted
respecting the currency. About the Gov-
ernor’s own conviotione there is no un-
certainty. *But a President is not what he
chooses to be; he is what his associations
and circumstances make him.

So the country says
to the Democracy whep it hears of tgo
nomination of Tilder: Very well, gentle-
meD, that is excellent so far; now what do
you propoae to do if we elect him?

here are promises of reform indeed—reform
in the civil service by the party which has
made such havoc in Washington clerkshipes,
and reform in federal, State, and municipal
taxation by the party which created Tan.-
many and the new Courthouse: but of
practical declarations there is, as we eay,
just one; that is a d d for the di-
ti )nal repeal of the resumption act.

There is no pledge to resume at sny time;
there is no word of condemnation for the
inflation heresy; the R¥bliouno are de-

nounced for failing tom good the prom-
ise of the legal tender nbtes, and for “the
financial imbecility and immorality” which
has postponed resumption so long; but the
only step which has n taken toward re-
sumption the Democrats insist upon re-
tracing, and they cffer no substitute for it.

Uander such circumstances it seems un-
likely that Governor Tilden will be elected
unlees Governor Haves throws the battle
away. If the Republican nominee, by his
letter of scceptance or ia any other man-
ner, should lead the people to believe that
his election would be the continuation of
Grantism or of the rule of the Senatorial
ring, it be should falter in his position on
the currency question, it he should show
a leaning toward the corrupt and disgraced
elements of the Republican party which
the people have so strenuously repudiated,
a candidate like Mr. Tilden might easily
beat him. But we bave no anticipation of
such a misfortune. Under the leadership
of the bonest, straightforward, popular and
accomplished Ohio Governor, we look for a
signal trinmph of that party which, in spite
ot all its errors, is still the safest to be
trusted with the honor and material welfare
of the United States.—New York Tribune.
