The Werk of the Dredgeboats.

Our readers will no doubt remember that
during the busiest portion of our commer-
cial season just closing an effort was made
to have the United States dredgeboats,
which, through the whole seascn have by
their working given us an outlet to the sea,
withdrawn from their legi.imate and necee-
sary work to aid a private contractor in se-
cariog the firat installment of pay under
his contract.

We take a just pride in having dome
our share toward defeating the project,
which then appeared to seriously th:eaten
the commercial interests of our city, and
which, in the light of subsequent events
we are now satiefied would have resunlted
in the ruin of many of our merchants,

Thanks to the unswerving course of
those who have had control of the opera-
tions of the dredgeboate, and to the
steadfast support given them by the ma-
jority of .our people, we can to-day con-
gratulate ourselves on baving had for the
service of our commerce during the past
year the beat outlet to the sea that we have
Lad for over twenty years past. An outlet
not dependant for its main on an
experimental work of dcubtful result—an
outlet not equal to our wants, yet one so
much to our advantage that we can not
stand passively by and see its certainty sac
rificed by reaching after an uncertainty.

In view of the repeated aesertions of the
founder ot the South Pass Joetty Company,
that he had money enough to complete his
work without oalling on the government
fora dollar,an assertion made before the con-
tract was awarded him, and in view of his
public disclaimer of adesire to have the gov-
ernment give bim the use of three hundred
thousand dollars’ worth of its property in
the shape of dredgeboats, it was h- ped that
po further effort might be made to take
from us that which we have and substitute
for it *“Hopa”—hopse without ““Faith.”

Yet it seems that we are to be disappoint-
ed. We muét fight our way againet this
project month after month, year after year.

Qar rivals of the Atlantic seaboard are
strong and aotive. The iron lines that tie
the A:lantic 10 the Misaissippi are stronger
than the current of the river to which we
maust look for commercial greatness.

If we csn hold what we now hbave we
shall do weil. It will not be surprising,
however, if the mnext com:nercial season
finds ns with nothing but the ewpty
promises and epeculations with which we
have been fed for the past year.

It is apparent that a movement is now on
foot designed to end in tbe claim that the
contract of Mr. Eids and his asaociates
with the Congress of the Uiired Statea only
calls for a channel between tne Soath Pass
and the Galf of Mexico, aud thit in order
to utilize this the government must make a
channel between tho Missigsippi river and
the South Pass. The propositou is not a
new one.

The first plot to draw the Secretary of
War into & quasi recognition of the sound-
nees of the proposition failed. The details
of the second plot are as followe:

Pilot Francis reported that he could take
a nineteen foot veseel through South Paes.
Cortractor Andrews reported that careful
soundinge, taken fifty feet apart, showed a
channel of nmineteen feet between the jet-
tiea, After these reports the agents of the

hip Muriel loaded her several inches
below the Plimsoll lire, whereupon the
crew mutinied and refused to work.

Assistance was given and the helpless
veasel towed to sea. In the meantime such
representations had been made to the Sec-
retary of War as called for a report from
the officer in charge of dredging at South-
west Pass, in regard to the blockade re-
ported and the condition of the Pass. This
officer reported the Muriel at sea and the
Pass in good condition. It was also re-
ported that two days before the grounding
of the Muriel the following vessels had
gone to sea through Southwest Pass, viz:

Since the removal of the Muriel it has
been reported that the following vessels
have crossed the bar at Southwest Pass
viz: Steamship Haytien 18 feet, steamship
St. Louis 18 feet, steamship C. W. Lord 17
feet 6 inches, Ship Scotia 17 feet, ehip
Almora.

The ehip Scotia as having been towed off
the jettied bar of South Pass and brought
to Sonthwest Paes.

The steamahip Hudson, drawing fourteen
feet forward and seventeen feet aft, as hav-
ing laid aground for hours at the head of
South Pase, and as being detained for sev-
eral hours more at the jetties.

These representations under ordinary oir-
cumstances should insure the continuance
of the dredgeboats at Southwest Pass, at
least until such time as we may be certain
of actuslly havx'ng a better channel through
South Pass, from the Mississippito the sea,
than the dredgeboats afford through South-
west Pass.

MATTERS AT THE CAPITAL.

WASHINGTON, June 30, 1876.

The hide-bound Bourbons here, the class
of men who to this day believe human
slavery to be of divine origin, who were
violent eympathizers with the slaveholders’
rebellion and are always ready with apolo-
gies for the atrocities perpetrated upon dis-
armed Ugion soldiers in Southern prison
pens, who believed and acted with Tilden
in 1864, when he declared it as the sense of
his party that the war for the preservation
of the Union was a failure, and who even
at this distance from those troublous times,
habitnally refer to avery member of the
Republican party as a “d—d Yankee,” are
boiling over with the happiness brought to
them by the annoucement of Tilden's nom-
ination, and they would regard his election
in November as the tardy triumph of the
cause submitted to the arbitrament of the
sword in 18€!1 and ‘subjugated, but not
conquered” in 1865, under the apple tree
near Appomattox Courthouse. But to an-
other class here, more progressive and who
have learned sometbing by experience, the
intelligence from St. Lounis brought many
misgivings and was regarded as ominous
of disaster. With them Hancock was the
Moses to lead them ot ot the land of cap-
tivity.

To-night at twelve o'clock, unless the
House acts upon the suggestion made to it

It
is now considered more than doubtful if
Senator Morrill accepte the place at the
head of the treasury department. Mr.
New is strongly urged in case it is finally
declined by Mr. Morrill. Mr. Blaine's
friends have been much pained to hear of
his prostrated condition on his arrival at
his home in Augusta, Maine, and the hope
is almost universally expressed that the
cooler air of the North and his exemption
from all disquieting causes may hasten his
convalescence. The people of our city, and
especially the clerks and other employes
of the departments, are in a feverish state
of unrest because of the uncertainty as to
the appropriations and the consequent jeop-
ardy to their means of living. These con-
templated measures of “reform”—the cut-
ting off of the apprqpriations—will fall
with peculiar weigit on the national eapi-
tal.

They Want Reform.

The Associated Press dispatches from
Albany tell us that when he received the
news from St. Louis, Governor Tilden,
soarcely above a whisper, said: ‘J can tell
you what has done this.
