Liberals Returalac.
A Washington special to the Cincinnati 

Times, July 5, says:
There will be mourning in Démocratie 

circles when they learn that Jnstice David 
Davis, of the Supreme Conrt, who was 
strongly talked of as the nominee of the 
St. Loots convention, and who has a very 
large personal following in the Democratic 
party, composed mostly of the liberal men, 
bas announced hie intention of voting for 
Hayes and Wheeler, and not tor Tilden. In 
a letter a personal friend here Justice 
Davis ’8ays the nomination is good enongh 
for him, and ought to be eatisiactory to 
Liberal Republicans everywhere, and that 
tb ey should join in and help to achieve sue- 
bees in November. This announcement 
will have, it is believed, a marked effect 
throughout the country, and bring to the 
support of Hayes a large number of the Con­
servative votes who have for some years 
voted with the Democrats. Jndge Davis’ 
friends say that he had a very strong fol­
lowing in the Democratic party, and that 
ha would have received a  large number of 
votes in the St. Louis convention if he had 
n-t written a letter pre-emptorily forbid­
ding the use of his name. After Hayes was 
noii'iua'ed at Cincinnati he became satisfied 
that the Republican party was destined to 
cun inue in power, and to purify the civil 
servioc. and to carry out true reforms. En­
tert lining these views, Davie advises all 
his Bi nds to eupport the Republican 
nouiinces,

Jjba  D. Defrees, à well known Indiana 
politician, who has in the past had much 
influenoe among Republican voters, and 
who, in 1872, became a Liberal and worked 
for the election of Greeley, has written a 
letter to the Indianapolis Reus, a liberal 
paper, in which he says he intends to sup­
port Hayes and Wheeler, believing their 
election to be for the best interest of the 
country. He advises all Liberal Repub­
licans to do the same thing.

T ilden  In Company with. T w eed .
When the peace came w« find Mr. Tilden 

turning up as the friend nnd companion of 
William M. Tweed in the running of the 
Democratic party of thie State, lie being 
elected chairman of the Democratic State 
committee, succeeding Dean Richmond. 
Mr. Tilden acted in close union with Tweed 
until the war on the ring was fairly under 
way. Then he drew out a little; but not 
all tbo persuasions of the leading men in 
the famous Committee of Saventy could in­
duce him to take a hand in the tight against 
Tweed. He watched and waited until he 
saw Tweed and his crew tottering to their 
fall, and then, when the final result wae no 
longer doubtful, he stepped in and lent hie 
undoubtedly able and powerful assistance 
to give his old associate a push toward 
that State institution to which he was ulti­
mate! v brought. When Tweed escaped, 
Governor Tilden threatened horrible thinge 
against tbe sheriff, who was responsible for 
it, but tbe sheriff still remains in ofi!ce, un­
molested, though the Governor oonld re­
move him at anytime.—Nevs York Times.

A B a ttle  N carred R epublican .
Senator Twitchell, of Louisiana, whose 

attempted assassination abont two months 
ago was noticed in the Journal at the time, 
is now visiting at the house ol a friend in 
this city, being on his way to New England, 
where be purposes to spend the summer.
In the coarse of an hour’s conversation 
with the gentleman, a representative of the 
Journal gathered some tacts relative to the 
condition of affairs in Louisiana and to his 
own experience there, which are of general 
interest.

Senator Txitchcli is a native of Vermont, 
bora of good family, and possessed of a 
liberal éducation. He entered tbe Union 
service at the begiuning of the war, and 
served till ils close with credit and some dis­
tinction. lu tbe battle of the Wilderness, 
(ought in Virginia, May 5, 1864, he fell on 
the Held, shot through the head, and only 
recovered from the wound by reason of his 
vigorous constitution and previous good 
habits. At the close of the war, when 
his regiment was mustered out of service, 
he found himself in Northwestern Louisi­
ana, where, having formed an attachment 
for a Louisiana lady residing there, he mar­
ried and settled. He has been a citizen of 
Louisiana continuously since that tim e- 
eleven years. He lias bad children born to 
him there, and has buried at lea6t one. He 
bas spent eleven of the best years of his life 
there, and has done more to develop and 
Imiid up his portion of the State, iu all that 
goes to constitute a State, than any one hun­
dred native Louisianians in his district. He 
is a large land owner in Red River parish, 
and the third largest taxpayer in the parish, 
having acoumnlated his property by honor­
able enterprise and close attention to busi­
ness. He introduced the first new machinery 
in’o the parish after the war, has erected 
several mills and inaugurated other im­
provements. He is chairman of the parish 
school board and has been very active in 
establishing free ecboola there. In former 
times and under Democratic regime they 
had no schools there worthy of tbe 
name. A few years ago the Repub­
licans passed a good school law, an­
der which a great work has already 
been done ia tbe way of establishing 
schools. In Red River parish there are ten 
schools, all established through the efforts 
of Senator Twitchell. In deference to 
Southern prejudice tbe white and black 
schools are separate, though both are run 
on the same basis and paid ont of the same 
lund. Under the law of the State the 
whole poll tax goes to the school fund, and 
as every colored man pays a poll tax and 
many of them property tax, they contribute 
their full proportion to the schools. And 
Senator Twitchell says they pay their taxes 
not only cheerfully, bat promptly, regard­
ing it as an honorable badge of citizenship.

For some time past Senator Twitchell has 
been regarded as one of the leaders of the 
Republican party in Louisiana, having 
taient, nerve and ‘many of the qualities of a 
leader. On tbe second of last May he was 
crossing Red river on a ferryboat at Cou- 
shatta in company with his brother-in-law, 
Mr. King, when a horseman rode up on 
the bank which they were approaching, 
and, taking deliberate aim with a West- 
field repeating ritle, commenced firing 
at them. Senator Twiichell was un­
armed, his brother-in-law had only a 
small pocket pistol. Tbe man fired 
deliberately and with precision. The first, 
or one of the first tints fired, struck Mr. 
King, killing him instantly. The next one 
struck Senaror Twitchell in tbe leg above 
tbe knee. With this be threw himself into 
the water, and grasping the side of a skiff 
with both hands, ordered the colored ferry­
man to row him back to shore. Mean­
while the firing continued. Presently 
ball struck his right arm above the elbow, 
breakinganddisablingit. He still leid to the 
skiff' with oue hand, and the firing went on. 
The next shot grazed tbe back of h:s neck, 
just between the shoulders. Anothea 
struck and broke bis lelt arm above the el 
bow. He was now disabled in one leg and 
both arms, but being a fine swimmer be 
threw himself on bis back. and. assuming a 
floating position, commenced floating down 
the stream. By this time the assassin had 
emptied his r:flo of sixteen bullets, and 
drawing a revolver, began firing at tbe 
floating mnn with that. Meanwhile the 
colored ferryman, at tho risk of his 
life, overhauled him, got] him into the 
skiff and took him ashore. The assassin 
emptied his revolver, firing in all twenty- 
two shots, then mounted his horse and rode 
away. Senator Twitchell has since had 
both of his arms amputated between the 
shoulder and the elbow, and still survives, 
an armless, crippled monument of Southern 
intolerance. He scouts the idea of the at­
tack on him being due to anything else than 
political fiatred, and entertains no doubt 
whatever that it was preconoerted and ar­
ranged. Since he went to Louisiana his 
brother and three brothers-in-law have been 
murdered there,and having now contributed 
both of his arms to the cause of civilization 
in that State he thinks he has earned the 
right to live there in peace, though he doubts 
if it will be aooordea him. When he lelt his 
home he came away ander a military guard, 
furnished by order of General Augur at 
New Orleans, and he does not intend to re 
tarn to Louisiana till after the presidential 
election. If the Democrats oarrv the State 
and nation he will not return to Red River 
parish, and gives it as his opinion, in that 
case, that no Republican can live in the in­
terior of the State. He says that on a fair vote 
Louisiana would go Republican by at least 
10,000 majority; but unless something is done 
to protect the’negroes in the right of voting 
the Democrats will carry it by that majority 
or more. In case the Democrats come into 
power he thinks that all the white Repub­
licans will be forced to leave the State, 
and the negroes will be reduced to a condi 
tion of serfdom not differing materially 
from slavery. They are easily intimidated 
and are but just beginning to outgrow tbe 
demoralizing and dehumanizing effects or 
slavery on tbeirrace; if deprived, therefore, 
ot all* protection they would quickly suc­
cumb to the forces brought to bear on 
them, and sink back into a condition little, 
if any better than tbe one from which 
they recently emerged. Of one thing he 
is very certain, and that is, that every col 
ored school in the State will be wiped 
oat instantly after tbe Democrats 
come into power. Be says the better 
class of planters and business men in the 
State seem to deprecate, perhaps really do 
deprecate, acts of lawlessness and vio 
lenoe, but they are utterly powerless, and 
in fact, make no earnest effort to restrain 
these elements. If the Republicans carry 
the country next November be will go back 
to Louisiana to live, and will fight it out 
on that line while there is anything left of 
him. II the Democrats are successful he 
will make the best disposition he can 
of his property, abandon the graves of his 
wife and child, bis murdered brother and 
brothera-ift-law, and seek safety in the 
North.

Senator Twitchell is a very gentlemanly 
appearing person, pleasant in conversation, 
and though not yet recovered from his 
wounds, gives evidence of great vitality. 
He has a genuine NewEnglaud lace—sharp, 
clean cut features, a clear, honest eye, and 
an intellectual bead. His thin lips and 
sqnare jaws indicate bravery and force of 
enaraoter, while bis modest manner and 
quiet expression fascinate and fix attention. 
The survive of some twenty odd battles, 
with a rebel bullet hole in hi* bead received 
in the Wilderness, with b< th arms gone and 
one leg crippled, Senator T witcheil can bear 
testimony from person il k:owledge that 
Southern civilization still has its draw* 
backs.—Indianapolis Journal.

B u sin ess D ep ression  A broad.
Tbe three years of distress have cured 

effectually the undue conversion of floating 
into fixed oapital. They have purged away 
most of the abuses and excesses ot credit; 
but they bave not yet brought down the 
cost of production to a point which tempts 
capital by reason of cheapness to rely upon 
the prompt and effectual response of con­
sumption. Still, rapid progress is being 
made in that direotion. The losses of man- 
ufactnrers, merchants, dealers and trades- 
oeople have become so general, and the 
essen ed dividends upon all capital 

invested in joiDt stock companies nave 
so seriously impaired large classes of in­
comes that the process of correction is now 
at work with accelerated force. During 
the present year all attempts of trades 
unions to resist tbe reduction of wages 
have been more or less deieated, and the 
decrease of employment has enabled tbe 
masters to get rid of the less efficient hands 
and thus amend somewhat the circum­
stances of production. Emigration to the 
United States and Canada is almost stopped, 
and steamers from New York bring to Liv­
erpool weekly hundreds of artisans in 
search of work in the old country. More­
over, in particular directions the compe­
tition ot Belgium and Germany has become 
active in some trades iu this country 
hitherto wholly native. Added to all these 
correcting influences there is the efieot of 
sharp necessity all over the commercial 
world compelling retrenchment, contriv­
ance and ex'.ia work. We see already the 
effects of these efforts in the fall ot tbe rate 
of discount in this and other countries—a 
fall so far due less to surplus income than 
to lessened trado, but still a significant fact 
as indicating that we bave already reached 
the first positive stage toward tbe cheap­
ness of commodities—namely, the cheap­
ness of borro wed money.

The results of the coming harvest in Eu­
rope and America will largely determine 
tbe further duration of the distress. 
Scarcity in this and other countries would 
render the winter of 1876-77 memorable as 
one of gloom. Abundance, on the other 
hand, will at- once establish cheapness in 
the prime necessaries of life, and, therefore, 
liberate for the purchase of other things 
scores of millions of small fractions of 
wages and income which in their obseure 
way make and sustain tbe markets of the 
world.—Pull Mall Gazette.

General ßteadman, of Ohio, one of the 

best known members ot the delegation from 
Ohio, and an uncompromising opponent of 
Tilden’s, was seen tor a tew moments last 
evening.

Reporter—General, how do you like the 
ticket nominated?
