This is indeed a 
sad case, where a well known fireman, in 
the discharge of his duty, was badly 
wounded, and the result is as stated.

T he Death of Young Zeigler.—The in­
quest in the oase of Franz Zeigler will be 
held to-morrow. Thanks to Captain Gray 
and his officers competent witnesses have 
been found who are willing and ready to 
testify in this case. Peter Coyle, the ac­
cused, is still in prison. It is an unfor­
tunate oiroumstance that Mr. Zeigler would 
not make a dying declaration when called 
on; he refused because he thought that he 
would survive, and when it became appar­
ent that he would die he was not in a con­
dition. physically or morally, to tell a 
straightforward story of the tragedy. This 
case is a peculiarly miserable one, not only 
because of the assassination, but because 
of the recent death of his father in the 
same building. This last victim was only 
twenty-three years old, with excellent 
habits, a good reputation and a fine future 
before him, having many admiring friends. 
Deoeased was buried last evening.

The Counoil met this day at twelve 
o’clock M. in regular session.

Present—Hon. Charles J. Leeds, Mayor, 
presiding, and Administrators Bertoli, 
Brown, Bonny, Burke, Landry, McCarthy 
and Pilebury.

The minâtes of the previous meeting 
were approved and their reading dispensed 
with.
Communication* from the M ayor and Ad- 

minlstraiorit.
The following message from the Mayor 

was read and referred to the committee of
the whole: a .

N ew  Orleans, July 11,18/u.
To the City Council of New Orleans.

I return without my approval the follow­
ing ordinances, viz;

■•An ordinance providing tor the payment 
of the several pay rolls therein named,” be­
ginning “officers and clerks employed in 
the Department of Finance.”

“An ordinance providing for the payment 
of the several pay rolls therein named," be­
ginning “Department of Improvements, 
streets, wages, etc.," as amended.

“Au ordinance providing for the payment 
of the several accounts therein named,” be­
ginning “Amos Morrison.”

“An ordinance providing for the payment 
of the several pay rolls therein named,” be­
ginning “Superior Criminal Court.’

The amendment to the State constitu­
tion, adopted in 1874, is as follows, viz:

The oity of New Orleans shall not hereaf­
ter increase her debt, in any manner or form, 
under anv pretext. After the first day of 
January.*1875, no evidence of indebtedness 
er warrant for payment of money shall be 
issued bv any officer of said city, exoept 
against cash actually in the treasury; bnt 
this shall not be so construed as to prevent 
a renewal of matured bonds at par, or the 
issue of new bonds in exchange for other 
bonds, provided the city debt be not 
thereby increased, nor to prevent the issue 
of drainage warrants to the transferee of 
contract, under act No. 30 of 1871, payable 
only from drainage taxes, and not other­
wise. Any person violating the prohibi­
tions (provisions) of this artiole shall, on con­
viction, be punished by imprisonment ior 
not less than two nor more than ten years, 
and by fine of not less than three dollars 
nor more than ten thousand dollars.”

In view of the fact that there are now no 
funds in the city treasury to meet these or- 
dinances, and in view, also, of the fact that 
the present rate ot expenditure is much in 
excess of any possible receipts from the 
taxes of this” year, ami without an imme­
diate reduction ot expenses must render 
inevitable an increase of debt for which no 
means have been provided, it seems to me 
that lam  compelled to this course by the 
provisions of the above article of the con­
stitution.

In my message of January 18,18< 6, I ex­
pressed my belief that the budget of ex­
penditures adopted by you was too great 
for the estimated receipts. This anticipated 
deficiency has been increased by the failure 
of several measures of legislative reform 
then expected, from which a redaction of 
expenses would have been obtained; and 
by the falling off in revenue caused by a 
large excess of Metropolitan warrants paid 
into the oity treasury. .

A reduction of expenditures could, in nay 
opinion, have been made at the beginning 
of the year without serious loss to the pub­
lic service. To do so now is doubtles very 
difficult, especially as a large portion of the 
expenditures is, by law, beyond the control 
of the oity authorities: but, it seems to ms 
it is rendered imperative by the above arti­
cle of the constitution to keep the expendi­
tures of the city within its receipts.
