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CENTENNIAL. NOTES.

P hiladelphia, Pa., July 7,1876.

E ditor Republican:
History would probably be searched in 

vain for anything approaching the celebra­
tion of our centennial fourth. Both in its 
military and literary features it has been of 
the most interesting character. The military 
parade took place at 8 A. M., and the forces 
were reviewed by General Sherman. The 
Centennial Legion, organised for the oc­
casion, was composed of a company from 
eaoh of the thirteen original States, and 
wat a prominent feature of the parade. The 
commemorative exercises began at ten 
o'clock, in Independence Square, which, 
with the adjoining streets, was one mass of 
humanity. General Hawley called the as 
samblage to order at fifteen minutes past 
ten o'clock, and the ceremonies opened with 
the overture “The Great Repnldio,' com­
posed by George F. Bristow, of New York, 
and dedicated to the occasion.

The overture was performed by an or 
chestra of 250 musicians, led by Gilmore. 
Dorn Pedro arrived during the progress of 
the music, and was greeted by enthusiastic 
shouts; which were acknowledged by com­
ing to the front and raising his hat.

The music concluded, General Hawley 
made a short address of welcome. Ferry, 
presiding officer, followed in an address, 
which was warmly cheered.

After prayer by Rev. William Baoon Ste­
vens. the hymn “Welcome to All Nations 
was sung, followed by the reading of the 
declaration by Richard Henry Lee. of \  ir- 
ginia. The original declaration of inde­
pendence was brought forward by Mayor 
Stokely and laid upon the speaker's stand. 
For five minutes the square rang with 
cheers, and after quiet was restored Mr. 
Lee read it in a clear voioe.

Next in order came the greeting from 
Brazil, a hymn composed by A. Carlos 
Gomz, of Brazil, at the request of the Em­
peror, and dedicated to the first centennial 
of American independence. This part of 
the programme was received with every 
manifestation of approbation. The distin­
guished persons present rose to their feet, 
and with them the Emperor, who listened 
with closest attention. Bayard Taylor then 
recited the national ode, written by him­
self. Following this was the grand tri­
umphal march, with the chorus “Our Na­
tional Banner,” by Dexter Smith, of Massa­
chusetts. William M. Evarts was then 
introduced and received with roands of 
appianse. Ilia oration was eloquent, re­
plete with scholarly and patriotic lore, and 
delivered in a very impressive manner. 
Following him the hallelnjah chorus from 
Handel's “Messiah” was rendered with fine 
effeot. The ceremonies then closed by sing­
ing the doxology, “The Old Hundred 
Psalm,” in which the entire assemblage 
joined.

Very many were disappointed that Con­
gress did not meet in Independence Hall 
and pass a resolution renewing our fealty 
to the Republican form ox government, un­
der which we have grown to be one of the 
great nations of the earth. It is almost a 
rebuke to our leading men that while they 
have made themselves conspicuous by their 
absence, the Emperor of Brazil made it a 
special objeoi to remain and participate in 
this great national day of rejoicing and 
nearly all the foreign representatives at 
tended and manifested the greatest interest. 
We can even appreciate the compliment 
more from the dissimiliar character of their 
forms of government to our own. Dorn 
Pedro, the Empress and part of the Em­
peror's suite left for New York yesterday 
evening, where they will remain until the 
twelfth instant, when he will depart for 
Europe. The American Geographical Society 
of this city intend giving him a grand re­
ception on the tenth instant.

Atter the exercises of the fourth were 
concluded, Dorn Pedro visited the Eastern 
Penitentiary. In the evening he visited 
the centennial grounds. He again visited 
them on the fifth, and epent an hour or 
more in Agricultural Hall examining the 
Brazilian exhibite. While there a boy ap­
proached with an autograph album and 
asked 1er his signature. He declined on 
the ground that if he oomplied he would be 
rnn down by a cloud of applicants.

A number of the military companies re­
main here for several days to see more ot 
the exhibition. The Centennial Legioni 
which is among the number, gave a dress 
parade on Broad street this evening. Among 
other features of the fourth was the dedi. 
cation of the Catholio Temperance fountain 
in Fairmount Park, which attracted many 
to the grounds, as did also the nnveiling of 
the Humboldt statue by the Germans. 
Drexel, the bankei, entertained Governor 
Ilayee at hie palatial mansion evening be­
fore last, and gave him a most brilliant re. 
ception. Very few accidente occurred on 
the fourth, considering the immense crowds 
and the constant use of gunpowder. Fire­
works were never more largely indulged 
in, and a succession of noises from rockets, 
Roman candles, torpedoes and fireoraokers 
were kept up all night. AMICUS.

POLITICAL. NOTES.

“A Patriot,” writing to the Picayune, re­
garding Hon. L. A. Wiltz, portrays him in 
the following pioturesqne and heroic atti 
tude:

“On the fourth day of January. 1875, aa 
chairman of the Legislature, he acted the 
part of a true patriot, and was a hero in­
deed, because he stood alone in the chair 
surrounded by Winchester rides.”

Had “Patriot” only “etood up” our genial 
ex-Mayor in the Speaker’s chair, with a 
Gatling gun under either arm, and an Ar­
kansas toothpick behind his ear. he would 
have depicted a war Governor for Louis­
iana that the boye would fairly have wept 
for.

Some other card writer xas been slopping 
over about another old friend, Mr. Stoti- 
dart Howell, and intimates that if the 
Baton Rouge convention will but nominate 
him for State Auditor, he will “reduce the 
State taxes to less than one per cent,” re­
gardless of legislative levies or any exist­
ing provision for schools, levees, charities, 
or anything else except the “arrangements 
for the payment ot the interest on the 
bonded debt.” This latter exception is a 
wise one, in view of the fact that the con­
stitution relieves the mammoth minds of 
all the financiers from responsibility in that 
direction.

Next to the governorship, which repre. 
sente rich patronage, the anditorship, 
which controls the State pursestrings, 
seems to be the morsel for whioh the 
average Democratic mouth waters most. 
Secretary Hester, of the Cotton Exchange, 
would doubtless make a good Auditor; so 
would John C. Back, of the Sixth District; 
so wonld the handsome and accomplished 
Mr. Joseph Hernandez, of the same vicin­
age; so would Captain Jumel, of Iberville; 
so would a score more, who would consent 
to serve their country, if the people insist. 
But Colonel Johnson has got his hand in 
new, and is giving universal satisfaction, 
so that all this excellent Democratic Con­
servative-Liberal talent will have a chance 
to rest and 'grow stronger for four years 
longer.

The names of H. N. Ogden, Esq., and 
Hon. Albert Voohries are among those fre­
quently mentioned in connection with the 
attorney generalship, and either would 
make a worthy rival of the distinguished 
Republican candidate.

It is urged, with some show of reason, 
that the city is entitled to the offices ot 
Governor. Attorney General and Auditory 
not only because of the aggregation of 
talent here, but beoause New Orleans pays 
five-eighths of the State taxes. From a 
Democratic standpoint the country already 
has the treasurership, and this with the 
offices of Secretary of State and Lieutenant 
Governor would be a fair division of offi­
cial honors.

Of coarse it is useless to apportion out the 
United States senatorships until after the 
legislative chickens are hatched. Nor can 
it be definitely determined nntil the con­
vention meets how the country will like 
even that part of the programme above 
outlined. It is just possible that some of 
the long haired statesmen from the rural 
regions may have an entry ot their own lor 
some one of the nice berths which our own 
fellow-citizens are desirous of filling. It 
makes matters very confusing sometimes 
when a party contains too much ability.

A few contesting delegations, represent­
ing respectively the “short hairs" and the 
“silk stockings,” will add materially to the 
interest of the proceedings at Baton Rouge. 
There is very serious dissatisfaction with 
the result of the recent elections, and the 
old managers of the seventh ward Democ­
racy have set the example of open revolt 
against the new parish committee. The 
bolters tell a plain unvarnished tale and 
seem to have right and fair play on their 
side. If they are the staunch, honest Dem­
ocrats they appear, their statement of the 
trouble must win them popular sympathy.

If Colonel Penn's friends prove as strong 
at electing delegates as they are at getting 
up big signs and long lists of indorsers, 
they will have a walk over on the twenty- 
fourtk.

We notice that Colonel Tom Bynum is in 
the city and doing yeoman service under 
the Penn banner. He is a good one.

Governor Packard is a sterling friend. 
Once attached to him, his followers never 
quit him. He is cool, cautious, but 
thoroughly honest. In every part of the 
State he has friends who know him through 
and through, and who trust and love him 
accordingly. They will work in his behalf 
earnestly and fearlessly, and will not only 
bring out every Republican vote, but se­
cure for him many a Conservative who 
longs for the day when the detonating shot­
gun will have ceased to be the principal 
Demooratio orator in Louisiana.

Mr. Packard is not the kind of a man 
npon whom a party may split; and when 
we reassert that there is practically abso­
lute unity in the Republican party upon 
his nomination we know it to be so. The 
dissatisfaction with his selection for stand­
ard-bearer exists only in the vivid imagina­
tions of Democratic quill drivers, and of 
bulldozer-supporting White Leaguers

indisoreet boast has more than once been 
made is this city since Tilden’s nomination, 
that millions of dollars are already availa­
ble for that purpose.

The St. Louis nominations were last night 
ratified at the City Hall. The decorations 
and display of fireworks were tasty and 
brilliant, and the attendance quite lnrge— 
but did not approach that of the Repub­
licans' meeting held two weeks since, either 
in point of numbers, the individual re­
spectability of most of the participants, or 
the spontaneous enthusiasm manifested. 
The applause last evening was confined al­
most exclusively to those immediately sur­
rounding the stand and the members of the 
few ward associations present. Among the 
speakers were Randolph Tucker and 
Harris, of Virginia—two extreme “State 
rights” men and open defenders of the re­
bellion and the rebel atrocities practiced 
npon disarmed prisoners of war; Magruder 
and McCreery. of Kentucky, Tarbox, just 
convalescing from the terrible shook re­
ceived in the House a few weeks since; 
Eaton, ot Connecticut, and Sam Randall. 
They were unanimous as to their estima­
tion of the einful character ot the Repub­
lican party and pressing necessity of de­
stroying it root and branch. The peacetul, 
harmonious condition of the country under 
Demooratio rule were feelingly, almost 
tearfully, alluded to. Reform of the civil 
service—the ousting of eighty or ninety 
thousand Republican officials and installing 
more than that number of famished, hollow- 
eyed, gaunt Démocrate, appeared to excite 
unbounded enthusiasm and enlist the 
hearty sympathy of the unwashed throng. 
The feelings ot salary-grabbing Randall 
almost everpowered him when he came to 
his own pet theme—economy.

The massacre of Coster and bis command 
which seems now only too well authenti­
cated, has directed the attention of the 
country very generally to the proposed re 
ductions of the army—proposed by our 
Confederate economists—at a time when 
our few remaining regiments are being 
wiped ont, one by one, by the disaffected 
Indian tribes in the West. Just what has 
happened to Crook and Custer has been 
olten predicted in the House and Senate 
this season by men having long experience 
in legislating for the interests of the gov­
ernment, but without appreciable effect 
upon the indiscriminate catting and slash' 
ing of the appropriations. The mnrder of 
those men is one of the bitter traits of a 
partial restoration of Democracy to 
national power. Secretary Chandler’s 
inopportnne discovery of the ante-war 
method of investing publio funds has 
created quite a stir of consternation 
among the reformers of the House and 
Senate. An act of the present Congress re­
quired him (Chandler) to turn over to the 
Secretary of the Treasury the Iadian trast 
funds: and while taking an inventory of 
them, it was discovered that frauds had 
been perpetrated by officials under Demo­
cratic administrations prior to the war, 
which now amount, including the accrued 
interest, to between $1,000,000 and $5,000,- 
000. What iine of defense will be adopted 
by their present apologists in Congress has 
not yet been developed. The dismissal of 
Yaryan was at first eagerly seized as an­
other evidenoe that President Grant was 
wholly “given over to hardness of heart 
and reprobate of mind;” but subsequent in­
quiry Into his antecedents and character 
oaused him to be as hastily dropped.

The deadlock upon the legislative, ex­
ecutive and judicial appropriation bill con­
tinues. It was confidently announced and 
generally believed that a compromise had 
been made npon all the bills now before 
the conference committees; but the ina­
bility of the committee to agree upon the 
bill named dissipated the premature con­
clusion that all would be plain sailing now 
to the close of the session. It is, however, 
believed that a way will soon be found to 
surmount all existing obstacles to an imme­
diate passage of the bills now in dispute. 
The committee charged with the considera­
tion of the resumption act with a view to 
its repeal has not yet reported its conclu­
sions to the House.

The alleged bargain made with Hendricks 
before the meeting, or during its session, of 
the St. Louis convention, to the effect that 
he should have the nomination in 1880, re­
gardless of the result in November, and his 
unanimous nomination to the second place 
on the ticket, have rendered the inflation­
ists more than usually aggressive aud un­
compromising in their demands.

The weather is unusually hot and dry, 
and is severely felt at the Capitol; but the 
Senate nevertheless manifests an earnest 
purpose to go through with Belknap’s trial 
(resumed yesterday), and reach a decision 
before an adjournment is consented to.

A D espondent D em ocrat.
A Tribune reporter called Thursday on 

BlaDton Duncan, of Louisville, who is at 
the New York Hotel, to learn his views on 
the nomination of Tilden by the St. Louis 
convention. Mr. Duncan said decidedly 
that he thought it was tho very worst 
nomination that conld have been made; 
that tbere had been the same mistake as in 
1872, that of considering men and not prin­
ciple, but now the Democrats had not 
nominated so good a man as then. The 
whole sentiment of the West, he said, was 
against Tilden. At Terre Haute, Indiana, 
on the Saturday succeeding the nomina­
tion, a mass meeting was called, whioh was 
very largely attended, and both the plat­
form ana nomination of the St. Louis con­
vention were repudiated, and a third 
party was demanded. At Richmond. 
Indiana, the same thing was done. 
Mr. Duncan predicted that Tilden 
would lose Ohio by 40,000, and In­
diana by 20,000. Tilden’s hope lay in car­
rying the entire South, with the exception 
of South Carolina, and New York. New 
Jersey, Connecticut, Oregon, and Califor­
nia. He needed 185 electoral votes to be 
elected. The five Northern and Western 
States just mentioned had 59 votes, and 
the South, without South Carolina, had 
131, making 190. Thus a change of 6 
votes would defeat Tilden. As he had no 
strength in the West, there was no likeli­
hood that he would carry a single Western 
State, and if any one of the States whioh he 
expected went against him he could not be 
elected. Of course, Louisiana and Missis­
sippi were Republican on a fair vote. Mr. 
Duncan believed that General Sheridan 
would undoubtedly see that every Repub­
lican vote was cast and coanted. Florida, 
owing to the large negro vote, would prob­
ably go Republican, while there was very 
little doubt bnt that Connecticut, Oregon 
and California would go for Hayes, and 
possibly also New Jersey. With such large 
losses as these, Tilden certainly could not 
gain enough elsewhere to be elected.

Mr. Duncan’s preference was for Han­
cock. and he declared that with him the 
West would have been secure, and also a 
number of the Southern States, thus mak­
ing his election a sore thing; but the con­
vention wonld not listen to the voices oi 
the delegatee; it was so thoroughly organ­
ized and packed in the interest of Tilden 
that all the remonstrances of the other 
delegates were unheeded. The Western 
men were disgusted with the way the con­
vention was run; the management was arbi­
trary and despotic, and the hall was filled 
with the claquera of Tilden. Their organ­
ization was systematic and thorough, and 
a statement was made in St. Louis that the 
man who organized the claque received a 
large sum of money. For the truth of this 
Mr. Duncan could not vouch, but that the 
organization was complete was unmistak­
able.

The chairman of the executive committee 
of West Virginia, Mr. Duncan said, had de­
manded another convention and another 
nomination. The Pennsylvania delegates 
in St. Louis gave up any idea that Tilden 
would carry their State. The late Dém­
ocratie candidate tor Governor of Iowa. 
General Tattle, had pronounced for Hayes, 
saying that he could not support Tilden. 
At a ratification meeting in Dayton, Ohio— 
Vaiiandigham’s old district—Mr. Houk, a 
delegate to St. Louis, having been cal'ed 
upon for a speech, denounced both the 
platform and the nomination.

Mr. Duncan added that it was not by any 
means sure that Hendricks wonld acoept 
the nomination for Vice President. On the 
day afrer the nomination he received at 
least 500 telegrams urging him to accept, 
and almost an equal number, from his 
friends, urging him ro decline. Kis princi­
ples and those of Tilden were so utterly 
antagonistic that there was little doubt 
that he would decline, as, if he accepted, be 
would undoubtedly drag down his friends 
with him in defeat, as they would stick to 
him.

The platform adopted, while really a hard 
money document, was so written that it read 
both ways, and did not suit either party. In 
nominating a hard monev man for President, 
a soft money man for Vice President, and 
adopting a double faced platform, an effort 
was made to conciliate all Democrats, but 
the result had bet n that neither branch of 
the party was satisfied. Mr. Dnnean ex­
pected that there would be another conven­
tion and a third candidate nominated. The 
West would probably take Peter Cooper, 
and Mr. Duncan made the following sug­
gestion:

“As the platform is a double faced one, 
and the .nominees are utterly antagonistic 
in their principles, the only feasible plan to 
unite all Democrats would be to nominate 
Peter Cooper for President and Tilden for 
Vice President, and add a greenback plat­
form to the St. Louis platform as an amend­
ment, and then all Democrats conld go in. 
The platform and nominees would then be 
no more double faced than they now are. 
aud would be much more acceptable to the 
West, snd there would be ojiy two tickets 
in the field.”

With the present candidate, Mr. Duncan 
believed that Hayes would be elected, and 
that the Democrats bad thrown away the 
best opportunity that they ever had for 
success. Iu Tilden’s defeat, Congress also 
would undoubtedly be lost. In that case 
Mr. Duncan did not think that there would 
ever be another national Democratic con­
vention, but that the party would be en­
tirely and finally broken up.—New York 
Tribune.

The report of the Elections Committee 
declaring neither Butts nor Mackey en­
titled to a seat from South Carolina, was 
ordered printed.

The conference report on the silver bill 
was adopted by 129 to 75 after a debate 
which occupied the entire day. It provides 
for the exchange ot $10,000,000 of silver for 
$10,000,000 of legal tender notee; author­
izes the purchase of silver bullion for coin­
age to an amount not exoeediug $200,000 on 
hand at one time; limits the amount of 
silver coin and fractional currency in 
circulation to $50,000,000. It omits ail 
reference to silver dollars and their be­
ing a legal tender. The section which had 
been engrafted on the bill on motion of 
Mr. Sanders, of Indiana. It was on the 
question of this omission that the debate 
took place, the section being denounced by 
Mr. Garfield, of Oho, as a swindle, which 
would iniiiot the deepest disgrace on the 
country, and cause a financial crisis that 
would overshadow all previous ones. The 
result is a victory lor the advocates of bard 
money.

Washington, July 13.—President Grant 
has addressed the following letter to Mr. 
Bristow, under date of July 12:

D e a r  S ir —Through the press I  learn 
that the committee of Congress investigat­
ing whisky frauds has summoned you as 
a wituess, and that you, with great 
propriety, as I think, have declined 
to testify, claiming that what oc­
curs in the Cabinet as between a 
member of the Cabinet and the executive, 
officially, is privileged, and that a commit­
tee of Congress has no right to demand 
answer. I appreciate the position you have 
assumed on this question, but beg to re­
lieve you from all obligation of secrecy on 
this subject. I desire not only that you 
may answer all questions asked' relative to 
it, but wish that all members of my Cabi­
net and ex-members of my Cabinet, sinoe I 
have been President, may be called upon 
to testify in regard to the same matter.

There has been too much 
rain in some sections. Mean temperature 
for June at Atlanta 76°, at Brunswick 82°.

T h e E xtrad ition  Q uestion .
The fiqal correspondence between the 

United States and Great Britain on the ex­
tradition question, including Earl Derby's 
note of Jane 30 to Secretary Fish, is pub­
lished to-day. Earl Derby, in his note, says 
the essential principles of extradition, qs 
practiced by England, are, that a person 
surrendered on an extradition treaty can 
be tried on no offense except the one for

which he is surrendered. This is the proper 
construction ot the treaty of 1812. Her 
majesty’s government thinks that the act of 
1870 is important, but without it, it would 
maintain the same position. The govern­
ment maintains tbe right of asylum nntil 
criminality accordirg to the law of Eng­
land is shown. This applies forcibly in 
cases of politioal offenses.

The great object in requiring evidenoe 
not merely establishing an offense called 
by tbe name according" to the law of tbe 
surrendering country is to prevent the stu- 
render of a person on a charge of crime of 
uncertain meaning, and his subsequent trial 
on facts considered here as estaOli-hing a 
political offense, and not for the crime for 
which the surrender was made, 1 he sur­
rendering country must have tbe facts to 
judge whether the offense is political. Sec­
retary Fish’s assurance that no administra­
tion dare violate the righte cf a political 
asylum by obtaining a prisoner ou one 
charge and trying him lor a politioal of­
fense is not sufficient, as the Attorney Gen­
eral can not interfere when an offense is 
committed against the law of any one 
State. The act of CoDgreesof Ausnst 12, 
1848, chapter forty-seven, seorion three, 
shows the construction put on tbe treaty 
by the United States. Lord Derby Briefly 
reviews the négociations in 1871, r  ’2 and 
1873, and says the violatiou iu the 
ease of Heihbrown was not the act 
of her majesty’s government, but
it regretted it. The government 
believes that the United States is a» tuated 
by a sincere desire to maintain thei. judg­
ment, as demanded iiy the treaty o< 1842, 
and they wish the same construct; <n pat 
on England's motives. The note deplores 
the misunderstanding between tho two gov­
ernments, and says the British government 
is ready to join the United States in nego 
tiating a new treaty.
