Some have expressed doubt as to the 
policy of nominating Governor McEuery — 
myself, perhaps, among the number—but 
after mature consideration, and reviewing 
the course pursued by the Governor, from 
the day of bis nomination to the present, I 
have been unable to sc-e a single good rea­
son why he should not be placed in nomina­
tion at Baton Ronge. Ile has done nothing 
to impair the confidence of the people. He 
has stood square on principle, and has been 
a true friend to Louisiana and her people.

The unqualified indorsement with which 
Mr. Bowden winds up recals a statement 
made by a prominent White Leaguer just 
subsequent to the fourteenth of September, 
and while there was considerable conten­
tion going on as to who were the real and 
which the bogus heroes of that memorable 
occasion. It wa3 alleged that Mr. McEnery 
was opposed to the revolution, and believed 
it must result in disaster to his “govern­
ment,” so-called; that he was over-ruled, and 
finally induced to compact with the ftiends 
of Lieutenant Governor Penn to get cut of 
tue way; to let his lieutenant run the out­
break, and to resign in his favor provided 
a success were achieved. Further, that he 
was forced by his political supporters, and 
others to whom he was obligated, to re­
turn, even against his sense of right, when 
an apparent sucoess had been attained, and 
final failure only averted the serious com­
plications which must otherwise have en 
sued.

Apologies for Constant!».
While the men of all parties of tho great 

North and West are pointing their fingers 
at the chivalrous Democrats of Coushatta. 
and crying “ Shame ! ” for the deeds of in­
famy done, it is left lor a New Orieans 
paper to apologize for the violent monsters: 
to seek to lighten their crimes; to take to 
its heart the shooting stranger and his pe 
culiar colored pony; it is left lor the Bulle­
tin to most unexpectedly break away lrom 
an attempted better course to seek to pal­
liate the crimes of murderers and assassins 
by heaping infamy upon the murdered and 
maimed. That plan of defaming the dead 
is as old as Democracy, and as common in 
that party as shotguns in the bauds of 
Whits League voters. The pretext of the 
Bulletin for assuming to defend Coushatta 
tragedies is the statement in an Iudian- 
apolis paper that the death of Mrs. Helen 
E. Willis, sister of Senator Twitchell, is at­
tributed to the Ku-K'ux spirit of proscrip­
tion in Louisiana. Mrs. Willis had seen 
her husband and one brother murdered by 
the political Ktr-KInx of Coushatta, she 
had seen another brother, her favorite, 
mutilated by the same murderous band, 
and left without an arm to defend her or 
himself, and in a condition worse than 
death. With this helpless living brother 
Mrs. Willis was removed from Louisiana in 
a dying condition, and gave up her life at 
Indianapolis, being unable to reach her 
father’s home in Vermont. She was ten­
derly cared far by strangers in a Western 
home where hearts are found; but in the 
delirium attending her death the picture of 
Coushatta horrors w»9 eonstantly before 
her, and her last words were, “Is the guard 
here I” Because she was an educated, re­
fined and intellifient lady, her sufferings 
had been felt all the more keenly. The 
man of God who spoke at the funeral of 
Sirs. Willis charged that she was the vic­
tim of Coushatta cruelty and inhumanity. 
He spoke God’s truth, and opposite testi­
mony from every Democrat in the land 
would not alter the facts in tte  case.

The Démocratie argument to justify the 
outrages on the Twitchell family is that 
Senator Twitchell is a bad man. Such a 
charge against the Senator is false. He is 
as good a man as any carpet-bagger who 
ever came to Louisiana, even including the 
old crop gathered here thirty years ago, and 
now ranking among the oldest and best. 
The Democrats told the Congressional in­
vestigating committee that Twitchell was a 
corrupt man. Well, it was expected they 
would tell that; and tbe.'committee, having 
never been iutroduoed to the assassin, and 
knowing nothing of his motives, certified 
that the man who killed King, the tax-col­
lector, and did his best to kill the Senator, 
had no political feeling on the subject of 
murder. For that are they investigating 
committees. Consider the whole bloody re­
cord of Coushatta Democracy in detail, 
which can never be wiped out, and 
which can never be made less crim­
inal by apologies for the assas 
sins and slanders for the victims. 
Should the life of every white Republican 
be taken because one is thought to be cor­
rupt? Years ago, when Twitchell, with his 
wonderful energy, brought his money to 
that ill fated region, and induced his friends 
to make homes there, it was said by the 
nativer, “We must get rid of these Twitch- 
ells, or this parish will be overrun with 
Vermont Yankees.” Murder was meditated 
before the character of the new comers was 
known.

If the apology had stopped with the 
slander of Senator Twitchell there would 
be little left for us to say. The gentleman 
who has been driven from his property, 
who has been robbed and maimed, and who 
mourns the death of his brothers and sister, 
by cause of the same assassin hands, can 
scarcely be injured more. The Bulletin 
does not stop there: it passes to criticisms 
cf the dead lady who has just been laid to 
rest in the far West. For her the guard 
has come, a guard of angels that never 
were on duty in Coushatta. It pleases 
the Bulletin to say of this lady 
that her woas were as sacred as were 
those of Nancy Sykes. The idea and the 
comparison was so agreeable, so happy in 
the conceit ot the writer, that further on in 
the apology it is repeated, and the Bulletin 
says again of Mrs. Willis: “We are very 
willing to have her made a martyr of, but 
she must raDk with the Nancy Sykeses of 
history” ' Nothing much worse could be 
said ol a true daughter, wife, sister. Nancy 
Sykes was the darkest female pictnre in the 
Dickens gallery. She was the degraded 
thief among Vagin’s thieves, the outcast of 
women. Such language goes beyond any­
thing we expected to see, even in a Demo­
cratic journal of New Orleans.

CENTENNIAL NOTES.

P hiladelphia , Pa., Ju ly  10,187G.
The questii n as to opening the gates of 

the exposition on Snnday was definitely set­
tled on Friday in the negative by a vote of 
29 to 10. The commissioners have been be- 
seiged by those for and against it and 
overrun by petitions, and the decisive vote 
by which it was decided against the inno­
vation will probably discourage any further 
attempts to reverse the rule that was 
adopted at the beginning. The whole ques­
tion was exhaustively argued, and there 
was a great diversity of sentiment devel­
oped. One of the strongest points in its 
favor was that made by Archbishop Wood, 
recommending that it bo open on a part of 
the day on Sunday, thus allowing people to 
attend church in the morning and the ex­
position in the alternoon. But had this 
concession been made, it is probable that 
very little, comparatively, could have been 
seen, as most of the cases would be covered 
and the exhibitors absent.

Hon. D. J. Morrill, who spoke very elo­
quently, eaid that personally he fears noth­
ing, but before Goi he was atraid to open 
the gates on Sunday. He knew that it was 
a fearful responsibility. He thought as 
soon as they were opened there would be 
au earthquake beneath their teet, and « 
war upon them by an outraged .religious 
sentiment, which would outlast the longest 
life.

Mr. Kimball, of New York, eaid that 
there would be 3000 newspapers and 200,000 
pulpits against them if they deoided to open 
the grounds on SunCay.

Mr. Neileoa, of Alabama, eaid that the 
archbishop had written his letter, favoring 
the opening, because there were seven mil­
lions of Catholics who attend church.

Mr. Donaldson was in favor of running 
the exhibition in favor ol the greatest num­
ber. He said that many of the hotel and 
restaurant keepers were strenuously op­
posed because its opening wonld diminish 
their liquor sales. I believe that a majority 
ot the exhibitors opposed the proposition, 
and many said they would not have partici­
pated had they supposed such action wonld 
receive favorable consideration. The main 
argument in its favor was that it would 
afford the laboring classes and artisans an 
opportunity to see the exhibits from an 
educational point of view.

Many manufacturers had completed ar­
rangements to send relays of men here, 
allowing them pay and their admission fees. 
Machinists generally will be interested in 
the contents of Machinery Hall, and will, 
no doubt, profit by their visit here.

There is a great variety of fire engines 
here and from all quarters. The curfew 
bell which was used as a protection against 
tire in "ye olden time” is shown, and all 
improvements down to the Silsby steam 
fire engine, which is in the entrance to the 
hydraulic annex of this department. The 
Silsby rotary steam lire engine consists of 
a pair ot corrugated cams, running together 
within an eliptical steam-tight case. The 
steam enters on one side of the engine and 
exhausts on the other, turning the two cams 
in its passage. This engine perlorms good 
service with a very low pressure of steam, 
from fifty to sixty pounds being all that is 
required. The action between the engine 
and the pump is direct, the outside gears 
steadying the motion and equalizing the 
pressure. The water in the pump enters 
and exhansts the same as the 6team in the 
engine. The boiler is peculiarly constructed, 
being both tubular and tubulons; that is, 
there is an extended heating and circulât 
ing service of water tubes. A very valu­
able novelty in the boiler is the apparatus 
by whioh water is fed into the boiler at a 
temperature of 2123 from a tank, though 
the boiler can also be fed with cold water 
or from the main pump. The boiler itself 
will raise steam from cold water in from 
four to six minutes; but the general 
custom is to keep the water in the boiler 
heated from the boiler below the floor of 
the engine house, the two being attached 
by rubber hose. A very ingenious arrange­
ment separates the two boilers instantane­
ously without any screwing up of the pipes 
by which the water Hows from one to the 
other. A valve is placed in each of the 
two pipes, the valves being supported by 
keys united by a light chain. On the 
alarm of fire a slight pull at tie  chain with­
draws both keys, the two valves fall, and 
both pipes are closed. AMICUS.

L ittle Rock, Ark., July 3, 1876. 
E ditor Republican: *

About fifty years ago an enterprising 
steamboat captain, while ascending the 
Arkansas river, found a point of rocks, ex­
tending into tho river, from the South side, 
and as it was small, compared with the 
big rock, which is 800 feet high, a mile or 
two above, on the north side, he named the 
plaoe Little Rock. These are the first visi­
ble rocks above New Orleans.

Soon a town was begun here, and Little 
Hock now contains a population of 20,000 
souls, and is beautifully laid out on the 
south bank of the river, with wide streets, 
good buildings, including many costly and 
very beautiful residences so tastefully 
adorned with flowers and shrubbery that it 
is very appropriately called the “City of 
Roses.” Little Rock covers the largest 
area of any city of the same population in 
the world.

The city has the advantage of river navi­
gation at all seasons, and already live rail­
ways diverge from it, extending to St. 
Louis, Memphis, New Orleans, Texas and 
Fort Smith, nearly three hundred miles 
west.

The water power is good and almost un- 
most unlimited here, with abundance of 
iron, copper, lead and coal in tho vicinity, 
aud an almost inexhaustible supply of the 
very best of bard and soft woods through­
out the State. All things considered, I 
believe that wagon, agricultural implement 
and furniture factories would be very profit­
able in this vicinity.

The rnsh of immigrants to this State this 
year is unparalleled in its history, and the 
greater number are settling in the north­
western portion, along the Little Rock and 
Fort Smith railway, whioh extends up the 
Arkansas valley throngh a very rich agri­
cultural and mineral region, very healthful, 
and in which apples, peachee, and many 
other fruits, never fail.

The lands that have been forfeited to the 
State for non-payment of taxes are donated 
to heads of families on condition of settle­
ment and cultivation of five acres of the 
160, or the cultivation of ten acres without 
living thereon.

There is not mnch United States govern­
ment land in this portion of the State, but 
the railroad land is sold at from $2 to $12 
per acre for cash or ou long credit.

The wheat and other small grain crops 
are good. The corn, grass, vegetables, vine 
and fruit prospects are very promising.

The present State government is Demo­
cratic: bnt in the northwestern portion 
there are some towns largely Republican, 
which will vote solid for Hayes and 
Wheeler, ana most of us hope for the good 
time coming when we shall not only have a 
Repnblican President, but a Republican 
State government again. CONWAY.

T he Indian T rust F rauds.

The Chicago Inter-Ocean's Washington 
correpondent gives complete details of the 
frauds committed in the Interior Depart­
ment under Buchanan and by other Demo­
cratic Cabinet officers.

The total amount is nearly $5,000,000. As 
before noted Secretary Chandler has al­
ready instituted suit for $780,000.

The history of the transaction is this: 
On the transfer of the Chootaw, Cherokee 
and others tribes to the Indian Ter­
ritory, the United States purchased 
their lands in Georgia, Alabama and 
Florida, the money to be invested 
in United States bonds, held in trust 
and five per cent interest paid on them. It 
also provided in 1811 that other securities 
might be purchased. Since February 27, 
1839, to July 9, 1860, State, railroad and 
other bonds were purchased amounting to 
$1,506,466, viz:

Arkansas, $90,000; Florida, $132,000; 
Louisiana, $37,000; North Carolina, $192,000; 
South Carolina, $125,000; Tennessee, $335,- 
666; Virginia, $591,000; $266,666 by the Se­
cretary of the Treasury, $125,000 by the 
Secretary of War and $1,120,800 by the 
Secretary of the Interior.

Of the total amount, $1,080,800 was pur. 
chased duriDg Buchanan’s administration, 
and all but $13,000 of it by the Secretary of 
the Interior, ^ h e  bonds of the Southern 
States were never worth more than fifty 
cents on the dollar, but were entered at 
their face value in the department books, 
and have been repudiated during the war. 
The supposition is they were purchased for 
little or nothing. The Indian land should 
have paid five per cent, but $2,300,000 bas 
paid nothing, instead of the $2,008,000 in­
terest due. There is now due from the 
States above named for interest: Arkansas, 
$186,300; Florida, $133,420; Louisiana| 
$5970; North Carolina, $62,377; South Caro 
lina, $90,000; Tennessee, $237,785; Virginia, 
$483,348—a total of $1,199,200.

Some of these bonds are identical with 
those which Thompson is charged with ab 
straoting, and are supposed to have been 
resold to the government by his clerk, the 
proceeds going to the aid of the rebellion, 
A list of these State bonds sbows them 
credited to the following States:

To Secretary Chandler is due the credit 

of the discovery of these defalcations. 
Other secretaries seem to have neglected 
to examine these bonds and ascertain if 
they were legitimate. But when the care 
of the Indian trust fund was given to the 
Treasury Department, Secretary Chandler, 
with the business care and sagacity that 
characterizes him, examined every one of 
them as carefully as if it was his own prop 
erty. The country now sees the result of 
his fidelity. ^

A m endm ents to  the C onstitution.

The following are the amendments to the 
constitution to be accepted or rejected by 
the people at the coming election. They 
are published now, as passed by the Gen* 
eral Assembly, for the information of the 
public:

Amendment No. I—The expenditures of 
each session of the General Assembly for 
per diem and mileage of members, for pay­
ment of officers and employes, and for con­
tingent expenses, 6hall not exceed the sum 
ot $175,000; and members of the General 
Assembly shall receive $5 a day during 
their attendance, and a mileage ot twenty 
cents a mile for actual distance from the 
courthouse of their respective parishes to 
the State Capitol.

Amendment No. 2—The last sentence in 
article sixty-six of the constitution, which 
reads as follows, to wit: “If any bill shall 
cot be returned by the Governor within 
five days after it shall have been presented 
to him, it shall be a law in like manner as 
if lie bad signed it, unless the General 
Assembly by adjournment prevent its re­
turn, in which cose the said bill shall be re­
turned on the first day of the meeting of 
the General Assembly after the expiration 
of said five days, or be a law,” shall be 
amended so as to read as follows, to wit: 
“If any bill shall not be returned by the 
Governor within five days, not including 
Sundays, after it shall have been presentea 
to him, it shall be a law in like manner as 
if he had signed it, unless the General As­
sembly by adjournment prevents its return, 
in which case it shall not be a law unless 
signed and promulgated within twenty 
days after said adjournment.”

Amendment No. 3.—The judicial powers 
heretofore vested in parish courts are hereby 
abrogated and withdrawn. The district 
courts of the State, outside of the parish of 
Orleans, shall have original jurisdiction in 
ail civil cases when the amount in dispute 
exceeds $100, exclusive of interest, and ap 
pellate jurisdiction over eases decided by 
justices ot the peace when the amount in 
dispute exceeds $50, exclusive of interest. 
In criminal cases their jurisdiction shall be 
unlimited, and they shall have full jurisdic­
tion over matters of probate and succession. 
Each of said district judges shall receive a 
saiary of $4000, payable quarterly on his 
own warrant.

Justices of the peace shall have jurisdic­
tion in civil cases when, without reference 
to interest, the amonnt in dispute does not 
exceed $100, with power to pronounce judg­
ment for that amount, and such interest 
not to exceed eight per cent per annum, as 
may be proved, and shall have in addition 
to the criminal jurisdiction now- vested in 
them, all such criminal jurisuiction as is 
now vested in parish courts.

Clerks of the district courts shall have 
power to grant writs of arrest, attachment, 
sequestration, provisional seizure and in­
junction; to receive and probate wills; to 
appoint administrators, executors, curators, 
tutors and under-tutors in cases in which 
no opposition shall be made; to homologate 
accounts, tableaus and schedules of debts 
when no opposition is made thereto, the 
judgments being only prima faoie evidence 
of correctness; to grant orders directing 
sales of property belonging to successions 
or minors, and to grant orders of seizure 
and sale by executory process, and shall re­
ceive such fees therefor as may be provided 
by the General Assembly.

Amendment No. 4.—The Governor shall 
receive a salary of six thousand dollars, 
annually, payable quarterly, on bis own 
warrant.

Amendment No. 5.—No fees nor per­
quisites ot office shall be allowed to or re­
ceived by the Treasurer, Auditor, Attor­
ney General, or by district attorneys.

W ashington, July 15.—The bi'I for the 

relief of James A. Buckner, oolleotor of 
Louisville, passed and goes to the Presi­
dent.

I he bill extending the Alabama claims 
commission passed.

Consideration of the river and harbor 
bill was resumed. The amendment of the 
committee increasing the appropriation for 
the improvement of the month of the Mis­
sissippi river from $100,600 to $150,000 was 
agreed to.

Amendments to anthorize the following 
surveys were then agreed to:

Dan river, from Clarksville, Virginia, via 
Danville, to Danbury, North Carolina; 
Staunton river, from Roanoke to Brookville, 
Virginia; Etowah river, Georgia, from 
Cooper’s Iron Works to Canton, and through 
a branch of said river to the mouth of 
Coooper’s Sandy Creek; for continuing the 
survey of the Yougbiogheny river, to con­
tinue the slack water navigation at raid 
iver to the head waters at the foot of the 

Alleghany mountains, thence by can ; to 
Cumberland, intersecting thwe the Chess 
peake and Ohio canal; a snurey to ascer­
tain the practicability and cost of a water 
route from the bead of tide water on the 
Patapsco river, Maryland, to the l ead 
of tide water on the eastern branch 
of the Potomac river, near the town 
of Bladensburg, Maryland; a survey 
to ascertain the practicability and 
cest of cutting a deep channel from the 
lower anchorage of the Bay of Mobile to the 
ity of Mobile, Alabama; a survey to aseer- 
aiii the cost and practicability of r. mov­

ing the obstructions in the Withloeo- ehee 
river. Florida; an examination and survey 
to ascertain the coat and practicability of 
removing the obstructions at the entrance 
of the harbor of Pensacola, Florida, and of 
deepening the channel of Black water river, 
between Pensacola and Milton, Florida; 
for a survey of the Roanake river, from 
Weldon, North Carolina, to Clarksville, 
Virginia; for a survey, estimate and report 
ot the cost of a dyke from the upper end of 
Bloody island, in the Mississippi river, op­
posite the city of St. Louis, to the wing 
dam opposite Brooklyn, Illinois, and of the 
practicability and usefulness ot suob dyke, 
and tor improving said river and its har­
bors, and for the protection of the land» on 
the east bank of said river against over­
flow and the defection and abrasion of the 
current of said river.

Mr. Norwood moved an amendment, ap­
propriating $10,000 for the improvement of 
the harbor of BroBSwick, Georgia. Agreed 
to.

Mr. Robertson moved to increase the ep- 
eropriation for the improvement of the 
îarbor of Charleston, South Carolina, from 
$10.000 to $50,000. Rejected.

Mr. Spencer moved to increase the appro­
priation for the improvement of the Ten­
nessee river from $30,000 to $50,000. Re­
jected.

Mr. Edmunds, of Vermont, said as this 
bill came frem the House, it appropriated 
$5,872,850. The Committee on Appropria­
tions reduced that amount by striking ont 
certain provisions to the extent ot about 
$900,000, and than added various amend­
ments increasing the bill to the extent of 
about $936,000, making an increase of about 
$36,000, as compared with the House bill. 
The Senate bad deserted the Committeeeon 
Appropriations by reinstating all the pro­
visions of the House bill, which the com­
mittee recommended to strike out and had 
added other amendments which made the 
sum total of the bill as it now stood about 
$7,000,000, and that was doDe in view of tho 
revised estimates of the engineers. Tho 
question with him was whether Congress, a« 
guardians of the public treasury, in spite of 
the paramount neoessity ot having tho 
smallest appropriations possible this year, 
should appropriate so much money by thi t 
bill. He submitted the following as a eu >- 
stitute for the bill:

Be it enacted, eto., That the sum <>f 
$4,000,000 is hereby appropriated for tho 
fiscal year ending June 30, 1877, to be ex­
pended for the repairs, extension, preserva­
tion and completion of works for the im­
provement of rivers and harbors, under the 
aireotionof the Secretary of War; provided, 
that the Secretary of War is hereby author­
ized to cause such expenditures to be made 
so as best to subserve the interests of com­
merce: and he is required to report to Con­
gress, at the opening of its December ses­
sion, all expenditures made ander the pro­
visions of this act, up to that time, in de­
tail.

Mr. Gordon, of Georgia, said he desire! 
to economize, and yet improve the rivers 
and preserve the works which have been 
began. He spoke of the river and harbor 
improvements in his own State. There was 
not a single appropriation in that State 
which could not have been doubled with 
propriety. The Coosa river had only $40,- 
000, whereas the engineer’s report called 
for over $300,000 for it. This river passed 
throngh iron beds rich enough and exten­
sive enough to furnish iron tor the conti­
nent, and with coal enough contiguous to 
smelt it. The Ocmulgee river, in the south 
part of the State, brought down nearly one 
fourth of the lumber exported from the 
United States. He hoped his friend from 
from Michigan would withdraw his motion 
to instruct the committee to report the 
House bill, and the House bill be aoeepted 
now by non-concurring in all the amend­
ments proposed by the Committee ca Ap­
propriations or in committee of the whole.

Mr. Ferry accepted the suggestion of the 
Senator from Georgia, and withdr-w his 
motion.

No aotion.
The Judiciary Committee reparte: favor­

ably on the bill to remove the political dis­
abilities o'f Reuben Davis, of Mississippi. 

Senate adjourned.
House.

Mr. Williams, of Michigan, introduced a 
bill granting a pension of $50 per month to 
Mrs. Elizabeth Custer, widow of the late 
General Caster.

Mr. Ferry, of Virginia, eulogized the 
career of General Caster in the late war 
and hoped his side of the House would be 
unanimous in paying this tribute to a brave 
man. The bill was then passed without di­
vision.

Mr. Williams, of Michigan, also asked 
leave to introdooe a bill granting a pension 
of $80 a month to Manuel and Maria Cus­
ter, father and mother of General Custer.

Mr. Rusk, of Wisconsin, thonght the bill 
came before the House in a very irregular 
manner, and the bill should go the Com­
mittee on Invalid Pensions.

Mr. Cox, of New York, thought that the 
whole matter partook of a sad irregularity. 
Custer’s death was irregular in many sad 
ways, bnt whatever might be thonght of 
the origin of the Indian war in which he 
fell; whatever might be thought of the 
War Department or of the commanders 
over him, he asked the House not to hesi­
tate a moment in giving relief to the 
stricken family of a brave officer. That 
would be better than a monument—kinder, 
gentler, more beooming the American Con­
gress, and more consonant to the feelings of 
the American people. He was glad to see the 
gentleman from Virginia. Mr. Ferry, who 
(ought in the eivil war against Custer, urg­
ing the House to pay a just tribute to a 
brave soldier. He hoped, the gentleman 
from Wisoonsin, Mr. Rusk, would make no 
objection to the bill.

Mr. Rusk replied that he had bad no ob­
jection to the firBt bill, but he thonght that 
the present bill should go to the Committee 
on Invalid Pensions.

The Speaker then asked if there was any 
objection to the introdnotion to the bill, 
when Messrs. Rusk, of Wisoonein, and 
Ainsworth, of Ohio, objected, and the bill 
was not before the Hoose.

Mr. Cannon, of Illinois, suggested that 
the Committee on Invalid Pensions should 
at an early day report a bill granting pen­
sions to the ohildren ot the men who fell 
under the lead of Caster.

Mr. Rusk, of Wisconsin, from the Com-
