“  O ne, B u t a  L io n .”

B oston, July 17.1876.
It is related by a naturalist, in fable form, 

that on a certain occasion a lioness was 
taunted by the other animals as being able 
to bring forth only one cub, while they 
could have litter after litter, and a dozen 
at a litter. “Yes,-’ replied the queen of 
animals, “one, hnt a lion!" If the question 
is asked why I still recur to the negro 
question, while there are hundreds of other 
subjects to be introduced into a current 
newspaper correspondence, I reply to the 
charge of harping upon one idea: “T ru e- 
one, but a lion." True, the negro ques­
tion is in one sense a “one-idea issuo," 
bnt it is an idea that connects itseli 
with every other idea affecting socie­
ty. the cause of civilization, and the 
science of government, whieh connects i t ­
self with the future of the South, with the 
fate of the American Union, with the con­
cerns of both Spanish and Anglo Saxon 
America, and with the destiny of a race. 
More than this, it involves the decline or 
the ascendency of the Roman hierarchy in 
the New World.

The negro power, therefore, is a fact, 
and a mighty fact. Always the leading 
element in American politics, the negro 
inestion is to-day more vital to all that 
concerns this country, this age and univer­
sal civilization than ever before. Dealing 
with it in this light, let us glance at its re­
lations to the problems which American 
statesmen propose to solve. First, we find 
this negro power so intrenched inside of 
the Union that all the power of the nation 
combined can not suppress or overthrow it. 
Three causes serve to give the negro this 
position. One is his connection with the 
cotton zone of the United States: another 
is his practical monopoly of the labor sup 
ply in this zone; the other is his numbers. 
The cotton interest alone is sufficient to 
keep tue freedman alive and multiply his 
numbers annually. As to labor supply, 
the South may be likened unto a man who 
owned a cave and who desired to fill the 
cave with guests. So he stood at the mouth 
ot his beautiful cave and called the attention 
of the world to its beauties and attractions. 
It was full of gold. It heid diamonds. It was 
cool in summer and warm in winter. Every­
thing grew in it. Life was long within 
its enchanted walls. Health, and strength 
and beauty came Irom breathing its pure 
air. "But this enchanting cave possessed, 
alas, one drawback,-’ shoats out the owner.

A Blackamore resides in the cave. He 
has the form of a man, bnt he is of fact a 
beast. He is black as night. Ilis presence 
taints the otherwise pure air of the cave. 
He robs every man of what he produces. 
He tills his pockets with gold. He swallows 
the diamonds. He murders all who offend 
him. lie eats children. Come, everybody, 
into my cave, my beautiful cave ’ My beau­
tiful cave 1 Come, come, come, come." And 
so the man shouted, but no one came at his 
call. Gold could not tempt them. Dia­
monds could not tempt them. Perpetual 
youth and beauty could not tempt them; 
for were not all these practically destroyed 
in the cave by the presence of a livicg 
leprosy and a living death ? So the South­
ern whites have been shouting at the mouth 
of their cave from the day of emancipation. 
This shout cf “Biackamore, beware of the 
blackamore," is all the more readily accepted 
because tbe North sent forth the same 
shout about the South when the 
negro stood for slavery. Consequently 
free labor did not come into the South in 
times past to engage in competition with 
slave labor. The same eelf-respecting in­
stinct makes free labor shun the South 
under the cry raised by the Confederate 
party. A land where law secures not life 
is not a land where peaceful labor will ever 
go. And for these reasons the negro will 
hold the labor supply for the cotton zone 
for generations to come, aided by the 
climate and other natural oanses. As to 
the question of numbers it is sufficient to 
say that a race of 0,000,000 of people can 
not be exterminated, to say nothing of its 
rapid annual increase.

It is evident that we are to have a eon 
test over tho negro, on the part of the 
Protestant and Catholic parties of the coun­
try. Ha ie already the object of earnest 
solicitude on the part of rival denomina­
tions who are struggling to enroll him in 
their ranks. Various educational bodies 
are also at work in connection with the 
negro, ail aiming at ascendency in this field 
of intiuence. Add to theee agencies and 
activities those political contests at the 
South, which are purely local (unconnected 
with the interests of Southern sectionalism), 
such as contests for the Legislature, over 
subjects involving county affairs (taxes, 
railroads, and the like), and where the 
colored vote will be in demand, and we 
find that the negro is a fixed institution at 
the South, say what men may, and do what 
they may.

And yet, notwithstanding all this, the 
government of the United States is to be 
finally an Anglo-Saxon nationality. What 
other result can we have, under theee cir­
cumstances, but a distinctive African civil­
ization, which shall dominate absolutely 
in every Gulf State of the North Amer­
ican continent'1 This result makes the 
iuture of tbe Rspnblioau party, as this 
party stands related to the negro question, 
as deeply interesting as its past has been 
because the Republican party is alone able 
to solve the problem involved in the future 
of the negro in the New World. It imparts 
to the social and political straggle now 
waging in Louisiana, an exceptional and 
abiding interest, because Louisiana must 
become the seat of power of the new race 
civilization, and New Orleans mast be. 
come the foons of its wealth and social con- 
sequence.

Education, labor and the ballot will com­
bine to intensify the forces which are thus 
destined to lilt the emancipated race, as a 
self-conscious and self asserting power, into 
the front rank of nations. For the negro, 
all this is bnt a question of time. His future 
is certain-assured. Let him enter upon 
it with courage, with faith in himself and 
faith in his Creator. But on the very 
threshhold of this raoe. destiny, the black 
man, should remember that “ they who 
take the sword shall surely perish with the 
sword,” he will certainly reap that whieh 
he sows. If the negro commit himself to 
the oause, of the war, he will become the 
first victim of the forces of hate which he

will thus call into existence; because war 
begets war and hate begets hate. But if 
he commit himself and his interests to the 
cause of peace, then he will grow with the 
growth of peaoe; he will walk along witn 
her hand in hand and her agencies for his 
good will be found in the end more power­
ful and beneficent than the agencies of war 
or foroe. The anther of the negro's eman- 
c’pation is the author of peace. He is called 
“ wonderful, counsellor, the everlasting 
father, the prince of peace.” The new race 
life whieh he has called into existence in the 
form of the negro will yet be a lion among 
the nations of the earth. But the sure 
hope of the race in the future, as in th9 
past, is in Him with whom alone dwelleth 
infinite wisdom and power, and who alone 
sees the end. Ite sure line oi policy is in 
this crisis is along the quiet and shady and 
beautiful paths which lead to peace. B.

T he  Irre c o n c ila b le * .

We tear that Governor Tilden and Gov­
ernor Hendricks are straining themselves 
unnecessarily arnl unprotitably. They 
are laboring, it is said, to effect some agree­
ment on the currency question. We need 
not place unreasonable confidence in the 
rumors which come from Saratoga, directly 
or by way of Long Branch or Washington, 
but there is probably good ground for the 
belief that long anti earnest conferences 
have been held on the subject, in the hope 
that some form of declaration might be de­
vised upon which diff'erine elements could 
unite. Perhaps the experiment may suc­
ceed. Whether it succeeds or not is of 
not tbe least consequence to the country, 
the party or its eanuidatee.

The gentlemen who are engaged in this 
busiu»;S8 mistake the situation. The day 
when voters could be deceived by juggling 
phrases has departed. It vanished when 
men penetruted the wilderness and pierce»! 
mountains with railroads, and threaded 
villages on telegraph wires as children 
string beatls. Once it was possible to hide 
the fact that a great party, professing to be­
lieve in one thing in New York, wa» de­
manding the contrary in Indiana. When 
Pennsylvania was carried for "Polk. Dallas 
and the tariff of ’12,'’ the Democratic party 
won its last great viotory. No party whose 
deliberate aim is to cheat voters will ever 
win another.

Mr. Tilden and Mr. Hendricks may as 
well say nothing. They can inform nobody, 
»deceive nobody. The country knows that 
the Democratic party is divided into two 
factions on this question. It knows that 
the stronger faction, both numerically and 
and in tenacity of purpose, demands un­
conditional and' unqualified repudiation oi 
a solemn pledge ot the public faith. It 
knows that the numerically weaker faction 
has been trying, ever sinoe Congress assem­
bled, to scil itself at some price a little bet­
ter than unconditional surrender; that it 
has yielded, step by step, day after day, 
until there are scarcely a dozen Demo­
cratic members in Congress who have 
the pluck to vote against any out­
rageous demarul which the repu'diators 
may make. It knows that at St. Louis, 
despite the magnificent organization and 
overwhelming force cf Mr. Tilden'a per­
sonal adherents, they were compelled to sur­
render what they justly deemed a vital 
point in the platform. They did not dare 
to mak»i a manly fight for Tilden and the 
public honor: and lienee, while Mr. Dor- 
sheimer and others signed a private protest 
against the platform, as adopted, they voted 
for it to save their favorite candidate. Fi­
nally. when he had been nominated, not 
one of them had the courage to oppose the 
utterly inconsistent nomination ot Hen­
dricks. On the platform, as framed, Mr. 
Tilden allowed himself to be nominated, 
and there he is compelled to stand, with 
Hendricks by his side, to show the lull 
meaning of the surrender.

Tricks ot phrase are thrown away. What­
ever Mr. Tilden may want, the country 
knows that he ami his managers found that 
he could not be nominated in a Democratic 
convention unless he consented to the de­
mand tor unconditional repudiation of the 
pledge of resumption. He may pile up 
words until they dwarf the mountains, but 
that fact will still stick in the clear under­
standing of intelligent voters. He will gain 
by it in Indiana: that was what his party 
intemled. He will lt.se by it somewhere 
else. And ne will lose the more for every 
new effort that he may make to hide or be­
fog the issue or to conceal the antagonism 
between the opposing elements in the Dem­
ocratic party.—Meic York Tribune.

F e a r fu l  E lle rt»  o f  th e  H o t W e a th e r .

The record for the past week of the super­
intendents of the ten cemeteries in the re­
gion of Newtown Creek, Queens county, 
has no precedent. Calvary leads in the 
death roll, followed next in order by the 
Lutheran, German Catholic, Evergreens 
and Cypress Hills, and the interments in 
Mount Olivet, Union, Linden Hill and the 
Israelitish cemeteries of Machphaia and 
Salem Fields have more than doubled.

Tuesday, July li. will be memorable with 
the undertakers. On that day 110 burials 
were made in Calvary, eighty-three in the 
Lutheran, and proportional numbers in the 
other cemeteries named. Through the week 
the average number of huiials per day in 
Calvary was eighty three. Tne usual num­
ber is forty per diy. In tho Lutheran au 
average of forty-tvro per day were interred, 
an increase of seventy per cent over any 
previous week. Ia Cypess Hills, twenty 
per day; in the German Catholic, from ten 
to fifteen; in Mount Olivet, four; in Union, 
four; in the Reformed Israelitish and 
Methodist at Linden Hill, four each; in the 
Porteguese Israelitish. three: in the other 
Jewish cemeteries, from three to live each: 
in Evergreens, fifteen per day.

The ratio of children buned is three to 
one adult. The death contributions to Cal­
vary are eight percent from Jersey City, 
twenty per cent from Brooklyn, and the re­
mainder from this city. To the Lutheran 
this city sends four- fifths, and Brooklyn, 
with a very few from Jersey City, the other 
fifth. One-half of those buried' in Cypress 
Hills are from New York, and the others 
from Brooklyn. All the burials in the Ger­
man Catholic Cemetery are from Williams- 
bnrgb, this being a branch ot the Ever­
greens C emetery, and belonging to the 
German Catholic Church of Montrose ave­
nue, Williamsburgh. The interments in 
the Portugese Israelitish Cemetery are all 
of deceased residents of this city.

The superintendents of the larger ceme­
teries have been obliged to employ an ad­
ditional number of grave diggers. “It has 
been a fearful week," said Superintendent 
Michael Rowan, of Calvary, as he stood on 
the brink of a new-made grave yesterday, 
“and there has been no day in it that we’ve 
broken the sod for less than four score, and 
three to one of them were children from 
the tenement houses.”

Ail day long yesterday the funeral cor­
teges rolled in double and some times treble 
column along Metropolitan avenue, meas­
uring, with scarce a break, the five miles of 
road between the ferries and the ceme­
teries, and a9 the sun grew red in the west 
the ferry slips were still bordered with 
these solemn processions.—New York Sun.

New York, July 21.—A dispatch dated 
camp of the Fifth Cavalry, Sage Creek, 
Julv 19, via Cheyenne. July 20, says: Out 
of 2300 Cheyennes belonging to the Red 
Cloud agency, all have gone north except 
about 300 men and children.

There has been a great demand for am- 
munition. The Indiana have even offered 
a pony for thirty pounds of powder.

About 100 Indians were wounded in Gen­
eral Crook’s fight on the Rosebud in June, 
and they are now distributed among their 
friends at the agency.

There is much mourning for Indians from 
that agency who were killed in that en­
gagement.

The Indians acknowledge a loss of eighty- 
six killed in General Crook's fight, and of 
about 280 in General Custer's fight.

Red Cloud armed and sent out a great 
many warriors to Sitting Bull, even taking 
the rations of beef issued on the tenth, from 
women and children, to supply these war­
riors with something to eat on their way 
march. Ont of 13,000 Indians belonging to 
the agency, there are 1000 not present, and 
the agent is no longer able to deny that his 
Indians have mostly gone North to join 
Sitting Bull. Many wanted to go imme­
diately after the sun dance of last June, 
but were restrained.

When the news of General Custer's de­
feat came to them, they began leaving at 
once in large and small parties, until now 
the Cheyennes are nearly all gone, and 
almost the entire fighting strength of the 
Sioux.

The post in White river canon has been 
withdrawn, as mail contractors are unable 
to get the mail carried from Fort Laramie 
to Red Cloud, and all mail for the troops 
there is sent in and ont with a military 
escort. When General Merritt's command 
returns from its present move it will pro­
ceed at once to join General Crook; it will 
consist of the entire Fifth Cavalry, twelve 
companies, recruited to a good standard.

Mr. Schuyler Crosby, who was on the 
yacht Mohawk, when she capsized, says 
“I consider the cause of the accident due to 
the bad judgment, in part, of Captain Raw 
lings, in having so much sail up, while at 
anchor, and before tbe boat was fairly nn 
der headway, with a squall coning down 
in plain view. I heard the coxswain give 
an order to let go the sheets; it was given 
at a time when each an expedient wae im 
possible.”

Captain Rawlings' arrest was at tbe in 
stance of a quartermaster of the Mohawk 
who made the affidavit charging him with 
carelessness and negligently managing the 
yacht, so as to cause her to capeize. 
coroner’s jury will investigate the matter 
this afternoon.
