In a paragraph vesterday we gpoke of the
“rival contestanta’ for the gevernorship at
Baton Rouge, and the types very unkindly
made us oall them *“venal.” That the ex-
pression was simply an acocidental biunder
doubtlesa our readers discovered.

This is told of the manner in which
Baton R D P trust and
confidenoe in their colored recruits. At the
late city election a colored club had been
formed of draymen, warehousemen and
others holding situations from Demoorata.
When voting time arrived, Democratic
tickets were stuck in the hadbands of the
members, who were then marched to the
polls, their hats passed up to the commis-
sioners, who extracted the baliota and
dropped them ia the box. The voters were
not permitted to touch them for fear they
might be exchanged for Republican tickets.

Thus was destroged the secrecy of the
ballot, which is the sacred right of the
voter, the safeguard of his liberty of con-
science, and of his independence as a citi-
zen.

Recently a colored man was called oat
of his house, in Baton Rouge, in the night,
and shot down by & young man with a
grievance, real or imaginary. The wound
was not fatal, and under the protection of
the military he made an aflidavit against
the guilty person, who was arrested and
admitted to bail. Thereupon the admiring
citizens of the former State capital pre-
sented him with & Wincheater ritla and a
fuil supply of ammunition !

A prominent merchant of Baton Rouge,
suspeoted of a leaning toward Repub-
licanism, sued a debtor and obtained jadg-
mens. He was promptly notified that if he
enforced this judgment by sale of the prop-
erty under seizure he would be forced to
leave the parish. He compromisad under
this persuasive argument.

Not asingle “‘carpet-bagger” is now left at
Baton Roage, Major Husted, the deputy
clerk of court, the last one remainingz, hav-
ing taken his final departure a week
azo, after struggling for a number of
years to win a peaceabls right to hvse
there a3 an American ought to be
enabled to live. Noevil word i3 uttered
against hun by any one; he was counserva-
tive in his politica: but he was socially
ostracised and snubbed, until life there be-
ocame unendurable. Hs has gons to Wash-
ington to resude. where he has powerful
friends and good standing

The emigration ot this “last of the carpet-
baggers,” necessitated the telegraphio re-
call from his oxile in New Orleans. ot Ber
bel, the colored eclerk of court, and ne left
for his home, on Tuesday last, in fear and
tremblinz. Certainbonds wers to be given.
and other legal daties doae, upon which
large interests depended. It is believed
the necessities of othars will secure h:m
present safety, if he carefuily escaews poli-
tics—that is Repuablican politica.

The resulta, too, of driving Judge Davis
from the parish are proving cosily to the
taxpayers, and many private intereats are
saffering. Expressionsof regret at his en-
foroed departure are not infrequent among
the staider citizens; but it is not believed
they could protect the judge’s life trom the
young men who are being taught to love
riot and bloodshed, shouid he veanturs to
return home.

It is said of young Brown, one of those
shot in the aitack upon Representalive
Lane, that just before he died he rose up
and exclaimed: “God is a just God,"” and
apoke no more on earth. As Corozer Mor-
gan feared to hold an inquest on the de-
ceased, no legal evidence in this killing has
yet been adduced; but if we are not misin-
formed, a power which neither “‘buildozars”
por their backers can interfere with is col.
lating an array of facts for the day when
the law ehall again resume its sway, that
will astound the country and carry terror
to the hearts of those who have committed
crime.

Another of the youag assailants of Mr.
Lane, who waa wounded in the thigh, is re-
covering.

In perfect keeping with the Democratic
declaration that ‘‘megroes msay vote our
tioket, but shall not help to form it,"” ia the
political equality accorded at the Den:ocra-
tic barbecue in Baton Rouge last Mocday.
They were permitted to fire the salute, play
fife and dram, to march, to orate, and to
perspire side by side with the whites, but
when the faast bezan they wera remanded
to a separate table from that reserved ex
clusively for the superior race.

They will scarceiy get even a second
table at the feast where the fruite of a
Demooratic vietory shall be divided up.

Henry Martin was ons of the coloped men
bung between the gateposts of the Point
Pleasant piantation; Levin Foster was
hanged and shot; Wilson Rhodes and Bill
Lewis wera hanged. The bodies of these
viofimes were “viewed” and baried by the
justice of the peace at Port Hudson, but for
evident reasons no inquest could be held.

While the murderous work was being
perpetrated at the Point Pleasant place,
leading men of the parish remonstrated
with the “poor whites” from the piney-
woode, who comstitute the main working
force of the Regulators. It was urged to
these roughriders that the negro organiza’
tion had been broken up; that they wouid
pot again dare to take part in politics; and
that unnecessary slaughter would 8o panic
them that not enough would be left to take
oft the corps. The significant retort was:
“D—n yoa, we don’t want to work agin
niggers! Plow and pick your own cotton,
as we have to!"’

Herein lies a serions danger that the
well-to-do planters of the Felicianas and
East Baton Rouge must consider—we may
say, in many instances, are now pairfully
considering. They have unleashed a fiend-
ish spirit, which defies law and human
rights, for the purpose of curing the evils
they found in the ignorant and not always
too scrupulously honest negroes. Now
that the megro is thoroughly cowed and
servile as the moat exacting master conid
wish, can they subdae and chain up their
evil agent? Many fear that they can not
and the indications are that thia fear is but
too well grounded.

Paffingz candidates who are unknown to
the scribe is about the hardest task to
which a jaded newspapar employe can be
set. The Zimes man overcame a difficuity
of this sortin the following ingenious man-
ner:

Mr. Acklen is noted for his fondness for
field sports, and is one of the best shots in
Amerioa. S0 steady are his nerves that he
has frequentiy—to show his akill—killed
birds on the wing with a dueling pistol.

Surely, a young man possessed of such

shining and ‘at the same time rare quali-

ties, ought to be elected to Congress. He
would prove a very effective disputant in
some such controversy as Henry 8. Foote
and Thomas H. Benton used to engage in.

The Bulietin informs us that Mr. Ogden's
opposition to the New Orleans and Pacifie
railroad is only professional. As he as-
pires to a place where he would be a very
tormidable enemy, it would be interesting
to know if thia professional hostility is
likely to continue for the next four or five
yeara. Gentlemen in his line of business
ars much in the habit of subordinating
their ‘‘personal and political preferences to
their profeesional duties, and it is more
Interesting to know on which side they are
retained than on which their sympathies
are.

To
paraphrase a modern instance, **Those who
bet on auchh an event have mo chance to
win, and therefore can not lose.” So make
your beta freely, gentlemen; you rua no
riak.

The city Democrats imagine the big tuss
and noise they have made over tueir own
defeat by their country ocousins at Baton
Rouge has frightened the Republicans. On
the contrary, we ara all delighted to find
the Democratio ticket to be so respectable
and consequently so weak.

Latest from Baten Rouge.

Since the Mount Pleasant massacre and
Iynching there ssem to have been some
legal proceedings taken in Baton Rouge.
Ot course, if they are regular it is not
proper that the proceedings of the grand
jury shoald be known tili the parties are
arraigned, and if irregular those execating
them will do their utmost to keep them
secret. Therefore, nothing can be told of
them. But they to bedi d inst
the colored peop day, at about 11
A. M., three men, rep i h ives
aa deputy sheritls of Baton Rouge, arrested
two colored men, named E. Triplet and C.
Tarnbull in front of the Caustomhouse.
They took them to the Parish Prison and
gave out that they intended to retarn with
their prisoners. It was also said they had
warranta for three others.

This little affair caused much exoitement,
and their friends believed that if they were
taken away by the sheriffs thqy would
never have a trial, bat would meet the fate
of John Gair. No district court was in
session at that time and a writ of habeas
corpus was beyond reach. '

But Saturday morning there was a diffi-
oulty on Customhouse street, between Bur-
gundy and Dauphine, and these men were
supposed to have been engaged in it. They
were therefore arraigned on an affidavit
charging them with the offense, and Judge
Staes committed them on $300 bail to ap-
pear for a hearing. Being unable to give
that amount they remained in the Parish
Prison. and consequently did not go to
Baton Ronge.

At the end of the main hall leading
to the oftice, and opposite the main entrance,
alarge and magnificent mirror has been pat
up, which reflects all that is passing in front
of the hotel, and in Madison equare also.
The effect is very beautiful, and in walking
toward it seems as though you were walk-
ing directly into another large shady park.

Those improvements, while adding
nothing to the capacity of the house, add
materially to the comfort of the guests.
The Fifth Avenue Hotel was first opened in
1859, and from that time to the present
has enjoyed a popalarity which has not
been equaled by that of any other hotel in
this country. Its repatation is world-wide.
Its great success is attributable to the fact
that it was built originally on the right
principle—its rooms are large, high and
airy—and its proprietors make it their busi-
ness to attend personally to their guests.
