NORTHERN POLITICS.

The Confederate Power—The Negro Power 
nod the Future o f  the Union.

Boston, July 24, 1876.
The other day I called on the managing 

editor of one of the leading papers of Bos' 
ton and we fell into the following conversa’ 
tion in regard to Southern affairs:

Boston Editor—It is plain that the South 
is a political unit once more.

Correspondent Republican—You begin 
to see that?

Boston Editor—Yes; that is plain.
Correspondent—For what does this unit 

stand?
Boston Editor—It seems to me that it 

must control the government if not checked. 
You see there are the 138 votes in the elec­
toral college which the South represents. 
It only needs a few more votes to make 
this the government. This presents a great 
psni. We must in some way get rid of it.

Correspondent—True, but how do you 
propose to get rid of it?

This question brought my editorial friend 
to a stand-still. He had no reply to make, 
so I ventured to help him out of his diffi­
culty as fellows:

Correspondent—You must find a power 
somewhere at the South as the counter­
poise of this Confederate power and this 
power must be national in its instincts 
and American in its sympathies.

Boston Editor—That is true.
Correspondent—The negro power pre­

sents such a counterpoise.
Boston Editor—The nation must build on 

the negro. There is no help for it.
Correspondent—Who else can you build 

on at the Sonth?
Another pause.
Correspondent—Did it ever occur to you 

that the negro may be alienated from the 
Union? That he may become, nnder the ne­
cessity of self-protection, an enemy of the 
Union? Have yon ever thought of this.

Boston Editor—Yes, I have. It is this 
contingency which I fear in the future of 
our politics. If the negro abandon the 
oause of the North the Union is gone!

I was startled at this declaration. The 
man uttered i t  with deep earnestness. S uch 

an unexpected confirmation ot my own 
views made a deep impression on me. I 
therefore determined to continue this 
feature of our conversation.

Correspondent—Do you not see that you 
have gone too far with the emancipated 
race to abandon it now? It is impossible to 
check the growth of. this race or its pro­
gress in culture and intelligence. You can 
not tritie with it.

Boston Editor—That is true, and it is 
clear to me that the North must put forth 
all its power to build up the negro and at 
taeli him to the Union. We can not build 
on the Confederate power.

Thejbalance of the conversation was of 
the same character. Here then we have a 
clear conception of the Southern peril in 
its three-fold aspect, entering at last into 
the convictions of the men who create and 
direct public sentiment at the North—», c., 
First, The fact and character of the Con' 
federate power; secondly, The existence 
and nature of the negro power; thirdly, 
The relation of each of these to the future 
stability of the American Union. When 
these convictions become fixed in the 
Northern mind the Southern Confederates 
will find themselves suddenly confronted 
with a new “difficulty,” and one which will 
prove dangerous to their purposes.

The facts which I here give possess a pe­
culiar interest for all those who are work­
ing for a peaceful, just and wise solution of 
the Southern problem. It shows that so 
long as the Confederate power, as snch, 
continues in existence as a political force 
in Southern society, that the negro power, 
as such, will, by the operation of the color 
line policy, exist as a political force also. 
It shows that as between these two forces 
the North will be forced to side with the 
negro power in the certain race conflict 
which must sooner or later grow out of this 
color line antagonism. Let the Southern 
whites bear this in mind. They can not 
follow the lead of these Confederates aDy 
further without inaugurating another 
bloody conflict, into which the race element 
will enter, the negro being the armed ally 
of the North for the preservation of the 
Union.

The solution of the questions which now 
convulse Southern society can only be 
found through peace, and the policy Of 

peace can only “be made effective under 
Conservative Republican auspices. Let no 
Southern Confederate deceive himself for 
one moment on this question. The char­
acter of Governor Hayes is a guaiantee of 
peace and prosperity to the South. There 
should be no such thing at the South as 
either a “Confederate” or a “negro"’ power. 
We should be “one people” living in 
peace under just laws, nnder one flag and 
having a common destiny. Shall this be 
so, or shall there be another trial of battle 
between the North and Sonth more terrible 
aDd bloody than the one which closed with 
the surrender of Lee. B.

And if the 
Democrats do not see to it that Butler and 
his partisans are arrested somehow, and 
surrendered to justice, how many electoral 
votes do they suppose Samuel J. Tilden will 
secure in the Northern States?

The New Southern laaae.
The red-hot secession journals of the 

Sonth. aided and eneonraged by the New 
York World, are still upholding and jus­
tifying the recent massacre of unoffendiog 
negro prisoners at Hambnrg, South Caro­
lina, and seeking to otfset the feeling of hor­
ror which has been created in the North with 
ialse statement«, exaggerations, and bra­
vado. They virtually are adopting Boss 
Tweed’s boast. “What Are you going to do 
about it?” Men like Lamar, who have 
had the manliness to protest against this 
murder, and the few Democratic newspa­
pers which have had nerve enough to stig­
matize it as a shocking outrage, have be­
come the target of abuse and vilification all 
through the South. There are some of 
these papers, however, which hit back, 
among them the Charleston Heirs and 
Courier. It pertinaciously adheres to its 
original comments, and still declares 
that the ostrich policy in treating 
the affair was neither wise nor prac­
ticable. In answer to the state­
ments of the Augusta Constitutionalist, that 
the publication of the particulars of the 
Hamburg affair was injurious to the State 
and to the national Democracy, and was, 
therefore, wrong, it replies, that “the publi­
cation was and is injurious; but only be­
cause tha facts, as published, were shocking 
and scandalous.” The Constitutionalist 
asks the Heirs a:id Courier if it is neces­
sary to condemn the action of the whiles 
at. Hamburg, while publishing the ac­
counts of the affair, to which the latter 
answers “that every friend that the 
State has in the North and South, 
condemns it in unmeasured terms, aud 
that the people of the State condemn :t 
as heartily as we have done;” and that the 
fact is uncontradiuted so l'ar, “that a body 
of whites, without authority of law, put to 
death a numlierof black men at Hamburg.” 
It stigmatizes it as “au outrage and an act 
of barbarism.” There are some Democratic 
papere in the North also, though few in 
number, who do not whip into the traces at 
the bidding of the New York World any 
more readily than the Southern paper we 
have just quoted, and among these is the 
St. Louis Republican, which says:

“The white men who shot the unoffending 
colored militiamen at Hamburg ought to i>e 
severely punished—and we heartly hope 
thev will be. But it were far better that 
they be punished by the State authorities 
than by any other power; it wonld 
have à more wholesome effect. It 
would force the lawless and violent 
white class to respect the local govern 
ment they now despise, and deter them 
from shooting unoffending negroes in the 
future. It is said that as soon as the in- 
quest shall indicate the offenders in the 
Hambnrg affair, Governor Uhamberlan will 
order the arrest of them, and, if need be, 
call on the law abiding citizens of the 
neighboring counties to assist in the work. 
If he do this, the whole country will ap­
plaud and uphold him.”

The extracts we have made from the 
Charleston News and Courier and the St. 
Louis Republican show that there is some 
dignity and manliness left in a few of the 
Democratic papers, and that there are some 
Democrats who will not follow the dema­
gogue Cox in apologizing for the murder ot 
negroes, nor the malignant Constitutionalist 
and the equally malignant Butler iu defend­
ing it. It is to be regretted, however, that 
Democratic manliness is in such a feeble 
minority. The majority ot the Democratic 
newspapers in the North are apologizing for 
the massahre, and the majority in the South 
justifying and egging on the ignorant white 
mobs’to repeat it. As they are determined 
to make negro killing an issue in this cam­
paign, they will be accommodated, and they 
will find that if the Hamburg murderers are 
not speedily brought to justice and pun­
ished. and if ample guarantees are cot given 
that a repetition of this infamous outrage 
shall not occur, That the Northern people 
will not forget it. If the ex-slave 
masters and their tools, the igno­
rant whites, are determined that the 
negro shall not have perfect freedom and 
e»iua!ity before the law, and shall not be 
allowed to vote the Republican ticket un- 
moleste*!, they can be assured tnat all men 
in the North, in the Republican party and 
out of it, who love liberty and respect the 
authority of the laws, will rally at the polls 
in November, and vote down the candidates 
that represent the oppression and persecu­
tion of the weaker race. If the ex-Confed- 
erates of the South want to make an issue 
oi this kind with ihe North, They will have 
no reason to complam that the campaign 
is not a lively one.—Chicago Tribune.

A Ride Tbrouab W est Feliciana.
Deputy Sheriff' E. T. Fisher left here a 

week ago last Monday nigh: with two in­
sane persons, Jim Shepherd and Julia 
Davis, sent to the Insane As\ lum by order 
of the parish court, and returned by the 
Ouachita B»lle last Sunday. He reports 
that when he got to Bayou Sara he had 
great difficulty in getting anybody to 
drive him to Jackson on account 
of the danger of being attacked and mar- 
tiered by the “regula’ots.” Not a colored 
man could be found who was willing to 
take the risk. Finally an Irishman was 
employed, and at two o’clock Wednesday 
mornibg the driver, sheriff and prisoners 
set out lor the insane asylum, about twenty 
miles distant.

On the way back, when abont eight 
miles from Bayon §ara, they were stopped 
by five finely mounted and well armed 
men, one of whom made several inquiries 
of Mr. Fisher, aekiDg where be was from, 
where he bad been, what was his business, 
eto. Noticing a revolver by bis side, one of 
them asked the sheriff if he did not know 
that “niggers are not allowed to carry 
pistols in these parts,” waut»d to know 
when he was “going to leave,” and wound
up by telling him he had better be G----
d---- •*careful how he walked around in that
country. He was then permitted to deport, 
the “bulldozers” disappearing in the woods. 
Mr. h isher reports that there is a perfect 
reign of terror in West Feliciana. Cotton 
fields are deserted, the crops are neglected, 
and everything bears the marks of desola- 
ti n and ruin.

Dining his whole trip from Bayou Sara to 
Jackson and back, he saw but two colored 
persons On the eveuiug of his arrival in 
Bayou Sara a colored man was shot by a 
white man in broad daylight, the ball from 
a Spencer rille passing through liis body. 
The night before he reached Jackson, one 
man w h s  killed ami another wounded. 
West Feliciana has been guilty of giving 
about one thousand majority to the Repub­
lican ticket. Verily, this is a fiee coun­
try.—St. James Sentinel.

True Economy of L ite.
The true ecom,my ot human life looks at 

ends rather than incidents, and adjusts ex­
penditures to a moral scale of values. De 
Quincey pictures a woman sailing over the 
water, awakening out of sleep to find her 
necklace untied and one end hanging over 
the stream, while pearl after pearl diops 
from the string beyond her reacb; while she 
clutches atone just falling, another drops 
beyond recovery. Our days drop one af­
ter another by our carelessness, like pearls 
from a string, as we sail the sea of life. 
Pruaence requires a wise husbanding of 
time to see that none of these golden coin 
are spent for nothing. The waste of time 
is a more serious loss than the extrava 
gances"against which there is such loud ac­
claim.
