That no little anxiety is felt by the West­

ern Democracy for the letters of accept­
ance of Messrs. Tilden ami Hendricks is 
manifested by the following extract trom 
the Cincinnati Enquirer:

While there is probably no pressing neces­
sity lor the early appearance of the letters 
ot aooptance ot Messrs. Tilden and Hen­
dricks, the campaign having been well 
begun, there are other considerations of 
moment that counsel a prompt ending ot 
the delay. The withholding of these letters 
of acceptance produces an unfavorable im­
pression on the public mind against the 
candidates. In the first place, it gives rise 
to the charge that there is want of agree­
ment between Mr. Tilden and Mr. Hen­
dricks on important points of the plat­
form: and, in the second piaoe, it indicates 
a want of decision in the parties by 
no means complimentary, or a hesitation as 
to what should be said in reference to cer­
tain parts of this or that plank in view of 
the different constructions already put on 
them. Then the delay has another bad ef­
fect. It prevents an early consolidation of 
the party, which needs to be harmonized 
as to some jarring elements, and it affords 
those who desire discord in the Democratic 
ranks an opportunity to enconrage distrust 
and rebellion. We already discover move­
ments in the latter direckion. It is asserted 
in channels not unfavorable to Mr. Tilden 
that the friends oi Mr. Hendricks are form­
ing combinations to drive the former oft the 
ticket, so as to give the latter and the 
greenbackers a clear field.

A Saratoga special to the Cincinnati 
Commercial, dated July 28, will tend to re­
lieve this anxiety:

Governors Tilden and Hendricks have 
been in consultation here to-aay. The 
material part of the letter of acceptance of 
Governor Tilden has been prepared, and 
the letter will appear on Wednesday next, 
and it is freelv stated by Governor Tildea's 
friends that 'his letter will take clear and 
high ground on hard money; that it will be 
decidedly hard; very hard. This is carry­
ing out Tilden’s original polioy, and is con­
sistent with his record.

It is stated that Governor Hendricks is 
entirely complacent toward this policy. 
This, it will be remembered, is the second 
visit’of Governor Hendricks to Saratoga 
since the St. Louis convention, for consulta­
tion with Tilden. It was remarked, after 
hi» first visit, that he did not talk as well 
on hard money when at home as here, but 
the report is to-night that his conversion to 
the hard money doctrine is so solid that 
backsliding is not to be apprehended. He 
has recently been studying the money ques­
tion prayerfully, and has experienced a 
change of heart. His Democratic ' friends 
in New York expect him to do battle as a 
thorough bnllioniet when he goes home.

Governor Tilden’s disposition has been to 
harden rather than aofteuhis money doctrine 
on aooount of Hendricks. His theory is 
that if Hendricks has been snaky, hie 
policy as the head of the tioket is to be ab­
solutely firm, and firm it «.

THE AMENDMENTS TO THE CONSTITUTION

TNo. 96.
An act to amend the constitution of the 

State of Louisiana.
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of 

Representatives of the State of Louisiana 
in General Assembly convened, two-thirds 
of the members of each house agreeing 
thereto, That the following amendments be 
proposed and entered upon the respective 
journals of the Senate and House of Repre­
sentatives, with the yeas and nays taken 
thereon, and the Secretary of State shall 
cause the same to be published three 
months before the next general election for 
Representatives in the General Assembly, 
in at least one newspaper in every parish 
in the State in which a newspaper shall be 
published, and said proposed amendments 
shall lie submitted to the people, at said 
election, in 9uch manner and form that the 
people may vote for or against each amend­
ment separately, i. e ■ First proposed 
amendment, “For approval, or “Against 
approval,’’ and in like manner as to the 
others: and if a majority of the voters, at 
said election, shall approve and ratify such 
amendment or amendments, the same shall 
be appropriately numbered, and become 
a part ot the constitution, and be pro­
claimed as such by the Governor and Sec­
retary of State

1. The expenditures of each session of the 
General Assembly for per diem and mileage 
of members, for payment of officers and 
employes, and for contingent expenses, 
shall not exceed the sum ot one hundred 
and seventy-five thousand dollars; and 
members of the General Assembly shall 
receive five dollars a day during their a t­
tendance, and a mileage ot twenty cents a 
mile for actual distance from the court­
house of their respective parishes to the 
State Capitol.

2. The last sentence in article sixty-six
of the constitution, which reads as fol­
lows, to wit: “It" any bill shall not be
returned by the Governor within five days 
after it shall have been presented to him. 
it shall be a law in like manner as if he 
had aigned it, unless the General Assem­
bly by adjournment prevent its return, 
in which oase the said bill shall be re­
turned on the first day of the meeting of 
the General Assembly after the expiration 
of said five days, or be a law,” shall be 
amended so as to read as follows, to wit: 
“If any bill shall not be returned by the 
Governor within five days, not including 
Sundays, after it shall have been presented 
to him. it shall be a law in like manner as 
if he had signed it, nnleES the General As­
sembly by adjournment prevent its return, 
in which case it shall not be a law unless 
signed and promulgated withiu twenty 
davs after said adjournment.”

3. The judicial powers heretofore vested 
iu parish courts are hereby abrogated and 
withdrawn. The district courts of the 
State, outside the parish of Orleans, shall 
have original jurisdiction in all civil cases 
when the amount in dispute exceeds one 
hundred dollars, exclusive of interest, and 
appellate jurisdiction over cases decided by 
justices ot the peace when the amount in dis 
pute exceeds fifty dollars, exclusive cf in­
terest. In criminal cases their jurisdiction 
shall be an mited, and they shall have full 
jnrisdiction over matters of probate and suc­
cession. Each of said district judges shall 
receive a salary of four thousand dollars 
annraHy, payable quarterly on his 
own warrant. Justices of the peace 
shall have jnrisdiction in civil cases 
when, without reference to interest, 
the amount in dispute does not exceed 
one hundred dollars, with power to pro­
nounce judgment for that amount, and such 
interest, not to exceed eight per cent per 
annum, as may be proved, and shall have, 
in addition to'the criminal jurisdiction now 
vested in them, all 6uoh criminal jurisdic­
tion as is new vested in parish coarts. 
Clerks of the district courts shall have 
power to grant writs of arrest, attachment, 
Sequestration, provisional seizure and in­
junction; to receive and probate wills; to 
appoint administrators, executors, curators, 
tutors and under-tutors in cases in which 
no opposition shall be made; to homologate 
accounts, tableaus aDd schedules of debts 
when no opposition is made thereto, their 
judgments being only pnrna facie evidence 
of correctness; to grant orders directing 
sale of property belonging to successions 
or minors, and to grant orders of seizure 
and sale by executory process, and shall re­
ceive such fees therefor as maybe provided 
by the General Assembly.

1. The Governor shall receive a salary of 
six thousand dollars annually, payable 
quarterly, on his own warrant.

5. No fees or perquisites of office shall be 
allowed to or received by the Treasurer, 
Auditor. Attorney General, or by district 
attorneys.

State 
shall cause the same to be published, three 
months before the next general election tor 
Representatives to the General Assembly, 
in at least one newspaper in every parish in 
the State in which a newspaper shall be 
published. And such proposed amend­
ment or amendments shall be submitted to 
the people at said election; and it a majori­
ty of the voters at said election shall ap­
prove and ratify such amendment or 
amendments, the'same shall become a part 
of this constitution. If more than one 
amendment shall be submitted at one time, 
they shall be submitted in such manner 
and form that the people may vote for or 
against each amendment separatelv.
