SHALL WE STAND FOB THE INTERESTS 
OF OUR OWN COUNTRY, OR FOR THOSE 
OF OTHER COUNTRIES?

The Democratic party now, as it has 
ever done, stands upon the free trade doc 
trine. W h a t is meant by free trade? The 
uninitiated understand it as something 
very desirable, very fair and very just. 
Nations, like individuals, we are told 
should be liberal in their intercourse with 
each other. They should place no re­
strictions upon commerce, impose no 
duties upon the products of each other 
sent from home for a  market, except 
merely for revenue purposes. There 
should be fair dealing among them ; amity 
and perfect reciprocity should prevail ia 
the exchange of products of all sorts en­
tering into commerce; every one should 
be free to sell where be can sell the 
dearest, and buy whore he can buy the 
cheapest, and many other clap-trap 
phrases intended to dupe the ignorant 
and to obtain popular favor are used 
on behalf of free trade. This so-called 
free trade principle in days past in this 
country was further commended to public 
sanction by the plausible but egregious 
fallacy that impost for protection operated 
a tax upon compensation; that the pur­
chaser of a foreign article imported into 
this country had to pay a price enhanced 
precisely by the amount of duty imposed 
upon it, and so on. But history has vin­
dicated most fully the wise and masterly 
policy inaugurated by Henry Clay, and, 
under his lead, sustained by the old line 
Whigs and numbers of the Democratic 
statesmen of his day. The victory of the 
friends of the country at large was com­
plete. It was shown that if a temporary 
enhancement of price did result from pro­
tective duties upon articles which we can 
produce, it was abundantly compensated 
for by the permanent reduction of the 
price to a point never before reached.

The cotton manufactures afforded a 
striking example of the manner in which 
the American system of Mr. Clay worked. 
The British manufacturers, with their 
enormous capital and abundant and 
cheaper labor, monopolized our markets 
and formerly compelled the people ol this 
country to pay them just whatever they 
pleased to exact for the article of cotton 
cloth. We can establish here and now 
by persons yet living, that for a coarse, 
light, flimsy fabric, which the British 
manufacturers filled our markets with, to 
the exclusion of all other nations, includ­
ing our own, because there were then none 
but mere revenue duties to pay, the price 
ranged from twenty-five to thirty cents 
per yard, and the purchaser at retail 
stores paid from thirty-seven and one- 
half to fifty cents per yard. The British 
capitalists had most truly “a very good 
thing” in it. They could sell for their 
own prices, and could break down any 
competition in this country, if any arose, 
by underselling the American manufac­
turer for awhile, and make it all good 
again by raising the prices and keeping 
control of onr markets. The American 
system was introduced, and by it 
the British manufacturer was com­
pelled to sell at prices that did 
not exclude him from our markets, 
but for prices he could afford to sell at 
and realize a fair profit. This, however, 
had the effect to prevent him from under­
selling the American manufacturer, break­
ing him down at the commencement of 
his business, and monopolizing the Amer­
ican market. A competition was thus 
brought about between the manufacturers 
of both countries most favorable to the

British capitalists means getting control 
of the markets of tli8 world to promote 
their own gains at the expense of every 
other people, and to keep everybody else 
out of their own markets. What response 
would that government make to a demand 
to have free trade opened in British India? 
Free trade does not exist anywhere in the 
ideal sense in which it is generally un­
derstood. The greed of nations is even 
greater than that of individuals. Iu all 
treaties and negotiations in regard to 
commercial intercourse, the same in­
genuity and industry to overreach are 
used that are resorted to by individual 
sharpers to get the advantage of each 
other in driving a bargain. Free trade is 
a visionary, airy something, above the 
working level of diplomatic morality and 
honesty.

That policy is in conformity with reason 
and sound philosophy which fosters and 
sustains all the great interests of our peo­
ple, be those interests State or national. 
That system which was inaugurated fifty 
years ago by Henry Clay and his great co­
adjutors, to render the United States in­
dependent of the manufactures and pro­
ducts of foreign countries, was in reality 
tantamount to a second declaration of in­
dependence. Before that time a humiliat­
ing dependence of the people of this 
country upon the looms, the machinery, 
the workshops, the skill and dexterity of 
English operatives was seen, felt and ac­
knowledged. During the short period of 
the war of 1812 the people of the United 
States became almost naked for clothing 
and destitute of the common implements 
used for mechanical purposes.

Mr. Tilden and Mr. Hendricks are on a 
free trade platform, and Louisiana 
called npon to vote for them. Would it 
be wise in her to do so? nas she no in­
terests that would suffer if ours should 
become a free trade government? Let her 
ponder well this serious subject and act in 
reference to her present and future wel­
fare. We shall follow up this subject in 
our next.

of a better quality, and far cheaper. The 
home manufacturer was sustained and 
British monopoly put an end to. Still, 
these monopolists and our senseless free 
trade shriekers “stuck to the height of 
the horse,” still yelling ever after that 
they paid a price increased by the 
amount of the duty. The high tariff of 
1828 did impose a duty of eighteeu and 
three-fourths cents on each square yard of 
cotton cloth imported into the United 
States. But as the system was brought 
to operate this duty gradually became of 
no efiect; a mere dead letter on the 
statute book. The great author of the 
American system, in a speech delivered 
at Raleigh, years after the Success cf Lis 
statesmanship was established, said, in 
reference to the constantly reiterated 
dogma that the consumer paid the duty:

It any man in this vast assembly will ex­
plain to me how it is that he pays eighteen 
and three-fourths cents duty on every yard 
of cotton cloth he buys, when he buys the 
yard for ten cents, I will give up the whole 
subject.

The system of fostering the industry of 
our own country, rendering it in de 
pendent of foreign nations, was a grand 
success. It was in fact releasing our 
country from an odious British monopoly 
that virtually kept us in a state of colonial 
vassalage very little less oppressive than 
the one the colonies were under before 
the revolution. And now we may advert 
to the historical fact that Johnny Bull has 
ever been the aider and abettor of the 
free trade party of this country, because 
if it were to prevail he would make a 
good thing of it again. We notice that 
he is out for Tilden and Hendricks. He 
rolls free trade as a sweet m or^l between 
his lips. When Mason, and Rost, and 
Yancey were sent from the Confederacy 
at the beginning of the late war, as a kind 
of commissioners to curry favor with Mr. 
Bull, they aimed to tickle his feelings by 
meanly and falsely asserting that slavery 
was not the cause of the outbreak in this 
country, but that the coliisiou arose from 
restrictions placed upon commerce by the 
Northern States, while the people of the 
Southern States were advocates of free 
trade. The sympathies of the British 
ministry and of the millionaire monopol­
ists were strongly in favor of the Confed­
eracy, but circumstances never justified 
them to join and assist their free trade 
friends.

A half century, we think, has not passed 
since the abrogation of the celebrated 
"corn laws” of England. During their 
continuance no grain was allowed to be 
imported into England while its own

THE HABEAS CORPUS REPUDIATED. 
The Times, commenting upon the ap­

plication of Triplett and Turnbull, col­
ored men, for a writ of habeas corps, re­
marks:

It looks as though the object of this ar­
rest was simplv to rescue these men from 
the hands of the law officer of East Baton 
Rouge and give them the chance to escape 
under a writ of habeas corpus, or il possible 
by bail.

Well, are not these legal rights, secured 
to the citizen by centuries of suffering and 
strife? Has no white man applied for a 
writ of habeas corpus ? Has no white 
man charged with murder applied lor and 
been admitted to bail ? Has no white man 
charged with such an offense left his bail 
to meet the recognizance entered into on 
his behalf? The records of New Orleans 
abound with numerous cases in which 
this process, the right of a freeman, has 
been applied for. and flagrant cases have 
occurred in which the offender bailed has 
dwelt abroad beyond the jurisdiction of 
the courts, and without fear of extra­
dition. But all these cases were those of 
white men. It is only when persons 
raised to be legally equal to others in 
rights and responsibility are advised by 
counsel that they may be taken from a 
custody which they deem wrongful and 
afforded a speedy trial before an impar­
tial tribunal, that the organs of the bull­
dozers come forward and intimate that 
these rights should be denied the appli­
cants, because the grant might afford the 
parties applicant an opportunity of es­
cape. Was it not as natural that these 
men should avail themselves of all legal 
rights, as that Mr. Henderson and his 
colleagues, convicted of violating the 
revenue laws, should have done the same 
thing, even to engaging the services of 
Republican friends to implore pardon of 
the President?

It is very well for the Times to keep 
step in the procession of the bulldozers, 
by finding fault with every act of a Re­
publican. It is very judicious to approve 
by speech, or silence, the acts of every 
White Leaguer, but tLis one-sided policy 
does not sustain the character of an im­
partial and fearless journal. Process has 
been sent from Feliciana for the arrest of 
colored men charged with having mur­
dered a colored man. Why has no pro­
cess been executed on the white men of 
that parish for the murder of colored 
John Gair, by wLitç men, upon a charge 
of having murdered a man now alive? 
Why has no local process issued for the 
capture of the man who killed one Re­
publican and mutilated another in the 
village of Coushatta? And why have not 
the organs of the White League reproached 
those parish authorities with their derelic­
tion of justice in the one case, as they 
have applauded them for their active pur­
suit of alleged offenders in the other? 
This answer is palpable. The alleged 
offenders in the one case are defended by 
the entire White League party ; those of 
the others are poor and unprotected. 
They have no patronage to bestow upon 
their advocates, and no power to hold 
them to any personal responsibility if they 
deny them the common legal rights of 
freemen, and charge, as the Times does, 
that an application on behalf of a colored 
man for a writ of speedy trial or for bail 
is but a device to facilitate their escape 
from justice. Oh! the sham chivalry 
which applauds the strong and finds the 
weaker always in the wrong!

The organ of the White League has 

learned the trick by which “ the largest 
circulation in the Southwest” may be 
claimed. During the evening, and 
up to an unseasonable hour Wednes­
day night, the town was startled 
from its propriety by the mad cry of 
“extra Democrat! extra Democrat!” Men 
supposing some terrible event had occur­
red which could not keep until morning, 
rushed forth and arrested the bearer of 
this fiery cross, that they might relieve 
the apprehensions of a terrified family.

tion, and put on duty where they are need 
ed, the House will positively refuse to an­
swer any appeal, anj cry for more troops.

The information that Congress will ap­
point a committee of safety rests upon 
this:

Prominent Congressmen speak of appoint­
ing safety commissioners ou the part of the 
House ol Representatives, with the author 
ity to sit and aot during the recess of Con­
gress. Their duty will bo to watch over 
the manner in which the campaign wiil be 
conducted, and particularly over the con­
duct of military affairs in the Sjuthern 
States daring the election.

The protection of the South from mile 
tary violence during the campaign is to 
be effected thus:

They will be given power to take testi­
mony. send for persons acd papers and be 
prepared to report, next session of Con 
gress, on the question of military interfer­
ence with the election.

There is an obvious difference between 
protecting the .South from military vio­
lence during the campaign, as promised 
in the heading, and a report to the next 
session of Congress. The rudely awak­
ened public will wish to know npon what 
authority ia founded this heading, so 
variant from the narrative which it pre­
cedes.

The whole 
sensation heading, with its unfounded 
deductions, is the most absurd gossip that 
ever sold an extra—and the public.

We can not forbear, however, to add a 
comment upon the Democratic proposal 
to leave the trioux in possession of the 
frontiers, lest the bulldozers shall be in­
terrupted in their campaign.
