A Walk Among t h e  P o l it ic ia n s .—Mon­
day nights are not good ones for political 
meetings, especially in very warm weather. 
That may be one reason why the Colored 
Democratic-Conservative Club did not have 
a rousing meeting at the corner of Tcbonp- 
itouias and Notre Dame streets last even­
ing. It was the same old story—a few dis- 
satisfied colored men trying to find consola­
tion in the Democratic fold. Joseph A. 
Craig takes the glory to himself of being 
the head and front of this present moie- 
ment to form an association the members 
of which declare themselves weary of being 
Republicans. They now wish to vote for 
Tilden and Hemdricks, and Nicholls and 
Wilts, to work, as thev say, a political re­
form in national and State politios. The 
gathering, if such it may be called, of last 
night does not promise an immediate over­
threw of the Republican party, because ten 
or a dozen men will not make or unmake a 
President or Governor.

Craig was the presiding officer; J. E.

thing about him but what is favorable, as 
we do not know anything against him’’

In refusing the motion, Judge Lynch re­
viewed the proceedings under act No. 31 of 
1874. The question was not yet settled. 
By an appeal in another case, the absolute 
enforcement of the law was still postponed, 
in spite of a decision of the Supreme Court 
sustaining it. The law did not prevent any 
one from selling meat, it only restricted all 
to certain places. In a climate like that of 
New Orleans, that seemed to be a proper 
regulation, and within the power of 
the Legislature to prescribe. There had 
been efforts, sometimes successful, to use 
the courts as a means of evading the law. 
Injunctions had issued from this oonrt to 
sustain a violation. Counsel had resorted 
to every expedient to evade it. That was 
a legitimate performance of their duties. 
But the court can only look at the law. By 
it the business of the defendants was an 
illicit one. To grant the motion to bond 
the conrt would use its discretion to allow 
the defendants to continue to violate the 
law. It would also have to oonsider the 
facts of the petition as falsely stated when 
they are presumed to be trne. The court 
can not aid law breakers. Code of Prac­
tice, page 307, has been cited with the alle­
gation that a dissolution will not work an 
irreparable injury to defendant. As before 
stated, it is a matter of discretion, and this 
case of the defendant’s being a direct vio­
lation of the law, the motion to bond is re­
fused.

Same vs. same.—Rules for contempt on 
Adam Wagner (not found) and J. Dentag- 
non. It being shown that the private mar­
ket of J. Dentagnon had been kept open in 
defiance of the injunction, he was con­
demned to ten davs’ imprisonment.

D e m o c r a t ic  T a c t i c s .

E d it o r  R e pu b l ic a n :
The plan of the Democratic-Confederate 

campaign of 1876 in the South, as nearly as 
I can make it out from present appear­
ances, is as follows: .

1. Prominent Radicals to be involved in 
jersonal quarrels and killed, politios hav- 
ng nothing to do with the oause of diffi 
cuTty.

2. Outbreaks and conflicts with negroes 
to occur in various looalitiee, the cause and 
origin of the same always non-political, 
like that at Hamburg, South Carolina. The 
effect will none the less be to intimidate 
the colored voters.

3. The leaders and speakers of the De­
mocracy always and everywhere to profess 
in public their desire for a fair election, 
and will so advise the people in public, but 
at the same time prepare for the worst by 
forming armed clubs for self defense and 
protection of women and children.

4. Immediately before the presidential 
eleotiou the thoroughly organized White 
Leagners to effect, by any and all means, 
the most extensive and complete intimida­
tion ever known. This movement to be 
general, wherever a State is to be gained. 
By suppressing the colored vote, but so 
near the day ofekotion as to prevent Fed­
eral interference in time to defeat the 
scheme.

5. While these scenes are enacted in the 
Sonth so as to secure the 138 electoral votes 
for TildeD, the immense resources of the 
»arty for fraud to be employed in Indiana, 
tfew Y o sk , New Jereay, or other States, if 

need be, to make sure of his election.
In comment on the plan. I merely recall 

the late success in Mississipoi, and the 
rands perpetrated by Tweed and Tilden in 

New York in 1868. What has been done, 
can be done again. Did not Hayes nar­
rowly escape defeat last fall by Democratic 
frauds in Ohio?

An immense fund is already collected to 
carry out the plan. They spend that they 
may make. With the control of the na­
tional revenues in their hands, a golden 
stream would flow for their enrichment. Re­
fund the cotton tax, pay war damage 
claims, pension rebel soldiers, remunerate 
slave owners for their confiscated chattels, 
bnild Southern levees and Pacino railroad, 
change the tariff to favor the South at the 
expense of the North.

EXCELSIOR.

A M ou rn fu l P a r ty .

A party of ladies in whom a deep interest 
is taken just now arrived at the Palmer 
House at four o'clock yesterday afternoon. 
Thev are Mrs. Générai t uster, Mrs. Colonel 
G. W. Yates, Mrs. Captain A. E. Smith, 
Mrs. Calhoun and Miss Emma Reed. Ali 
these ladies, except Miss Reed, are the 
widows of the gallant officers massacred by 
the red-skinned devils under Sitting Bull. 
Mrs. Calhoun, wife of First Lieutenant Cal­
houn, is a sister of General Custer, and Miss 
Reed is his niece. Mr. Reed, step-brother 
of the General, and Mr. Richard A. Rob­
erts, correspondent of the New York 
Sun, have charge of the ladies. The 
ladies were all attired iu deep mourn­
ing. They received no callers, took 
supper in a private pallor at the hotel, and 
left at nine o’clock last evening on the 
Michigan Central railroad. Mrs. Custer 
Mrs. Calbonn, Mrs. Yates and Miss Reed 
will henceforth reside in Monroe, Michigan, 
while Mrs. Smith will flod a home in the 
interior of New York State.

The party left Fort Lincoln on last Sat­
urday, traveling by boat and carriage to 
Bismarck, where Sunday was spent as the 
gnests of Colonel J. W. Raymond. A spe­
cial car oonveyed them from Bismarck to 
Favgo on Monday. Remaining over night 
at the latter place, they left there Tuesday 
morning and reached St. Paul at six o'clock 
on Wednesday morning, where the re­
mainder of the day was spent with some 
very intimate friends. They came to this 
city over the West Wisconsin railroad. 
There are now no widows of officers at Fort 
Lincoln, but the widowed wives of twenty- 
two soldiers remain there, mourning to­
gether their terrible bereavement.

Mr. Roberts, the brother of Mrs. Yates, 
had accompanied Custer to within seventy 
miles of where the engagement took place, 
when his horse gave out, and he was 
obliged to remain behind, afterward join­
ing Reno. He retnrned to Fort Lincoln 
with the wounded of Reno’s command. The 
steamboat Far West, which had penetrated 
a long way into the Indian country, started 
back to Fort Lincoln with forty-one 
wounded soldiers, three of whom died on 
the trip. The boat made the trip of 900 
miles on the Yellowstone and Missouri in 
forty-four hours, and not in thirty-four 
hoars as heretofore published.

Mr. Roberts says that Reno’s men gave 
the dead of Cnster’s command as decent 
burial as the circumstances wonld admit 
of. They had but two spades, and while 
these were being used in digging graves 
the Boldiers were scooping in the dirt upon 
the dead with their plates, cups and ease 
knives, some clawing it in with their hands. 
The graves of the officers were carefully 
marked. They were buried exactly as they 
fell. A stake, hollowed out in the oentre, 
and tightly plngged, was driven oat of 
sight at the head of each officer’s grave. In 
the hollow of each stake was deposited a 
small roll of paper, upon which was writ­
ten the name of the»dead one underneath. 
Corresponding numbers were prepared and 
are in the keeping of Captain Nofan, of the 
Seventh Regiment. The number was also 
burnt into each stake before being driven 
into the earth.—Chicago Times.
