AN ACCEPTANCE.
The Democratic party, bankrupt in 

means and honor, is run exclusively on 
the credit system. Its seedy office seekers 
promise to pay their seedy followers one 
day after victory. This policy has been 
observed ever since the party went into 
business on its own account in opposi­
tion to the Union Republican party. 
While old Mr. Buchanan slept in the 
White House, as general agent for the na­
tion, his Cabinet stole millions of money 
and all the munitions of war that could 
be moved South, joined -Jeff' Davie and 
the Hamburg people of South Carolina 
and endeavored to set up an improved 
Democratic government. That com' 
bination was the new Democratic 
party which tries to make the 
South a unit, and takes to its heart 
copperheadei and white feathered leader 
like Headricks and Tilden. The bottom 
of the treasonable and experimental gov- 
ernment was knocked out by the per­
sistent blows of Union soldiers, but the 
great principles of States rights and 
negro subjugation remain. When the 
Confederate-Democrats set up business 
they had scarcely gold enough to pay 
the officers of the concern and were 
obliged to issue notes to the stock­
holders. The notes were issued much as 
Tilden issued his iron mine money tickets 
in Michigan, payable ic groceries when 
the wagon arrives. The Confederate 
notes were payable in so many months 
after the declaration of peace between the 
United States and the Coufederate-DemO' 
cratic party, and they are as good to-day 
as they ever were.

The credit system is still continued. A 
convention at St. Louis draws on a New 
York barrel ot money and a Western pa­
per balloon. The convention is the 
drawer, names the conditions, puts up 
the shutters and waits for the letter of 
acceptance. The nominations were the 
bills of exchange. Neither the hard nor 
soft financial man would accept at sight* 
but both have finally endorsed after 
thirty days, payable in kind after election. 
The platform promises everything and 
the promising candidates promise to pay 
in promises after either of them shall 
have been put in office by the party of 
short hair and loud voice.

Being men of widely different records, 
the one a tricky little railroad sharp and 
Tammany ballot-box stuffer, bidding for 
Wall street and stock-gambling favor, the 
other a statesman, with pronounced in 
dation principles, the acceptors were a 
long time agreeing upon concerted action. 
They finally agree that Tilden has no ob' 
jectiou to specie payment, and Hendricks 
thinks, upon the whole, that he is right. 
As political platforms are always taken 
down after an election, and filed away 
with old lumber, the hard and soft men 
agree to agree that they will stand by the 
St. Louie lumber, and their letters of 
agreement and acceptance are satisfactory 
to the two component parts of the Demo­
cratic party—those who know that the S 
Louis platform and the letters mean 
nothing, and those who have no under­
standing or idea of what they might mean 
if honest.

The acceptance business and credit sys­
tem comes down in the Democratic line 
from a candidate’s nomination for the 
highest office within the gift of the people 
to the promise of a boost as alderman 0 
his native village. The man who is prom' 
ised an elective office is required to say a 
few words of encouragement to the men 
who expect positions through him by ap­
pointment

General Nicholls, who could not have 
at the time known much about the Baton 
Bouge platform, accepted at sight, and, 
crippled as he was, knocked the whole 
party machinery to pieces by saying that, 
if elected, he should be Governor of the 
whole people; that he had no friends to 
favor and no wire-pullers to reward. That 
was the idea gathered from his virtuous 
maiden speech. He promised to do justly 
by all if ever he had a chance. That was 
not exactly what was wanted, as it left 
many of the party in the predicament of 
the Irishman at court. The judge toid 
him to be quiet and he should have jus­
tice. “That’s what I ’m afraid of, yer 
honor; ye might be afther hanging me.’

The boys ÿnow how to fix Nicholls. He 
is a good man to puli up a dead weight 
ticket, but they talk of offering him the 
sugar plum of the United States Senate 
alter the State election, in case he should 
be made Governor. That would rid the ex­
ecutive office 0: a man who talks of giving 
justice to all men, and of making appoint 
ments according to the capacities of ap­
pointees and necessities of the positions 
to be filled.

He will either 
hump on to Washington and take his 
seat or be addressed out of the Governor’s 
office, and then the gray will be on deck 
again.

A few other meu drawn on for their in­
fluence and promises have issued letters 
of acceptance. Mr. Ogden, whom the 
office of Attorney General has been seek- 
for a number of years, has been asked to 
make a few remarks on the railroad ques­
tion. The Democrat tells him to be quiet, 
and that if he will not open his mouth 
the people will never find out what sort 
of a boy he is, and he opens not his 
mouth. ;

OUE POVERTY AND ITS CAUSES- 
The Times has rendered a  service by 

reporting numerous cases of destitution, 
in the sacrifices of property resulting from 
the inability of the people to find employ 
ment, as well as from the unproductive 
character of the investments.

There are two theories for this deplor­
able condition of society

1. That the Mississippi river has been 
superseded as a way to and from market 
by railroads and canals across the country.

2. “That bad government and over tax 
ation were the causes of the depression 
our commerce and industries, and conse 
quentiy of the poverty and misery of the 
working classes.”

The effect of a series of railroads cross­
ing the mountains and connecting the 
business centres of the West with the At 
lantic ports, has been shown by the re 
port of the Senate committe on trans 
portation to the seaboard. This commit 
tee, “in 1871, personally examined and 
most carefully investigated” twelve differ' 
ent ways, natural and artificial, between 
the West and the Eastern Atlantic ports, 
Among these ways was the Mississippi 
river.

The number of tons transported be 
tween the West and East by these ways 
is summarized as follows:

Total overland movement, tons, be 
tween the valley of the Mississippi and the 
Atlantic ports by rail and canal, 26,630, 
000 tons.

Against this may be estimated, received 
at New Orleans, at 1,000,000 tons.

A. K. Miller, one of our largest ship 
pmg merchants, has estimated the tons 
loaded outward at 83ö,500. Whether we 
estimate the tons received at this port a 
one miliion or a million and a half, 
and, without any particular exactitude, 
it will be seen that the Mississippi 
river conveys but one ton out of twenty 
five, or but four per cent of the weight, 
in movement between the West and East. 
Then we have the highest home testi 
mony that the want of adequate aaviga 
tion at the river mouth has depressed the 
foreign and coastwise commerce of this 
city.

The testimony of Messrs. Kennard 
Higby and other authorities goes to prove 
that if the outlet water was deeper the 
commerce of our city would improve. 
One exhibit says

For ships to be most profitable to share 
owners, to cross the ocean, tney should 
carry 2500 or 3060 tons dead weight, and to 
do so, as now constructed, would draw 
twenty-three to twenty-five feet of water.

Mr. A. K. Miller testified that fully two- 
thirds of the tonnage plying to and from 
our port, if loaded with heavy cargo to 
their full draft capacity, would be unable 
to cross the bar at our river mouth, owing 
to the shoal in the water a great portion 
of the year. Then follows a sketch of the 
damage inflicted by vessels lodged on the 
bar, in one case amounting to a detention 
of seven million dollars in cargoes. Mr. 
Miller expresses the opinion, that were 
there “a depth of from twenty-five to 
twenty-seven feet to be depended on at the 
mouth of the river, double or treble the 
amount of grain would no doubt be 
shipped from our port.”

Here, then, are two causes which in the 
estimation of competent authorities go to 
account for the loss of our trade. The 
one cause will not aliow the trade to come 
here; the other will not permit to go 
away.

But then comes in the second explana 
tion fnat bad government and over taxa­
tion have caused the depression of com­
merce and the poverty of the working 
classes. It is an excellent thing to be a 
Democrat, because a member of that 
party may do any act with impunity. If 
we assume for a moment that the cause is 
as stated, we would ask how the Demo­
cratic party, which has exclusive charge 
of the city administration, is exempt from 
any censure? Why should the people 
be called on to reinstate in municipal 
power a party which has certainly 
shown itself incompetent to arrest 
the decline and to restore prosperity?
It would be promptly replied by the Dem­
ocratic politicians, the seizure and sale of 
property for city taxes is caused by the 
Republican mal-administration of the 
State government. Very well. Let us 
examine for a moment. Does not the 
whole amount collected trom taxation go 
through the hands of an administration 
exclusively Democratic? Can any one 
say that the city debt has been contracted 
by Republican officials? These ques‘ 
tiens will be parried by the remark that 
the schools and police are a State charge. 
We suppose that since the encyclical 
epistle of Mr. Lasher, we may assume 
that we shall, in any event, expect “ the 
establishment and maintenance of free 
pubiic schools, for both white and colored 
children, which shall be neither sectarian 
nor partisan in their direction.” We sup­
pose, moreover, that no one denies that 
the city requires some police. Deduct, 
then, any excessive cost of a Republican 
sytem of schools or police from the gross 
outlay, and it will not throw upon the Re­
publican State government a responsi­
bility sufficient to account for the fright­
ful sacrifice of property and the sufferings 
of poor people adverted to by the Times 
reporter.

The Republican State administration 
has a still further exculpation in the fact 
that while the city’s prosperity and labor 
suffers so much, the agricultural products 
of the State are reported as in excellent 
condition and of unusually good pros­
pects. We suppose a Democratic poli­
tician can explain how it is that a State 
administration imposing only half the 
taxes on town property that is imposed 
by the city government, should have 
caused the ruin of the city, while the 
country interests, under the same rate of 
taxation, are prospering?

If we have been at all successful in 
proving to reasonable people that the de­
cline of New Orleans is not exclusively

turn to ask in what will this decline be 
arrested by the election of a Democratic 
President, a Democratic Governor, and 
the re-election of a Democratic city ad­
ministration?

The federal policy of the Democracy has 
been shown to be antagonistic to the con­
struction of any works of internal im­
provement. It is hostile to manufactures 
and to the protection of American indus­
tries.

For .State policy we have been threat­
ened by a Democratic elector with the ex­
pulsion of all political dissenters from the 
State. We need not express our own be­
lief of the intolerance of social and indus­
trial oppression. We have the evidence 
that no one who will not join a Democratic 
club can live in the parishes. The 
exodus which would fallow the exclusive 
control of the Democracy would arrest 
any disposition ou the part of industry or 
capital to immigrate to Louisiana. 
Then we have a distinct declaration from 
the organ of the Bourbons, counter­
signed by the decrees of the shanty 
barons, that no debt shall be incurred for 
the construction of a railroad to connect 
the city with any new territory.

With this argument we submit to the 
people to decide: 1. Whether the de­
cline of New Orleans is due exclusively to 
State misgovernment ? and 2. Whether 
to place men intolerant of opinion and 
opposed to agencies of improvement by the 
Federal, State or municipal government, 
is precisely the means to arrest decline 
and restore prosperity.

TIE BEARS ON TOP.
Taking advantage of the midsummer 

dullness, when capitalists are enjoying 
their summer jaunts and Carondelet street 
is all but a deserted waste, the bears of 
Louisiana State bonds have made an in 
sidious and temporarily successful attack 
upon that most approved and excellent 
security. So far they do not appear to 
have reaped auy rewards in the way of 
cheap purchases, holders clinging tena 
ciously to their prizes, but doubtless many 
lots, carried on margins, will have to be 
sacrificed if bear tactics succeed in push­
ing even nominal quotations much lower.

The lever used to depreciate consols in 
public estimation is the assumed inability 
of the State to pay its next January con 
pons, and we need scarcely assure our 
readers that a more groundless alarm 
never panicked a market The require­
ments of the State to meet its interest 
demands for the current year equal but 
nine-fifteenths of the tax levy—there 
being but nine millions of tax-drawing 
bonds outstanding, while the levy pro 
vides for fifteen, and (as the Governor 
positively informed the representatives of 
the unfunded bonds) the interest on these 
outstanding consols must be assured be­
fore another bond will be issued. Those 
who first subscribed to the conditions of 
the settlement of the State debt will re­
ceive the benefit of their faith, and those 
who held back until the last moment 
must await the collection of the money 
for the liquidation of their claims. This 
the administration considers to b9 good 
policy and good faith, and will rigidly 
maintain its position.

Fortunately, however, this policy will 
work no especial hardship to the holders 
of yet unfunded bonds—of which, it is 
definitely ascertained, not more than two 
and a half millions can by any possibility 
be presented for exchange during the 
present year. Of this amount the bulk 
are already here and registered, and will 
doubtless be converted during the month 
of October. The funds to pay the inter­
est on this new emission of consols is al­
ready in hand for the dues of 1874, and 
the amount for 1S75, is so rapidly accu 
mulating in the hands of collectors, that 
sufficient will be covered into the treas 
ury by the end of the third quarter to 
permit funding to be resumed. When 
this is completed, the entire outstand­
ing amount of bonds will require but the 
collection of about three-quarters of the 
tax levy for 1876 in order to cash every 
coupon due on the first of January proxi­
mo. This, it will be seen, would allow 
for a delinquent roll of a quarter of the 
entire State assessment, an unprecedented 
percentage, and one which the indica­
tions are all against, and which will not 
be permitted.

It will be seen by this brief statement 
how excellent a shape our State finances 
are in. We run no risk of disappoint­
ment in positively predicting that imme­
diately after the election—no matter how 
that may result—Louisiana consolidated 
bonds will approach much nearer to a par 
value than they ever yet have done.
