I gave i t  ail my time 
and all my abilities, and after four years I 
delivered it  up w orth $6,000.000, Five 
thousand dollars a  yeai. w ithout any com' 
missions for indorsing, was ali I was psid— 
ail I demanded; ba t, if  there is any such 
m erit in service as is asserted, and if Mr. 
Tilden or the  parch w ing committee were 
entitled to steal $200,000 or $300,000 of 
bonds, then I claim it  was my honest right 
to have stolen the  railroad itself.

THE A M ENDM ENTS TO THE CONSTITUTION

TNo. 96.
An act to  am end the  constitution of the 

S tate of Louisiana.
Be it  enacted by  the Senate and Honee of 

Representatives of the  S tate of Louisiana 
in General Assembly convened, twe-thirds 
of the  members of each boose agreeing 
thereto, T hat the following am endments be

thereon, and  the  Secretary of S tate shall 
cause the  same to  be published three 
months before the  nex t general election for 
Representatives in the  General Assembly, 
in a t  least one newspaper in  every parish 
in  the State in  which a  newspaper shall be 
published, and said proposed amendments 
shall be subm itted to  the  people, a t  said 
election, in such m anner and  form tha t the 
people may vote for or against each amend ­
m ent separately, i. t  : F irst proposed
amendment, “For approval, or “Against 
approval,” and in like m anner as to  the 
others: and if a  m ajority of the  voters, a t 
said election, shall approve and ra tify  such 
amendm ent or amendments, th e  same shall 
be appropriately numbered, and become 
a p a rt of the  constitution, and be p ro ­
claimed as such by the Governor and Sec-

etaiy  of State. 
1. The«expenditures of each session of the 

General Assembly for per diem and mileage 
of members, for paym ent of officers and 

ayes, and for contingent expenses, 
not exceed the eum of one hundred 

and seventy-five thousand dollars: and 
members of the  General Assembly shall 
receive five dollars a  day daring  their a t ­
tendance, and  a  mileage of tw enty cents a 
mile for actual distance from the court­
house of their respective parishes to the 
S tate Capitol.

2. The last sentence in artiole sixty-six 
of the  constitution, which reads as fol­
lows, to  wit: “ I f  any bill shall not be 
returned by the  Governor within five days 
after it  shall have been presented to him, 
it  shall be a  law  in  like manner as if he 
had signed it, unless the  General Assem­
bly by adjournm ent prevent its retnrn, 
in which case the said bill shall be re­
turned  on the  first day of the m eeting oi 
the General Assembly after the  expiration 
of said five days, or be a  law ,” shall be 
amended so as to  read as follows, to wit:

I f  any bill shall not be returned by the 
Governor w ithin five days, not including 
Sundays, a fte r i t  shall have been presented 
to him, i t  shall be a  law in  like m anner as 
if he had eigned it, unless the  General As­
sembly by adjournm ent prevent ite retnrn, 
in which case i t  shall not be a  law  unless 
signed and prom ulgated w ithin tw enty  
days a fte r said adjournm ent.”

3. The judicial powers heretofore vested 
in parish courts are hereby abrogated and 
w ithdraw n. The d istric t courts of the 
State, outside the  parish of Orleans, shall 
have original jurisdiction in a ll civil cases 
when th e  amount in dispute exceeds one 
hundred dollars, exclusive of interest, and 
appellate jurisdiction over cases decided by 
justices of the peace when the  am ount in  die 
p u ts  exceeds fifty dollar«, exclusive of in­
terest. In  criminal cases the ir jurisdiction 
shell be nn mited, and they shaill have full 
jurisdiction jv e r  m atters of probate and suc­
cession. Each of said d istric t judges shall 
receive a  salary of four thousand dollars 
annually, payable quarterly  on his 
own w arrant. Justices of the  peace 
shall have jurisdiction in civil cases 
when, w ithout reference to  interest, 
the am ount in dispute does not exceed 
one hundred  dollars, w ith power to  pro­
nounce judgm ent for th a t am ount, and such
interest, not to  exceed eight per cent per 
annum, as m ay be proved, and shall have.
in addition to the  crim inal jurisdiction now 
vested in them, a ll such crim inal jurisdic­
tion as is now vested in parish courts. 
Clerks of the  distric t courts shall have 
power to  gTant write of arrest, attachm ent, 
sequestration, provisional seizure and in ­
junction; to receive and  probate wills; to 
appoint adm inistrators, executors, curators, 
tu to rs  and under-tutors in  cases in which 
no opposition shall be made; to  homologate 
accounts, tableaus and schedules of debts 
when no opposition is m ade thereto, their 
judgm ents being only prim a facie evidence 
of correctness; to  g ran t orders directing 
sale of property  belonging to  successions 
or minors, and to g ran t orders of seizure
and sale by executory process, and shall re-
