Cheers were enthusiastically given for
the next President, Rutherford B. Hayes,

As you knmow, two parties assembled
this vear and announced their platforms.
They are atissue, The Rspublican party
hastens to proclaim fidelity to the Union,
and declares first that this couatry is a na-
tion. We believe in the preservation of
the Union, says the Democratic platform.
1t would have been more graceful to tender
their thanks to the Republican party for
preserving the Union and giviog ihem a
country to live in.

as a private soldier. It was not imp

for him to tell why he was & Re-
Publlcan. Ten years ago he had stood
n this ball, wearing the uniform ot
his country, and then he was as pro-
nounced a Democrat as there was in
the country. But scon enough there
oocurred what made him raise bhis
hand to God and swear that never agsin
would he cast a Democratic ballot. He eaw
the whole scene from beginning to end and
it was no der he b e a Republi
As such he would do his duty, and it was
the duty of all to do the same.

He answered, that if that was
80, the only difference was that the Repub-
licans had hll the offices and the Damocrats
all wanted them. That was the only thing
they had inst the colored people; they
knew they would all vote for Republicans.
But that was impossible. In the fifty-
four yeara the Democrats had had
power, they had done nothing to ad-
vance the ple. If the Republicans
had had it New Orleans would long
have had a population of 500,000 of peaceful
and prosperous people, with factories, ele-
vating industries and schools. Under Dem-
ocratic rule they had nothing. Lately he
learned that there were people who had
never crossed Canal street, fearing to
be contaminated by ocontact with the
Anglo Saxon. Such people should learn
that Louis XVI. no longer reigns, mor
is Louisiana a province ot Frauce. The
trouble is the want of information.

We all remember that while the hanging,
store burning and raiding, eo graphically
depioted by the testi y taken before the
Senate committee, were going on, we were
daily assured in the most positive manner
that everything was quiet, and reports to
the contrary Republican lies. We have
grown suspicious of this convenient and
charaoteristic mode of disposing of un-
pleasant truths, and incline to a strict con”
tidence in the direct, positive, affirmative
testimony of eye witnesses, even though
deponents might be unable to stand a com-
petitive examination before Thurman in the
laws governing oaths. We find there is a
good deal of truth to be found in unsworn
witnesses, and quite as much on the Repub-
lican side as the other.

PONCHATOULA, La , August 18, 1876,
EDITOR REPUBLICAN: !

I write to inform you of the terrible con-
dition of afiairs in our parish—Livingston.
Last Sunday night, while our church was

makes congratulations and declarations in
accordance with the peaceable mssertions
of his party, yet in ten minutes the com-
vention apologized to the White League
by nominating Mr. Wiltz.

It is time that armed mobs should cease
to be d; time that re-
spect should not be given merely for the
color of the skin; time that an arsault on a
citizen because of his skin should be con-
sidered an assault on the government, that
proclaims the lives of its citizens are in its
charge. An assault on the bricks of Fort
Sumter called out all its energies. As-
suredly the lives of those it has promised
to protect are as valuable, for the nation
has guaranteed. When & citizen is
shot down by the White League
the government can pot condone the
crime nor abandon him. I charge
directly upon the Democrats at Baton
Rouge, that they deliberately indorsed the
White League. They denounce the govern-
ment the White League attempted to over-
throw; they call it illegal, as did the White
League. They fail to denounce what the
League did, and then they nominate for
Lieutenant Governor the man who, as the
representative of and backed by the White
Leegue, one year ago, attempted to seize
the House of Representatives. They fail to
condemn or denounce the ruin and desola-
tion wrought, but by this nomination ir-
dorse it.

Mr. Pitkin kere ehowed that not one col-
ored voter would vote the Democratic
ticket uniess forced by intimidation.

He continued by eaying that the State
citizenship was an inter-garment; that of
the nation, the body within. He might un-
botton the one and take it off, might be a
citizen of Louisiana, Colorado or Maine,
but wherever he was no State could impair
his npatural rights or defense, which the
national government would 'meb when
the State failed to doeo. The Ku-Klux,
the Vigilants and the White League de-
clare they represent their section. And
they do 8o, just so far as it does
not punish them for acts they would
hang or shoot & black man for.
The Democratic candidate of 1872, Horace
Greeley, said a government that did not
prevent its citizens from robbery, fraud or
murder, or deprive him of his rights, was a
sham. The speaker then referred to
Marshal Packard. His character was
olothed with iron mail, and every shaft
hurled at him breaks as it strikes. Itis
admitted by the Times and Picayune, and
by the Democratic committee, that he
is not corrupt. The Democrats ask for
execution of the laws. So he has
executed them, not as the Democratic com-
mittee would interpret them, but only as
they stood. One in‘; was certain, when-
ever a man stretched forth his hands for
aid 8. B. Packard, a8 Governor, would em-
ploy the whole force of Louiriana to insure
that jastice was done him. Now a colored
man might be chased from here to St. Louis
and shot there in the presence of the Demo-
oratic convention, and under one clause of
that platform his slayer might bave
shouldered his gun and marched off. This
clause is most suspicious. Init the serpent
lies coiled, ready to dart out its fangs, a8 it
did on the fourteenth ef September. It
proclaims equal rights under laws of ‘‘our
own enactment.” Not the laws enscted by
the colored man. In this equivocal sen-
tence is embodied the whole history of the
fight. 1t is the fight renewed. The clause
is & fair avowal of the old hatred against
the black man. Is there no man who
shoulders the responsibility of jattack-
ing it? Yes, 8. B. Packard. What did
they say on it at Baton Rouge! Noth-
ing specific. Are we not ready to
meet it? Yes. How many oolored men
will go to the polls and vote the Democratic
tioket on that! Nome. They will not vote
for the Democrat who has one hand fall of
romises and holds s pistol in the other.

He closed by sayirg that there was one
man who kept his forefinger on these
amendments, and the other stretched out to
collar the man who violated them, and
called for three cheers for 8. B. Packard,
which were given with a will.

Colonel James Lewis was next called on,
and referred in detail to both tickets, na-
tional and State, claiming that the ballot-
box would show a universal triumph for
Hayes and Wheeler and for Pac! and
Antoine. The Demooratic party had so
swallowed the Conservative party that
only the tail was left. It had mever
allied itself to any one but what 1t had de-
ceived them, and now called on the colored
men to join 1t. None would do so. What
aot had the Democratic party ever done for
their benefit to elevate or advance them, or
in the interest of the poor people, black or
white. One of the strangest things was
that Jews and foreign born people, vfo had
been persecuted for their race, who had
died by thousands, should adhere to
the party that committed_ these
wrongs on them, when only the Repub
lioan pu'tﬁyl gave equal lights to all. He
believed that the going out of the lamps
was caused by a purchase from some Dem-
ocrat, for a Demoorat was always cheating
somebody. He would stand -Slwnldu to
shounlder with all in_the ublican party
on every occasion. The invitation to meet

Rev. George W. Bryant followed, and
wae, perhape, the most popular orator. He
arraigned the Democratic party, and
claimed that not fifty darkeys would vote
the Democracic ticket. He referred to the
speech of Colonel McEnery, of June 23,
1874, and read extracts from Democrat-
io papers, claiming that on these the
colored people would not believe Demo-
cratic protestativns of to-day, for they
were not fools. He gave an amusing ac-
count of his visits to Baton Rouge and
Pointe Coupee, and at the former place, in-
stead of 650 colored Democrate, tound only
two, who were too drunk to be responsible
for their acts.

President Evans’then announced that a
grand mass meeting would be held Tuesday
evening, at the eame place, composed of
tke Republi of the S d District.

With hearty cheers for the candidatee,
and more music from the various bands,
the meeting adjourned.

The Meetings Outside.

A large audience, and portions of the
several clubs being unable to gain adwmit-
tance to the Institute, held meetings out-
side.

The most important was directly in front
and was organized by the election of Mr,
John Reynolds as chairman, who assumed
the duties of the office as composedly as if
he had been born in the speaker’s chair.
He dispensed with secretaries. There were
many calls for speakers, but Mr. L. D. Her-
bert seeming to be the one most desired he
mounted the stand.

Mr. Herbert delivered a most successfal
campaign epeech, reviswing and comparing
the different candidates. He predicted the
success of both the national and State can-
didates, and rejoiced that all difterences
were healed, and now the Republican
party presented a more solid front than
ever before. A vote of thanks was ten-
dered him, though the continued approving
interruptions indicated no necessity for it,

Mr. W. H. Green followed, making an
able speech; going over points left un-
touched by Mr. Herbert.

The meeting passed a vote of thanks to
him also, and adjourned to join in the pro-
cession.

Other gatherings were addressed, Mr.
George Mason making a short speech, and
by the time they were adjourned cheers
from the Imstitute announced the ocon-
clusion of the first mass meeting.

The Stock Exchange Quotations.

Something has gone wrong with the New
Orleans Stock Exck Its quotati
no longer represent the true etite of the
market, and the journalist who depends
upon them and accepts them as true de-
ceives his readers.

Yesterday morning, and again in the eve-
ning, all the city papers quoted Louisiana
consols 57 @57 %, remarking that the mar-
ket had declined % since the day before.
Upon reading these quotations in the morn-
ing & buyer sent an inquiry to his broker,
and received the following:

I am offered ten State bonds at 53. An
swer soon. Respectfally,

The buyer answered by calling attention
to the quotations of the Stock Exchange
as showing the market at 57 @57%, and of-
fering to buy at the outside figure. The
broker replied:

The quotation is not correct. The lowest
price I can buy bonds at is 583, and difficult
to get at that. The market is firm and ad-
vaneing. If you wish to wait I think you
will have to pay higher.

In two hours after this the evening pa-
pers came out with the following:

New State consols—Offerings are light
and rates easy. They opened at 57 @57 ',
and are now ruling at the same rate, with a
moderate inquiry.

Another leading broker, when asked to
explain the difference between the Stock
Exchange quotations and the actual mar-
ket, remarked that there were no sales at
the Exchange except a few small bonds of
the denomination of $100. By a special
resolution of the Exchange consols of this
denomination are not deliverable in ordi-
nary t tions, and theref they re-
quire special rates. Upon a sale of a few
hundred dollars’ worth of these small
bonds, however, has been based quotations
at least one point below the market, and
the city papers have been deceived and mis-
led their readers for twenty-four hours.
Both the brokers mentioned above are
members of the Stock Exchange.
