There was no denying the
faot, he eaid, that the ‘‘bloody shirt” is no
mythical garment, and the attempt to
ridionle out of public discursion an issue
so vital to the public weltare, and so
intimately connected with the national life,
if it should succeed, would be fatal to the
republic. Neither {ree speech, & free press,

eable aesemblage, the right to keep an

g::g arms, nor security for persons or prop-
erty, all of which are constitutional rights,
were to-day enjoyed by Republicaps iu the
South. It was not his purpcse to shake
“the bloody shirt;” he did not deem that
necessary, for it was like Banquo's ghost,
snd would pot down. It would haunt
the nation until the murder of the innocent
viotims whose gore gave it its orimson
color, and who were murdered for no crime
save their devotion to the Republican
party, was aveuged, and their brethren
protected from outrage and wrong. Bat
there was a phase of the Southern questiin
which affected the interests of the whole
country, and that wae the great
value of the celored people of the
South ecommercially. He argued that
all the induatries of that eection needed
their presence. In the West an able-bodied
emigrant was svppoeed to be worth $850
anoually to the national wealth, but the
colored people of the South furnmished a
million ot workers, equal to the Western
emigrant, and bronght to the ecountry's

at sggregate of prodncts, in the many
orms that their energies assumed, $850,-
000,000 snnually.

Alluding to the Democratic and Repub-
lican letters of acceptance, he said Gover-
nor Hayes rightly interpreted the causes of
the troubles at the South, and pointed out
clearly and unmistakably the way to estab-
lish permaneut. peace and to secure honest
and capable local government in those
States. *‘A hearty and generous recogni-
tion ot the rights of all, by all, without re-
serve or exception,” he said, “wouid ao-
complish it,” and any attempt to settle the
Southern troubles upon a different basis
would prove a disastrous failare.
