Yestordsy morning st two o'clock Gen
eral Harry T. Haye. sfter much suffering

COMMITTEE ON QUOTATIONS.

The above communication comes from
one of the officers of the Stock Exchange,
and is entitled to respectful consideration.
‘We regret that we can not reconcile it with
actnal experience. We know that at least
four leading brokers had, on Friday, orders
to fill up to 57% @58. They reported on
Satarday morning that they were unable to
buy any quantity at thoee rates. How it
happened that they let an offer to sell at
57% go by default, when they had a chance
to make from 2 2 % by buying, can be ex-
plained by them better than by us. Per-
haps they did not hear the offer, or perhaps
the bords offered were fractional, and not
deliverable to their customers. There is some
mystery about it, which we hope the commit-
tee on quotations will inquire into, at least
for their own mformation if not for further
use. We submit it is & little embarrassing
to one here buying for New York account
to be told by all the leading brokers that
consols are scarce at 58, and at the same
time be aesured by the committee on quota-
tions that they were offered at the Ex.
change at 57'%, without buyers. We will
cheerfully publish any short communica-
tion on this subject.

It now seems that the commiseioners are
determined to no longer allow peopie to re-
main under a false impression in regard to
the reduotion of the entrance tee, and have
flatly contradicted the rumor that from
Saturday next,the two last Saturdaye of
each month, the entrance fee would be
twenty-five cents. They plainly state that
the redamction will only be made on Satar"
day 19 and Saturday 26 inetant. Of course
this is coneidered a very elight concession
when the popular demand is so great. Bat
it ie merely an experiment, and I have no
doubt the result will be so satiefactory as
to juetify them in establishing regular half
fare days. The commissioners have been
very harshly condemed for pursving this
couree, and if the expoeition proves & finan-
cial failure the blame will, ¢f course, be
laid at their doors. The present prospects
do not indicate a very great finanoial suc-
cess, and we certainly hope that their
narrow policy will be apparent to them
soon emough to prevent any disastrous
resuits.

Cattle Plague in Russin.

The 8t. P buarg correspondent of the
London Standard saye: “The cattle plagne
has again appeared in the neighborhood of
St. Petersburg. The first case wase reported
from Tsarkoe Selo a month ago, and on in-

uiry it was found that the infected animals
g.dr{een brought from the government of
Novgorod by some peasants, who are to be
prosecuted for infringing the law by which
the sale of cattle is regulated. The most
stringent measures have been adopted to
prevent the spread of the comtagion. A
quarantine has been established round the
places where diseased animals are known
to exist; neither cattle, hx nor straw is
allowed to be taken from the locality, and
no cattle can enter the capital without
being subject to rigid inspection. A great
many people in St. Petersburg keep cows,
and it is the oustom to send them eve
morning to graze in the neighborhood.

“‘Haviug had the fact of & well considered
conspiracy laid before him, with every
evidence of its being well founded,” he re-
marked that, ‘“‘notwithetanding ne never
gave the subject any more than passing at-
tention, and the thing did not cause him
the slightest apprehemsion, because he
knew that neither during the course of his
military life, nor in his experience as Pres-
ident of the United States, had he
ever written anything which could come
up to cause bim the slightest concern or
shame. Of couse with the light of events
since come to pass, and the experience of
earlier times, there were many things he
counld see now which he might do, if again
neceesary, in a different way; but they per-
tained more to a matter ot discretion as to
individuals than to questions of poli.tz,. In

pted

everything he did had always
the rale, t. h life, to examine what was
submitted to him carefully and withont

anything but the principle of doing right,
as far as he could judge, to guide him. He
had always written, spoken and acted in
that direction and in a manner which he
thought came up to that standard. The
question of his integrity or probity, as it
might be judged now or in atter years, never
gave him an emotion of concern, at least in
the way of doubt, because he knew that he
had ever been impelled by proper motives,
and he did not believe that was the
slightest thing to the contrary on record.

There were many mirepresentations, he
went on to say, made in connection with
the official communication between him-
self and ex-Secretary Bristow and ex-
Solicitor Wilson. As an illustration of
this he never asked for the resigmation of
the former, but three several times when
be voluntarily proposed to resign, and was
urgently anxious to do so0. he (President
Grant) dn'evniled upon him to stay in office.
Once Mr. Bristow insisted upon the ac-
cep:ance of his resiguation, because, he
said, he could not undergo the ordeal of
superintending another discharge or cutting
down of the Treasury employes. Again,
and for the third time, Mr. Bristow ten-
dered it, snd fixed the date of its occurrence
as he would like it to be, upon June 20, be-
caunse he eaid that was his forty-tourth
birthday, and he would be glad to close his
official life upon that day. On the second
ocoasion the President prevailed upon Mr.
Bristow to remain, because the new order
of things in the Treasury Department was
about to take glwe, with the subatitution
of eilver for the iractional currency, and
he thought it would need the supervision
of Mr. Bristow.

So far as anything has been elicited in
the congressional examination bearing
upon himself or the attaches heretofore of
the White House, the Preeident went on
again, after a pause, and with great tran
quillity, & skow of great satisfaction and a
quiet. smile he was willing to leave the
whole matter to the judgment of the coun-
try from the testimony given by ex-Solici-
tor Wilson before the congressional inves-
tigating committee. In relation to that
part ot Bluford Wilson’s testimony which
charged Generals Babcock and Porter with
being concerned in Black Friday specula-
tiens, the President said he once put a lot
of papers, rolled up, for a moment, in a pri-
vate drawer of his desk, and enl uenily
took them out, handing them to his som,
whe was acting as his private secretary,
for examination. The papers he found,
when reported upon by Mr. U. S. Grant,
Jr.,, did not show any connection
whatever of General Baboock with the
Black Friday affair at the time stated, be-
caunse they could not, as he was then in
San Domiongo; and, as for General Porter’s
connection with the Black Friday scandal,
he could not find that he had ever bought a
doliar’s worth of gold in his life; but he had
purchased one or two small pieces of prop-
erty on Washington Heights, New York
city, through or in connection with General
Butterfield, which, from all he could learn,
was a perfectly honorable and straightfor-
ward trapsaction. When these many and
frequent reporte were made about those
bearing & near and intimate official relation
to him, it was natural he should accept
them with great cantion and suspicion,
but he always signified in the most dis-
tinet and emphatic manner, as he
did in the letter indorsement of ‘let no
