The Democrats are very jubilant over
their victory, and gave the Republicans to
understand that they intended to carry the
county, and would treat any meeting they
attempted to have in the same way that
they had done this one. The negroes dis-
persed quietly, and did not attempt to
raise another meeting.

Geueral Slocum’s Opinion of Tilden.
George Alfred Townsend recently inter-
viewed General Slocum at Saratoga. Gen-
eral Slocum will be remembered as a Dem-
ocratic Congressman from New York for
several years after the close of the war:

The effect of tho‘vholo"ih;m tg
make a man feel that perhaps humbug has
a better chance of success in this world
than merit.
