Joseph R. Underwood was horn in Gooch­
land county, Virginia, Ootober 24,1791. In 
1802 he was adopted by his maternal nnole, 
who resided in Barren oonnty, Kentucky. 
He received his education in this State, 
terminating his scholastio course at the 
University of Kentuoky, in Lexington, in 
1811, after which he read law with Robert 
Wickliffe. In 1813 he served in the United 
States army as lientenant of a volunteer 
company, and was wounded and taken

Erisoner at Dudley’s defeat, commanding 
ie company after the captain was mor­

tally wounded. After his release, in the 
fall of 1813. he located at Glasgow, 
Kentucky, where be practiced law for 
ten years, during which period he was trus­
tee of the town and county attorney and a 
member of the Legislature from 1816 to 
1819. In 1823 he removed with his family 
to Bowling Green, and was elected a mem­
ber of the Assembly of 1825and 1826. From 
1828 to 1835 he was judge of the Coart of 
Appeals, and resigned on being elected a 
Repref entative m Congress, in which posi­
tion he served from 1835 to 1843. In 1846 
he was again elected to the Kentucky Legis­
lature, and was Speaker of the House. In 
1847 he was elected a member of the United 
States Senate for six years, and at the ex­
piration of bis term he resumed the practice 
of law. Id 1824 and in 1844 he was a pres­
idential elector. He was also a delegate to 
the Chicago convention in 1864.—Louisville 
Courier-Journal.

T h e  S h am e e f  T e x a s .

The San Antonio Republican says:
Texas has oonrts enough, law enough, 

officiale enough to pnt down all the crim­
inals w ithin her borders; and her taxpayers 
pay enough for this machinery of govern­
ment to have it efficient; bat the whole 
body of the State is sick; from the crown of 
the head to the sole of the loot it is one fes­
tering sore of Democr&cy. What are all 
the laws of the universe worth in the hands 
of the law breaker ? Coke went into office 
at the head of a Democratic mob; he called 
for an ax to break in the door of the execu­
tive office; he had the door broken open, 
and seating himself, tamed his mob locne 
to depredate upon the offices of other State 
officers.

THE AMENDMENTS TO TUE CONSTITUTION

TNo. 96.
An. act to amend the constitution of the 

State of Louisiana.
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of 

ReDresentativee of the State of Louisiana 
in General Assembly convened, two-thirds 
of the members of each house agreeing 
thereto, That the following amendments be 
proposed and entered upon the respective 
journals of the Senate and Houee of Repre­
sentatives, with the yeas and nays taken 
thereon, and the Secretary of State shall 
cause the same to he published three 
months before the next general election for 
Representatives in the General Assembly, 
in at least one newspaper in every parish 
in the State in which a newspaper shall be 
published, and said proposed amendments 
shall be submitted to the people, at said 
election, in such manner and form that the 
people may vote for or against each amend­
ment separately, f. e : First proposed
amendment, “For approval, or “Against 
approval,” and in like manner as to the 
others: and if a majority of the voters, at 
said election, shall approve and ratify such 
amendment or amendments, the same shall 
be appropriately numbered, and become 
a part or the constitution, and he pro­
claimed as each by the Governor and Sec­
retary of State.

1. The expenditures of each session of the 
General Assembly for per diem and mileage 
of members, for payment of officers and 
employes, and for contingent expenses, 
shall not exceed the sum oi one hundred 
and seventy-five thousand dollars; and 
members of the General Assembly ehall 
receive five dollars a day during their at­
tendance, and a mileage oi twenty cents a 
mile for actual distance from the court­
house of their respective parishes to the 
State Capitol.

2. The last sentence in article sixty-six 
of the constitution, which reads as fol­
lows, to wit: “If any bill shall not be 
returned by the Governor within five days 
after it ehall have been presented to him, 
it shall be a law in like manner as it he 
had signed it, unless the General Assem­
bly by adjournment prevent its return, 
in which case the said bill shall be re­
turned an the first day of the meeting of 
the General Assembly after the expiration 
of said five days, or be a law,” shall be 
amended so as to read as follows, to wit: 
“If any bill shall not be returned by the 
Governor within five days, not including 
Sundays, after it ehall have been presented 
to him, it shall be a law in like manner as 
if he had signed it, unless the General As­
sembly by adjournment prevent its return, 
in which case it shall not be a law nnlese 
signed and promulgated within twenty 
days after said adjournment.”

3. The judicial powere heretofore vested 
in parish courts are hereby abrogated and 
withdrawn. The district courts of the 
State, outside the parish of Orleans, shall 
bave original jurisdiction in all civil cases 
when the amount in dispute exceeds one 
hundred dollars, exclusive of interest, and 
appellate jurisdiction over cases decided by 
justices ol the peace when the amount in die 
put© exceeds fifty dollars, exclusive of in 
terest- In criminal cases their jurisdiction 
shall be nn mited, and they shall have fall 
jurisdiction over matters oi probate and suc­
cession. Each of said district judges shall 
receive a salary of four thousand dollars 
annually, payable quarterly on his 
own warrant. Justices of the peace 
shall have jurisdiction in civil cases 
when, withont reference to interest, 
the amonnt in dispute does not exceed 
one hundred dollars, with power to pro­
nounce judgment for that amount, and such 
interest, not to exceed eight per cent per 
annum, as may be proved, and shall have, 
in addition to the criminal jurisdiction now 
vested in them, all such criminal jurisdic­
tion as is now vested in parish cx-urta. 
Clerks of the district oourts shall™have 
power to grant write of arrest, attachment, 
sequestration, provisional seizure and in­
junction; to receive and probate wills; to 
appoint administrators, executors, curators, 
tutors and under-tutors in oases in which 
no opposition shall be made; to homologate 
acoounte, tableaus and schedules of debts 
when no opposition is made thereto, their 
judgments being only prima faoie evidence 
of correctness; to g'rant orders directing 
sale of property belonging to successions 
or minors, and to grant orders of seizure 
and sale by executory process, and shall re­
ceive such fees therefor ae may be provided 
by the General Assembly.

4. The Governor shall receive a salary cf 
six thousand dollars annually, payable 
quarterly, on his own warrant.

5. No fees or perquisites of office shall be 
allowed to or received by the Treasurer, 
Auditor, Attorney General, or by district 
attorneys.

Any amendment or amendments to 
this constitution may be proposed in the 
Senate or House uf Representatives, and 
if the same shall be agreed to by two 
thirds of the members elected to each 
honse, such proposed amendment or 
amendments shall be entered on their 
respective journals, with the yeas and nays 
taken thereon; and the Secretary ot State 
shall cause the same to be published, three 
months before the next general election tor 
Representatives to the General Assembly, 
in at least one newspaper in every parish in 
the State in which a newspaper ehall be 
published. And such proposed amend­
ment or amendments shall be submitted to 
the people at Baid election; and it a majori­
ty of the voters at said election ehall ap­
prove and ratify such amendment or 
amendments, the same shall become a part 
of this constitution. If more than one 
amendment shall be submitted at one time, 
they shall be submitted in such manner 
and form that the people may vote for or 
against each amendment separately.
