T h e  H is to ry  o f  th e  H o r s e - t  ar Epic. 
The following is from the Boston Com- 

monwealth:
Early in April, 1875. the city line of the 

New York and Harlem Railroad Company, 
having adopted the punch system, posted 
in the panels of their oars a card of in 
formation and instruction to conductors 
and passengers, both of whom were in­
directly requested to watch each other. It 
reads as follows:

The conductor. when he receives a  fare, m ust 
i m m edialely punch in the  presence of th e  pas­
sée get—

A bine trip  slip for an  elght-cents fare.
A huff t i ip  slip fo ra  six  cents fine.
A p ink  trip  slip for a  th ree  cents Lire.

For coupon and transfer ticke ts, punch th e  
tickets.

The poesy of the thing was discovered 
almost as “immediately” as the conductor 
“immediately” punched, and all sorts of 
jingles were accommodated to the measure. 
The regular patrons of tbe Fourth avenue 
line heard something new almost every day. 
But it was nor until tbe twenty-seveuth of 
September, 1875, that the first poem ap­
peared in print. Two gentlemen connected 
with tbe New York press, Mr. Bromley of 
the Tribune, and Mr. Brooks of the Times, 
iu the summer of 1875, were riding down 
town having the whole car to themselves. 
Brooks was dozing. Bromley’s attention 
was riveted to the notice, which always had 
a strange fascination for him. ' At length he 
started up with—“It’s poetry, by George! 
Brooks! it’s poetry!” Brooks, somewhat 
startled by the abruptness of the outburst, 
hastily inquired, “What’s poetry? What 
are you talking about?” Bromley, as if 
fearful of losing his discovery, pointed to 
the card, and without taking his eyes off it 
read, with the omission of bat a single word, 
thns:

The condnc 'or, when he receives a  fare,
Will punch in th e  presence of the  naasirjare.
A blue trip slip for an  eiftlu cent fare, etc. 

Brooks mnmbled it over in a sleepy wt; 
and said, “That’s so!” and tried to loo* 
away and forget it. He could not. He 
was caught by the strange fascination. 
Both gentlemen read it and re-read it, and 
kept on reading and repeating it till they 
reached Prictingbouse square, and they 
both said it haunted them the whole night 
long. The next night, when they entered 
the car, they were overpowered by the 
same fascination. They hummed it and 

■jingled it, and kept it going. It kept time 
with the rattle ot the cars; it made perfect 
accord with the hoof-beats of the horses. 
At length Brooks was inspired, and barst 
forth with the additional line that made 
the song complete. So then it ran:

The conductor, when he receives a  fare.
Will punch, in th e  prereuce of th e  passinjare,
A blue trip  slip for an  e igh t c e n t tare;
A buff trip  slip for a  six cen t far« ;
A p isk  t u p  si p fur a  th ree  cent fare;
All in th e  presence of th e  passinjare.

Both then felt that the poem was com 
plete and ready to be set to music, perhaps 
fitted into an opera. It was shortly intro 
duoed as a hymn in the editorial rooms of 
the Tribune, and Mr. Wykoff, the scientific 
editor, assisted by Mr. Moses P. Handy, 
then of the Tribune staff, added to them 
the following cht.rus, which, it will be ob 
served, hae the characteristic merits of the 
original verse, and of this school of metrical 
composition:

Punch, ho.vs, punch w ith care !
Puucb in th e  p resen te  of file passinjare,
A blue tr ip s 'ip  fur an eight-cent fare;
A buff trip  s! p  for a  six cent fare;
A pink trip  slip for a  th ree  cent fare;
All in th e  presence of th e  passinjare.

Then the hymn and chorus were sung to­
gether, and the work pronounced perfect 
by good judges of both poetry and music. 
It was not intended to give the poem to 
the public; but one night it was taken 
down in shorthand from the lips of the 
choir, and the next day printed on an inside 
page of the Tribune. The contagion thu9 
appeared and s prend rapidly. The Boston, 
Philadelphia and Chicago papers took it np 
On the first of November the New York 
Sun added tbe following—

W hen th e  passenger wishes to  leave th e  cair,
He m u st lin g  th eb e b  wirb a  m odest a ir ;
And bow to  ihe gentlem anly driva r,
And say, “B« g pardon, excuse me sair,
B ut really. I 'd  like to  get o u t of th e  cair.”
Then tb e  d river will ta rn  w ith a  t'-rrible glare, 
And shout a t th e  w retched passinjare.
“ A b lan k  ot a  p lace to  stop this air.’’
And dum m y and cold grows th e  passinjare,
And w ilts like a  b lighted cucum bait.

Then “Mark Twain” took it np in the At 
lanti c, calling it bis “Literary Nightmare,’ 
and added the following pefr&'m

Punch, b ro th ers, punch w ith  care;
Punch in ih e  presence of th e  passinjare.

The effect of Mark’s article was to aronse 
the universe. Doctors, lawyers, preachers, 
everybody got it. Even the tradespeople 
took bold ot the jingle, and an umbrella 
manufacturer eame out with—

W hen yon w ant an u m brella« ,
Bilk, or cotton, or aipacair,
Go lor one called Guanacair,
Guanaco, or Guaflacair,
Be th e  w eather toul or fair,
G uanacc's th e  um bieliair.
A b ack silk shad« for a  five dollair,
A biown silk shade for an  e ig h t doiiair,
A blue s 'lk  shade for a  ten  dollair,
All in tb e  fotm of a  Guanacair.
Skip, slip, jum p r ig h t their,
All who w an t an  um breiiair.

Now the disease has taken a political 
form, and—

Vote, b ro thers, vote with caire.
Vote for the Drave old goveri aire.
Vote for Rayes and Bill Wheelaire,

Is resounding through the land. And from 
present indications the end is not yet.

H o w  W e T r e a t  O u r In d ia n  F r ie n d s .
Generals Gibbon and Brisbin place great 

reliance upon the fidelity and courage of the 
Crows-j-the most honorable and loyal tribe 
of Indians the government has upon its 
pension rolls. And yet these same Crows 
have been worse treated than any west of 
the Missouri. Captain Ed. Ball, of the 
Second Cavalry, has been inspector of gov­
ernment supplies for the Crow agency, and 
he tells a sad tale ol the perfidy of the ap­
pointees ot the peace commission. Abont 
two weeks ago a delegation ol Crows made 
its way through Silting Bull’s lines and in­
tercepted General Gibbon. The Indians 
came, they said, to beg lood, as they were 
starving on the reservation. And this, too, 
in the face of the fact that an unexpended 
balance of $75,000 was then, and had been 
for eome time, in the hands oi the agent.
