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POLITICAL NOTES.

The Times is guilty of willfal incondiar-
ism in eharging upon Rapublicans the erim-
inal alterstion of the registration books.
Such an accusation could have but one paur-
pose or effect, viz: To arouse animosity in
the breasts of the parties who were made
to believe they were cheated and provoke
them to violerce against their pelitical op-
ponenta,

Itis hard to believe a journalist would
resort to such base partisan tricks through
deliberate malice. Yet can we find no ex-
ouse for the ignorance of the Zimes in this
matter. It first uttered the charge tbat the
Republicans were tampering with the regis-
tration r with & oi antiality
which implied an intimate and t
knowledge of the facts. It solemnly and
th ningly ted editerially upon
the statemente made by its reporter. Later
it valled npon Mr. Packard or the RErUB-
LICAN to explain these criminal proceed-
inge, and opon our denying that there was
any f for ite allegati it again
retorted—even as late as yesterdsy, when
the books were in the hands of the ward
registrars and open to the inepection of the
Democratic supervisors—as follows:

The REPUBLICAN attempts a weak
denial of the cbarge made by the
Times, that alteration was going on in the
registration books of 1874. The Rerrs
LICAN might with more prudence have dis-
claimed any knowledge of such alterations
in the registration books, The charge is
true, notwithstanding the statement of the
RePUBLICAN. The Zimes reiterates it upon
proof positive, and begs leave to assure the
organ and the leaders of the party that tbis
business will not be tolerated. An expla-
nation now, with prompt amends, may save
some very disagreeable explanations in fu-
ture.

What exouse can the Times offer for so
gross and 1nexcusable an attack npon our
veracity and upon the honesty of the
“leaders of the party.” It knew that the
Demooratic State Committee poesessed &
duplicate of the registration of each ward,
and that any alteration, change or erasure
in either name oraddition must be detected
immediately. 1t could have ascertained by
the slightest effort that no one was risking
a sentence to the Penitentiary for any such
act, and it could have seen by the books
themselves, at any of the ward offices, be-
fore its latest reiteration of the charge,
that they had not been in the least tam-
pered with.

This is a “disagreeable explanation,” we
must admit, bat the absolute forsaking of
the truth and fair play in the Times' attacks
renders the duty of making it imperative.
Such outrageous and unwarrantable ap-
peals to partisan passions threaten more

danger to the peace and prosperity of New
Orleans than a thousand such independent
papers could ever reatore.

The retiracy of Governor Wells from the
congressional contest in the Fourth District,
is an evid of the t patriotism of
that worthy gentleman. It eliminates
from the canvaes a dangerous contest, upon
which the Democracy built high hopes of
creating diseension, discord and weakness
in our party. The Republicans of the Red
river parishes will now act harmoniously
and solidly together—nothing will be per-
mitted to divert or deter them from doing
their whole duty at the ballot box—and
this fact must destroy the last lingering ex-
‘pectation of carrying the State in the minds
of thoughtfal Democrats.

The fourth ward feud is growing per-
sonally bitter, and instead of living har-
moniously together like Barnum's happy
family, the Democracy more nearly imitate
the renowned Kilkenny cats. When the
Canal street promenader is startled by a
fusilade of veh t 1 tions such as
“'ghysters,” “frauds,” “rings” and “cheats,”
he may rest assured that it comes from a
group of one wing of fourth warders dis-
cussing the merits of the other.

Scores of idle and
dissolute or thoughtless young men who
fall short of a legal majority, will be in-
duoced to perjure themselves by the “elec-
tioneerers,” which in this city a certain

REPUBLICAN MASS MEETING

SIXTH AND SEVENTH DISTRICTS

The foarth of the regular mass meetings
organized by the campaign committee was
held last evening in the equare next to
Jefferson Market, corner of Magazine street
and Napoleon avenue. It was composed of
the central and sub-clubs of the twelfth,
thirteenth, fourteenth, sixteenth and seven-
teenth wards. In consequence of the long
distance many ot the clubs were obliged to
march, it was after nine o'clock before they
reached the place of meeting. The square

He announced that
the fifth and last meeting would be held
two weeks from that night in Lafayette
square, and would be compoeed of all clabs
of all the wards of the parish of Orleans.
He desired to eay that the platform used
to-night was that of the Democratic party,
and was occupied by the courtesy of the
Democratic committee.

MoxRroE, La., August 30, 1876,

On Saturday aff at & Republi
barbecue about four miles below Monroe,
a dispute arose between a white and a ocal-
ored man, but the same was quieted with-
ont anything serious ocourring.
That night a number of whites patroled
the road below the place where the bar-
becue was held, armed, uatil about eleven
o'clock.
Sunday and Monday passed off quietly.
On Monday night the houses of I. Gar-
rett, Jr., about nine miles below Monroe,
and of David Faulk, about twelve miles be-
low Monroe, were fired into by unknown
parties, but no one was hurt.
Yesterday several whites brought their
familiea to town, while the msjority re
mained at home, although all resided in the
immediate neighborhood.
Last night Sheriff Hamlet, accompanied
by only his deputy, Lewis, went to Log-
town, twelve miles below here, and found
everything quiet, except that the colored

peaceful. We are here and will stay. You
can not drive us away except by blood. If
sny become weak-kneed and turn by
the wayside, [jlet us lead him
back as you do in _church when
one falls from . We don't want
office to vote for the Republioan party.

Look at that great
schoolbouse; think that to day a man owns
his little ones, hia little brother and sister,
and man and wife are one, and all due to
the Republican party.

But
the Repablican party had not only elevated
the black man, but the poor whitée, and
they should be gratefu! to it. He was glad
to see 80 many ladies present, and urged
them to see that the men went to the polls,
and predicted the triumphant election of
Hayes and Packard.

Mr. Stamps then introdnced Judge Henr:
C. Dibble who, as there were others to fol-
low, only epoke a few words. He spoke of
the continual changing of the Democratic
platform, denying to-day what it asserted
vesterday, prociaiming this a white man's
government and now appealing to the black
man to save them. He expected the cam-
peign would be one of appeals to reason and
sense, and not to arms. If the Democrats
won. he would be the first to acquiesce;
but if the Republicane gained the victory
they should be treated the same. He be-
lieved no good had ever resulted from the
Democratic party, and none ever would till
it believed in its heart that all men were of
one Divine Father.

Judge Dibble was followed by Hon. J.
Hale Sygher and by Rev. George W. Bry-
ant, both of whom made excellent speeches,
and were heartly applanded.

Tilden Two Tales.

On December 26, 1863, Mr. Tilden swore
to a return, under oath, in which be said:

“I hereby oertify that the following
is a true and faithfal statement of the
gains, profits or income of Samuel J. Til-
den, of the city of New York, sud county
of New York, State of New York,
whether derived from any kind of property,
rents, interests, dividends, salary, or from
any profession, trade, employment, or vooa-
tion, or from any other source whatever,
from first day of January to thirty-first day
of December, 1862, both days inclusive, and
subject to sun income tax under the excise
laws of the United States. Income from all
sources, $7118.”

In his answer to the complaint in the Cir-
cuit Court of the United States in the suit
of the St. Louis, Alton and Terre Haute
Railroad Company against himself and
others, which answer was filed recently,
Mr. Tilden swore under oath as follows:

“That for such services the defendant
Tilden made a charge of $10,000 against
said second mortgage bondholders, and the
said charge was paid, by or on behalt of
eaid second mortgage bondholders on the
seventeenth of October, 1862; * ~ * that
the defendant Tilden, for a part of his ser-
vices aforesaid, also made a charge of the like
sum of $10,000 on t of protessional
services rendered to the first mortgage
bondholders and the receivers, which was
paid to him by the eaid Azariah C. Flagg,

date of November 7, 1862, in a t

Ranks—The Kiglhting Around Alexie
- matz.
LoXDON, August 3) —A special from Bel-
greade tothe Times says:
The keenest anxiety is felt here of an
armistice. Every day increases the danger
of the war spreading The Servian army
is fast becoming a Russian auxiliary force
fighting on Servian svil. The Russians are
exposing themselves in the bruat of battle
with remarkable valor. Oat of forty-
eifbt men who fought as a company at
dAfdxinmz, thirty were left dead on the
eld.
The Servians are becoming jealons and
afraid of the Russians, and ieei that the
control of their army is slipping from their
hands. They will joyfully accept peace if it
can be obtained on good terms.
The seven days fighting before Alexinatz
has been greatly exaggerated. The entire
losa of the Servians is now estimated at
only a few hundred killed, and about 2300
wounded. No lists of killed and wounded
have been published since the beginning of
the war.
A dispatoh from Belgrade to Reater's
Telegram Company eays the popular feel-
ing here is warlike. It is gemerally ex-
pected the Porte will refuse an armistice.
The police yesterday discovered a num-
ber of copies of the Turkish
issued August 17, inviting the Servians to
submission, and offering protection to those
sobmitting. The proclsmation declares
Prince Milan and his ministers the only
revolutionists, and that they alone have
cause to expect rigorous treatment.
The Standard’s special aispateh from Con-
|tan:ino&le says material differences ap-
pear in the views of the powers with refer.
ence to mediation. Austria and Englaud
desire peace; Rruseia wishea for an armis-
tice only, which will allow her to treat of
conditions of in conference with
other powers. The Porte is willing to make
peace, and is opposed to an armistice. After
the Porte declares an srmistice the ma- |
jority of the powers will find that peace is
easier to be had without it, and that the
sitnation will force Servia and Montenegro
to urge negotiations.
The Standard’s Berlin correspondent tele-
phs that in German politcal circles the
lief is expressed that Prince Milan's re-
quest for mediation is only another move
in the policy of Russia to protraot the
Turkish complications, so that she can com-
plete her own preparations.

The Peace Proposals.

VIENNA, Augest 30.—A council of minis-
ters has been held at Constantinople to con-
sider the peace prop handed the Grand
Vizier separately. Ruseia opposed the con-
dition that Servis should first sue directly
for peace to the Porte, but has abandoned
that ition.

It is stated that Prinoce Nicholas, of Mon-
tenegro, has informed Prince Milan that he
need not consider himself bound by the
agreement made at the beginning of the
swar that neither should separately enter
upon peace negotiations.
